NEW PUBLICATIONS.
Unquestionably the completest and

best modern account ofthe land, the peo-
ple and the institutions of the nation of
the Czar, is tue elaborate work in two
volumes entitled "The Empire of the
Tsars and the Russians," from the press
or G. P. Putnam's nous, New York, U7
West Twenty-third street. It js by
Anatole Leroy-Blauliou, Member of the
Institute of France. It is translated by
Zenaide A. Rogoziu, Member of tno
American Oriental Society, and author of
several volumes of the ''Stories o: tha
Nations" series. The first volume, obS
pages, treats ofthe country and its inhab-
itants, and the socond, 5u4 pages, of the
institutions of Itussia. The work is a
masterly picture of Russian lile, and is
enhanced iv value by the annotations
ofthe translator, who is a Russian. This
book ia forbidden in Russia, a fact that
makes it the more attractive to other peo-
-1)1 o. One is curious to know what it is
that Russia prohibits being read within
the empire. The author explains that
wo should not wonder at tho inhibition,
because it is not enough that au author
should be sympathetic with the Slavic
people and have reapoct for the sovereign;
something moro is demanded by the
autocracy—it demands that there shall be
no discussion whatever of its methods
and us lusiitutious. Those must not be
profaned by debate. But those volumes
do just that; they debate with respect and
truth; they discuss with vigor aud acc-
curacy of statement. As tho author says,
this inhibition is really a tribute to sincer-
ity, it proves the book to bo not pulseless,
puerile and non-committal, but strong,
courageous and truthful. We are warned
not to judge Russia by the rules we
apply to America, or to the States of
Europe, lor Russia is neither Europe nor
Asia—it is a world by itself, between -the
two and partaking of both; it is not a
State ofour time, but of an age three
centuries ago. Tne volumes are delight-
ful reading. - They are graphic, judicial
in judgment, free from emotion, or
passion, yet neither formal nor cold, aud
not at all lacking in coler. They are
clothed in diction at once scholarly and
simple. The method is direct; the
author goes around about nothing, but to
and through it with direction and the
momemtum ofhonest conviction. There
is not lacking romance iv these critical
historical volumes. It is veritablo his-
tory of a people rather than of a country.
Itdeals rather with the motives, forces
and thought of the nation than with
ttie politics of party, the ambitions
ot rulers and the hopes aud despair of a
people. The book surprises us by its
irankuess aud its spirit of fairness; it
awakens our admiration by its elegance
of style; it commands our applause by
its graphic method of recital; it inspires
us with regard for it by tho scientific
manner of treatmont. For these ad-
mirable volumes proceed upon the doc-
trine that history may be, indeed, suould
be treated scientifically; reasons, analo-
gies and causes traced out, and conclu-
sions reached upon and accordiug to the
lines by which scientific truths are usu-
ally established. We have read a good
deal about Russia and its people, but in
no other work have wo found such care-
ful study of the traits of character in tne
Russians that make them what they are,
a peculiar people, a people of classes
though not ofcastes. We commend these

aing volumes to all lovers of his-
torical analyses of peoples and their civ-
ilization.

"California iv the World's Columbian
Exposition" is the final report of the
World's Fair Commission. Itia by X. C.
Judkins, Flood building, San Fraucisco,
he having been the Secretary of tne com-
mission. It is from the press of tue StalePrinting Office. It does credit to the
commission and to Mr. Judkius who pre-
pared it, and it should be a source of
undo. It is richly and very profusely

- rated. It contains a description of
all tue exhibits from this State, made uu-
der the law creating the commission, and
a list of all exhibitors from California.
Tnere is no waste of spacu iv it—v is
compact, clear and comprehensive. The
commission was created by au Act of the
Legislature in 1881, whicu appropriated

,000 lor buildings, and collecting and
maintaining an exhibit of t:;'_- products o;'
California. The report waa submitted to
the Governor after the liual meeting of
the commission in June last, the board at
