America ?Vow Importing Instead of

Exporting the Article.
New Youk, March 2L—The arrival at

this port eariy in the week of a steamer
from the Argentine Republic wiih a
cargo of 120,000 bushels of llaxseed has
brought to light some interesting facts.
It seems that quite a trade has been go-
ing on in seed from that far-away coun-
try for some time past, about 500.00U
bushels of the Argentine seed having al-
ready been sold here.

The seed, although dirty, is reported to
bo ol good quality, and the price is equal
to $1 25 per bushel, duty paid, tho latter
amounting to twenty cents per bushel.
Crushers get a rebate ou cl» cake export-
ed, which makes tha net price about £1 20
paid for tho South American article.
American nazseed is quoted nominally
at $1 50(5 1 55.
