The principle involved in the judgment
rendered to-day is of gr-aat interest to ttio
countries of Central and South America,
which are subject to revolution, for it
amounts to a declarative that such coun-
tries are responsible -or the aotsof in-
surgents against the rijhts and proper-
ties of foreigners, even if these acts are
bovoiul their control.

Boiling watered Burged on the
fire-room tloor and about the men, but
they obeyed the order. Thiess, while
asM^Bting to draw the fires, 101 l in the
boiling water, and tiw> tlesb on hia m.li>
was cooked. Thiess' prompt action prob-
ably saved the Government thousands of
dollars, as tha Monterey's boilers would
have been ruinod had not tho tires been
drawn.
