Desperate Attempt of a Convict
to Escape From San Ouentin.

CUTS THROUGH THE ROOF OF THE
STATS PENITENTIARY.

Captured .fust as Liberty "Was In View

—Solitary Confinement Hia Reward

—The Case of tho Railway Strikers

Nearlnsj an End—Jndea Morrow

.Begins His Charge to the Jnry.

San QukM'ITN. April L—A desperate

and almost successful attempt was made
by a life convict to escape from San
C^uentin last night.

George Builock, known as convict
15,277, made the effort, which shows more

than a marvelous ingenuity. The lact
that the prisoner got outside his cell
proves that he had the aid ofpeople who
"were interested in his escape. Bullock
bad been furnished with tools, which
have not yet been fouud, and with their
aid he cut away the brick work in the
ceiling of his cell. The labor and care
necessary to make a hole big enough to
crawl through might have disheartened
auy but a "lifer"at San Queutiu.

The work probably took two or three
days, and when the bricks aud mortar
"were removed there was an iron roof of
considerable thickness to cut away.
After reaching this itwas necessary to
use some very 6harp implement, as the
corrugated iron was made to resist just
such attempts. Having cut a hole in the
metal, Bullock bent tue jagged pieces
back, and firmly planted a hook in the
iron. To this was attached a piece of
rope long enough to enable the convict to
reach the ground.

He had crawled up on the roof and was
preparing to slide down the roue when he
Haw the figure ot Guard Charles dradey
immediately beneath him. The convict
know he was watched and knew his life
was in the hands of the guard. It was
impossible to throw up hi 6arms, in token
of surrender, as, had he done so. lie
\u25a0would have fallen to the ground. Gradey
did not dare call out for help, as be
feared that there mi<xht be a general at-
tempt to escape, and so for nearly an
hour thf oliicer and the convict watched
each other.

At the end of that time Sergeant White
appeared. Bullock was ordered down,
and when ho reached the ground be
miietly held out his wrists for the hand-
cuffs, lie was taken into the prison and
looked up.

Bullock arrived from Santa Cruz on
jNlan-h 4, 1893, to serve a lifesentence for
murder. He will be placed in solitary
confinement until the next meeting of
the Board ot Prison Directors.

CASE OF THE STRIKERS.
Judge Morrow Begins His Charee to

the Jury.

Sax Francisco, April 1.—The trial of
JJayue and Casaidy, the American Kail-
-.\-ay I niou strikers, charged with con-
Bpiraey, which has been dragging along
in the L'%ited .States District Court lor
over three mouths, is Hearing an end.
Judge Morrow began delivering his
charge to the jury this morning. When
he adjourned court this eveuiug he was
still readiug from the 27.3 pages of type-
written lustructious which he has pre-
pared.

The court congratulated the jury on the
approaching termination ol the case. He
then slated mat the court would merely
deal with the law in the case, and said it
would be the exclusive province of the
jury to apply the law to the facts. The
charges against the defendants were cou-
spiracy, and the maximum penalty was
a •jlu.uou line, or two years' imprison-
ment, or both, at the discretion oi the
Court. The objects of the conspiracy were
baid to be to obstruct the mails and to
interfere wnh commerce, interstate and
other. There "was ample authority lor
Haying that the otteuses cited had been
eommittgu if the result followed, though
tue object 01" the oilenders might not have
•imed at it. Ihe conspiracy was proved
when two or more men met together to
do a certain act.

Extracts from the law bearing on the
question were read to show thai the la
Otfic roads occupied a different position
from other yoaus iv ihe matter oi carry-
ing mails, in that their trains were al-
wayb at the service oi me I •overnmeut for
the purpose. The postal authorities had
the exclusive right to say wuen the mails
should move.

The court quoted from the Debs case in
Illinois to show that Pullman cars were 'part ofa regular train on other than the
Pacific roads, on ail trains of which the
company was compelled to carry mails.

The overt acts stated ju the indictment
were read, ami the conn BSid that it was
not necessar3' that a;i overt :^cts Bhould
be proved. Ii the defendants had per-
formed any ona oi those acts, and it
hhould appear to be in furtherance oi the !
conspiracy, it would be suilicient to jus-
ii;yv conviction.

The court at this point impressed the
jury particularly that it was us exclusive
right to decide on questions of fact, and it
was to reject ans thing in his charge or in
any ol his rulings during the trial that
might seem to muicaie anything to ihe
contrary.

