ANOTHER BOY CRIPPLED FOR LIFE.

The Result of Trying to Jump on a
Street Car.

Little Tommy Taylor's Right Leg Bun

Over and Crushed to a. Pulp—

The Child's Pluck.

The practice indulged in by children of
jumping on and off moving cars has
brought pain and misery, possibly death,
into another home, despite the efforts that
have been made to put a stop to the dan-
gerous pastime.

Last evening Tommy Taylor, the
twelve-year-old son of A. G. Taylor of
1410 Q, street, fell under a street car and
had his right leg so terribly crushed and
lascerated that it was found necessary to
amputate it.

The accident occurred about half-past 7
o'clock on P street, between Twelfthand
Thirteenth. The unfortunate lad was
playing on the street with several oilier
boys as one of the P and Tenth-street
cars, in charge of Conductor Jack Elliott
and Motonnau J. Van Dyke, came along
on its trip to the depot. When the car
was about opposite where the boys were
playing the Taylor lad and another boy
made a dash for the front platform. One
or both*of them grabbed the handrail,
but in their efforts to climb oa the car
they interfered with one another and
both had to lot go.

The motorman thought he felt a sudden
jolt, as ifoue of tho wheels had passed
over something on the rail, and he shut
oil the current and put on the brake as
quickly as possible. As soon as he could
stop the car he turned and asked Con-
ductor Elliottifany one had been hurt.
The latter looked back, and seeing the
boys on their feet, responded that he
thought not.

Just then one of the boys cried out that
Tommy Taylor's leg was hurt, and Con-
ductor Elliott hastened to -where thegroup was standing. Ho noticed that the
Taylor boy was standing on one leg, so
he ran his hand down the other to see if
it was injured, and about hall-way be-
tween Iho knee and ankle he found that
the leg had been crushed to a pulp.

Elliott got out his handkerchief and
tied it tightly above the wound to check
the blood which was flowing in a stream,
and then carried the boy to his home two
blocks away.

All this time the plucky little fellow
did not utter a cry nor shed a tear, and
forty minutes later, when a Record-
Union reporter called at the house, he
was lying on a lounge quietly contem-
plating his mangled leg aud uttering not
a groan, though he seemed to fully real-
ize his terrible condition.

Just then Dr. C. B. Nichols called and
took the child to the Ridge Home, where
the mangled limb was amputated. After
the operation the boy suffered greatly
from the effects of the shook. The in-
jured, leg was taken off" -about three
inches below the knee.

The boy said that his companion acci-
dentally pushed him under the car in
their efforts to climb on the platform.

The motormou and conductors of the
electric cars say they are kept in a state
of constant anxiety by the groups of
children that gather at various pointsalong the different car lines and run out
and try to board tho cars as they pass.

At Eighth and P there is always agroup of children, and another batchcan be seen at any hour iv the day on
Third street, in the vicinity of Mand N.
Both of these groups are persistent car-
jumpers, and it is a wonder that more
accidents have not occurred.

THE TOWN OF LINDEN.
The Supreme Court Declares It "Was, Not Properly Incorporated.

The Supreme Court has rendered a de-
cision in the case of the People ex rel.
S. H. Boardman, appellant, vs. the Town
of Linden, respondent.

The defendant claims to be a municipal
corporation of the sixth class, and the
action was brought for the purpose of
determining its right to enjoy the fran-
chise and exercise the powers of such
corporation. The plaintiff claimed that
by reason of the lailure of the Board of
Supervisors to comply with the statute
no organization was ever effected, and
the defendant claimed that there had been
substantial and sullicieut compliance
with the statute. A trial was had in the
Superior Court and judgment given in
favor of the "defendant, atlirmiug the
validity of its incorporation, and theplaintiff'appealed from tho judgment and
tho order denying a new trial.

The court holds that the affidavit which
the law requires shall lie signed by three
qualified electors residing within the pro-
posed limits of the corporation was
radically dolective, as there was nothing
to show that the signatures wore genuine,
aud no evidence of their genuineness was
offered either before the board or at the
trial ot the case, and there was therefore
a failure in a substantial particular to
comply with the statute.

The Board of Supervisors did not make
any direction as to the nninuer or time ofgiving notice of the election in this caso,
but merely resolved that notice should be
given, leaving it to the Clerk to deter-
mine what the notice should be. The
Clerk caused a notice to bo posted for
lifteen days, in which was contained an
ambiguous description of the boundaries
of the proposed corporation. This, the
court holds, was not a substantial com-
pliance with the statute, as the manner of
giving notice, whether by publication iv
the newspapers or posting notices, and
the length or time that the notice is to be
published or posted, are matters commit-
ted to the discretion of the board and
cannot be delegated to the discretion of
the Clerk.

No certified copy of the order of the
Board of Supervisors declaring the de-
fendant duly incorporated had been tiled
in the office when this action was com-
menced, nor, as far as appears, when it
was tried, and the court holds that until
it is tiled there is no incorporation.

The judgment and order appealed from
are reversed and the case remanded.
