A number of Eastern communities are
solving the problem of the unemployed
in what is really the only feasible man-
ner. This is in sending those who are
unable to obtain employment at their
customary occupation back to the soil
and give them a chance to at least raise
the food necessary tor the maintenance of
themselves and. their families "by the j
sweat of their brows" in the cultivation
of that soil.

The example was first set by Detroit. j
The city officials obtained temporary I
control of bodies of unoccupied land in
and adjacent to the municipality. These :
were diuidod into small allotments, say
half an acre to a family. The necessary,
tools and seed were supplied, the firstbeing
loaned and last donated outright. There
being no especial art or mystery about
the raising of garden truck (the average
Lalifornian to the contrary notwithstand-
ing), many of the unemployed took hold !
of the opportunity with a will, planted
the v ed, cultivated the soil and in due
time reaped a most satisfactory harvest, ;

and ono which did much to tide over the j
following winter season. Many families I
subsisted for several mouths chiefly uuon
the products of the small tracts thus cul- i
tivated, and it was demonstrated that a
most surprising quantity of vegetables
could be produced even by tyros from a
very limited area.
