Chapter, Allows. $15,728 73 of Men-

docino Asylum fund to be used for a cer-
tain purpose. Approved March 20th.

chapter ISl—Primary election law for
San Francisco and Los Angeles. Ap-
proved March 27th.

Chapter IS2-—For levy and collection of
taxes in cities except of first-class taxes
to pay expenses aud funded debt, to be
determined August each year, in order to
havo assessments made aud taxes col-
lected by county officials if city by or-
dinance so elects. Full details are set out
as to the method of tbis consolidation of
duty. Approved March 27th.

Chapter 183—For creation of co-opera-
tive associations and simplifying corpo-
ration laws so as to encourage such asso-
ciations. Approved March 27th.

Chapter 184—Amends Section 702, Code
of Civil Procedure, how the judgment
debtor may redeem within six mouths
by paying 1 per cent, and satisfying tax
and creditor liens. Amends Sectiou 703,
how still another redemptiouer may re-
deem within sixty days after the flrsc has
redeemed by paying 2 per cent,, and bow
the property may be frequently so re-
deemed. Approved March 27th.

Band-
lords in certain cases to keep list of
lodgers, and record of register must show-
street numbor, lloor and room of lodger
in certain cases. Illiteracy must appear
on register, or Election Board cannot
recoguize it. Clerk to keep and bina in
order and by precincts the registration
affidavits. Where no new register is
ordered a supplemental register to be
kept, with additions aud cancellationsnoted plainly. Precinct registers to be
printed twenty-six days before election,
and if needed a large number may be
printed and distributed. Clerk is to post
the registers in public place, put others in
libraries and supply voters with copies
to certain extent.

SCHOOL PASSES CAUSE A LAWSUIT.

Alleged Discrimination by the Street
Railway Company.

Hale Bros. <fc Co. Sue the Central

Electric Company for Damages

In Five Thousand Dollars.

Hale Bros. & Co., in a complaint filed
by them yesterday against the Central
Electric Railway Company, claim to have
been discriminated against by the rail-
way company in the sale and purchase of
school checks at tho rate* cf 2} cents
apiece, and for checks which are sold only
in quantities of 22 and multiples thereof,
and for which the company charges §1
for every 22 of such tickets.

The plaintiffs claim that by reason of
such alleged discrimination they have
sustained damages to the extent of §5,000,
in that they have demanded of the rail-
way company to sell them the latter
character of tickets in quantities of
40, 100, 200 and upward, and that the com-
pany rofuses to do so.

Plaintiffs allege in their complaint that
in contravention of their rights, and in
violation of its duties to the public, the
railway company has unlawfully dis-
criminated against the plaintiffs in the
sale and purchase of the said school
checks or tickets, aud has accorded to
persons olhor thau the plaintiffs rights
and privileges which it has refused to
plaintiff's by selling any required Quantity
of such tickets.

Plaintiffs furthor allege that many
hundreds of persons of 15years ofage and
under aro obliged to ride on the electric
cars; that in order to accommodate thoir
employes, customers and patrons, they
had purchased large supplies of the
school tickets, which were of great ad-
vantage to them and from which they de-
rived a benefit; that by reason of the long
distance of the street railway company's
office from the store of the plaintiff's per-
sons desirous of purchasing the school
tickets wore directed to plaintiffs' store,
as well as to other establishments where
such tickets are sold: by reason thereof
the ..plaintiffs' sales were increasod, the
number of customers augmented, and
their business extensively advertised.

The complaint then goos on to state
that in violation of plaintiffs' rights the
railway company has undertaken, by an
alleged contract, to accord to other per-
sons a monopoly of the privilege of
buying the school chocks, and has caused
such other persons to refuse to sell to
plaintiffs the checks. As the result of
these alleged acts plaintiffs claim they
have been damaged in the sum named.

The complaint embraces a petition to
tho Superior Court for a writ of mandate
to compel the Electric Railway Company
to cease from discriminating against the
plaintiffs, and to sell to the latter the
school tickets or checks upon the same
terms as sold to other persons. Albert
M. Johnson is the attorney for the
plaintiffs.
