Demand for Wheat Not of Pressing
Character and Weak.

The Barley Situation Generally Not

Encouraging for Sellers—Choice.*.
• MillingOats Firm.

San Francisco April 9th. •

Receipts of Wheat this morning were large
footing up 205,000 ctls. This quantity,
however, included the cargoes ol three ves-
sels about to clear for Europe, so that these
heavy arrivals had no Influence on the spot
market. Business is slow, under light offer-
ings, though anything like a general rain just
now would likely bring out Increased sup-
plies. Atthe same time the demand Is not of
pressing character, while values exhibit no
strength. For _*io. 1 shipping Wheat 85c per
ctl is about all that exporters are Inclined to
pay at the moment, while 86- 4 is considered
itfull rate for choice lots. Millingdescrip-
tions are moderately steady, though the
range of quotations Is somewhat wide, say
90@95c \u25a0» ctl, the latter an extreme for fancy
stock. .
The movement In Barley Is not brisk, and

the situation generally does not look particu-
larly,encouraging for the selling Interest.
Strictly choice feed is not plentiful, and this
class ot goods alone brings full rates. Crop
prospects are still reported as being bright in
most sections, but this circumstance tends to
check: any buoyant feeling in values. Brew-ing descriptions are not heavily represented,
but there seems to be enough to satisfy all
current needs.

Choice millingOats are in rather lightstock
and somewhat firm at quoted rates. Feed
kinds, however, are fairly well represented,
while the demand is slack, causing easy
tendency in prices. Black Oats are in limited
request, with quotations more or less uom-'
inai.

AN OPENING -MARKET.

There is a new market being opened for
Pacific Coast wheat and flourin Asia. In
1871 the United States shipped 85,016 bar-
rels of flour to Asia; in 1894, 698,878 bar-
rels, and in 1895 the amount will be very
much larger. At present no wheat car-
goes are shipped to China and Japan, but
Japan is building flouring mills, and
with cheap labor will be able to import
wheat from Puget Sound, grind it and
sell the product in competition with
American flour.

Rice is the staff of lifeof a majority of
the inhabitants of the earth. In Japan,
China, Corea, India, the Malay peninsula
and the East Indies rico is almost theonly food of the working people. But
wheat flour is preferred to rice, wherever
the natives can obtain L. The coolies of
China and Japan would rather eat wheat
bread than rice, and they have begun to
change their diet, as shown by tho export
statistics. The United States ships more
wheat flour to China than to any other
country in the world except England
and the Netherlands. While England
took 400,000 barrels less in 1894 than in
189., China took 33,003 barrels more, and
all Asia took 07,000 barrels more.

A TARDY CONCLUSION.

It is interesting, or, perhaps, moreproperly speaking, curious, to note that
after thirty years of Congressional life
William Holmau of Indiana, familiarly
known as the "Great Objector," has
reached the conclusion that it is follyfor
a young man to undertake a political
career.
