
A LESSON IN HYDRAULIC MINING.
Our esteemed contemporary, the San

Francisco Call, which, since ithas passed
under the management and control of
Mr. Shortridge, has manifested a com-
mendable spirit of fairness in debate,
thinks the Record-Union* is raising a
needless alarm concerning the menace of
hydraulic mining. Our contemporary is
somewhat removed from the scene of
action, and somewhat unfamiliar with
the history of hydraulic mining and its
effect upon the rivers, bays and valleys
of California.

We confess to much pleasure that its
attention has been attracted to the sub-
ject, because if itmanifests that judicial
fairness toward this question which has
been characteristic of Mr. Shortridge's
management of the Call, it is on the road
to speedy conclusions of a very different
sort from those which it now professes.

Itbases its criticisms of the Record-
Union's statements upon the opinion
that no hydraulic mine can be legally
operated in the drainage basin of the San
Joaquin and Sacramento Rivers unless it
obtains a license from the Debris Com-
mission, and that the law under which
that commission is operated expressly
stipulates that the tailings of such mine
most be impounded.

We submit to the considerate judgment
of our contemporary a series of facts
affording material out of which just con-
clusions may be formed.

Experiments have already been made
In impounding the mining detritus on an
extensive scale which were a failure.
The experiment proved but one thing, to
toil, that the amount of detritus was far
in excess ofthe estimate ofthe engineers.

When the detritus is once in the can-
yons, ravines and beds of the streams
the Debris Commission cannot restrain i
it. The works constructed by the engi-
neers are swept away by floods. Bridges
holding'certificates of proper construc-
tion according to the highest scientific
knowledge have not held to their moor-
ings, but hstve gone down with the floods.

Engineering science, so called, is beset
With mistakes.

The Debris Commission has issued
licences to mine before the works neces-
sary to restrain all the detritus available
to be moved were constructed.

The Secretary ofWar has transmitted the
report of the California Debris Commis-
sion, transmitted by the engineers ofthat
commission, stating that the available
storage capacity constructed at the pres-
ent time, and for partially and wholly
completed operations in the future, is
8,500,000 cubic yards.

This is not a statement that that capac-
ity has been constructed. It is ''partially
and wholly completed."

The Debris Commission has issued *
licenses where the allegation of the
-amount ofearth available to be moved,
made by the miners themselves, is 61,-
--000.000 cubic yards. The engineers of
the Debris Commission state distinctly
that there is an estimated amount of sev-
eral hundred million cubic yards availa-
ble* to be worked.

The Debris Commission has issued li-
censes to 11- hydraulic mines having in
contemplation the removal into the
streams of01,000,000 cubic yards, with a
restraining capacity of 8,500,000 cubic
yards.

Itis wholly impracticable to regulate
the restraining capacity of dams to the
amount ofearth moved into the channels
of the streams.

When our contemporary has duly
weighed the significance of the facts
herein presented; when ithas reflected
that a region of country now occupied by
over 100,000 inhabitants is menaced with
destruction if the brush dams built to
hold back the result of a mud volcano
should burst; when it has recalled the
frequent instances of the breaking of
dams constructed according to the most

improved engineering plans and strictly
consistent with engineering science;

when it remembers the destruction in the
Conemaugh Valley, including the city ot

Johnstown, Pennsylvania, from the
breaking of a dam, holding a certificate

of security and scientific construction
from the best engineers of the age;

;when it. considers the .recent instance

cX « stone dam giving way near

Angels, in this State; when it reflects
that this menace of destruction will
discount the future and injur© the
present value of the property of citizens
of the State, lying subject to inundation
from this hydraulic, volcanic eruption;
and when, after these reflections, it may,
in tbe interest of treating a great subject
fairly, seek more light, we will be pre-
pared with an array of additional facts
having an important bearing on the so-
lution ofthe questions involved.

MONOPOLY METHODS.
The disclosures made by the trial of

Claus Spreckels for slandering his son
give the public an insight into the de-
tails of trust methods. The junior
Spreckels, who is in court trying to
establish the utter lack of veracity on
the part of his father, says that the sugar
trust was to pay him $500,000 for break-
ing down a competition—to be more
accurate, to prevent the establishment of
competition.

We have not heard much concerning
tbe elimination of competition from the
necessaries of life aud the monopolized
condition which would make these nec-
essaries high. We have heard much of
the monopolized condition oftransporta-

tion.
The Spreckels, father and sons, appear

to be monopolists of the worst species.
There is a belief, quite fashionable at the
present time, that their entry upon the
field of transportation is the coming of
an area of competition and the day of
final judgment for railroad monopoly.

In every man's character there is tho
substantial basis on which his acts stand.
If the Spreckels are anti-monopolists in
fact, then there is much to be hoped for
by their entry into the fieldoftransporta-

tion. If they are not anti-monopolists in
fact, they will carry monopoly methods
into their new enterprise. This is axio-
matic. Men's lives proceed from their
inherent propensities, and if the oath of
these gentlemen is to be believed— though
they freely charge each other with all
species of mendacity— Spreckels fam-
ily are about as thoroughly saturated
with monopoly and trust character as
anybody in tbe United States. In fact,

the late lamented Jay Gould was not a
more inveterate wrecker ofcompetition

than Claus Spreckels and his generation.

