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THE NURDER MYSTERY.

Durrant Formally Charged With
Marian Williams’ Death,

AS WELL AS THAT OF MISS
BLANCHE LAMONT.

Further Mystery Added to the Em-
manuel Church Affairs by a Report
That Another Member of the Con-
gregation i1s Among the Missing—
Evidence Strongly Polnts to Dur-
rant as the Person Who Committed

the Crimes.

Say FraN co, April 15.—Theodore
Durrant was to-day formally charged with
the murder of Marian Williams. The
warrant was served upon him in the city
prison, swora to by the officer who ar-
rested him with the Signal Corps squad
on Mount Diablo, The Coroner’s inquest
upon Miss Williams will be held to-mor-
row., It will be a dual investigation.
The police will produce their evidence re-
garding the murder of both girls, They
say they have more than enough testi-
mony to conviet Durrayt of the murder.

Further mystery is added to the aflairs
of Emmanuel Baptist Church by the re-
port that Mrs, Iilla Forsythe, who has
been missing for a weelk, was also a meui-
ber ot the parish of the fatal place of wor-
ship. Her husband, who has been search-

ing diligently for her, says she left home !

to go to the beach to gather shells. She
has never since been seen or heard of, and
it is surmised that she may have shared
the tate of Bianche Lamont and Marian
‘Williains.

The gity was alive to-day with sensa-
tional rumors regarding the horrible
tragedy. One widely circulated report
concerned the finding of the remains of
another woman in the churcii. Another
was that Durrant had confesaed.
proved to be canards. The streetin front
of IEmmanuel Baptist Church was
blocked allday with acurious and excited
crowd. Yolice and detectives spent the
day’in searching every nook and coruer
of the sanctuary for furtber evidence
which would wnrow light upon the
crimes.
bLle tor the buticher of Miss Willizins to
accomplish his brutal murder without
having smeared with blood some u;ucle
of cloithing. o find sowme trace of the
nssassin’s presence was the object of their
unsuccessiul search.

The rumor was circulated in the Mis-
sion that there was a plot on the part of
residents to burn the aesecrated church.
Nce overt attempt at violence was 111;\d9,
however, and the project was wnot seri-
ously discussed by respectable citizens.

Yolice Surgeon Suminers says: “‘Med-
ical works abound with cases of men
whose animal passions could not be
aroused without the sight of blood. It
may be that Durrant is one of that class
of human tigers. The crimes with which
bie is charged appear to have been Lhe aci
of a man inspired by such bloody in-
stincts, as the post-moriem examiuation
clearly proves that the victims were
killed and afterwards outraged.”

Ceorge K. King, the organist of the
Emmanuel Baptist Church, to-day inade
the following staternent to Chief ot Police
Crowley and Detective Seymour: *“‘On
April 3d last, the day Miss Lamont was
first missed, I strolled into the churcih by
the frout door at about 5 o'clock that
afternoon, and the first thing I noticed
was that the library door was open and a
sirong smell of gas impreguated the
gtmosphere throughout the building. I
then closed the library door and locked
it, and then played the piano. This was
in the lecture-room. 1 bad been playing,
1 shouid judge, some five or ten minuates,
when Durraut came down through the
back folding doors.

The theory now is that Durrant had
just completed his fiendish task when
seen by Urganist King.

The report that Durrant, the accused |

murderer, has broken down and will con-
fess is indignantly denied by Judge A.
W. Thowmpson, who is acting as Durrant’s
attorney. “‘Durrant has made no addi-
tional statement, and will make none,”
said Judge Thompson, somewhat tersely,
when guestioned at the Morgue late this
afternoon. *‘I'ne young man told all he
knew yesterday afternoon,” he contin-
ued, “‘and has nothing more to say.”’

Judge Thompson has asked and re-
ceived permission from the Coroner to be
present at the inguest with a stenog-
rapher, that he may follow the testimony
in behalf of his client.

In the search for motives for the crime
many curious theories have been evolved.
Even those who believe Durrant guiity
are forced to admit that it is hardly prob-
able that be would have outraged the girls
after they were dead, even it he would
have committed such a crime when they
were alive. Assuming that Durrant is
guilty, cne theory for the motive of the
murders is that the crimes wore commit-
ted for the purpose of medical investiga-
sion.

The statement has been made that
Durrant proposed to a number of girls
that he be allowed to examine them for
feinale troubles, which he professed to be
able to cure. The persons to whom he
bad made these proposals indignantly re-
fused. Itis known that Durrant was an
ardent medical student, and took a great
interest in diseases of women. The
theory is that he was crazed on the sub-
ject, and being unable to conduct his in-
vestigations in any legitimate manner,
murdered the girls for that purpose. The
condition of the bodies alter Lhey were
found would tend to carry out this line
of reasoning.

object of curiosity. Although some of
Durrant’s friesds have deserted him in
his hour of trial, most of them have stood
manfully by him, and assert their belief
in bis innocence.

A strange feature of the case isthe
fact that the people living in the vicinity
of the church ave not backweard in as-
serting that Rev. Gibson, pastor of the
Emmanuel Church, knows more about the
murders than has yet been revealed.
Rev. Gibson has come in for considerable
harsh criticism on account ot his peculiar
actions in connection with the case.

Durrant’s preliminary examination
will occur to-inorrow, but it will un-
doubtediy be postponed in order to give
the police time to put their evidence
in shape. No one but relatives and his
attoruey are allowed to see the suspected
