
GATHERING OF THE OLD SOLDIERS.

Grand Army Men Flocking Into the
City Hourly.

/
Their Grand Encampment Opens Hero

This Afternoon—Reception at the

Capitol To-nliiht.

Some of the men who wore the bine
aud fought tho battles of the Union thirty
years ago, aud many of whom bear scars
that attest their valor, are gathering here
for their annual encampment and re-
union, which beginß to-day and will con-
tinue four days. Delegates came into the
city by every train yesterday aud last
night, and hundreds more will come this

forenoon, to attend tho annual encamp-

meiit of the California aud INovada De-
partment of the Grand Army ot the P..e-
public. Grand Commander Walling

came down from Nevada City yesterday,
and most of the members of his staff ar-
rived last night.

Tho Keception and General Commit-
tees were at the depot to meet ali incom-

ing trains, and will meet ail trains till
Tuesday morning. They will give in-
formation to all Grand Army visitors and
escort them to the rooms assigned to

them.
The first session of the encampment

\u25a0will be held this afternoon in the Assem-
bly chamber at the Capitol, commencing
ul ~2 o'clock.

Tiie department headquarters are at the
Golden Kagle Hotel, corner Seventh and
isl streets.

The headquarters of tho Executive
Committee are at foresters' Hall, Istreet,
between .Seventh and Eighth, where all
comrades arerequested to report aud reg-
ister.

The headquarters of the Women's Re-
liefCorus are at tbe Golden Eagle Hotel,
and they will hold meetings in the Semite
Chamber at the same hours as those of
the G. A. K.

The Ladies of the Q. A. K. have their
headquarters at tbo Slate House, corner
Tenth and iv streets, and meet iv Depart-
ment One, Supreme Court room, to trans-
act their busiuess. Same hours as the G.
A. It.

Tne Sons of Veterans will occupy De-
partment Two, Supreme Court room, for
meeting purposes, and thoir headquar-
ters are at the Western Hotel, -*Ki-sll !v

hlreet. A meeting of the Division Coun-
cil will take placo this morning at 10
o'clock.

This evening there will be a ,Jk*blic re-
ception iv the Assembly Chamber, at
which Mayor Steininan willbe honorary

•si.ie. Ooveruor Budd and other prom-
inent ollicials win be present.

Tenth and L to X, to Second, to J, to
Eleventh; review and counter luarch on
J street.

HOW THE PARADE WILL BE MADE.
As the column passes up J street, when

the right ol the line reaches Eleveuth
street, the column will be halted. Tho
Grand Marshal will then escort the re-
viewing officer, the Governor aud staff to
the point of review, or review station,
which will be near Ninth street, on the
north side of J street, lacing south. He
will theu see that the lront is weil formed,
proceeding down the line for the purpose,
and returuiug will halt in front of the
review station and salute, and turning
will order present arms, aud turning
again salutes.

The military sections haviug had theorder carry aud order arms, the Grand
Marshal will return to the right of the
coiumu near Eleventh street, escorting
the reviewing oilicer and stad aud Gov-ernor and stall', who will theu ride down
the line to inspect. As the reviewing
party passes the left of each division, that
division will move across J stroet to tiie
north side, aud remain facing north, untilthe inspecting group paeses back of thehue on its return. As each division is
passed It will fall back to the south side
of J street, and dress up the line.

Tho reviewing officer aud staff having
returned to tne review station, the lino
will form column iours, aud wheeling tothe leit will pass iv review, marching
down J street.

As each division reaches the reviewingstation its Marshal or commander, with
his stall, will break oil' aud take position
to the right of the station. The divisionbaud wnl break off to the left and face
the station, playing un'il the left o! its
divisiou has passed, when the baud will
fall in, fallowed by the Marshal or com-
mander and staff, aud the divisiou will
tueu move away to dismissal, alter having
passed the left of the column.

ENCAMPMENT NOTES.
The majority of the veterans are gettingwell along into the seie-and-voilow-leaf

part ol life. Nearly all of them are now-
gray-haired, und more of them carrycanes than was the case even a year ago.
However, there are not a few who are*yet
in the prime ot life, and bid lair to attendmany encampments yet to coma.

