San Francisco, April 25.—Rev. Johu

George Gibson, pastor of the Emmanuel
Baptist Church, was again on the witness
stand to-day in tho preliminary examina-
tion of Theodore Durrant, charged with
tha murder of Minnie Williams. Tbe de-
fense believes tbat it bas a case agaiust
the clergyman, and will try to show that
be, and uot Durrant. killed Miss Williams
and Miss Lainont.

On the Wednesday preceding the find-
ing of Blanche Lamont's body ber aunt,

.Mrs. Noble, received a paper containing

the rings worn by the missing giri. On
the uaper were written tho names George

11. King and Professor Sherustelu, the
apparent object being to connect these
men with the girl's disappearauce. Ex-
perls declared the writing to be the dis-
guised penmanship of Durrani.

In court to-day counsellor the defense
requested Mr. Gibson io write the names
of King and Shernstein. The minister
complied, but asked twice how to sued
fcshernsteiu's name. Gibson was calm
und collected on the stand, and was a
good witness. Nothing tangible against
him was developed by erose-examina-
tio;:, and his testimony was concluded.

Albert v. MeLlroy, aged 18, testified
that on Friday evening, April 12th, he
observed a man rosembliug Durrant
waiting on a corner near the church,
boon a young woman came aiong. The
man approached ber and shieiaed her
with his shoulder irom witness' obser-
vation. Soon aiterward lhe witness,
who had pa^ed on, noticed a light mov- ;
ing in tho church.

lhis testimony was corroborated by
Minnere, McElroy's companion.

The other evidence adduced was a repeti-
tion of that given at tho inquest.

Durrant has secured a desii and an
easy chair in his cell, and spends his
time in studying his uotesiorhis medical
examination.

DRAWING TO A CLOSI .
.San Fbancisco, April 25.— The prelim-

inary examination of Theodore Durrant
ior the murder of Minnie Williams is
about over. District Attorney Barnes
announced to-day that ho would ciose
the prosecution's testimony to-morrow
morning, and the dolouse wiil not, il is
baid, make much o: a t.ght in the Police
Court, but will reserve their strength
until they go beloro lhe jury tbaiuii:
finally determine wnether or not there is
prooi enough io hang Durrant.

To-day's examination was principally
lakon up with a continual.on ol tne
cross-examination of Rev. .lohn George
Gibson, whicn was concluded shortly be-
iore noon.

The preacher returned to the stand ap-
parently irrilated by tiie treatment he
hail received tho day beiore. The law-
yer's preteuse of deferential courtesy was
m> thin thai at times v was imperceptible.
Ihoy locked horns at lhe outset. Gen-

eral Dickinson questioned the pastor
sharply about bis study aud Bis poses-
sessions. Uo politeiy, but no less cer-
tainly, accused tue minister of telling a
falsehood about a statement made last
Thursday in his study.

Then ihe attorney asked for some of
Dr. Gibson's handwriting; By this time
the witness was aggravated enough to be
disobliging, aud reiused io give the writ-
ing. A lew minutes later tiie same re-
quest came up, and Dr. Gibson, alter
complaining mat thero was uo pen to
huit him among the dozen boxes handed
out by the clerk, wrote every lving tbey

And h<> did ii apparently with-
oul the slightest recollection that it was
lhe same request lie had denied a few
minutes beiore.

The writing they asked him for con-
i <>i tne names that were on the

paper in which the rings of Blanche La-
mont were wrapped when they were re-
turned to her aunt. Ihev produced the
samples of tho minister's hand writing—a
blackboard Irom the church and a mem-
orandum from him —and tue obvious in-
tention was tO show that the pastor's
baud had written lhe names on lhe bit of

a per.
Dr. Thomas A. Vogol aiso testified. It

was at his house the Christian Endeavor
Society of Kmmanuel Church met the
night ot Minnie Williams'murder. Tbe
important part of his testimony referred
to I'urrani's condition —disheveled, soiled
and perspiring—when he arrived thero
uu iiour aud a hail later than was ex-
pected.

