Feeling Against Great Britain In-
creasing in Bitterness.

TROOPS READY TO REPEL FUR-

THER INVASION.

Believed They Will Open Fire ou tbe

Urltish Should tho Latter Attempt

to Cross From Corinto to tho Maln-

laud-The Union .Tack Still Floating

Over Public Buildings nt the Sea- ;

port Town.

Managua (Nicaragua, via Galveston),

April29.—The commander of the Nicara-
guan troops ou the mainland ot Nicara-
gua reported at i» o'clock this morning ;

that tho British flag was still floating j
over tho public buildings at Corinto, and |
the port remained iv tl\e possession of |
tiio British warships.

Among the Nicaraguan troops and the
populace tho greatest excitement pre-
vails, and the foeliug against Great Bri-
tai.i is increasing in bitterness every
hour.

The Nicaraguan troops are still massed
along Paso Cabailo, and it is believed j
they may open lire on the iiritish should
the latter make any attempt to cross from
Corinto to the mainland.

Steps have beeu. taken to destroy tho |
means of communication with the in- ;
terior should such action bo lound ueces- !
sary.

The British Consulate in this city re-
mains under guard, in view of the riot- !
ing and stone-throwing which have al- j
rea ly occurred, in anticipation of fur- j
thertrouiJe.

Some oi the Furopean Consuls aro j
using iheir good olhces with the Govor.ii- j
ment to persuade it to submit io Greal )
Britain, pleading in support of their ar-
gu inents the fact that the United States
ins determined to remain neutral, aud
tliat Nicaragua is helpless when opposed
to such a Power as I doat Britain.

Although the Nicaraguan forces oppo-
site Corinto are iv communication with |
the capital, actual telegraphic oominuni- j
cation with Coriuto remains interrupted, ]
aud it is thought likely that there will be I
no attempt to repair the telegraph lines j
so long as the Dritish remain in posses- i
sion ... the port.

lnspiteoi the reports to the contrary, I
the people of Nicaragua generally sustain i
tbe Government iv the stand it has taken !
against (.real liritain. and though in all j
probability Nicaragua may eventually j
ne compelled to pay the iudemnity de-
mauded, it is believed that the trade of
Great Britain with Nicaragua aud other
Central American republics will suffer in
ctmsequence of theacaonof the liiiti.-h
fleet at Corinto.

Washington, April 2!>.—The impres-
sion here is that the situation at Corinto
is likely to remain unchanged for a feu-
days at least. The Lriiish forces occupy-
ing the ".own are not likelyto be attacked,
unlesa they endeavor to force their way :
inland, and so far as is now known thore
is no present necessity for any such
movement. The abandonment of the
town by the Nicaraguaus ou the whole
rather tends to better the aspect of ailairs
just now. for it reduces to a minimum the \
the chances of a hostile collision, and the j
very isolation of the place from the sur-
rounding country tends to tho same end.

Slate Department ollicials are still j
firmly convinced that the Nicaraguan. i
Government will pay the indemnity, and
believe that tiie delay grows entirely out
ofthe conditions ofpolitical expediency.

Tho Nicaraguaus hore count on the ac-
tivesympathy aud substantial support of
tho other Central American republics in
the event of actual hostilities. They do
not express tho belief that their sister re-
publics will take part aa sucn, but feel
confident that individual volunteers will
come to tbe Nicaraguaus in sufficient
numbers to give them an effective army j
of at least 50,0(10 men. While with this
mice thoy could not expect to defeat the
British, thoy hope to make it vory un-
comfortable for thorn. "i lie coast towns, !
which are small and unimportant, save j
as ports of entry lor goods, would be ''\u25a0

Supervisors Take a Step to Relieve
tbe Financial Distress.

HOW IT 13 PROPOSED TO MEET

DEFICIENCIES.

A Special Tax to ho Levied That the

Matter May be Carried to tho Su-

preme Court on a Technicality in

Order to Ascertain the Powers of

the Supervisors to Meet Emorceu-
cles.

Specinl to thn Kepoi-.h-Uxiox.

San Fr vncisco, April 2!).—The Board
of Supervisors of San Francisco has taken
tho lirst step toward helping tho city and

j county out of its financial distress. Ow-
ing to careloss financial management the

! amount of money received from ihe tax
j levy for the last hscal year has giveu oul

! within two mouths of the end of the
year. Hence the contractors who havo
boon furnishing the public institutions
with tho necessary supplies have refused

i to longer honor any requisition unless as-
I sured they wouid be paid. Asa rulo, the
j 9uu paupers al tho Almshouse aro at balf-

! rations, with food supplies nearly cx-
l hausted; at the County Jaii provisions

are nearly gone; the Fire Department is
\u25a0 abort of fodder ior its horses, and the
I County Hospital is running short on
j medicines and food supplies.

The supreme Court has held that the
I purchases of one fiscal year cannot be
I paid out ol tho funds of another, and a

serious problem confronts Lho authori-
ties.

To-day the Supervisors adoptod a reso-
lution announcing the intention of the
board to levy a tax lor next year sulli-
cient lor tho payment of bills contracted
lor supplies purchased now.

Tho next Btep will be ior someone to go
before the Supreme Court ana ast ior an
order restraining tho board irom levying
ibe tax, or a; writ ol mandate. This will
make the test case, aud will secure a de-
cision as to lho rignts of tho board iv tho
mailer.

In anticipation of the test case, the Su-
pervisors have chosen ox-Judge Mc-
Kinstry and A. L. Khodesas attorneys in
their behalf. The next step will be taken
to-morrow to take the case into court.

No supplies will be furnished by con-
tractors, however, unless they havo n_-
aurance ofpay. Superintendent Weaver
of tbe Almshouse was down town to-day
pleading personally for a load ol potatoes",

IN FA YOU OF PLAINTIFF.
The Harvester Company Wins Its Suit

for Insurauce.

Stockton Combined Harvester and Agri-
cultural Works against the Glouns Fails
and sevouty-two oliior insurauco com-
panies to recover $90,000 as insurance on
property oi* tho plaintiff burned several
years ago was rendered to-day, it being
in favor of the harvester company for the
full amount.

the transcontinental journey, li aavi ->.
freight on ice needed in refrigerator cara,
and also lho cost of these iattor expensive
vans.

lt is proposed to mako tho timo betwoen
Sacramouto and Chicago livo days. The
Southern Pacific Company willmako lhorun to Ogden in forty-five hours.

This service will be introduced about
the middle of June. At tirst, until tho
fruit shipments become heavy, two trains
a week will be dispatched, but when tno
season i.s full a train Will leave Sacra-
uiento at midnight sharp every night,
with nothing but ventilated cars full of
fruit for the Eastern market.
