His Remains Brought From San Fran-
cisco for Burial.

Simple bnt Touohlng Services at the

Grave—An Address by Key.

The remains of the late Irving W.
Mills, son of Mr. and Mrs. W. H. Mills
of San Francisco, who died at the family

home in that city on Friday last, were
brought to this city yesterday and lahP.to
rest iv the City Cemetery.

In accordance with the expressed wishes
of the family, the burial services were
free from ostentatious display. A special
train of four coaches brought from San

NO REASSESSMENT.
The Controller Declines to Receive

Taxes Under That of 1887.
The Southern Pacific Company yester-

day made to the Controller a tender of
§180,612 S3, in payment oftaxes for the re-
assessment of 1887. Deputy Controller
Douglas has written to E. Black Ryan,
attorney for the company, acknowledg-
ing the tender of the amount in payment
of the second installment, but stating
that by advice of the Attorney-General
and Langhorne tv Miller, as special
counsel, he declined to receive it, on theground that the Supremo Court had de-
declared the assessment for 1887 a valid
one and given judgment for that amount
with penalties aud costs, therefore there
could be no reassessment.

The railroad officials maintain that as
tho decision of the State court is on ap-
peal to the United States Supreme Court,
thore is no bar to receiving the money for
the taxes as reassessed.

The first installment was paid in Octo-ber before the State court rendered its
decision. The railroad ollicials say thatthe tender was made to save iutcrest on
the money involved, even should the
l nited states Supreme Court sustain theState court.
