
EVERYTHING IS GROWING FINELY.

The Late Rains Did a Vast Amount of
Good.

Such ls the Result of Reports Received
by Director Barwick From

Crop Observers.

Director Barwick of the California
Weather and Crop Service summarizes
is follows for the week ending April
Bth.

The average temperature for the week
was: For Fureka 52°, Fresno (j_J, Inde-
pendence 68°, Los Angeles 58°, Fed Fluff
12', Sacramonto 59°, San Francisco d_ ,
San Luis Obispo t>4 aud Sau Diego oS°.
As compared with tbe normal tempera-

ture there was a hoat deticiency at ail
points of from 1° to 3°, except at Fureka j
md Los Angeles, whore an excess of heat
was reported of 1° at Fureka and 2° at

Los Angeles.

The total precipitation during the week
was: For Fureka .40 of au inch, Fresno
Mofan inch, Independence, a trace, Los
Angeles .'\u25a0>. of an inch, Ked Fluff .20 o
an inch, Sacramento .72 of an inch, San
Francisco I.IU inches, San Luis Obispo
.00 of an inch and San Diego a trace.

As compared with the normal precipi-
tation, thore was an excess ai Fresno of.b-S
of an inch, Los Angeles.o2 ofan inch,Sac-
ramonto .lii of an inch and San Fran-
cisco .71 of an inch, while a doiicioucy
was reported from Furoka of .48 oi an
inch, Kod Flulf .29 of an inch aud Sau
Diego .10 of an inch.

The deticiency of heat and excess of
moisture in the Sacramento aud San
Joaquin Valleys was just what was
needed to bring forward the grain and '
feed aud counteract the bad etiects of the
hot, dry uorth winds of the previous
weok.

Tho precipitation of Friday and Satur-
day were ol the greatest beneiit to tho
whole Slate, as the rain seems to have
beeu the greatest iv the part ol the Stato
where it was needed the most. The
week's weather —temperature, sunshine
atid rain—was very beneticial to crops of
all kind.

SACRAM KNTO VALI.KV.

Tehama County—Winter grain will
yield a large crop. Almonds and peaches
are dropping badiy. Haying Will begin
in about ten days. Fain did groat good
to all crops. Highest aud lowest tem-
peratures at Re t lilull 0. and 45°.

Butte County—ihe rain has insured a
good grain crop for this season. Little if
any damage to hay, as there was very
little down. The apple crop in the foot-
hills of this county bids lair to be a large
oue. Highest and lowest temperatures at
Faleruio Mo° and 40".

Olenn County—Kruit at Hik Creek has
beon injured by the frosts. Almonds and
apricots are about all killed. Early peas
will be scarce, but blackLerries and rasp-
berries will bo a big crop.

Colusa County—Grain and all kinds of
fruit doing well. Highest and lowest
temperatures at Grand Island 88° and
and at ."-lies Sr aud 55°.

Suiter County—All the fruit, except
apricots, will make a good yield. Peaches,
plums, prunes and almonds have set
very heavy. Kartoy has commenced |
heading out, and haying will soon begin. |
The graiu shows well for a good crop. I
Tiio nop vinos are growing welt ai Nico-
laus; the usual acreage has beeu in-
creased, and a iarge crop is expected.

Yuba County —Ihe rain oi Friday and
Saturday was extremely beueiiciai to
grain and iruit, and especially the iate-
sown grain. Aii kinds of iruit is doing
well. Curled leaf has appeared ivsev-
eral orchards. The peach crop will be a
large one. Highest and lowest tempera-
tures, 87c and 10 , at V. neatiaud.

Sacramento County—Tho raius have
been vory beueiiciai to wheat, baney,
buckwheat and grasses, but has slightly
injured the eariy berry and cijerry crop;
the rain insures a good crop oi late-sown
grain anu more than an avorage crop will
be harvested. Fruit along tho river has
been damaged by lho high wiuds, espe-
cially the pears, which v.ill now be beiow
the average yield. Plums of the early j
varieties Light, but late ones good;
peaches, a full crop; cherries, good.
Potatoes and vegetables are doing lineiy.
A large acreage is being pre; ared ior
beans. Haying is in full blast on Grand
island. Highest and lowest temperatures
at Sacramento, <0- and 50°, with .72 of an
inch of rainfall.

