The Latcoh-String Hung Upon the Out-
side of the Door—0ld Sol Comes
Out to Look On.

Saturday morning broke with a sky

accordingly.

And there was reason for it, too, for
was not Saturday the day set for that pic-
nio of all picnics, the one that draws peo-
ple from the furthermost part of the
county to a common center—farmers,
merchants, bankers, politicians, men in
all walks and conditions of life? Inshort,
it was the day of the Grangers’ picnic at
Elk Grove. No wonder they felt blue.
For weeks they had been reckoning on a
day of enjoyment of a sort they could find
nowhere else; of meeting friends and ac-
quaintances that they rarely saw at other
times; of enjoying the heartfelt hospital-
ity and sociability that the farmers on
that day, especially, extend to their
friends and acquaintances, and that has
such a hearty ring about it that no one
ever thinks of suspecting its sincerity and
spontaneousness,

A little before 10 o’clock, however, a lit-
tle partial rift in the clouds almostleta
ray of sunlight through, and those who
had suspended operations took heart and
commenced to hurry up their prepara-
tions so as to catch the train, Those who
were going for the sake of the outing and
bad no country acquaintances, lugged
baskets of corpulent proportions and hur-
ried to the train, while many others, sure
of a half-dozen invitations to bountifully
gpread tables of their rural friends, did
not so encumber themselves, A large
number went on the train from here, and
as the weather continued to look mnore
favorable many more took vehicles, even
after noon, and drove out to the grounds,
the clouds tempering the heat of thesun
and the recent showers having laid the
dust, making it a delightful drive.

If anyone wonders what becomes of all
the buggies that are manufactured in Sac-
ramento or sent here from the East, let
bhim go to the Grangers’ picnic and the

uestion will be solved for him. The

rove is a large one but it was filled with
them, except in the immediate vicinity of
the dancing platform and the ground re-
served for the games, ete. An estimate
made by & number of peuple who attend
each year placed the attendance on Satur-
day at upwards of 2,500, and there would
undoubtedly have been at least 1,000 more
had the weatber been bright and sunny.

A young Sac-
ramento man, however, who had been
indulging a little too freely, attempted to
go on the platform, and refused to show
his badge. Constable John Reese, of
Florin, who was one of the committee,
stopped him, when the youth resorted to
blows. He was arrested for battery and
fined $30.

When lunch time came the laich string
was out everywhere and if a farmer met
an acquaintance from the city the first
question was: ‘‘Have you had anything
to eat yet? Come right over here to our
table.”” Ifthe inviiation was accepted
the only régret of the person so invited
afterwards was that he ate too much, and
that there is only one Grangers’ picnic
ecach year.

The games were witnessed by a large
number of interested spectators, who
crowded around so closely that the judges
had hard work to secure suflicient room
for the contestants. The races were con-
tested in a spiriteds manner, and as pro-
fessionals were barred out, the fact was
developed that there were some good
amateur runners present. The year’s

A NEW ASSOCIATION OF LAWYERS.

Steps Taken to Form a Local Bar
Organization,

The Proposed Constitution and By-
Laws—Final Action Postponed
Until Next Saturday.

A number of attorneys met in Depart-
ment Two of the Superior Court on Sat-
urday for the purpose of adopting a con-
stitution and by-laws for the government
of a local bar association. Judge Add C.
Hinkson was chosen temporary Chair-
man and W, P. Harlow temporary Sec-
retary. The following coustitution and
by-laws, drawn by a committee of five
which was appointed some time ago for
that purpose, was submitted for ap-
proval:

Article I. (Name,) — This association
shall be known as the Bar Association of
Sacramento,

Article I1. (Objects.)—This association
is established to cultivate the science of
jurisprudence, to maintain the honor and
dignity of the praclice of the law, and to
increase its usetulness by facilitating the
due administration of justice, and to
cherish and cultivate a fraternal spirit
among the members of the bar.

Article 111, (Membership.)—Any attor-
ney in good standing, regularly admitted
to practice before the Supreme Court of
the State of California, may become a
member after being elected as hereinalfter
proyided, upon paying the admission fee
required by these articles and upon sub-
scribing to this constitution.

