
DESTRUCTIVE FLAMES.

Forest Fires Raging in the Section
of Bradford, Pa.

LAROB AMOUNT OP LUMBER AND
MANYDWELLINGS BURNER

James Heney, the Ex*Auayer of the

Carson Mint. Who is Wanted la

Connootion With the Looting of

That Institution, Believed to be In

Colorado.

Bueclal to the Rbcord-Uniok.
Bradford (Pa.), May s.— The most

destructive forest fires known in this
section for years have been raging for
the past -week. About 3 o'clock this
morning a fire started between Glen
Hazel and Keltner. Doliivers' sawmill,
located between these points' was soon
destroyed, together with 10,000,000 feet of
lumber, sixteen cars of lumber and coal,
eight dwellings, an oil well and several
thousand acres of timber land.

A special fire train consisting of a
steamer and a large force of firemen wan
sent from here. The firemen were un-
able to do anything but divert the course
of the flames. Everything in the woods
is very dry, and the leaves aud under-
brush furnish abundant fuel for the
blaze. The llamos are going up the hill-
side at a rapid rate, and destroying every-
thing in their path. The sky is black
with stilling smoke and the llamos
shoot up as high as the tops of the treed.
Several people were injured in escaping
from the liames.

This afternoon a second appeal was re-
ceived from Glen Hazel asking for more
help, and 35 firemon with hose were sent
by special train. Itis feared the fire was
about to cross the east branch of the
Clarion river and sweep out the town of
Glen Hazel. The woods along the Erie
Railroad between Keltner and Bradford
are on fire, and itis feared the loss to oil
and lumber property willbe great.

Fires are raging between Kixfordand
Farmers Valley on valuable timber lacds,
and large quantities have been destroyed.
The Columbia Company's property is
now threatened. Between Crawford
Junction and Kiterville a fierce fire is
raging on both sides of the Erie Kailroad
tracks. A fire has been in progress at
Chipmunk since Thursday.

CARSON MINT SHORTAGE.

The Missing; Assayer Believed to Have
Jit.-ou Seen in Colorado.

Denver, May s.— United States Dep-
uty Marshals are looking in this State for
the assayer, who, itis said, escaped from
Carson, Nevada, with$80,000 stolen from
the mint. Ithas been learned that a man
fullyanswering the fugitive's description
arrived at Colorado about five weeks ago
and began investing in mining proper-
ties. This man disappeared about the
time the officers got on his track.

JAMES HESEV THE MAN WAITED.
San Francisco. May s.—James Heney

is the name of the man who is being
sought for by United States Marshals in
Colorado, and who is wanted inconnec-
tion with the looting of bullion from the
Carson Mint. Heney was an employe in
the mint, and it is alleged that he took
home the gold, which is said to have been
abstracted while it was inprocess of re-
fining, in his lunch pail. Heney is
known to have sold bullion to brokers
from time to time, during a period of
several years. He has not been in the
employ of the mint for some time. He
owns considerable property inSan Fran-
cisco, Carson and other places. When
the mint loot was discovered Heney dis-
appeared, and was last heard of at Los
Angeles. His wifeshortly after his liight
filed powers of attorney inthis State and
Nevada giving her absolute control of
Heney's property. It is not supposed
that Heney was the only culprit, as he
could not possibly have done all the work
necessary to cover up the shortage in
bullion.

COMMANDER KROHN.

Mortally Wounded During the Naval
Engagement InPochlll Gulf.

Pnrr.NixviLLE (Pa.), May s.—Chaun-
cey Krohn of the Ph<tnix Iron Works of
this place has received intelligence that
his Hongkong brother, Commander Ger-
hard Krohn of the Chinese navy, was
mortally wounded on board his vessel,
the Kuen Yuen, in the naval engagement
withthe Japanese fleet in the Gulf of
Pechili, near Port Arthur, in February.

Before he was wounded he gave orders to
one ofhis Lieutenants to man a gun. The
Lieutenaut refused to obey, when Com-
mander Krohn manned the gun himself,

but was soou mortally wounded by an
exploding shell. He seated himself on
the trunion and although he was blinded
held his eyelids open with his fingers so
he could see and endeavored to rallyhis
men. But still they refused to obey or-
ders, many of them jumping overboard.

The Kuen Yuen had every gun dis-
mantled and was struck 4ou nines during
the battle. Krohn was taken aboard a
junk and removed to the British hospital
at Hongkong, where he died two days
after the fight and was interred in the
foreign cemetery there.

