SAN Fraxcisco, May 6.—In the fight
for the Fair millions the *Big Four' ex-
ecutors of the first will, which so inyste-
riously disappeared from the County
Clerk’s oflice, will have a decided advan-
tage. Superior Judge Slack to-day de-
cided that the stolen will mnust be dis-
posed of before the later will, produced
by Mrs. Nettie Craven, can be consid-
ered. The first will filed will, thereiore,
be the first contested. 'I'his is considered
a matter of great importancs te the pro-
ponents, for the tactics of the Fair chil-
dren were to evade the forfeiture clause
under the first wili by supporting the
second, the provisions of which are more
to their liking.

The decision giving priority to the pro-
bating of the tirst will was an unexpected
blow to the children, who bad expected
that the Craven will would take preced-
ence because of its later date. The peti-
tion for probate of the first will will be
heard on Wednesday, wheun it is supposed
the attorneys for the I'air children will
present their written grounds of opposi-
tion. Then, it is understood, the attor-
neys for the executors wiil protest
against the consideration of this opposi-
tion on the ground that the time for -
ing the contest bas elapsed, that point
having been allowed to pass in the etforts
to secure recognition for the Craven will,

THE STANFORD ESTATE,

Demurrer Filed to the Suit Brought
Against It by the Government,

Sax Francisco, May 6.—Mrs. Jane L.
Stanford has filed in the United States
Circuit Court a demurrer to the suit
brought by the Government against the
Stanford estate to recover $15,000,000 ad-
vanced by tbe United States for the con-
struction of the Central Pacific Railroad.

The demurrer sets forth that the only
obligation or liability ever crentgad' by
the Government in favor of the ~L nited
States ageinst the Central Pacific and
Western Pacific Railroads was on the
bonds guaranteed by the Governient,
which it is claimed do not constitute 2
debt against either of the companies, or
aright to demand payment from them
becsuse of the bonds failing of redemp-
tion.

Tbe demurrer continues that the only
relief open to the Government is the con-
fiscation of the corporations. It is
further contended that no valid claim
was ever presented to Leland Stanford
during his lite, or to his widow since his
death. This, it i1s claimed, vitiates any
claim that the United States might have
had.

THEODORE DURRANT.

His Trial for Murder Will Not Take
Place Until July.

Sany Fraxcisco, May 6. — Theodore
Durrant will spend several quiet weeks
in the County Jail before he is placed on
trial for his life for the murder ot Blanche
Jamont and Minnie Williams. The po-
lice will not hurry him to trial, desiring
to give him abundant time to prepare for
his defense. The case will, therefore, not
be called until July. 3

Chief of Detectives Lees said to-day
that the Supreme Court had passed strict-
ures on the police department for having
brought to sueedy trial b‘rcd‘encks, who
shot Bank Teller Herrick, Though Lees
believes the criticism unjust, he said the
Supreme, Coart would be given no op-
portunity for finding the same fault in
Durrant’s case.

ACAIN UNDER FIRE

Rehearing of Income Tax Cascs
Begun in the Supreme Court.

EACH SIDE ALLOWED FIVE HOURS
FOR ARGUMENT.

Attorney Guthrie Opens the Debate

for the Appeilants, Followed by

Assistant Attorney-General Whit=
ney in Behalf of the Government—

All the Members of the Court

P’resont.

WasniNgron, May 6.—The Supreme
Court, with its full mewmbership of niue
Justices on the bench, for the first time
in many months, began the hearing to-
Justice
Jackson of Tennessee, who has been ab-
sent from Washington for the greater.part
of the past year seeking restoratien
to health, took his seat with extraordi-
nary iuterest attached to his presence,
since he assumes practically the position
of umpire upon the vital question of
principle upon which the law is based,
which divides the other Justices into
equal factions. Justice Jackson did not
appesar to be feeble, but it was plainly
evident that he was far from being a well
man, and that only by a strong effort
did he sit throughout the hearing.

