THE CHINESE FIGUREHEAD.

For those who care to understand the
intricacies of the trick whereby China-
men are used for the purpose of carrying
on hydraulic mining without a licenes,
free of penalty and almost uninterrupt-
edly, we will explain as follows:

Injunctions do not lie against the prop-
erty (that is, in rem) and only those can
be punished for contempt who have been
served with a writ, or upon whom can be
fastened an actual knowledge of the in-
junctions. A gang of Chinamen are
found hydraulicking; the injunction is
served; but they continue working, in
some cases, until they are caught again.
An afiidavit is then made as foundation
for an order to show cause in contempt.

This order is served, and by the time
for hearing these Chinamen have pulled
up stakes and left the country, so that,
perhaps, no one is brought into court.
In a short time another gang is found
operating the same mine, Upon investi-

junctions (““me no sabe’’) and the same
course is taken with them. White men
cannot do this successfully, but, by means
of a blind lease, the owners of the mine
can use Chinamen for the purpose, Some
white men living in the vicinity are
angry that the Chinamen are permitied
to mine, when the privilege is denied
them, but, the sentiment of the camp is
such that they will not submit to be wit-
nesses against the Chinamen. It isonly
recently that the United States Debris
Commission has consented to the bring-
ing of oriminal proceedings under the
anti-debris law; butthis can be done now,
&8 soon as a clear case of violation of the
law can be made, in which event the con-
viction or acquittal of the offenders will
rest with a San Franciscojury. The com-
mission would prefer a case against a
white man, but so far the cards have
been shuffled in such a way as to always
put a Chinaman in his place.

Saxs the Inyo Register:

It is estimated that electric ears have al-
ready displaced 1,100,000 horses. The feed-
ing of these horses would entail the consump-
uon of 500,000 bushels of corn or oats a day.
The animais are now back on grass, and the
enormous decrease in corn and oats consump-
tion caused by their withdrawal is suiticient
to appreciably-atlect the price of those grains.
In round figures it amounts to 180,000,000 |
bushels a year.

mate result will be more employment for ‘
horses, more of them engaged in use,
more people enabled to own them, and
kence greater use for them. It isonlya
very few years since the good horse was
too costly to be generally owned. Now,
however, with the cheapening of the ani-
mal there will be more owners of horses
and new uses found for the animal. If it
js admitted that his present withdrawal
lessens the demand for the food necessary
for him, there is compensating inecrease
in other directions by reason of the ra-
pidity of movement and its frequenocy
that the introduction of the electric car
and the bicycle cause.

It is now two
months since warlike operations ceased,
and yet to the mass of the Chinese who
knew of the war the news ofan armistice
has never been communicated; while an
equally large number is actuslly un-
aware that a war has been in progress.
What other than such conditions as these
can be looked for among pecple whose
Government chief confiscates the prop-
erty, even to the personal effects of a brave
officer who losta battieship and his life be-
cause his cowardly Chinese crew would
not fight?

THE Argonaut puts the matter neatly
when it declares that there is nothing in
the Monroe doctrine that demands of the
United States to maintain a sort of pro-
teclorate over the mewling, puking Cen-
tral American States.

HOW GRAIN AND FRUIT IS DOING.

Despita Late Frosts, Fruit Crops Will
be Large. ~

Cool Weather and Late Rains Have
Done Much to Improve the
Outlook for Grain.

Director Barwick of the California
Weather Service, for the week ending
May 6th, summarizes as follows:

*The average temperature for the week
ending May 6th was: For Fresno 64°
Independence and Los Angeles 62°, Sac-
ramento and Red Bluff 60°, San Frau-
cisco 56°, San Luis Obispo 58°, and San
Diego 64~

As compared with the normal tempera-
ture there was a heat deticiency of from
1° 1o 3, except at San Diego, where an
excess of 1° was reported, wkile Los
Angeles was normal.

