The Beastly Hogz-Fish Has Its Grip on
Arizona.

Fish Commissioner of Caiifornia: I
have been for some ten or eleven years
propagating carp. Find them not very
desirabie, and wish to procure rainbow
trout or some fish that will prove more
satisfactory, and at the same time clean
out the carp. Will you please give me
the necessary information on the subject,
and put me on the proper track to accom-
plish my ends? Very truly yours,

If Commissioner Morrison, or any
other man, can devise some means of
getting rid of the carp that now swarm in
all the waters of the Sacramento, San
Joaguin and other valleys of this State,
he will prove himself a public benefactor.
The carp and cattish have destroyed the
river perch, and have even penetrated the
mountain trout streams.

It is claimed, however, by men who
have had experience with the big-
mouthed black bass, that this species of
fish will destroy carp and cattish, If
there is any prospect that they would do
so, the State should import all the black
bass it can get, even though it should ex-
haust every dollar of the appropriation
for several years to come.

The black beass is an excellent food fish,
and at the sametime furnishes good sport
for the angler.

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FRUIT RATES ON BRANCH ROADS.

Material Reductions Made By the
Southern Pacific.

Shipments to Be Made Regunlarly From
Sacramento to London the

Coming Season.

About a week ago the Southern Pacific
Company promised to announce within a
few days its rates on fruit over branch
lines to the main points of shipment. It
has now done so. These rates apply, of
course, only to through carloads.

The minimum charge is § a carload,
and the minimum ventilated carload
weight is placed at 20,000 vounds. 'The
schedule includes carsattached to passen-
ger trains and refrigarator car service. For
ventilated cars attached to freight trains
the charges trom the principal deciduous
fruit shipping points will be as follows,
the figures being to the ton.

FRUIT FOR LONDON,

George H. Appel, resident manager of
of the California Iruit Yransportation
Company, said yesterday when asked as
to the probability of sending fruit from
here 1o London this season:

**We anticipate opening up again our
export service to London, and expect to
start the first car containing cherries
about the first part of June. to be con-
tinued byregularshipments of other fruits
as may be wanted. ‘e shall have a
bright, experienced American fruit man
stationed in London, who wiil be able to
advise shippers just what is needed and
when it is wanted, so as to realize the best
possible results from shipwments made
over there.

“In this connection, we also expect to
have a reduced rate from that of last sea-
son. We have demonstrated the physical
part in placing this fruit there in perfect
order, and we believe that with proper
encouragement we shall yet be able to
placeg 500 or more cars of deciduous fruit
in tbe English markets during the Cali-
fornia fruit shipping season, making an
outlet which will prove adyantageous to
California growers. This should have
the effect of toning up the domestic mar-
kets and making better prices all around.

*“I'his is a matter of deep interest to
fruit-growers, especially during this sea-
son, when the outiook for a large crop of
fruit is at this time very excellent, and
the situation is such as to appear now
that the season of 1895 will be very much
better than that ot the past. In this cou-
nection I wish to say that, while we an-
ticipated making a inaterial reduction
last Decpinber, having taken it up with
some ot the large shippers, we thought
best not to issue the new taritf until now.
There will be no ditference in our method
of handling fruit, as we expect to give the
sanio excellent service as in the past,
baving added to our equipment untii, at
this time, we have a thousand of our
well-known cars in active service.

‘*As you know, the value of California
fruit is at tho other end—that is, it should
arrive in such condition as to be able to
realize the top market prices at all tinies.
This kind of service we have always
given and expect to continue.”’

As to the California Fruit Transporta-
tion Company’s rates per carload tor re-
frigerator sorvice, tiey have been fixed
as follows, a slight increase being re-
quired when shipped from more distant
slations:

Last November Mr. Miller was elected
Coroner on the Democratic ticket by a
small plurality over J. E. Sullivan, the
Republican candidate, his other opponeut
being W. 1. Hamilton, Populist.

Deceased was a member of several fra-
ternal organizations—Sacramento Coun-
cil of Chosen k'riends, Columbia Lodge,
Knights of Pythias, Walhalla Grove,
Kniguts of Pythias, and the Young
Men’s Institute. During the existence
of the Sacramento Hussars he wis a
member of that company, aud also a
First Lieutenant and Inspector of Kille
Practice in the I'irst Artillery llegiment,

tired list,

Wi'RE USED TO IT

Lancaster, Pa., Surprised at a Visita-
tion of Beetles.

A Lancaster (Pa.) dispatch to the New
York Sun says the pavements of the town
on a recent morning were hidden in
many places under masses of bugs bigger
than the bigegest locusts ever seen there.
They swooped down upon Lancaster lit-
erally by the million during the night,
and flying clouds of them filled the hu-
mid atmosphere. The electric sireet
lights were the main point of attack, and
their glitter brought destruction to the
strange nocturnal visitors,

The bugs would charge in solid col-
umns up against the arclamps that swing
in the middle of the sireeits or over the
sidewalks, and down they would fall,
dead or disabled. They were gathered
up by busbels under all of the hundreds
of arc lights in various parts of the city
this morning. The interiors of the
globes were, in many instances, prac-
tically choke full of bugs. Under the gas
lamps they were found in somewhat
smaller quantities, dead or dying.

Examination showed that there were
two kinds of bugs, but the ones more
plentiful were black and green and much
larger than the larger species of roaches.
They have shell-like backs. The other
kind were gray and several sizes larger.

A local entomologist describes these
midnight visitors as memboers of the fam-
ily of water beetle. I'hey come from the
ponds and marshy places, and about this
time of the year they are on the movae.
The recent visitation, however, was phe-
nomenal. The bugs do not fly by day.
In the ponds they hide in the deep mud.

Here in Sacramento the Chinese gather
them in and utilize them—some say for
soup, while others say they are made
into a medicine for consumptives,

The last Legislature appropriated $6,000
for the purchase of the diphtheria anti-
toxine, which has proved such a success.
The State Board of Health on Monday
received the first requisition of the anti-
toxine from the East. It will be given to
those in need. The State Board will issue
it free. It will also be distributed by all
legally qualified physicians. The phy-
sicians are supposed to supply it only to
the poor.

Dr. Winslow Anderson will supply
San Francisco and all the towns around
the bay, Dr. W. F. Wiard and Dr. J. R.
Laine will supply Sacramento and vi-
cinity, Dr. C. G. Ruggles will look out
for Stockton’s wants, and Dr. J. H. Davi-
son will attend to San Diego’s. All these
doctors are members of the State Board
of Health,

It is the intention of the board to manu-
facture the anti-toxine as soon as satlis-
factory arrangenients are made.
