He has about ten acres of un-
productive alkali land on which he de-
| cided to plant rye. lesowed one and a
| half sacks of seed on four acres. It was
| putin late, and the same day wheat was
{sown on the same piece of iland. The
| wheat is dead but the rye is tall, with
beads six to nine inches long, and it is
{estimated that the little tract will pro-
{duce one and a half tons of bay to the
| acre, or ten sacks of seed per acre if al-
i lowed to mature. llereisa hintthatis
| worth remembering. Rye sells for the
| same price as wheat, and if alkali land
| can be made to grow this grain as wellas
ordinary land produces wheat, a large
| addition may be made annually to Tulare
County’s grain yield. Perhapsafew yoars
cropping with rye might make otherwise
unprofitable land suitable for growing
| other grain crops.

Considering the amount of campaign
capital that it was proposed to make by
the arraignment of C. I’. Huntington on
a charge of illegally issuing a pass, the
results are ridiculously small.

POLISHED FLOORS.
IIow to Treat Them for Restpration
and Afterward.

Where floors have been successfully
treated with various preparations, and
are in consequence dirty-looking and
sticky, there is nothing for it but to give
them a thorough scraping and begin over
again. This, it done rightly, is notsuch
a terrible undertaking as it would seem.
Perhaps the very worst floors to tackle
are those whereon have been put suc-
cessive coats of varnish, or oil has been
ased as a polish instead of wax. This
sorms a hard, greasy scum that seems at
first almost impossible to remove. bBut
there is no use temporizing with such a
floor. Itis absolutely essential that the
natural wood should be reached, other-
wise no new treatment will succeed.
With a little paiience it may be done at
very small cost if unskilled labor is em-
ployed and properly directed. A strong
day laborer is needed, and before going
into the room he should be required to
tie up each foot in a woolen cloth so that

bis heavy boots may not injure the tloor.
Give him asmall mat or cushion to sit
on, as it is very tiring work .and he must
git on the tloor. Removeall the rugs and |
all the furniture that is practicable from
the roomn; start hitn at the upper corner
of the room, and set him scraping with
the grain of the wood.

All the tovls he will require is a piece
of tin, from which he can cut from time
to ime his scraper; a large pair of scissors
that wiil cut the tin, and a dustpan and
| brush to sweep up the acccumulation
| that is scraped off as he goes along, and
i which will otherwise fly all over the fur-
{ niture. The furniture remaining in ths |

room, by the way, should be covered, as
| the iree varnish dust is very sticky and
{ difficult to brush ofl. Several scrapers
| may be cut for bhim to begin with, and he |
candrim the edges with the scissors when |
tliey becoine dull, The scrapers are cus
in the shape of 2 long metal chopper; that
is, slightly rounded at eithier end, so as to
avoid making any dig in the floor. He
should take the scraper in both hands and
serape toward himsell, As soon as he
has got accustomed io the work, it will
begin to progress very rapidly, the great
| point being to scrape evenly, and not to

leave any stieaks that are not scraped.

After all the iloor is scraped, it may be
i either varnished asit is or stained any
| color desired, and then varnished; buat
| in any event it should be varnished be-
| fore waxing, which is the only proper
I way, after all, of Kkeeping a bare fioor
looking well. Very good preparations of
soit wax may now be had at any house-
farnishing place, as well as the heavy
brush to polish iv with, 'The wax should
| be rubbed on with,a rag, with the grain
' of the wood. Itshould be left to dry for
an hour, and then well polished with the
heavy brush, after which a flannel should
be wrapped arcund the brush and the
! loor should be again rabbed. This last
| rubbing with the tlannel will make it
| quite brillinnt. After the floor has been
| onee waxed and polished in this way it
| may be keptin good coundition by being
| gone overawith the brusi and tlannel
once a week, onother dayssimply sweep-
ling itMoff with a hair broom. At the
weekly polishing any scratches or marks
of footsteps may be rubbed off with u
waxed rag, and afterward polished with
a flannel.
