No lurilter cut
rates willbo allowed, aud bteps willbe
taken to prevent any reduction in the
regular tariffs through the business of
the two additional excursions waich are
yet to be run.

L-elore the meeting convened thero was
some fear lhat tue luiou Pauiiic would
not abandon Us intention ot making the
j>lorato lr<mi <-<'uiaha to Denver, as well
as Irom Denver to Omaha. Tne Union
Paoilie, however, showed that ithad no
intention of demoralizing rates.

Vice-President Stubos oi the Southern
Pacilic had a long conference 10-ilay with
General Passenger Agent Lomax of the
Union Pacific over the Calilornia rate
situation. Some years ago a local asso-
ciation was loriued in California lor the
purpooe of removing demoralization end
of keeping tiie market ina heaithiul con-
dition. Tne Lniou Pacilic declined to

join the association. Itwas found, how-
ever, tiiai the association could not be
made much of a succors with tho Union
Pacific oa the outside. Mr. Stubus was
anxious to have iLbecome a member, but
his ellorts to-day uid uut avail to any
great exteut.

perate Daltou-Dooling gang of outlaws
who were killed last week, were be-

Itrayed by friends, entrappod into the lat-
ter's hume and cowardly murdered
while they slept under thoir host's roof.

The killing, accordiug to a story of
neighbors brought iv from Ingalls, was
done by the Dunns, who had bean prom-
ised large rewards by the deputies, who
claimed later to have made the capture of
the famous outlaws. The latter's friends
have sworn vengeance and the Dunn
family aro arming to protect themselves.
The killingis on a par with the cowardly
assassination by tho Ford boys of Jesse
James.

The Dunn boys were in Ingalls on the
Iafternoon of '-he killing and went home

with a huge amount of beer and whisky.
Ithad beet! arranged to have Sailie Niles,
a sweotheart of "Dynamite Dick," and
tho two outlaws meet at the Dunn house
that night for a big tune. By midnight
the outlaws were badly under tiie inllu-
enco Of liquor and shortly afterward
went to sleei>, heavily armed as usual,
aud without rom >viug their clothes.
While iv ttois condition, itis assertod, the
Dunns perioraied them with Winchester
builois and buckshot. An examination
of the bodies showed tha: ail tho bullets
and bncksuut had gone mlo the bodies in

j such a way as to leave no other cou-
elusion than thut the mon were lying

;down when shin. Out) of the Dunn
J brothers was brought in here a lew days
after tne capture and lodged in tho Fed-
eral Jail, but iv two days was turned
loi'se.

The Dunns aro lying very low. Their
house is an ar&o::ai ami they give evi-
dence of expecting a raid on them every
night, as Neweotub ami Pierce !;ad many
fiiend3 in that country.

Commissioner Waring has given out for

publication the subjoined letter, remark-
ing: "1have received the followingletter
from a member of a labor uuion. itiv
given verbatim:

"Strictly conhdential.
"//o»t. George E. Waring, Commit*

xioiier, Street Cleaning Department, Sew
York City

—
Mb, Cummissionku: As you

are aware, your unique course of action
since called to ofliee has attracted general
attention— so just, sensible, aud courage-
ous. Morooyer, your attitude is distin-
guished by tirmnoss, the corner-stone, or
rather keystone, in tho character of tno
strong man by whom you were placed.
Each succeeding act or utterance occa-
sions renewed comment and uraws me
nearer to you; and nowIwrite.

"Heretofore every man, whether pub-
licoflicial or private citizen, that has ex-
posed social ovils and dangers and pro-
posed remedy, has met withsignal deieat;
withered on the one side by tho frowns of
a timid conservatism, and on tho other,
roasted by the denunciations of labor
demagogues. That you, also, did not
3uccumb or weaken beneath the concen-
trated attacks to which you have been
subjected, has been to me as much a sur-
prise and gratitication as was to the
French stall' at Wagram, when, after each
fresh discharge of graposhot, they beheld
General Mac Donald riding unscathed at
the bead of his rapidly fallingguard.

"Again, iam surprised that since you
show combativo qualities aud staying
powers, that a few "good men and true'
Have not gathered around you, but also
by drawing upon themselves the enemy's
nre, and to give you more (and needed)
time to devote your energies aud experi-
ence upon your administrative duties as
head oi the S. C. D.

"Ah,ifbut a few social leaders would
only evince this civism, they would be
astounded iv quickly learning that there
are many level-headed, patriotic men in
the labor unions, who will then dare to
assert themselves when a public opinion
has been roused in behalf of the right.
But, unfortunately, every unionist who
has essayed a light has been left by con-

j sorvatisni to perish undor persecutions of
malignant chiefs of labor unions. The
member is expelled from his uuion for
treason (?) and as a consequence black-
listed by employers.

"And now permit mo to say, myself
native-born and Protestaut, suttoring
from the effects ot monstrous social
wrongs, more than twenty years ago wa9

drawn into the National Anti-Monopoly
movement. But when the stability of
society was menaced by the destructivesand other foreign-born agitators, 1ceased
active work in tiiat movement. Aud I
assure Colonel Waring of many of my
way of thinking who remain iv the
unions for the sake of earning necossary
food for thoir families. They yet stand
ready to spontaneously support any bold,
intelligent advance in behalf of tne right,
reason, equity, when undertaken by sin-
cere aud detorinined men.

"Therefore, Irespectfully suggest that
you, while concealing my identity, com-
municate these disclosures to a few of
your more intimalo friends, and request
their counsel aud co-operation in the mat-
ter in hand. And after you Bhall have
had Li:ny to consider these views, Iwill
do myself the honor of paying my re-
spects to you.

'gas for one year forilluminating purposes
in the ciliea ot the L'uitod States is put ut
SIO.U'.HJ.OOO. Tliia covers only the lighting
furnished uudor ollicial authority and at
the public exponse, aud is exclusive of
the amount paid by individuals, corpora-
tions, hotels, iueatoi'9 and railroad aud
BteaiiiaLip companios. Of the $250,000 ap-
prouriated annually for thu lighting of
tho city of New York, $i-j'».WW is divided
among lour gas companies and fUs.uoo
gooa to tho bevou electric li^litcompanies

with which the city has contracts. Tiie
gas supplied to public departments costs
>i«s(»0u additional, aud about $1,000 is
speut in naphtha lamps. Chicago, which
osvns its own oiectric light plant, spends
yiSO,UOO ix year on gas. Philadelphia,
which also owns its owu lighting plant,
spends $-iJO,O(K) a year on lighting. San
Francisco upends $&XMJUO ami lioston
about tho same. St. Louis, which has in
so many electrical applications gone lar
ahead of othor American cities, spends
more Ina year for electric tight illuiniua-
lion than ior gas, aud iti*the only large
city in the United Stales of which this is
true. —Boston Transcript.