'1 he constitution and the by-laws ol' the
American Railway I niou were iou;. an I
the court t,aiu that the right ol working-
men to organize was not questioned.
They had a right to organize to in.-rease
wages, ifthe organization was carried on
within legal bounds, out there was a reg-
ulation winch must be put into effect
against them. That was to prevent them

; nteriei ing with the rights of others,
hhould it be lounu that the Americau
Railway I'mon had, in pursuing its boy-
cott against Pullman, done this, its action
was clearly illegal.

Judge Morrow expects to finish the
reading of tne instructions by noon to-
morrow, when the ca**e will be given to
tuojury.

Commissioner lieaeock to-day for a hear-
ing, ivatzauer, Foss and (Jreenwald
-were represented uy Lawyors .Stonehill
and Kiordan. Attorney Hinkle appeared
to oare for Ciprico's interest, while Sulli-
van was represented by Attorney Wil-
Itina. At the suggestion of Special Agent
T,iiomas it was decided not to proceed

with the hearing until April 10th. Hinkle
made an effort to have the bail reduced
from §10,000, but Commissioner Heacock
turned a deaf ear to his pleadings.

Decision ofSuperior Judge Clark la a
Slander Case.

Los Axgkj.es, April I.—Judge Clark
to-day overruled the demurrer interposed
by Hey. J. C. Campbell in the suit charg-
ing him with slandering Mies Tessa L.
Kelso, the Librarian of the Loa Augeles
Public Library.

The basis of the action was a prayer
oliered by the defendant before his con-
gregation in the First Methodist Episco-
pal Church, in which he said: "Oh,
Lord, vouchsafe thy saving grace to the
Librarian of the Los Angeles City Li-
brary, aud cleanse her of all sin and
luake her a woman worthy ofher ollice. 1'

The Rev. Mr. Campbell in his demur-
rer look the position that his statement
was privileged.

mThe court says that a slander can be
perpetrated in the form of a prayer ad
readily as in auy other form of speech,
and no communication made by parson
or priest to his congregation is privileged
because ofsuch relation, unless, perhaps,
when made in the discharge of his pas-
toral duties with one subject to tho disci-pline of the church, and then only unless
made without malice.

Cause of Explosion to be Investigated.
Burn-; (Mont.), April I.—Judge Speer

ofthe District Court to-day summoned a
Grand Jury and instructed them to in-
vestigate the great dynamite explosion of
January 15th, by which fifty-nine menwere killed and a hundred or more in-
jured. Tne Judge told the jury that
someone was responsible for che death of
these men, and he hoped that the biame
would be fixed by the jury, ihe prose-
cuting attorney had refused to take the
responsibility of tiling information, and
the Grand Jury was called.

Still Amongst the Living.
San Diego, April I.—L. N. Bailey,

Deputy County Assessor, and his com-
panion, J. B. Brackett. who were sup-
posed to be lost on the desert between
Varna and Cainpo, are safe and sound.Their horses arrived at Banner about ten
days before in an almost famished con-
dition, and there being no trace of the
men nor wagon, they were believed to
have met with disaster. Their horses
had escaped, but they were fortunate in
securing two mules, and soon afterward
reached Coyote Wells.

Talk of a Vlticultural Collojje.
Sax Francisco, April I.—The matter

ofthe establishment of a viticultural col-
lege here was favorably discussed to-day
by the Executive Committee of the Yui-
cultural Commission. The idea is toplace it under the control of the National\ itioultural Association after the estate
\ iticultural Association shall expire in
January next, aa a protest against the
transfer of the commission's assets to the
State University. Decision was post-
poned until the annual meeting in June.

Value of Mexican Dollars.
Sax Francisco, April I.—The Trea-

sury Department, in its quarterly bulle-
tin, established the import value on Mex-
ican dollars for the ensuing three months
at f0.479, thus making a reduction of two
cents on the valuutiou for the quarter just
ended. This reduction, while favoring
the importer, has attracted much atten-
tion, because of the boom in silver, and
the fact that Mexican dollars were quoted
at txi cents last Saturday.

A New Bay Steamer.
San- Fbakcisco, April I.—The new

stern-wheel steamer Alviso, which was
recently launched at Sausalito, will soon
be ready to go on a permanent route be-
tween San Francisco and Alviso. She
will make a trial trip in about a week,
and Captain E. V. Hideout will be her
cominnnder. She will carry freight and
passengers, and it is proposed to estab-lish a connection with san Jose.