Young Spreckels recites in detail the
devices used by himself to break down
the competition with the sugar refining

trust, of which his father was a distin-
guished member. He did this under a
promise ofa half-million of dollars per-
sonal reward for services as the assassin

of competition. He committed the as-
sassination, according to his own story,

and bis employers repudiated their con-

tract or agreement.

"Can the leopard change its spots, or
the Ethiopian his skin ?" Will Claus
Spreckels, whose fortunes have been
built by monopoly, become an anti-
monopolist, simply because the interest
be has espoused is the sale ofa commodity
known as transportation? We think
not. The sweets ofcompetition are prob-
ably not to proceed from the sugar king.
The trial itself, the animus underlying
the complaint and defense, the original
aggravation which produced the com-

plaint and brought on the trial, are ail
additional evidences of the brutalizing j
effect of wealth; while tbe disclosures of
monopoly methods which the testimony
is bringing forth will be fruitful of good
in educating the public how to legislate
for the extermination of this species of
piracy.

A DAM GIVES WAY.

A masonry dam constructed for the
Utica Mining Company near Angels

Camp, to retain water behind it for min-

ing purposes, gave way yesterday, and
one life was sacrificed in the wreck.

This was not a debris-restraining dam,
but one requiring, as was supposed, equal ,

strength. Secretary Bridge of the Utica
Company is quoted as saying that the
dam wa* considered "perfectly safe." It
was not an old dam, but one of compara-

tively recent construction, and it was not

taxed by pressure equal to its estimated
strength of resistance. Yet the structure
is in ruins, and has inflicted a loss of 370,-
--000 upon its owners and further dam-
age upon property-owners unfortunate
enough to have possessions in the path-
way ofthe released waters that tore down
the lower lands below the masonry that
was supposed to be absolutely safe.

Itis well to consider this incident as
shedding light upon the risks to be taken
by the erection of brash, log and stone

[ dams to restrain mining debris from
I sweeping into the rivers ofCalifornia and
jtheir tributaries. Ifa stone dam to re-

j tain water in a reservoir—a dam sup-

j posed to be indestructible and capable of

| resisting fourfold the pressure put upon
! —gives way, as did tbis Utica dam, what
j are we to expect from the lighter debris

i dams that are tobe constructed, and some
:of which are already completed? Be-
hind these is to bo massed greater danger
thau resides in imprisoned water.

A flood comes with suddenness and is
terrible in its destructive energy, but itis
over in a half hour. The tilled debris
basin behind a mining dam -which gives

i way will discharge forweeks and months
i its resistless accumulation into the
: streams, choking them, tilling some, di-
verting others, and doing damage that

! cannot be undone. The stored debrfs
behind these dams is a greater menace
than water, more to be feared than a
large body of earth were it washed di-
rectly from the hill Hanks into the
streams by gradual stages.

Even -when the best of dams are erected,
and the highest engineering and mechan-
ical skill ere applied to their construc-
tion, they cannot retain tho finer matter
that must pass over them, since the water
will go on its course. It is this finer
matter, this nearly impalpable earthy
matter held in suspension, that does in-

| finiteharm to the streams of the State,
and is more difficult to handle than the
coarser sands and the gravel and cobble.

JUDGE CATLIN AS A KNOCKER-OUT.

Three Cases Disposed of in a Single
Round Each.'.

The City" Trustees Not a Success in
Framing Ordinances Involving

Constitutional Questions.

Superior Judge Catlin did not hare on
his gloves yesterday, but with bare
knuckles laid out three appealed cases as
deftly as John L. Sullivan disposed ol bis
subjects in bis palmy days.

Judge Catliu's decisions in the cases of
A. D. Milleragainst the County of Sacra-
mento, and the appeals from the decision
cf City Justice Davis in the cases of
Wong Wing, E. E. David and a Japanese
woman named Miss Sbikado were ren-
dered.

The case of Miller against the county
was for the recovery of $94 20 alleged to
have been illegally collected as an assess-
ment for school purposes in Enterprise
School District. Miller claimed tbat the
election called by the trustees of the dis-
trict for the purpose of voting on tbo
question of raising his taxes for special
school purposes in the district was not
legally called, for the reasons that the
trustees ol the district advertised the call
for the election but once a week for two
weeks in a newspaper in the county,
whereas they should have advertised it
once a week for three weeks; that the tax
was void, because the election called for
the purpose of raising the tax, and tbe
one upon wbich the assessment is
founded was called for the purpose of
voting a tax to build a schoolhouse in the
district, and for no other school pur-
pose, and that tbe maximum rate of the
tax exceeded 70 cents on each *>luo of the
taxable property in the district.