At the Tuesday night entertainmout at
the Clunie Opera-house none but Gran.lArmy men will be admitted, as the entire
seating cauacity of the theater has beeuengaged for them; and still it will becrowded.

Major Jose Kainon Pico will be a con-
spicuous figure in the ranks oi the oidsoldiers in to-morrow's parade. TheMajor will wear his army uniform, in-
cluding the hat be wore on bis trip aroundthe world with General Grant. Tho Ma-
jor has among his eil'octs a pocket pistol
that President Lincoln carried during thewar and which was presented to bis wireby Mrs. Lincoln. He was one oi"ihe pall-bearers at Lincoln's funeral in Washing-
ton, and alter ward Cons.il-General toMexico. Major Pico ia a bale and hearty
man, though nearly 70 years ol age, anil
is as soldierly-looking as many meu
thirty years younger.

TORRES MURDER
The Tamale Peddler's Skull Was Frac-

tured Also.
Itnow appears that the kicking which

Pastor Torres received at the hands of a
gang of toughs three weeks ago on
Fourth street, and whioh was supposed
to have caussd his death, was not the
worst injury he received.

Mrs. Torres was not satisfied with the
result of the autopsy, aud set about to
have her husband's body, which hadbeen buried iv the odd Fellows' Ceme-tery in Sau Francisco, exhumed for a
more complete examination. Through
her perseverance Distriot Attorney Kyan
communicated with Dr. Barrett, autopsy
physician ol that city, asking him to dis-
inter the body and uiake a thorough in-vestigation.

Dr. Barrett secured a permit, had the
remains disinterred and found that Tor-res had died /rum fracture of the skull.

This discovery will add to the dilliculty
that Dau O'Hare, Joe Dolan and George
Moliusk will have in getting out of thescrape for which they have beeu held for
trial.

PREPARING FOR FRUIT TRAFFIC.

The Railroad Increasing Its Shipping
Facilities.

River Front Improvements-Extra Cars
to be Kept on the Ilausiu

Place Till Needed.

Everything points to a great increase in
the fruit shipments from Sacramento this
summer. While a late frost nipped the
apricots and some cherries in a few local-
ities, still the aggregate of tho crops will
exceed that of any previous year in Cali-
fornia.

Sacramento is not only the center of a
vast local fruit industry, but her position
as a geographical and railroad center
makes her tho greatest shipping point in
the State for deciduous fruits. In order
to meet the increasing demand upon it
the Southern Pacific Company has found
it necessary to add to its facilities for the
rapid handling of fresh fruit, which must
be loaded upon cars and dispatched with
the greatest possible speed.

The company is extending its sheds at
jthe steamer lauding 400 feet farther north,

! aud piles are being driven ,'or that pur-
jposo. Throe elevators will bo placed in
the shed, so that lureo boats can unload
their lruit at the same time.

The track! will run along the land side
of the shed, so that tuirty cars can stand
there and the fruit be loaded directly iuto
them as soon as taken from the boats.
The large increase each year in the fruit
shipments has rendered it necessary for
the company to provide additional facili-
ties for fruit-growers and shippers.

Whiie it is so doing it will reduce, as
far as possible, the expense of trucking
and handling the fruit ts. » minimum, ;,o
that the grower may get the boneiit of the
saving, usiug the old portion of the yard
for that purpose. Itis only a question of
three or four ytars.if the fruit-shipping in-
terest keeps up its present annual growth,
before the freight sheds will be abandoned
to the fruit men aud some otner part of

i the yard appropriated for handling gen-
i eral lroight. Tue building of the new
j bridge across the Sacrauieuto River,
j which will also soon be commenced, will! necessitate a new arrangement of things.
j Tue company also contemplates estab-

-1 lishiug a big storage yard between the
jAmerican Kiver and Ben Ali Station,

i with a capacity of 12,U00 or more cars. As
j this is the distributing center for fruit
i cars for the whole oi tho State, there are
during the fruit season from 500 to 3,000

; refrigerator and other cars here, and the, company is ofteu ut a loss whore lo keep

; yard, work on which will be commenced
in a few days, will solve the problem aud
renevo the blockade of the city yard at