Dr. Vogel's statement bas varied con-
siderably sinco he first made it.

COXSWAIN JOHNSON.

Hew Uo Met Hta muli Behind the

Ban Diboo, April 25.— The death of
Coxswain John Johnson of the cruiser
Olympia on Wednesday morning was
not caused by the blowing out of tho
breech-plug of the five-incli gun, as at
first reported, bui by the recoil of the
rille iisc-if. Tne accident was said by
Johnson's comrades to be wholly iuox-
cusablo, and they lay ilie fault on the
Ordnance Inspector at Mare Island, who
•».as supposed to havo gono over the guns
aud attended to them.

'lhe big guns aro so mounted that the
recoil is taken up oy a mechanism sim-
ilar to a cylinder and piston-rod, iho ma-
terial inside the cylinder being glycerine,
which, as tno gun recoils, is forced past
tho piston Into the oilier chamber of the
cylinder, taking up the force o. the recoilby its slow action.

After the accident on the Olympia the
gun was examined, and it was found lhal
instead ol several gallons of glycerine in
the cylinder, as there should have beenthere »an hardly a drop, and it was ihenseen that the whole lores ol the big gun
struck tho coxswain in the face, smash-ing it out oi semblance or unman (nature
anu killing him Instantly. Tha guv re-
coiied clear back to iho bulkHeads and
tore up ths deck considerably, li i.sprobable tho manor will bo invcsiigutod
wluyi the vessel returns north.

Denver, April25.—The evidence given

before the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion in this city has been so convincing
that railroad attorneys and ollicials have
conceded the justice of the demand of Den-
ver jobbers aud manufacturers for a re-
duction of rates. But they contend that
il lower through rates bo granted, tho
rates to intermediate points shall not be
lowered correspondingly. Colorado com-
plainants do not object to this exception,
since all thoy demand is to be put on an
equal footing with Chicago and other
Eastorn points iv reaching markets west,
north aud south.

lhe commission has rendered a decis-
ion of great importance to the orange-
growers of Southern California in grant-
ing the railroads terminating in Califor-
nia and their connections authority to
mako a lower rato on oranges io Atlantic
seaboard cities than to intermediate
points.

This enables California growers to mar-
ket their oranges on the seaboard iv com-
petition with imported oranges.

The old rale was 90 cents, aud tbo new
rate willprobably be 60 cents.

LIKE GOOSE EGGS.
The (Quality of Hailstones They Havo

Down In fexas.
San Antonio (Texas , April 25.—A

terrific hailstorm which swept through
Wilson, Bexar and Medina Counties last
night did $200,000 damage. Hailstones as
largo as goose eggs covered the ground to

a depth of two leet. Lyttie, Benton City

aud Castroville were devastated, the
houses being riddled like sieves. The
damage to residences and business bouses
in Lyttie alone amounts io $50,000. Hun-
dreds of hoad of livestock were killed.
The track ot the international aud Great
Northern Railroad was blockaded with
hailstones, which had io be removed be-
fore the trains could proceed. The cotton

| and corn crops in tne path of the storm
were completely destroyed. A subscrip-
tion was started here to-day for the relief
of the sufferers.

AWFUL SCENES AT A FIRE

WITNESSED LASTEVENING BY THE
l'EOl'Lt OT MONTREAL.

Nine Hundred Girls Imprisoned in a

Burnlne Factory—Several Be-

lieved to Have Perished.

Sne^ioi t<-> tbe Reoord-Uniow.
Mon iiikal, April 2a.—W. C. McDon-

ald's extensive tobacco factory on On-
tario street was partly destroyed by firo
tbis evening. The loss will reach $500,-

--000, ou which there is no insurance.
There was not a lire escape outside, nor
any appliances on tho inside of the build-
ing for lighting the firo. Even the win-
dows were guarded oy heavy iron screens,
presumably io prevent theft.