Yolo County—Haying has begun and
there is every prospect ol an abundant
crop of good quality. First apricots
were shipped from Winters to the Fast
on Saturday, the 27th. Tiio weather has
been fair ior growing crops; some uortli
wind caused tlie ground iv the vine-
yards and orchards to dry out some-
what, but the ram of Friday and Satur-
day helped the fruit men as weil as
graiu-growers, as crops ot ail kinds are
looking remarkable well; apricots on i
the Figgs tract aru reported not injured |
by the early frost, the fruit i.s vow well
advanced and the branches so heavily
loaded that thinning will have to be re- i
sorted 10. Highest and iowest tempera- j
lures at the Kriggs Vineyard, 91° and 02 ,
witii about hail an inch of rain.

Soiano County—Haying will be gen-
eral in a lew days and tho crop will ue a
Large one. iv District 536 there are 160acres 'sown to ilax; it now stands two aud a
half feet high aud is in mil bloom, pre-
senting a beautiiul night. This experi-
ment will be watched with interest by
our farmers, as Uax is being planted
extensively in other sections of the Mate
and it is claimed to be a profitable crop.
The rains of Friday and Saturday were
of great beneiit to the late-sown grain, !
and unless thero is much uorth wind a j
lull crop will be harvested; rainfall at
Batavia, 1:30 inches.

Contra Costa County—Grain aud al- i
falia aro looking well with good pros-
pects lor a full crop.

SAN JOAQUIN VAI.I.KY.
San Joaquin County — Weather was

favorable to grain and grass, but more
sunshine and warmth needed for fruit 1
and berries. Tho rain was extreme ,y
beneticial to late-sown grain. Grauoaare j
making thrifty growth and show an 'abundance of blossom buds. Haying
begun. Tho acreage to melons, corn,
beans and pumpkins will bo greater than '
ever before. Kaintall at Lodi, .71 of an 'in<h.

Calaveras County—Weather favorable I
for growiug crops. Rainfall at Milton, 1 I
inch, which came in good time. Though
sumo hay is wot, tne greater part of tho
crop was uncut.

Stanislaus County—The grain prospects
at Westley and Crow's Landing aro very-
good for early-sown grain, and the rain
has materially helped that, lv tho vicinity
ot Turlock the grain crop will not bo as
large as tho prospect mdicatod several
weeKS ago. Kust and woods aro damag-
ing grain very materially, wheat in par-
ticular. The rye crop ia better than tho
wheat crop, llighosi and lowest tern-!
peratures, 84 and 48 , with .61 of an iuch !
of rain at 'I urlock.

Madera County—Weather favorablo for
all crops. The rain was excellent for
late-sown grain. All crops aro looking
in lino condition. Somo grain is being
cut for hay, and the early grain shows
well-tilled heads.

Merced Couuty—Crops doing well in
tho vicinity of Merced, while in the vi-
cinity ol Livingston grain is suffering
from rust; rye is looking well and a good
yield is expected; in tbe vicinity of Los
LSanoa tho fruit and almond trees, which
nave been loosing their loaves lately, are
Buffeting from the eilocis of a bug wiiich
bores into the tree and deposits its eggs
and lives on thn leaves ol the trees, i lay-
in.- nas mostly begun on the west side,
and most of tno grain is looking aplen-

'. did; highest and lowest temperatures,
94 at Hurou, aud 40° at tho same place,
with nearly half an-finch of rain.

Jongs Couuty—Cloudy during the
week, with rain on Friday and Saturday,
which greatly benelited all crops; high-

I est and lowest temperatures, 80r and 57°.
I Tularo County—Tho showers of Friday• and Saturday havo gladdened the hearts

j of the grain-growers, as it insures the
I fillingout of wheat and barley; all crops
i are looking woll; some alfalfa hay is be-

ing cut, but little ifany barley has been i
cut; in the foothiils of the county wheat j
ia beading out; tho late sown uoeds rain, j
but the portion oi it can tret alone
with what moisture there is in the ground
at tho present time; as soon as tho
weather settles haying will begin on a
large scale; it is now generally admitted [
that tho fruit crop was not as seriously I
damaged in this county as was at lirst
supposod, apricots having suilered tlie}
most, but in some orchards thore is a
small crop of that fruit. Tho wool crop
is ail in aud most of it shipped to San
I'rancisco; the vineyards are in good
condition; highest aud lowest tempera-
ture. 05° at Lame Kiln and 4S-' near Tu-
lara.

Kern County—Fotwoen S.OOO and 10,000
acres of grain will be harvested in the
Weed Patch this season. Reports of a
line grain crop corner iv irom every por-
tion of tho countj'. Curtis fruit in lull
bloom, luce just coming up. Hemp has
made a growth of two feet and four
inches during tho week. Fruit and grain
are in a healthy condition, Highest aud
lowest temperatures, P_° and 52°, at tho
Agricultural Experiment .Station.