The names of all applicants for mem-
bership shall be referred to an appropri-
ate committee, and every member shall
be notitied by the Secretary of every ap-
plication for membership as soon as the
same is filed. Applications for member-
ship shall be in such form as may be pre-
scribed by the assoclation, and new mem-
bers shall be elected as the association
may direct.

Article I'V. (Honorary Members,)—The
Justices of the Supreme Court of the
State of California, and the Judges of the
courts of record of the county of Sacra-
mento shall be honorary niembers of this
association, They shall be entitled to all
the privilegs of membership, except that
of voting, but shall not be required to
pay any admission fees or dues.

Article V. (Admission Fees and Dues, )
—The admission fee shall be —— dollars,
to be paid at the time of the organization
of the association and upon the signing
of these articles. The dues shall be —
dollars per month, payable monthly, and
members in default shall be dealt with
according to such rules and regulations
as may be adopted by the association,

Article VL (Rules and Regulations.)—
The association shall, within thirty days
afler its organdization, adopt rules and
regulations for its internal government,
a copy of which shall be supplied to each
aud every member, and which shall not
be altered or amended except at a regular
meeting of the association called for the
express purpose.

Article V1I. (Officers.)—The officers of
the association sball be a President, a
Vice-President, a Secretary and a 'I'reas-
urer, a Board of Trustees to consist of
five members, and a Committee on Ad-
missgion, to consist of seven members.
The oflicers shall be elected by ballot at
the first meeting of the association in
May, 1895, and semi-annually thereafter,

Article VIII. (Duties of the President.)
—The President shall preside at all meet-
ings, appoint all standing committees,
and shall have such other powers as may
be couferred upon him by the rules and
regulations of the association, and shall
perform such other duties, not incon-
sistent with these articles, or with such
rules and regulations, as are usually dis-
charged by presiding oflicers.

Article IX. (Duties of the Vice-Presi-
dent.)—The Vice-President shall perférmn
the duties of the President in the abséence
of the latter.

Article X. (Duties of the Secretary.)—
The Sacretory shall give notice of all
meetings, shail be present thereat, shall
keep a faithful record of all the procesed-
ings of the association and of its com-
mz:utees, shall render reports to the asso-
ciation at such times as may be re-
quired by its rules and regulations, or by
the Trustees or by the association itself,
He shall have the custody of the records
and the property of the association other
than money,

Article X 1. (Duties of the Treasurer.)—
The Treasurer shall receive and collect
all moneys belonging to the association,
and shball, under the direction of the
Trustees, and in accordance with the
rules and regulations of the association,
disburse the same, rendering reports
whenever required by the 'I'rustees or by
the rules and regulations of the associa-
tion, and keeping at all times regular
and faithful accounts of all receipts and
disbursements, and of all his official acts.

Article X11. (Duties of the Trustees.)—
The Trustees shall act as an KExecutive
Committee, having power to attend to
the material wants and welfare of the as-
sociation, and to give such directions, not

inconsistent with these articles or
with the rules and regulations of
the assoclation, and, subject to

the control of the association itself, shall
have general power and supervision over
the officers and members. They may
institute and maintain on behalf of the
association all measures that may by it
be directed, or which in their judgment
may be necessary to accomplish any of
the purposes for which the association is
formed. They shall bave power to deal
with delinquent members in such man-
ner as may be prescribed by the rules
and regulations of the association.

Article XIII. (Meetings.)—Meetings of
the association shall be held en the —
of each month, and the annual meeting
shall be held on the —— .in May of each
year. KEleven members shall c8ustitute a
quorum at any meeting of the associa-
tion.

Article XIV. (Suspension and Expul-
sion,)—Any member of the association
may be suspended or expelled for mis-
conduct by a three-fourths vote of the
members present at any regar meeting.

Article XV, (Amendments.)—These
articies inay be amended at any regular
meeting of the association by a two-
thirds vote of the members present, but
pot otherwise; provided that a notice of
the proposed amendment shall have been
given at least one month prior thereto.

Owing to the absence of several of the
older members of the bar, it was decided
to postpone organization until next
Saturday afternoon at 2 o’clock. In the
meantime each member of the bar will
be notified by the Secretary to be present,