Gerhard Krohn left this country seven
years ago and joined General Yon liau-
nekiu aud went with him to the Chinese
service, where they were employed in re-
constructing the army and navy of tnat
country after the German plan. The
property of Commander Krobn was con-
fiscated at his death, oven to his wearing
apparel. Medals and private goods were
claimed by the Chinese authorities to iu-
demnify the Government for his defeat
at the battle of Pechili while in their
service.

RESURRECTION OF CHRIST.

Sermon Delivered by Rev. Heber
Newton at New York.

New Y'ouk,May s.—lnthe Church of
AllSouls to-day, Key. Heber Newton de-
livered the third of his present series of
sermons on "Our Resurrection in the
Lightof the Resurrection of Jesus."

During the course of his sermon, Dr.
Newton said: "Ifwe read the story ot

the resurrection of Jesus Christ we shall
see in ita type of every other resurrec-
tion that is to follow. We are con-
strained to think in some way about the
resurrection life, ilwe are to believe init
all. Such thoughts as we can form seem
to me to be iilumiuated from stories ot
the risen Jesus.

"The lite to come cannot be a bodiless
existence. Nature knows no bodiiess
existence; everything that lives clothes
itself insome form or other, more or less
fine matter composing these forms, but
matter of some sort or other there is I
clothing everything living. We may be
Euro that the dead, living still, live not
merely in some disembodied existence:
they have bodies of their own, though
our eyes may not ordinarily see them.
That is clear in the story of the risen
Jesus.

"The body that shall rise will not be-
come v new body, else the continuity of
lite will be broken. It is an absolute
necessity that in the lifebeyond personal
identity shall continue. That moans that
insome way or other there shall be a con-
tinuance ot that which is truly vitalatid
essential to our present existence. There
is withinus each a spiritual body.

"The mysteries of ciairvoyaucy or of
mind-roading, these and other well-
authenticated powers of men, are uot
power ofouter power, but powers ofsome j
inner organization translormed by the j
mind. This again we see illumined in j
the stories of the risen Jesus.

"Atthe touch of death the outer fleshy I

body falls away and the entire spiritual
body is freed for a new life. Itmay draw
around itself from the body which it
leaves, or from the spiritual elements in
the encompassing ether, the elements of a
new and finer material body, or in ways
in which we cannot ever dream of the
mystery of being 'clothed upon' may ac-
complish itself. Atthe moment of death
it seems to me that the spirit passes out
of its earthy hue in the 'house not made
with bands' eternal in the heavens.
Every death is a resurrection. From
every sepulcher the stone is already rolled
away. This again, Ithink, wesee in the
stories of the risen Jesus."

ARMOUR'S STATEMENT DOUBTED.

Answer to His Assertion of a Loss on
Every Head of Cattle Slaughtered.

Washington, May s.—Dr. Salmon,
Chief of the Bureau of Animal Industry,
being interrogated as to Mr. Armour's
statement of an average constant loss of
between 17 and 1> cents on each head of
cattle slaughtered by his house during a
long period of time, said he had no criti-
cisms to make as to the veracity of the
statement as far as it gues, "but," he
added, "Mr. Armour separates the
dressed beef department from the trans-
portation trade and various other depart-

ments of his business, which are closely
related. Itis currently rumored and"
generally believed that the firm of Ar-
mour iVCo. have about 3,000 refrigerator
cars rollingover the various railroads of
the United States carrying dressed beef to
their customers, and some wickedly cu-
rious people declare that they cannot tell
wheu they buy dressed beef how much of
the money goes for transportation and
how much for meat. Possibly if Mr.
Armour willstate the lo9sesiucurred by
his firmin the transportation of beef dur-
ing the same period of time that he cov-
ered in stating its losses upon beef itself,
the further losses of that firm would so
excite public sympathy that those who
eat beet would eat the more, and those
would eat it,too, who never ate it before.
However, until it is known what the
losses of Armour & Co. are on the busi-
ness of their refrigerator cars in carrying
dressed meats the public may refrain
from tears."

THE NEW WOMAN.

Landmarks of Nature Which Cannot
Be Removed.

Ifa Woman Becomes a Man She Must

Resign Her Privileges

as a Woman.

Ellen Batelle Dietrick, Chairman of
the Press Committee of tho National
American Woman Suffrage Association,
has issued a challenge for a debate upon
the following questions bearing upon
woman suffrage. The first and fourth
questions the lady alarms; the second
and third she answers in the negative.

1. Is there such a thing as a "natural"
right to vote?

2. Were men alone the original politi-
cians?

3. Isphysical force the basis ofour pol-
itical Government?

4. Does morality demand the enfran-
chisement ofAmerican women?

"Itis upon the correct answer to these
questions," declares the lady, "that all
tho hopes ofthe whole human race de-
pend in regard to good government."