Most conspicuous among the spectators
in court were Postmaster-General Wilson,
the Chairman of the Ways and Means
Committee that framed the Tariff Act;
Rspresentative McMillan of Tenunessee,
Chairman . et the sub-coinmittee which
drafted the income tax provisions, and
ex-Speaker Crisp of the House. The at-
tendance of lawyers aud otuers having
an unofiiclal interest in the matter was
noticeably smualler than at the first argu-
ment of the law, and aftor the usual con-
tingeut of casual tourists had satisfied
their curiosity to obtain a sight of the
prowminent men, the courtroomn was not
crowded.

But Lwo arguments are to be made for
each side—by Auorney-teuneral Olney
and Assistant Attorney-General Whitney
for the Government, and W, G, Guthrie
and Joseph Choate tor the appellants,who
aro Messrs, Hyde and Pollock. To-day
Mr, Gutnrie delivered his speech and Mr,
Whitney began his, which he will finish
to-morrow., As the time assigned is five
hours to each side, the arguments will be
closed Wednesday afternoon.

Betore Mr., Guthrie began, the Chief
Justice, after calling the case, stated that
in response to the suggestion of the Attor-
ney-General, which the courtinterpreted
as virtually a motion for a rehearing, the
court had decided to permit the counscl
to go into all questions involved., Tibe
rebearing has been dependent upon the
presence of Justice Jackson. The court
found it necessary to limit the argument
to two on each side, but it was for the
counsel to say what time they would re-
quire. Thereupon Mr, Choate and Attor-
ney-General Olney, after consultation,
announced that tive hours to each side
would be sufiicient, and that ti:ne was
grauted. Judge Wilson was also per-
mitted, on benalf of John G. Moore, to
tile a brief.

Mr. Guthrie began by saying that
counsel for the appellants in the cases
bad been subjecied to considerable
criticisin tor their motions for a rehear-
ing, bui they had feit justitied in the
realization of the fact tnat there were
many -points still undecided, in the
{efinite and final adjudication of which
the entire country was vitally interested,
and he assurea all concerned that the
counsel for the appellants in the present
case would approach it in a spirit of the
highest patriotismi, and with no desire
for self-aggrandizement,

He said tbat the question involved was
a constitutiounl one, and added: ‘*The
Constitution is the po.ltical creed and
conscience of the nation v hich must con-
trol and rule cur destiny; ana in so iar as
this court shall preserve it intact, accord-
iug to its leticr aud its spirit, or permit
the darkness of error Lo atiront its light,
so will our future see progress or decline,
happiness or wmisery, glory or shaine,
There can be no law inconsistent with
the fundamental law, and a century of
error cannot overrule the Constitution.

*'I'he question is not to be deiermined
by considerations of present expediency
or practicability or hardships, but ac-
cording to the lights, the purposes, the
iptention of the iramers, and as they in-
tended the Constitution to co-operate, so
must we enforce it to-day. T'he people
are not to be deprived of inherited rights
such as are imbedded in our Coustitution
by mere precedent or technical applica-
tion of the rule of stare decisis,””

The point of contention, said Mr. Guth-
rie, was that the authorities establish the
priuciple that taxation upon the income
of one class of property is as objection-
able as upon another. He charged the
Hilton case with being the sole cause of
all the error in this matter. It was, he
said, a political case in which tha Admin-
istration of Washington was pitted
against the anti-Iederalists, and a case
in which the local prejudice cut an imn-
portant figure. He controverted the
opinion that the decision in the Hilton
case had been accepted as deciding that
only the capitation tax and the land tax
were direct taxes, and asked if this was
so why was it that Cougress 1n 1796, less
than thirty days after the decision was
rondered, had instracted the Secretary. of
the I'reasury, by resolution, to reporta
plan for laying direct taxes by appor-
tionment.