The total precipitation during the week
was: For I'resno .50 of an inch, Inde-
pendence a trace, [.os Angeles .10 of an
inch, Red Biuft 1,20 inches, Sacramento
and San Francisco .30 of an inch, San
Luis Obispo .40 of an inch, and San
Diego .10 of an inch. 5

As compared with the normal precipi-
tation, there was an excess at Fresno of
.06 of an inch, Red Bluff .78 of an inch
and San Francisco .04 of an inch, while a
deficiency was reported from Sacramento
of .10 of an inch, Los Angeles .05 of an
inch and San Diego .03 of an inch.

The deficiency of heat and excess of
moisture and cloudy weather in the up-
per Sacramento Valley and in the greater
portion of the San Jeaquin Valley has
greatly increased the prospects for iate-
sown grain to make a tolerably iair crop,
and has also extended the life of the val-
ley pasturage, but has retarded theripen-
ing of early fruits and berries and slightly
damaged hay 1n all portions of the State
where cut. Three thousand acres in the
lower San Joaquin Valley were more or
less damaged.

Pears, apricots and prunes appear to be
a short crop, while some fruit is dropping
on account of the lack or sunshine.

Peaches will no doubt be a very good
crop, as favorable reports are received
from the peach belts of the State, although
curl-leaf is reported in some orchards,

The fruit crop appears to be consider-
ably shortened by the excessive drop-
ping, no doubt due to late frosts in April
and excessive moisture along the rivers,
where a great deal of the fruit is grown,

Oranges and lemons are making a
vigorous growth for so early in the
season.

Hay will be a pretty fair cropand of
good quality.

Hops are doing well and training will
commence in about ten days more or
less according to the location of the
yards,

The greatest need at the present time is
for more sunshine and warmer weather
without the heated and drying norther-
ly winds which are semsetimes so prev-
alent during the last of May and first of
Juune.

The past week’s weather has been a
most favorable one for all products
grown in this State,

SACRAMENTO VALLEY.

Tebama County—The rains have made
a good grain erop possible; garden truck
and young fruit trees were greatly bene-
fited. Warmer weather the coming week
will be good for the {fruit ecrop. The
farmers are well pleased with the bright
prospects. Highest and lowest tempera-
tures at Red Blufl, 82° and 50°,

Butte County—Conditions extremely
favorable for the growth of crops, and
the rains and pleasant weather have as-
sured a bountitul crop of both cereal and
fruit. The pears are being affected by
the blight, causing them to drop quite
badly in some portions of the county.
Highest and lowest temperatures, 75° and
40" at Palermo, with 1,49 inches of rain,

Colusa County—The rain did wonders
for the grain, but slightly damaged the
hay. Highest and lowest temperatures at
urand Island, 75° and 54°,

Y uba County—Curl-leaf has appeared
in some orchards; pears dropping, and in
consequence the crop will be a lignt one.
Weather bad for haying; warwmth and
sunshine now needed for all crops.
Hop growers are busy stringing their
trellises. In ashort time training will
begin. IHighest and lowest temperatures
at VWheatland, 69° and 4Y°, with .74 of an
inch of rain.

sacramento County—The prospects are
good for an abundant erop of fruit this
season excepting apricots and pears; the
peach crop will be exceptionally large
around Folsom. The ground is too wet
for haying. The outlook along the river
shows that the cloudy and damp weather
has not been favorable to the truit crop,
as considerable mildew has made its ap-
pearance and pears and plums are drop-
ping badly; apples and cherries and the
vegetable crop good. There will be a
lJarge acreage planted to beans. Highest
and lowest temperatures at Sacramento,
73° and 48°.

Yolo County—Prospects very bright for
both grain and fruit growers; the peach
crop will be a good one; some hay dam-
aged by the rains; orchards and vine-
yards in good condition generally. The
northern portion of the county reports
the wheat crop prospects better than for
several years past. The hop ranches
along the Sacramento River are threat-
ened with inundation, as a great volume
of water is pouring through the breaks
between Elkhorn and Knight's Land-
ing. The watermelon crop will be late.

sSolano County—The crop prospects
were never better at this time of the year
for a good crop of grain, fruits, nuts and
all kinds of farm produce. Haying will
begin in earnest as soon asthe weather
settles.