Election at Helena, Montana.

Chicagoans Appreciate His Stand
on the Money Question.

PUBLIC RECEPTION TENDERED TO
HIMSELF AND WIFE.

The Stato Department Much. Con-

cerned Over the Venezuelan Border

lllspnte—iimbasaador Bayard lias

Not Yet Convinced Great Britain

That the Matter Should be Sub-

mitted to Arbitration.

Washington, AprilI.—The President

this morning reeaived a representative
delegation lroin Chicago in behalf of tho
leading citizens of Chicago, irrespective
of party affiliations, to invite him to a
public reception to himself and Mrs.
Cleveland, as aa expression of the ap-
preciation of his steadfast insistence on
the preservation of a sound national
currency.

The invitation reads as follows:
"To President Cleveland: The business

men and citizens of Chicago, irrespective
of party afliliauous, respectlully inviteyou and Mrs. Cleveland to a public re-
ception to be tendered to^you in tnis city,
to express our deep .sense of appreciation
of your statesmanlike aud courageous
action in maintaining the financial credit
ot our Government, and your uncompro-
mising auuudo in favor of ihe preserva-
tion of a sound national currency."

This invitation is signed by lO'J of the
most prominent business men of Chicago.

As rtpokesman lor the delegation, Mr.
Roberts described their reception as fol-
lows: "We were received very pleas-
antly and explained to the President the
non-partisan character of tho invitation.
We also told him that the business men
of Chicago heartily indorsed th6move-
ment. While it was intended as a per-
sonal compliment to.him.it had a still
further motive ivview—the development
of an aggressive sound money sentiment
throughout the West. 'Ihe President
said ihut he peraoiially appreciated folly
the indorsement exhibited by the invita-
tion, and realized the importance of the
movement in favor of sound money,
which he approved, and that he would
take the matter under consideration, and
wouid communicate with us by letter:
that if he could not consider the invita-
tion lavorauly it would be because ofper-
sonal and official re&soua which ho could
not see his way to overcome."

VENEZUELAN J'HOBLEM.

Moves Which Might Cause Interfer-
onoti by the L'nltoU states.

Washington, Aprill.—The Secretary
of State is very much, concernod these
days by the Venezuelan problem. The
British ultimatum delivered to Nicara-
gua is cot a source of political apprehen-
sion, for it ia not now believed that the
British will take action in the way ofac-
quiring territory in that direction, or to
jeopardize the property of Americans in
Nicaragua by a bombardmeut in their
etl'orts to collect the indemuity demanded
from Nicaragua. These are two moves
that might cause the United States
to interfere, But in the case of the Veno-
zuolan border dispute, there is much
grave cause for apprehension. Itappears
tbatrour l-mbassador, Air. Bayard, has
not succeeded in inducing tne .British
•..iovernnieut to give hoed to the reguost
submitted by him at the direction of
Congress that the boundary uispuie be
submitted to arbitration.

Tho British -»re proiuse in their declara-
tion of a willingness to ai oitrate the title
of tho land west, of the Schooinbern line,
but, in the view of the State .Department,
it is a pure evasion of the real isauo, lor
there never has been any reasonable as-
sertion of a British right to this territory,
and it is territory lying east of this line
tuat forms the substance of this conten-
tion.

The situation is believed to be alarm-
ing, as armed bodies of British and Ven-
ezuelans are pressing each other closely
in tho disputed territory, and there may
be a hostile clash at any moment.

Tdo Administration has been consider-
ing the course to be pursued in such a
case, aud it is entirely probable that if
the British persist in bringing about sucha collision, their failure to heed the re-
peated warning and recasts of theLimed States to submit the matter to ar-

bitration will cause the United States to
fee) obliged to followthe moral aid it has
given to Venezuela in this matter by
more substantial assistance.

L.I HUNG CHANG'S ASSASSIN.

Japan to Servo His Sontenco.

Japanese Legation that the young Japan-
ese who shot Li Hung Chang will proba-
bly be sent to the mines of Northern
Japan to serve his life sentence. The
locality ia much like Siberia.

Unofficialreports of tha sentence make
no reference to tho trial or conviction. It[a understood to have been *a civil trial,
as a military trial would have resulted iv
death.

BISMARCK'S BIRTHDAY.