Judge Catliu's decision .is in iavor of
Miller, the plaintiff. He finds that the
call lor the election should have been
advertised for three fullweeks. "This
failure in the publication alone is fatal,"
says the court, "and renders the tax null
and void.

"The excess in the rate of the tax is
also of itselfalone sufficient to invalidate
the tax, even ifthe publication of tbe no-
tice had been sufficient."

ONE COMPLAINT TOO MANY.
Wong Wing was accused in the Police

Court ofconducting a tan game. His at-
torney, W. A. Anderson, demurred to
the complaint on the ground that it did
not conform to the requirements of the
Penal Code.

The City Attorney filed a new com-
plaint, upon which the defendant was
found guilty and sentenced to pay a fine
of $100 or serve 100 days in the County
Jail. A motion for a new trial was made
on the ground oferrors of the court in
decisions on questions of law occurring
during the trial, and that the verdict was
against the law and contrary to the evi-
dence. The motion for a new trial was
denied and an appeal was taken to the
Superior Court.

Afterthe new complaint was filed the
attorney for the defendant asked what
was to become of the first complaint and
wanted to know if the new complaint
charged the same offense. The City At-
torney refused to dismiss the first com-
plaint and said that as a rule of law when
two complaints are on file the last one
takes precedence.

The defendant's attorney contended
that his client had been acquitted of the
offense by the abandonment of the first
complaint, and objected to further pro-
ceedings in the case upon the ground that
the defendant was placed upon trial for
two complain. for the same offense.

The judgment of the . Police Court is
reversed on the showing made in tbe
defendant's statement on appeal.

WAS ENTITLED TO A JURY.
E. E. David was convicted in the Police

Court of having violated the anti-parade
ordinance, and was sentenced to pay a
fine of$5 or serve five days in jail. He
was denied a trialby jury, and on this
ground, together with the contention that
the ordinance was unconstitutional, he
appealed the case to the Superior Court.

Judge Catlin in bis decision says that
for the denial by a jury alone the judg-
ment should be reversed. "That a de-
fendant so charged," says the Judge,
"who pleads not guilty and does not
waive a jury trial, must be tried by a
jury, is authoritatively settled by the not
very late ease of Taylor vs. Reynolds, 92
Cal. 593.

CONSTITUTIONAL ANYHOW.

Referring to the constitutionality of the
ordinance under which David was con-
victed, Judge Catlin says it is clear the ;
ordinance embraces at least two separate
and distinct subjects, and that itis quite
certain that two subjects are not only in-
dicated but plainly stated in the title. He
thou refers to lirst and second sections
of the ordinance and says that it needs no
illustration to show that tuese two sec-
tions embrace two distinctly separate
subjects of oflense. He says if one had
been to punish unlawful assemblages
and the other the sale of intoxicating
liquors to Indians, the two subjects
would have been no more distinctly sepa-
rate.

"With respect to the firstsection," says
the court, "the constitutionality of an
ordinance making the public meeting of
two persons or the parading of two per-
sons in the streets a misdemeanor pun-
ishable by a fine of $500 or six mouths'
imprisonment, or both, may well be
doubted; but as the validity of the ordi-
nance does not turn on that question, it is
not necessary to remark furtber upon It.

"The second section has for its subject
an offense in the nature of a criminal con-
spiracy. Sections, ___, 183 and 184 of the

Penal Code, upon the game subject, may
not be far-reaching enough to meet the
needs of a municipal corporation, as they
require, in the case of conspiracies* to
commit misdemeanors, some overt act in
furtherance of the unlawful purpose. As
the ordinance must fall by reason of itsdual character, so •'\u25a0' emphatically con-
demned by the charter, as we have seen,
it is unnecessary to Inquire whether an
ordinance on the subject of unlawful
assemblages should not contain some ele-
ment in tbe nature of an overt act. Twoor more persons might assemble for an
unlawful purpose, aud yet on consulta-
tion after getting together might think
better of the purpose with which each
was singly animated before the meeting,
and thus abandon the design. The actual
agreeing to do, or the actual inciting and
advising others to do unlawful acts after
assembling together would probably be
sufficient in character as an overt act to
make such conduct criminal; but whether
it would be or not in a case where such an
ordinance should be assailed on the
ground of being in contravention of tho
general laws of the State, cannot be set-
tled in this case for the reasons before
stated.

"The judgment should be and is hereby
reversed."

A VICTORY FOR A JAP.
Mißs Shikado was convicted in the Po-

lice Court on a charge of having robbed
a Chinaman of $8 60, and sentenced to
twenty days' imprisonment in the
County Jail.

Yesterday her attorney, W. A. Ander-
son, argued that the verdict was contrary
to the evidence, and in support of his
motion for a reversal of the judgment
read considerable of the testimony taken
at the trial.

He succeeded in convincing Judge Cat-
lin that his client was unjustly convicted,and an order was entered reversing thejudgment.— >—\u2666 -