Tho lire started at 1 o'clock in the dry-
ing-room, and for awiiile smoldered.
Then suddenly the Ilames burst through.
aud a mosta.viul panic ensued. Ihere
were 900 employes iv the building, and
more than half this number wero women
and girls. The shrinks of the women as
ihey beat against lhe iron screens, pray-

| ing tne crowd to do something to save
; ihem, were most heartrending.

As tho Ilames bursi through four fire-
men wero on tne roof, and for twenty
minutes thoir lives wero despaired of,

: until finally landers wero iound to bring| them uowu. They were badly burned*!
The girls were nearly all on the fourth
door, aud were frantic with iear. With
mucii trouble one ol lbo iron lattices was
knocked in, when one ofthe girls jumped
aud was severely injured. ,>he alighted
on tho roof of an adjoining warehouse.
iv a similar manner the oihers fol-
lowed, to the number of thirty.

iho ambulances were kepi busy carry-
ing the women and girls io the hospital,
anu .some wero driven to iheir homes. >o
far only ono is known lo be dead, but
several are believed to be in tho rums.

They
say lhe scene on the fourth Iloor was ter-
rible. When tiie first rush for the stair-
way occurred the passageway was sol-
idly packed, and many tainted and fell
under the leet of the crowd.

MUST DEPEND ON HERSELF.

Uncle Sam Refuses to Interfere in
Nicaragua's Behalf.

ENGLAND WILL BLOCKADE CORINTO

THIS MORNING.

Secretary Gresham Explains tho Rea-

sons Why the I'nited States Cannot

Conscientiously Go to tho Relief of

Her Sistor llepublle in tho Latter*

Hour of" Trial — Precedents Cited.

Washington, April 25. — Up to 2
o'clock to-day uo official word had come
as to Nicaragua's decision ou the British
ultimatum, it is known that Nicaragua
is in a state of great excitement. Tho
authorities are understood to be in con-
sultation. Tbere is a very strong convic-
tion among tho ollicials, however, that
Nicaragua willnot yield.

Washington, April 25.—Nicaragua's
last hope of assistance from the United
Statos iv her controversy with Great
Britain to prevent the soizure of Corinto
vanished this evening. Br. (<uziuan, the
Nicaraguan Minister, who has been wait-
ing with inteuso anxiety to see Secretary
Gresbam, was finally successful about 3
o'clock, when the Secretary camo iuto
tho department from tbe White House,
wliere he had boon iv consultation wiih
President Cleveland, presumably on the
same subject.

The interview was very short. In five
\u25a0dilutes the Minister emerged from tiio
Secretary's oiiice looking very much de-
pressed. lie refused to say a word as to
what bad, lakon place, but ii can bo stated
that the Secretary gave bim to understand
very clearly the I nited States would not
interiero in the case as it stands.

So th<re are now threo courses open to
Nicaragua — to pay the indemnity; to
permit the occupation of Corinto, or to
fight; aud the next twelve hours musl
find the choice declared, for the British
troops are to laud at day break to-morrow
at Corinto.

As already stated in tho Associated
Press dispatches, tho position taken by
the President iv ibis mailer is that the
dispute is one entirely betweeu Great
Britain and Nicaragua, in which the
I'nited States has no call to interfere un-
less there should be acts committed in-
jurious to American interests iv Nicara-
gua, or there should be shown a disposi-
tion by Great Britain to acquire Nicara-
gua territory. < m each of ihese points a
favorable assurance has ueeu had from
(ireat Britain, aud it is said that all that
can now be done is to watch the course
Ofevents.

Tbis decision was not hastily reached.
lor tne entire subject of our relations lo
lhe countries ot Ceutral and South Amer-
ica was considered aud discussed care-
fully by the President with his constitu-
tional advisers, and there lias been made
a ciose scrutiny of tho precedents that
might suffice for our guidance. These
havo been found in at least three cases.