NAPA VALLEY.

Xapa County—Hay and grain doing
woll. Apricots, alinondri and I lorries do-
ing niooiy. IVierain much benefited all
growing crops. The temperature during
tho lirst pail of the woek was a iittlo too
warm for crops. Highest aud lowest;
temperatures at Xapa, S.'F and 50°, with
.;»1 oi au inch of rain.

SONOMA VAI.LKY.

Sonoma County—Haying began around ;
I'etaluina, aud yield above the average. ,
Prunes and plum:! bid fair to be au 'abuudimi crop, hut the pear crop will be |
Lighter thau at lirst anticipator, as many j
blossoms havo beou blighted; cherries ]have aiso boen blighted, but Dot as baeily \
as pears, feed continues excellent.

In Ken nett Valley tho dairy iuterests
are vory productive, but tn;o fruit is
somewhat damaged by tho frosts; prunes
bu tiered some, while peaches, peats and
apricots are severely damaged.

Arouud Sebastopol some curied-leaf is
repined in orchards noar the laguua;
pears are well set and apples promise a
lair crop.

In Liid vicinity of Forestville tho
weather waa beneticial to crops; grain is
looking weil, vines are putting out iineiy,
apple trees looking well, but some varie-
ties will hear very Little fruit: peaches do
not look weil, and lho prospects are ior a
snort crop; cherries, puues and pears set
well, but are dropping badly.

Ln tho vicinityof Santa Kosa the high
water ol the post winter has renewed the
soil in tho various hop yards, the sedi-
mentary deposits being particularly
heavy where backwater irom the laguua
stood so long.

in tho vicinity of Mount Olivet some I
yards have already been plowed twice.
In yards on Santa Kosa Creek aro in pro-
cess f>t cultivation as fast as the nature of
tiio ground will pormit.

Highest and lowest temperatures, 7>
and 4o , at Forcstvilie.

SANTA CLARA VALLEY.
Alameda County—Tiie cool weather

has kept cherries from ripening very last.
The cv: worm is destroying the tomato i
vines in some fields as last as they can be i
planted. The 1.-V inches ofrain on Fri-
day and Saturday will do an immense
amount oi good to all garden truck and
iate grain.

Saula Clara County—lt ia now believed
thore will be more than a half crop ofj
apricots, whilo other varieties in the vi- I
cm ity of fcau Joso are doing woll, and j
the weather ia just right for their devoi-j
opulent. Around Campbell all are busy j
thinning apricots and lighting the canker ;
worms; ivsouio orchards they aro vory j
numerous. In the UvasDistrict apricots !
are almost a total failure because of the j
frost; chorries are but little betier and I

looking splendidly, and promise a large
and abundant yield of all kinds. Fruit in I
the vicinity of Santa Clara is looking j
line; apricots will be over half of a crop, j
and prunes promise a big yield. Highest i
and lowest temperatures, 84c and 43 .

The flax, winch is quite a large acreage, is i
looking iineiy and it will no doubt be a j
prod table crop. In the vicinityof Santa:
Maria eariy grain prospects are good, j
but late grain dubious, unless more rain I
falls. Feed on the range good. Tlie
unusually foggy weather around llaliard |
hits beeu very beuehcial to late-sown j
grain; early grain is vory strong and will ,
ue a sure crop.

Ventura County —Tbo cloudy and foggy j
weaiher during the week has been good
lbr grain. Barley has grown rapidly and
win yield heavily. Haying begun, and |
crop good, iiijdulan i in line condition.
1*ruit will not lie as heavy as at lirst an-
ticipated in tlie vicinity of Saticoy. The
hay cut around Ventura will be sotno-
what damaged by tne cloudy and foggy
weather.

Highest an I,lowest tomperaturos, Tv- at
Ventura aud 46° at Santa Paula.

Orange County—The weather has been !
cloudy and cool, with heavy night ami
morning fogs, turning to light showers. ,
Tho condition lias been favorable to the j
tilling oi uarley, but not lor orange pick-
ing. There has not beeu rain enough to I
damage hay. Crop prospects continue
very utvoraole, except as to somo iruit.
The barley crop on the San Joaquin I
ranch will be tiie largest ever known.

Los Angeles County—the hay and
grain crops are coming out well; pruno
crop will be a light one, while apricots
wili be Uss than one-fourth of a crop, on
account of being injured by ram and
not. mo continued cool and cloudy
weather helps crops ofall kinds.