Goldwin Smith has written an ad-
mirable essay upon this subject which
was reprinted in pamphlet form and
widely distributed by the ladies of New
York opposed to woman sull'rage. Dis-
cussing the question of "natural" right
this author has this to say: "The rule by
wLich tho question (woman suffrage) is j
to be settled is the joint interest which j
the two sexes have ingood government, j
not any abstract claim of right. For an
abstract claim of right there appears to
be no foundation. Power which is
natural carries with it right, while it is
subject to tho restraints of conscience.
Weakness cannot be said to have a right

to artiticial power, though the concession
of such power within reasonable limits
may be not only kiud but wise, just and
benelicial to humanity and civilization."
And pursuing the subject further he de-
clares that to the largest attainable
measure of good government, every
member of a community has a right, ir-
respective of sex, color or age; but if this
or any other political change would bo
conducive to good government, the
whole community has a right to
it; if it would not, then the whole
community have a right to a refusal
of the change. It Is notorious that
the number of women who are seekiug
enfranchisement is but a small fraction
of the whole, and itis very doubtful ifit
was put to a popular vote among women
whether they would accept tho new bur-
den, and why should they? Ellen Die-
tiick says that moralists demand it. Let
us see. Presuming that by the demand
of morality is meant improvement in the
material conditions of the masses of hu-
manity, has tho male sex hitherto right-
eously exercised political power? Un-
questionably it has. Benjainin Kidd in
his "Social Evolution" says: "No careful
student ofhistory can ignore the signifi-
cance oftho improvement in tho position
of the masses of the people which has
taken place ivEngland and France dur-
ing the nineteenth century, nor the posi-
tion the working classes hav^ already
come to occupy in the United States and
some ofthe British Colonies." In Eng-
land, it is said, the progress has been
enormous. Mr. Gill'en, in the \u25a0Journal of
Royal tSLatiiitical 'Society, showed an al-
most continuous decrease in the propor-
tion of paupers since 15.»5. The wages of
almost all classes have greatly risen, and
thoir purchasing power is greater.

Was this improvement brought about
Ihroush the wrongful use by holders of
political power, however natural and
legitimate? We thiuk not. Especially
in*Franee has it been admittedly the do-
mestic thrift of the women of the bour-
geoiso which has enabled that country to
pay oil its war indemnity aud recover its
position among the nations of the world.
There has been no revolt of woman there.
Iv whatever direction we look we find
evidence of the same tendency toward
morality's teachings being carried out by
politicalpower, male power. The condi- j
lions of lifeof the masses of the poople
show everywhere a progressive improve-
ment.

In the United States ofAmerica, where
we have the most typical democracy civ-
iii/.atiou has produced, there has de-
veloped, certainly, no retrograde move-
ment iv the condition of the masses, and
yet Kilen Dietrick, Dy atlirmatiou of her
fourth question, argues that all tho hopes
of ttie whole human race depend, iv re-
gard to good government, on the en-
franchisement of tho American women.

Kather an odd theory, that. Still, it is
well, perhaps, that somewhere on this
mundane sphere, perhaps France and
England, the females of the human spe- j
cies may continue to be the orgauß of its
perpetuation; where, instead of compet-
ing withmen in occupations which de-
mand complete devotion as well as supe-
rior strength of muscle and brain, they j
willbear and nurse children; where mat- j
rimony willnot be disparaged as a bond- ;
age; where the rearing of children willI
not be an aim too low for an intellectual
being.

There are some landmarks of naturo
which cannot bo removed. Nature, it

'
may be said, will look to this, aud in the !
end vindicate her own law. No doubt !
she will, yet the revolt against her may
cost us dear. As Goldwin Smith woll
says, "Woman, if she becomes a man,
will be a weaker man. Yet she must be
prepared to resign her privilege as a
woman. Privilege and equality at once
she caunot hope to have. To don the
other sex she must doff her own— ti pro-
cess in which she willrun the risk of
ceasing to be, or at least to be deemed,
tho 'angelic portion of humanity.' For a
time, perhaps, tho ancient sentiment
might liuger, but the total change
of relations would in the end bring
a change of feeling. Chivalry depends
on the acknowledged need of protection,
and what is accorded to a gentle help-
mate would not be accorded to a rival.
Man would not be bound nor inclined to
treat with tenderness and forbearing the
being who was jostling with him in the
law courts, wrestling with him on the

!stump, maneuvering against him in elec- I
tions, haggling with him on 'change or j

!in Wall street. Take mere sex, apart j
from character, and there willbe nothing i
in the female of the human species more j
than in the femaie of any other species j
to command our respect or devotiou."