Mr. Guthrie then presented at some
length the contention that as it was
clearly the intention of Congress to have
the law act as a whole upon the incownes,
the provisions which are unquestionably
void invalidate the whole Act. The law,
he said, expressly includes rents and
other incomes trom land and personal
property, and its geueral language covers
also incomes from municipal bonds. The
Government has insisted that it was not
only the intention, but within the powaer
of Congress to tax the income from mu-
nicipal bonds. The object of the Actis
single 2nd entire—that 18 to say, the tax-
ation of iucomes frow all sources. In or-
der to preserve the provisions ‘now re-
maining the court must strike out words
actually used, such as rents, incomes aud
the product of land.

He declared that the Act should be sent
back to Congress, because it is arbitrary
and unjust, and in violation of. the ex-
press provisions of the Constitution. He
then took up the question of exemptions
aund limitations, repeating much of the
argument advanced at the first hearing,

a requirement were to be applied, there
wonld be very few valid laws. As tothe
guestion of exemptions of rentals from
real estate, that was differant. The Gov-
ernment had hopes that this question
would be so presented as to obtain a re-
versal of the former opinion. He con-
tended that the bills in the case asked for
no special relier in case of rentals.

He announced that historical and defin-
itive argument would be uanded to the
court in the shape of a bricf. JMr. Whit-
ney said the appellants rolied prineipally
upon the system of econovwics of John
Stuart Mill, which had not come into ex-
istence at the time the Constitullon was
adopted, and he contended that the dis-
tinctions between direct and indirect
taxes were so abstruse that it was not
possible to incorporate it 1n a written
constitution.

Mr. Whitney, in criticising the opposi=
tion for going so far back into history for
precedents, said he bad not intended to
go back further than 1689, but as the ap-
pellants had gone to 11580, he would him-
self give some precedents of that date.

“Cam’t you,” asked tho Chief Justice, in
a tone which appeared to contain a spirit
of banter, “*go back further thau that?”

*I might,” replied Mr. Whitney, “but
I shall nottax the patient.e of the court
to that extent, but for the precedent of
my learned friends on theo other side.”
He said he would agree to stop short of
1180 if Mr. Choate would, whereupon
Mr. Choate assured Mr. Whitney and the
court that he would stop several centuries
short of that date,

Mr. Whitney referred at some length
to the distinctions between the words tax
and duty in English legislation. Hesaid
this distinction had been very sharp, and
tbe word tax bhad been applied only
where the word duty could uot be made
to cover the case, *“If,”’ he said, ‘‘the
framers of the Constitution were ac-
quainted with DBlackstons they were
familiar with the linglish classitication.””

A peculiarity of the linglish system
since 1689 was that everything ealled atax
was irid by the rule of apportioument,
whereas everything called a duty was
laid by the rule of uniformity. The thor-
ough understanding of this principle by
the Democrats of the convention ex-
plained the apparent lack of interestin
the discussion of the distinetion in these
matters. The important ¢uestion with
them appeared to be that of the proper
distribution of the taxes to be made ac-
cording to the apportionment.

At this point Mr. Whitney was inter-
rupted by the adjourniment of court for
the day.

AHIAN AFFAIRS,
WORK IN

BRITISH INFLUENCE AT
HONOLULU.

The Word Quietly Passed Arvound

Amongz the Natives That Mon-

archy Is to Be Ilestored.

Special to the RECoRD-UNTON.

Hoxorurnu, April 20.—Minister Hatch
has received a communication from Sec-
retary Gresham, througzih United States
Minister Williis, in regard to naturalized
Hawaiians apolying for the protection of
the United States., The communication
deals entirely with the case of J. F. Bow-
ler, who called upon the U. ited States to
interfere in Lis behalf. Dowler was con-
victed of a charge of misprision of trea-
son in connection with the recent re-
bellion. Mr. Gresham states that the
United States Governwment cannot inter-
fere, and in giving reasons calls attention
to the fact that Bowler has taken the oath
of allegiance required for becoming a nat-
uralized citizeu of Hawaii. No reference
is made tothe other prisoners coming
under possible American jurisdiction.
secretary Gresham’s letter will be made
public at a meeting of the Councils to be
held this week.