Contra Costa County—The rains have
been of great benetit to the fruit trees and
vines, and the outlook for an abundant
crop was never better than now. Hay-
ing will soon begin and the crop is a
large one.

NAPA VALLEY.

Napa County—Near Atilas Peak the
almond crop prospects are very good.
Orchardists in the valiey are relieving
their overloaded trees of peachestoinsure
a crop of good size and quality. In the
Berryessa Valley the winter sown grain
is not lecoking extra well, but the sum-
mer-fallowed grain never looked better,
The vineyards are looking well, with a
good prospect of fair erops of wine grapes.
Highestand lowest temperaturesat Napa,
70° and 467, with .41 of an inch of rain,

SONOMA VALLEY,

Sonoma County—The fruit crop around
Gevserville will not be up to the average
yield. Around Sebastopol the cherry
crop will be light, while pears show con-
siderable scab and a good crop is not ex-
pected. Solway peaches are affected by
the curl-leaf, while the other kinds are
not mataring very well. Prunes drop-
ping somewhat, bat a fair crcp is ex-
pected, :

Vines are looking well around Forest-
ville, and grain and vegetables have
made a rapid growth. The rains have
been of great benefit. Hay that was cut
has been somewhat damaged; corn plant-
ing going on. All fruits are looking
well, but a littie curl-leaf has made its
appearance. Highest and lowest tem-
peratures at IForestville, 70° and 46°.

Around Healdsburg a green worm is
bothering the prune-growers and threat-
ening to play havoc with the prune crop,
which at best is a light one.

Arouud Santa Rosa the frost appears to
have affected the young peach trees more
severely than the old ones, as the latter
are in many cases fairly well loaded with
fruit, while the former have scarcely any
fruit. Some orcbards show well, while
others look as though they had been
swept by a fire.

SANTA CLARA VALLEY.

Alameda County.—The fruit outlook is
generally very good around the vicinity
of San Leandroand the apricot crop will
be larger than at first thought, as is also
the case with cherries and other fruit; all
kind of vegetables aund summer crops are
doing well. Rainfall .33 of an inch.

Santa Clara County,—The rains have
insured a bay and grain crop to a cer-
tainty. The general opinion is that
prunes are going to be a smaller crop
thau last year. Peaches bid fair to be a

good crop and are now being thinned.
The Solways show a disposition to curl
leaf, Cherries are earlier by two weeks
and picking will begin about the middle

| of May.

A large crop of peaches and prunes are
looked for at Willow Glen.

Around Gilroy the apricots, cherries,
prunes and peaches are reported to be
not so badly hurt as at first thought.

Around Cupertano apricots are being
thinned, but the prunes are thinming
themselves too effectuzlly to suit the or-
chardis Cherries will be but half a
crop. ighest and lowest temperatures
at San Jose, 85° and 42°, and at Santa
Clara, °70 and °42, with 1.29inches of
rain.

SAN JOAQUIN VALLEY.

San Joaquin County—Weather cool,
cloudy, with rain; was favorable to grass
and late sown grain, but poor for hay-
making, and nothing has been donein
that line; berries and early {ruit need
more sunshine and warmth; vegetables
of all kinds doing well; plowing and
planting of summer crops stiil going on.
Rainfall, .53 of an inch at Lodi.

Stanislaus County—Weather very fa-
vorable for all growing crops; early sown
grain doing tfine, and the rains wers the
salvation of thatcrop in the Westly and
Crow’s Landing districts. Rainfall, at
Westley, .77 of an inch, and at Crow’s
Landing about an inch,

Merced County—The farmers are
happy, as the rain was just what they
wanted to insure the grain crop.

Madera County—Crops have made
great progress during the week, The
rain has insured one ot the best crops of
grain ever raised. In the fruit line apri-
cots have dropped some, and prunes
very badly, while the cut worms are
working on the grape vines. Rainrsall at
Madera, .9 of an inch.