Trainloads of People Arrive at
His Home at Friedricusruhe

!TO CONGRATULATE HIM ON HIS

EIGHTIETH ANNIVERSARY.

Vessels Carrying Arms, Supposed to

no In Aid of the Culmn Revolution-
ists, Espied In the Gulf of Mexico—

Allesred to be iv Mexican "Waters

forthe Purpose of Gaining Recruits.

Special to the Record-Uxiox.
FKIEDRiCHSRUffiE, AprilI.—Sinceearly

this morning trains have been arriving
jhere loaded with visitors from all parts of

I the empire desirous of congratulating
Prince Biamarok on hia eightieth birth-
day. Among them was a deputation
from the Zeydlitz Cuirassier Regiment,
of which the Prince ia honorary Colonel,
one composed of university professors,
and anotner oi Snuators from Hamburg,
Lubeck and Bremen.

A dispatch of congratulation which
King Oscar of Sweden and Norway sent
Prince Bismarck alluded to the lattor as
tne creator of German unity. Emperor
Francis Joseph of Austria telegraphed
congratulations to-day.

The weather was glorious. By 8 o'clock
five trains, each briutring about 1,(100 peo-
ple, had arrived from Hamburg. In
addition great numbers of people Hooked
here from various county roads. The
railroad station was hung with garlands,
liags and Chinese lanterns.

A deputation of i,OOL» strong from the
universities of Germany took up posi-
tions in front ofthe palace tins afternoon,
and when Prince Bismarck appeared he
was greeted with deafening cheers. The
spokesman of the students thon read au
address of congratulation and preseuted
tao ex-Chancellor with a giltsubscribed
for by the students. After thanking his
visitors tho Prince conversed with sev-
eral and returned to the house, after
a fresh storm of cheers.

The general public was not admitted to
the castle gardens, where the reception
was held, but tnousands gathered in tne
meadows on tho other Bide of the stream
overlooking the gardens.
At 12:30 i: m. the band of the Fourth

Regiment of foot guards took a position
in the garuen opposite tho palace, and
piayed tho hallelujah chorus from the
"Messiah" and other popular airs. Soon
the strains of "L>ie Wacht Am Rhine"
were heard iv the distance, announcing
the approach of the student*' procession.

Tho terrace at the time was occupied by
Prince Bismarck, his family and theirnumerous guests. The Countess You
Uaut/.au, daughter of Prince Bismarck,
and tiie Countess and Herbert and Whl-
iam Bismarck were atiirei in summer
toilets, while sevpral of the gentlemen in
the party wore uniforms, but Count Yon
Kautzau, Count Herbert Bismarck and
Count William Bismarck were in ordi-
nary morning dress. Prince Bismarck's
sister, the Countess Yon Arnim, and her
two grandsons were also present.

At 1:50 i. m. the students' procession
emerged upon the triangular space under
the terrace, presenting a strikingly brill-
iant spectacle, tne sun glistening on the
drawn swords of the sludeuts**and dis-
playing to advantage the gorgeous gala
uniforms of the varioiiß corps, consisting
ofwhite;breeches and gantlets and siik
velvet doublets, many colored sashes and
caps ornamented with ostrich feathers.
As the students were marshaled in front
of the terrace, and on tne rising ground
to tue left, the baud piayed lieildier's
">ie^eßkranz,''

Tne crowds about the castle had by
that time been swelled to 12,000 persons.
At the moment the Prince's stately form
was recognized by the students and the
I'iiinic there arose a mighty v cheer, which
echoed far and wide, and the students
clapped their swords together in the air.
Prince Bismarck won.1 a cuirassier uni-
form, and was without a cloak. He
rajsod his heiuiet and stood bowing until
the cheers had subsided.

The spokesman oi t.io students' deputa-
tion, Bruob, a theological atudeut of the
University of Bonn, then ascended the
tribune an.l convoyed to Prince Bis-
marck the congratulations of his fellow
student's, representing thirty universi-
ties, in a few ;ippr->pr;ato words, and con-
cluding with tiie presenting to the
Prince of an address, requesting him to
accept as a birthday present a handsome
fchaft of marble, iron, silver and gold,
witn symbolical figures aud surmounted
witb the German eagle.