The lirst was fully set out in tho mes-
sage of i'resident Buchanan to Congress
in 1859, in that portion relating to Para-
guay, l-'or several years preceding this
message tho I'nited States had great diffi-
culty in maintaining friendly relations
with Paraguay, the latter country being
than under tLo dictatorship of Lope/,
who was carrying out a policy of exclud-
ing the rest of the world from his coun-
try by the most drasiic measures. He
had, as President Buchanan stated, upon
the most frivolous aird even insulting
pretexts, reiused to ratify the treaty of
friendship aud commerce concluded With
Paraguay; had seized and appropriated
ihe property of American citizens in a
violent and arbitrary manner, and finally
tbe Paraguayans bad fired upou the
United States steamship Waterwitch in
1855, killing tho helmsmen, while the
vessel was making a peaceful survey of
Parana River to determine its fitness for
navigation.

PREI EDENTB FOB AMERICA'S COURSE.

i he honor a3 well as the interests oftne
United States demanded satisfaction, and
the President, being clothed by Congress
witb the necessary power, scut a naval
expedition up the Parana River to the
capital of Paraguay and compelled am-
ple apologies Irom the President, the
payment of an indemnityof$10,000 lo the
family of the man who was killed, and
finally secured the ratification of the
treaty.

The application of this oase to the Nic-
araguan situation is not exact, but it is
regarded as committing the I'nited States
to the recognition of tiio principle of
tho right to demand an indemnity lor the
abuse of United States officers, and there-
fore we could not consistently deny tho
samo right to Groat Britain.

The second case whicii was relied upon
as a precedent grew out oi the dilliculties
encounters l by Spain, 1- ranee and < ireat
Britain in ttieir relations with Mexico in
!-\u25a0>. i'hese nations asserted they had
been placed by tho arbitrary anu vexa-
tious conduct.ot Mexico under the neces-
sity of exacting from tho authorities of
that country a moro edectiv* protection
for the persons and properties of otiier
States as well as the exoculion of obliga-
tions contracted with them by Mexico,
and therefore they had combined to ef-
fect their ends by force if nee 1 be. lhe
United States, which had similar griev-
ance, against Mexico, was invited lojoin
thoso European nations iuenlorcing their
demands. 'Ibis invitation was declined
by tho United States, which was then iv
the throes ofcivil war, but the significant
point in the caso is found in the declara-
tion by Secretary Seward:

"As the undersigned has heretofore bad
the honor to inform each o! thu plenipo-
tentiaries now addressed, tiio President
does not feel himself at liberty to ques-
tion tbat the sovereigns represented havo
undoubted right to decide for themselves
tho fact that tbey havo sustains i griev-
ances ami to resort to war agaiust .Mex-
ico for ihe redress thereof."

Tho tnird precedent was found in thecase of the war between Spain and Chiio,
in 1866, when, upon being appealed to on
behalf of Chile, in the name of tho Mon-
roe doctrine, to prevent tho bombard-
ment ot Valparaiso, Secretary Soward
wrote to United Statos Minister Patrick
at Valparaiso as follows: "The Govern-
ment of the United Statos will maintain
and insist, with ail the decision and en-
orgy which arc compatible with our ex-
isting neutrality, that tho republic which
is accepted by any of those South Amer-
ican Statos snail not bo wantonly as-
sailed, and thai it Shall not bo subverted
as an ond of a iawiul war by European
Powers.

"But beyond this point the United
States Government wiil not go, nor will
it consider itself hereby bound to take
pari in wars In wtiicii a Soutli American
republic may tutor witb a European
sovereign w hen the object of the latter is
not lhe establishment ia tho place of llie
subverted republic ofa monarchy under
a European Prince."

Upou these precedents rests the decis-
ion of the Administration to refrain from
interference between Great Britaiu and
Nicaragua at this stage oi the procood-
iugs.

In behalf of Nicaragua, though without
success, it would appear that Ithas been
urged that the occupation of Corinto by
the British troops would bo a direct vio-
lation of tho Claytou-Bulwor treaty ba-

nicaraoua's claim.

The terms, it is held, appear to bo very
definite agaiust Great Britain's occupa-
tion or dominion ovor Nicaragua.