However (to follow up the questions
propounded), whether or not the rii;ht to
vote is a natural one or legitimately the
exclusive privilege of man; whether or
not physical force is the basis of our
political government

—
the hopes of hu-

manity in regard to good government, !
which has for its aim humanity's good, ;
does not depend on the enfranchisement I

jof American women, and indeed universal i
woman suffrage, judging trom the occur- !
rences of the past, does not seem a vital

j necessity in the social organism, but on i
the other hand it may be conducive to i
much evil, particularly wheu considered i

the greatest number, including iv the lat- j

VERY LIVELY WORK

Quick Mobilization of the French Navy

at Toulon.
A remarkably quick bit of naval mobi-

lation appears to have been done by the
French at Toulon, immediately after the
announcement of the death of the Em-
peror of Morocco, and there seems to be
be very littledoubt that the Government
expected serious trouble. The corre-
spondem at Toulon of a London news-
paper writes: "Atan early hour on Mon-
day morning Vice-Admiraldo Boissoudy,
the Commander-in-Chief, received on
board of his battleship, the Formidable,
moored In Toulon roadstead, a cipher
telegram from the Minister of Marine
ordering him to prepare at once for the
departure of ouo of the three divisions
composing his squadron. The Admiral
immediately selected four of his fastest
ships, all armed with new quick-firing
guns, and, while their commanders pro-
ceeded to tho Formidable lor instruc-
tions.rprovisions and ammunition were
rapidly taken in. As tho Neptune could
not be got ready as promptly as the other
ships, iiwas left behind, with orders to
join thorn as soou as possible, and five
hours altor tho receipt of the Minister's
orders tho Hoche, Lulande aud Tage
started on their voyage.

"Itwas then 12:40 i\ m., and at 3:30 the
Neptune— which is tho best sailer in the
Hquadron, doing nineteen knots an hour
with ease— was speediug after them iv a
heavy sea with a westerly gale blowing.
Provisions for tho crews suflicient to last
thrco months had been shipped, and the
rapidity with which food aud ammuui-
tiou were put ou board is considered a
remarkable achievement at Toulon. The
order from Paris was totally unexpected,
yet within five hours a division with
nearly 2,000 mon and with sixty-lour
guns was able to put to sea. Ivnaval
circles at Toulon this performance is
regarded as a very conclusive and practi-
cal reply to all the criticisms indulged in
at tho expense ot the navy during the
last few months. But this is not all. It
is added that, as a further precaution,
Vice-Admiral de Boissoudy was ordered
to hold another division in readiness to
sail at a momont's notice, and that all the
ships undergoing repairs in the Toulon
dockyards wore boing placed with the ut-
most hasto ina position to- put to soa."

"To seem at rest," says one of the best
exponents of this new doctrine of social
conduct, "spat yourself carefully and at
ease. Smile a good doal it you wish and
are amused; but laugh rarely, and then

< the most part let your hands lio easily
:ivyour lap, and try to make ita rule to
Ido everytning slowly. American women
are nervous instead of graceful, jerk from
one thing to another, aud so mar the best
effects of good gowns and fair faces."

Iluder this imported regulation one finds
hostesses pouring tea witha deliberation
that is positively restful to a weary soul;

GOOD RECEIPTS.

Tomato Relish— One peck of ripe to-
matoes, one cup of vinegar, four peppers,
two quarts of water, four onions, two
tablespoonfuls of salt. Boil three hours.

Baked Tomatoes
—

Peel aud slice «quar-
ter of an inch thick. Pack in a puddling
dish, seasoning each layer withsalt, pep-
per, butler, and a very little white Htiear.
Bake, oovered half an hour: remove ttio
lid and brown lor fifteen minutes. Five
minutes betore taking from the oven pour
over tho top three or four tablospooufuls
of cream whipped up for a few minutes
with melted butter.

Scalloped Tomatoes— Peel and cut in
slices a quarter of an inch thick. Pack
in a puddiug dish in alternate layers with
a force-meat made of bread crumbs, but-
ter, salt, pepper and a little white sugar.
Spread thickly on oach stratum of toma-
toes and wheu the dish is nearly full put
tomatoes uppermost, a good bit of butter
upon each slice. Dust with pepper and a
iittlo sugar. Stew with dry broad crumbs
and bako covered half an hour, remove
the lid and bake brown.

Boiled Tomatoes— Select largo, firmones
and do not peel. Slice half an inch thick
and broilupon an oyster gridiron. A low
minutes willsuffice to cook them. Have
ready ina cup some hot butter, seasoned
with pepper, salt, a littlesugar and half a
teaspoonful of made mustard. As soon
as the tomatoes aro done, dip each piece
in this mixture and Jay upon a hot chaf-
ingdish. When all aro dished, heat what
remains of the seasoning to a boil, pour
upon them and serve at once.