Evidence is at hand that shows that
Britisiz influence is at work in Honolulu.
The natives are in a state of expectancy,
and word has boen passed quietly among
them that within a short space of time
restoration would be a fact. Inthatevent
Kaiulani is to be made Queen. Dishop
Willis, the head of the English Church
in this country, is said to be the man who
is going among the natives with the in-
formation, British Consul Hawes is also
mentioned in this counection. ‘I'ne re-
newed bhope on the part ol the natives has
given the annoxation movement a severe
setback.

The Government has received no word
from Secretary (Giresham regarding Min-
ister Thurston’s alieged recall.

Rumors of an impending revolution
are slill rife, and the stories are of such a
nature that no little alarm is felt in Gov-
crnment circies. Information comes from
the Islabd of Hawaii to the eftect that the
residents are contemplating secession
trom the group, claiming as a reason for
the step that they do not receive their
share of money for public improvements.

I'ne Hawalian Government is now put-
ting into etfect measures to equalize and
perhaps change altogether the immigra-
tion stream. A limited number of Chi-
nese field laborers are to be broughtin
under restrictions, by authority or the
Act of 1822, For the present the Board of
Immigration will refuse jall applications
for further importations of Japanese con-
tract laborers, It isthe intention ot the
Government and the planters to encour-
age by every means lmmmigration from
Kurope. Negotiations are now under
way tor more Portugnese. In this re-
gard matters may shape themselves in a
manner that may detain Minister Thurs-
ton in this country. It is understood
that a new Immigration Bureau is to be
created, and if so, he will be offered the
Chairmanship,

President Dole eelebrated his 51st birth-
day anpiversary onthe 23d inst, Daring
the day a petition was circulated, praying
that amnesty be granted the political
prisoners. By 5 o’clock in the atternoon
about 500 names had been aflixed to the
petition. An hour later the document
wag presented to the President, who re-
piied that he would submit it to the
Councils for action.

The sugar trust’s new arrangement—
that of shipping No. 2 sugar around the
Horn to Atlautic ports—is creating havoc
with vessels that ply between Sau Fran-
cisco and Honolulu., Vessels that for-
merly had no trouble in seouring cargoes
are ilow compelled to leave portin bal-
last. The last two that left in this man-
ner were the brig W. G, Irwin and the
bark Albert. The latter vessal departed
for the sound on the 27th inst. Captain
Gritiith has not been up north since 1889,

The German bark 'Triton, from Liver-
pool, now in port at Honolulu, passed a
burping vessel in the South Seas, Cap-
tain Schon reports that on March 4th, in
10° 40’ south, 111° 40’ west, a burning four-
masted iron ship was sighted, Un ap-
proaching within speaking distance it
was discovered to be an English vessel,
evideatly coal laden, but on account of
darkuess her identity could not be
learned.

CHINA'S EMPEROR RATIFIES THE
TREATY WITH JAPAN.

Warships of the Several Powers As-
sembling at Chee Foo—Chinese om.'
clals High Up in the Government
Said to Have Been in the Employ of
Japan, Both Before and During the

War—Blot on Japan’s Far:o.

WasniNeroy, May 6,—The Chiness
Foreign Office cables that John W. Fos-
ter has left Pekin for home, going by the
way of Shanghai. This would take him
to Chee Foo, when the negotiations will
culminate. Li Hung Chang remains at
Fekin, so Foster and Tsung Li Yamen
will act with Viceroy Li’s son in repre-
senting China.

An official cable to a different gquarter
gives decisive information that the Em-«
peror of China has ratified the treaty.
The information is so positive as to be
beyond question. 'The officials say the
gathering of foreign warships at Chee
Foo is less belligerent than would appear
on the surface. It has been arranged that
the diplomats of the IKuropean countries
should hold a couferencg at Chee Foo, and
the vessels are a part of this gathering,
although the strength of the Russian
| fleet shows that she means to be prepared
! for emergencies,

CHANG APPOINTED ENVOY.