Fresno County--Raios have been bene-
ficial to grain, hay and all summer crops.
Highest and lowest temperatures at
Fresno, 78” and 47°, and at Huron,70” and
50°, witn .40 of an inch of rain.

Kings County—Iruit prospects excel-
lent. Highest and lowest temperatures,
787 and 56”, at Hanford.

Tulare County—The rains have given
vegetation a great boom, and crops will
be heavy. Quite a lot of barley and
wheat has been lodged, and high winds
are making it bad to Larvest. Haying
will begin as soon as the weather settles.
Around Tulare City fruit is stiil drop-
ping. The rains were very beneficial to
the late-sown grain. Around Lake Tulare
there is a greater acreage of grain sown
this season than ever beifore, and it never
looked in a more promising condition
than now. Iven without the last rains a
good crop was assured. Around Lime
Kiln everythingis looking in a very pros-
perous condition. Highest and lowest
temperatures, 87° and 45°,

Kern County—Around the Agricultural
Experiment Station bugs that were
troublesome before the rain have about
all disappeared. There was some 3,000
acres ol hay cut that was somewhat dam-
aged by the rains of the week. Highest
and lowest temperatures, 79° and 50°, with
.48 of an inch of rain,

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA.

Santa Barbara County—The rains have
benefited late grain, while the early sown
grain is well headed and is filling nicely.
A small quantity of hay was damaged.
The rains have insured bounteous crops
in the northwestern portion of the coun-
ty. Around Santa Maria some farmers
will feed headed grain to their hogs to
save threshing it. Ieed in the hills is
abundant and stock are fat. A large
acreage is being planted to corn, beans
and potatoes. Highest and lowest tem-
peratures at Saunta Maria, 65° and 47°,
with .48 of an inch of rain.

Ventura County—'The cool and cloudy
weather has caused the barley to ripen
slowly. Young orchards are making
rapid growth, Bean land is in good con-
dition and growers are waiting for
warmer weather before beginning to
plant, aithough in a few fields where the
soil 18 warm corn has been planted, as
also has lima beans. The coming week
will see a large acreage planted to corn,
beans, etc. No damage to hay of any
account. Around Satlecoy prunes are
dropping for lack of sunshine. Highest
and lowest temperatures, 73° and 42° at
Santa P’aula. Rainfall, .23 of an inch at
Ventursa, .50 of an inch at Santa Paula,
.11 of an inch at Saticov and .20 of an inch
at Fremounville,

Orange County—Barley crop very
heavy. The rain did the sugar beets
good. Woeather has been favorable for
grain, but not for haying. Apricots re-
ported to be from one-quarter to one-half
oi a crop,and some report even less.
Prunes promise a good yield. Walnuts
vary, but the outlook is generally good.

Los Angeles County—Weather cooland
cloudy, with light rain which did some
damage to hay. Outlook for farm prod-
uets continues good, and the present sea-
son appears to be one of the best ever
known, IHighest and lowest tempera-
tures at L.os Angeles, 70° and 47°,

San Bernardino County—The need at
present is bright, fine and sunshiny
weather, Highest and lowest tempera-
tures at Chino, 68° and 54°, with ,61 of an
inch of rain.

Riverside County—The rains have bean
of great benefit to the Jate sown grain.
Small fruits are ripening very uunevenly
on account of the cloudy weather.
Ranchers are cutting barley and wheat
for hay. Oranges and lemons are mak-
ing a vigorous growth for this time of
the year., Highest and lowest tempera=
tures 70° and 48° at Arlington Hights,

San Diego County—In Valiey Center
corn stands kuee high, and there is a
fine prospect for a fair crop. In the Ju-
lian District a larger area of cereals has
been planted than usual, and the pros-
pects are for large returns in every de-
partment of agriculture, while the grain-
growers and orchardists and stockraisers
all look forward to a prosperous year,

COAST COUNTIES.

Mendocino County—Producers of hops
and wool are not very well pleased ‘at the
outlook, although the prospects for good
crops are excellent, but prices are poor,