Prince Bi»marek, having inspected and
admired tho monument, which occupied
a prominent place ou tne corner oi the
torrace, advance! to the balustrade, and
amid renewed cheers aud clashing of
Bwords, replied to the address oi thestudents, iie spoke for about tweuty
minutes, clearly and distinctly, but with
less forco and point than when address-
ing the doleu^tion of tho Reichstag a
week ago.

In tho course of his remarks, he said:
"Your masters paid me a tribute of ac-
knowledgment of the past [referring to
tho visit of the university professors this
morning] ; your greetings are to mo a
pledge of tho future that, until the mid-
die oitho uext century, when 1 whall long
have been dead, you will continue to ut-
ter the same feelings which you have pro-
claimed today. When a German is on-
thused in his youth, he never lets it drop
altogether in his mature age. That
which the Government of William I. in-
stilled into your hearts will always bear
forth its fruits, no mattor which sbapo
the institutions of tho state may take.
The national feeling remains even whoii
one emigrates. I havo proof to-day that
hundreds of thousands of Germans at theCape of Good Hope, in America aud in
Australia cling with equal enthusiasm to
the old Fatherland.

"\\ c had to tight hard for our national
independence. The prologue was tiie
llolsteiu war. We had to embark in the
Austrian war in ordor to arrive at a doti-
uiie entente with Austria, and to obtain,
so to speak, a judicial separation from
her. After Sadowa every one foresaw a
war with France. It was, however, ad-
visabie not to undertake such a war too
soon, but to wait until the fruits of theNorth German Union had been duly
garnered. After that war there was talk
that in live years another war would fol-
low. That was to be feared, but I used
every endeavor to hinder it. We had no
ground for war. Wo had what wo
wanted, and to continue righting out of
sheer desire for conquest appeared to me
to be BonapartisL instability and not our
German way.

"tiiucoour house was built I have al-
ways been a friend of peace, and to thatend have not shunned small sacrifices. 1
yielded in the Carolina and Samoan
Islands questions, in spiio of the great
value attached to colonial expansion, in
order not to make war.

"Butas to resolutions regarding what i
is to happen iv the future, there is no pro- !
vision. They are dependent upon tiie
decision of others, if friends alter their
opinions the whole plan often miscarries.
Positive undertakings are vory dillicult
in politics. If they succeed, one should
thank God, and not find fault because
they fail in trilling points. .Man can
neither set in motion, nor control, the
Btrearn oftime. Ha can only steer his
boat upon it with more or loss skill. If
he has come safe into harbor, we may
gather from the sound of overwhelming

approval, and wo must be content, and
keeu what we regained for the Empireas itnow is, and not as many wish it to
be, with additional institutions. We want
to preserve scrupulously what we have.

"1 should like, above all, to ask you
young gentlemen not to give yourselves
too much to the German erase for criti-
cising. Accept what God has given you,
and what we have laboriously won beforethe threatening guns of the rest of
Kurope. The greatest sacrifices made for
there-establishment ot' t.ie German Em-
pire wore made by the German prinoes,
the Prussians not excluded. My old
master hesitated long boioro he oonaented
to give up the independence of his state
to tho Empire. Let us bo thankful to
these princes for having made sacrifices
to the Empire which must have coijie
hard to the reigning dynasties alter thoir
history. I^t us be grateful 10 science
and to its devotees lor keeping alive tho
fire*of unity in the hearts of knowledge.
Then you will say I am an old conserva-
tive, but I repeat, let ua keep together
what we have. Lot us not be atraid of
thoso who begrudge what we have. There
have always beeu conflicts in Germany,
and to-day's party divisions are the alter
effects of the old fights in the peasant
w..rs. Without lighting there is no life.
But in all our struggles we must have a
rallying point for ourselves and that is
the Empire, not as somo wish h, but as it
is. Iask you, therefore, to join me in tho
cry: 'Long live the Emperor and the
Empire." 1 {.Deafening cheers.]

After tho cheers for the Emperor had
been given by the students and the
throngs beyond hearing of the speaker's
voice, the students sang liismarck's song
in stentorian voices, with great enthu-
siasm.

The Prince, attouded by Dr. Sohwen-
ingerand L'outu Herbert Bismarok, then
descended the stops and spent ten min-
utes among the students. Keturuing to
tho terntce, the Prince took a beer glass
from a set presented him by the students,
and. having tilled it with beer, raised it
aloft, with tho words: "Vival'academa,
viva membrum quo libel." After tuis
toast Prince Bismarck drained his glass
and held it upside down to show that; it
was quite empty. The deputations then
began to march out of the grounds, sing-
ing patriotic songs. After each song there
was prolonged cheering and further clash-
ing of swo.ils, the Prince leaning over
the balustrade, waving hia hand and
smiling.