YoxouAMa, May 6. — Vicerov Li
Hung Chang has been appointed Chinese
Envoy to exchange ratifications of the
peace treaty, which is is expected to oc-
cur at Chee Foo to-morrow, instead of
Wednesday.

SUMMONED TO KIOTO,

Yoxounanma, May 6,—The Japanese
Privy Council and the head officials of
the Governmont have been hurriedly
summoned to Kioto to attend a meeting
Lo-morrow.

WARSHIPS LINING UP

Cuee Foo, May 6.—The warships of
the several powers are fast assembling
bhere. 'I'he situation is regarded as omi=
nous, Already eight Iussian war-
ships, including thres torpedo boats, are
bere and more are expected. In addition
one British, French and American and
two German warships have arrived.

TouLoN, May 6.—The French cruisers
Sfax and Cecille will accompany the
i'rench cruisers Tage and Suchet to tho
China seas to-day. They wore loaded
yesterday with ammunition and pro-

visions,
RENOUNCED 1ITS CLAIM,

Parts, May 6,—The Japanese Minister
here has informed the Minister of Kor-
eign Affairs, M. Hanotaux, that, defer-
ring to the friendly advice of Irance,
Russia and Germany, Japan has re-
nounced its claimn to permanent posses-
sion of' the Liao Tung peniasula, includ-
ing Port Arthur.

NEGOTIATIONS NOT EASY.

Paris, May 6.—Le Figaro, comment-
ing on the situation of the affairs in the
far liast, says: *‘Although the situation
is grave, the bombardment of the Japan-
ese coast by the Russian and Gerwman
fleets is not expected. Negotiations do
not proceed easily.”

BLOT ON JAPANESE FAME,

WasHiNaroN (Pa.), May 6.—**The Chi-
nese Government has but itself to blame
ior the loss of the war with Japan. Gov-
ernment otiicials high up in China were
in the employ of Japan both before and
during the war. The enemy in most
cases anticipated all our movements.”’

Such was tbe startling announcement
made by Captain P. Nortou MecGiffen,
just returned from ten years’ service in
the Chinese navy. He was commander
of the Chen Yuen, the famous ironeclad.
“I was in the hospital and not in com-
mand of the Chen Yuen at Wei- Hai- Wi,
as was reported,’”” he continued. *“Had I
been in that tight 1 should not have been
here now, as 1 should not have given
them the satisfaction of catching me. The
Japanese had an ironclad agreement, in
which ‘no quarter to foreign dogs’ was
conspicuous, and they meant it, When
we went into the big battle at Yalu I made
all preparations to keep cut of the bands
of the Japanese in case we shouid get the
worst of it. 1 would have killea myseif
before being taken for torture.

**Now that the war is over I want to
say that there isa blot on the previous
fair fame of Japan which wili never be
ettaced. Without one word of warning,
betore war had been declared, their fleet
pounced down upon the defeuseless Kow
Shing and sent her with 1,000 souls to the
bottom. It was one of the most cold-
blooded tricks in the history of war,”

JAPAN EARNED HER VICTORY.

New Yorxg, May 6.—Commander F., P,
Ashe of the British royal navy isin the
city on a brief visit, Comnmander Ashe
wus attached to a British warship which
was on duty at the Hongkong station in
the China Sea during the war between
China and Japan, In speaking of the
war be said:

“] studied it from a distance, There
was some preity hard fighting, and naval
experts were furnished with some valu-
able data. The Japanese fought well on
lang and on sea and richly earned their
victory.”

Speaking of the attitude of Russia to-
ward the Chivpa-Japanese treaty, Com-
mander Ashe said:

**Russia has always been contesting for
an eastern port. She is aggressive and
will take every advantage. This last
move of hers is characteristic. I see that
Japan has refused to heed her protests. I
do not think that another war will result,
I beliove that Japau will stand by her
guns and pot concede an inch, aud Russia
will be obliged to acknowledge the
justice of her position.”’