The Prince took a few (lowers which
C-mntess William Bismarck had laid on
Ihe UUustrade and threw them on.- by
une among tho students, who strti,
wildly to obtain possession ofthem. Tho
Countess thereuuon entered the house
and brought lorth fresh supplies of ilow-
ors and garlauds, which Prince Bismarck
for a long lime threw down to the forest
of outstretched white-gloved hands,
liually throwing entire bouquets ana
wreaths, which wore lorn to pieces and
distributed among tho students. Then,
as they passed the garden in front of tho
house whore tho tiorai tributes were ex-
hibited the students began picking a leaf
or a llower until nearly ail were gone.
The mugs in which the beer was ser\ed
were also taken by the students as souve-
nirs.

During the evening there was a great
torchligiit procossioij. ihe Sachenwald
was illuminated, and Prince liismarck
and his family watched the proceedings
Irom the terrace.

Replying to the address of the pro-
fessors 01 the universities this morning.
Prince ilismarck said that though he had
been treated with such hostility by po-
litical parties it must not be. taken too
tragically. It was the way of the world
to Jigin, he added, and tno fact that the
people stiii attacked him, he concluded
that hi:-, thoughts wore not dead, i.roups
of Socialists, Centrists and Poles took it
ill lor him for calling them tho enemies
of tue Empire, but he could sustain the
trutli of this remark by saying tuat

the\u25a0 •retieaily they all might be well dis-
posed toward tho Empire—provided the
Empire was sucn as they desired. Con-
tinuing, tho Prince said that it was to be
regretted that the Socialists had not so-
cured the Second Vice-Presidency of tho
Reichstag, because that would have
shown that tiie affairs of the Socialists
were not ripe enough for resolute action.
The Empire, with its growth of practical
facts, had to be reckoned, and iimust bo
the duly of all to preserve it.

Anna said that when her mother went
away she cautioned her not to go near
the bed aud to say nothing to anyone
about her absence.

.Mr. Williams arrived this morning,and would not permit his daughter to.
talk. Later William*, his who and hisdaughter were looked up at the police
station pending au investigation. Mrs.Williams showed no evidence ot insan-
ity, and told the story of the horrible
crime in a calm voieu. She said s.'te na<i
made up hor mind last week to kill hor-
soii and her children, and came toColumbus tor that purpose. She
had some opium, and all three
took tho drug Saturday night It
took eil'ect on tue little girl,
Maude, she then determined to secure a
ra/.or, and waitud until this moraine.
She tirat cut the boy's wrist, expecting
him to bleed to death. Ho awakened,
however, and then she cut his throat.
The body of Maude wa.s not touched by
tho ra/.or.

Mrs. Williams said sho then asked
Anna to Jet hor cut her wrist, and tho
child begged ho piteously that she lost
courage, and loft tue hotel, intending to
drown herself. She said it then occurred
to her that Anna might be accused oi t:ie
crime, and sho changed her mind and
went to tho house of a friend, Mrs. John

WORSE THAN DEATH.
Belgium Has a System of Refined Tor-

Tuo King of t.'io
LSelgians recently ordered the retiri
Dii a pension 01 1,837 francs of the
cutor of hign works" (a3 he is euphoni-
ously termed;, who was stationed at
LiejiO. Tub executioner at Brussels atill
holds his place.

Tne dutios oi public executiouor in hiol-
giuiu are singular, but not arduous. Tho
courts htill continue to sentence male-
factors to death, but the guiiioiino has
been replaced by a scaffold, on which is
posted a copy of the sentence.
ceremony is observed iv affixing this
uocuineut. A troop of gendarmes, with
their imposing helmets plumed with
horsehair, is drawn up about tho place of
execution, which tnoy gravely guard
with drawn sabers, while tho rou-iobed
executioner mounts the steps, nails up
the ducreo of the court, ana after a
moment takes it down a^ain.

Mot ono of these prisonors has been able
to survive this couiinement more thau
throe years. The authorities have striven
iv vain to prolong their lives by varying
their food as niucu. aa possible, but those
who aro moderately or lightly nourished
gradually waste away, wMte thoue wko
aro generously fed go mad and die raving
maniacs.
