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POLICE ARRESTS AND METHODS.

There are policemen and policemen,
and we incline to the belief that Oakland
has some of the latter order. Two citi-

iens of San Francisco who are of good re-

pute, well known, peaceable and re-
spected, were out ridiny in Oakland on
bicycle*. They mistook the limits within
which they are forbidden to use the side-

walk, and to their chagrin in avoiding: a

rough roadway were arrested.
That was right enough, and no one ob-

jected to the officer doing his duty, but

the fellow refused the very modest re-

quest of the men to be permitted to walk,

or secure their own conveyance to prison,

and not be subjected to the indignity of
being taken in the patrol wagon through

the public streets. They were denied,

and despite their pleadings were bundled

into the wagon and landed at the prison
as are drunks, fighters and Barbary

Coast rounders, much to the surprise of

those who saw them bundled through

the streets.
At the prison they asked permission to

use the oilice telephone to notify their
friends to come and bail them out. This

was refused to them. They then asked
permission to ait in the prison corridor

until a messenger oould reach their
friends, but that, too, was denied them,

though trusties in plenty are accorded

that privilege, who are inprison for vul-
gar crimes, theft and the like. No, the

men must be locked up, and they were so
imprisoned insteel tanks, and compelled
to pay a special officer to go to Alameda

and notify a friend. The next day they

forfeited $5 each for the violation of the
city ordinance.

So, too, a lady and her husband riding,

wheels were unlucky enough to mistake
boundaries, and violated the Oakland or-

dinance against riding upon the walk-
way, and despite the pleading of the lady

\u25a0he was compelled to ride to the City

Prison through the publio streets in the
police patrol wagon, to her infinite shame

and discomfiture.
Assuming these stories to be true, and

that they are we have no roason todoubt,

we have simply to say that it was un-
lucky for that good woman that she had

not a Saoramento man for a husband,

since in that case there would have been
trouble, no matter who got hurt. Letauy

one of us suppose for a moment that his

wile violated some city ordinance not in-
Tolvingcriminality, and for which she is
liable to pay a fine, and that a police offi-

cer denies her the privilege of walking to

the prison on being arrested, or of goiug

in her own conveyance or in the street

oars, and insists upon boosting her up

into the patrol wagon and driving with

his load through J street, where everyone

the wagon met would know the good

woman. If,we say, a Sacramento woman
of good character, one of our good

mothers and wives, should be subjected

to such unnecessary humiliation and

shame by one of the Sacramento force,

there would be trouble in this commu-
nity for a time at least.

Officers should make distinctions.
They have no moral right to subject de-

cent citizens to indignity and humilia-

tion because they are guilty of petty

misdemeanors. In the case of common
thieves, vulgar offenders, drunks,
toughs, fighters and prostitutes, itis all

well enough to use ordinary means of ar-

rest. But neither the law, the needs of
society, nor the demand of the people re-
quire that auy man, be he rich, poor,

humble or high, shall for trivial cause be

treated as is the rounder, the petty

laroenlst, the common drunk and the

orust of the Barbary Coast.
There is nothing of "ciass" distinction

in this claim, but there is the element of

common decency. The officer knows

well enough who is the man or woman
whom itis necessary to place in irons;
who itis that will offer resistance; who

itis that will be likely to flee; who itis

that it will not humiliate and disgrace to

bundle into the patrol wagon, and who

itis that can bt permitted to furnish

I

tbeir own conveyance to prison. For
mere arrest is not even presumptive

ofguilt, and hence we hold that the citi-
zen should not be unnecessarily shamed
aud dragged through the streets, as is the
common malefactor, and this wholly re- :

Igardless of social conditions. The wife
;and chiid of the humblest, decent, law-
abiding and respectable citizen is en-
titled to the same consideration that may
i>e accorded to the plumed dame of the
most pretentious and comfortable house- ,
hold. We are very glad indeed that Oak- j
land methods of arresting oitizens do not

ARBITRATION AND EQUITY.
Dr. Austin Abbott, the jurist and law

writer, has contributed to the University

Law Review of New York a paper of
'
strong character, in which he questions

tho utilityof arbitration either voluntary

or compulsory. The first, he holds, is a
provision for good advice merely, and is
therefore inadequate; the second is im-
practicable, as is any enforceable obliga-

tion to abide by an award because strikes
! themselves are often the repudiation of a

contract obligation; and, also, because
the more intelligent leaders in labor or-

ganizations appear to be unwilling to

accept any plan of arbitration with com-

Ipulsion inacquiescence.

Inother words, he holds that itis now

seen that compulsory arbitration willnot

be accepted if it means compulsory

award. He finds no reason for regret in
ihis, because arbitration is not founded on
principles oi" uniform and instructive
justice. "Arbitrators are a law unto
themselves so long as they decide with-
out partiality or corruptness, and in
theory of law there is noeffective objec-

tion to contrary decisions in similar
cases."

But this should not, we think, pass
without challenge as to the firstclaim of
Dr. Austin, na.nely, that voluntary arbi-
tration is inadequate to the requirements

of the situation. Assuredly where under
statutory provisions parties substitute
arbitrators for the court, aud their de-
cision becomes an enforceable judgment
in law, there must be adequacy, since the
decision becomes in fact a court judg-
ment. Inpractice arbitration under the
statute, we admit, is seldom resorted to,

because men are unwilling to substitute
an irresponsible for a responsible court.
Nevertheless, when it is availed of, we
think it must be conceded that, aa it
has the effect of a judgment, it is in fact
adequate to the requirements of the situa-
tion whether the judgment debtor thinks
itso or not. But if Dr. Abbott did not
intend to include statutory arbitration in
his sweeping assertion, .then our criticism

is not well taken.
But concerning all other arbitration

there can be no question of the sound-
ness of Dr. Abbott's reasoning. Invol-

untary, or compulsory arbitration, is a

misnomer, in fact an impossibility. If
| itis enforced it ia the substitution of an

irresponsible for a responsible court in

violation of the human right of some one

to have his cause determined by the
rules of law, which are the outcome of
all human experience and the sum of

human wisdom under experience.

Admittedly arbitration is weak in that
it is notuniform in similar cases, whereas
the law must be assumed, since its rules
are principles, and therefore uniform, to
apply alike in all cases of kind.

Dr. Abbott holds that no novel tribu-
nals are necessary because there is
ample power in our courts of equity to
decide labor controversies. He says:

The next step, we trust, will be to discover
Ithat the existing courts ofequity are adequate
j aud ready prepared tribunals for this pur-
i pose; and a short statute would be ample

which should require that the regulations and
| dealings ofevery corporation enjoying a fran-

chise lroiu the Suite or Nation shall be just
and lair, and that courts of equity shall have
jurisdiction to ealorce this rule by tn_'ordi-

nary proceedings.
Courts of equity charged with sucli a duty"

as this would bt*gin accordingly to develop,
as ease alter case came beiore them, the just
application, to what is called the labor prob-
lem, o. the same principles of equity and fair
dealing among men which they nave success-
fullyworked out ia reference to other rela-
tions Which Lave been subjected to their

| jurisdiction. We believe there is nothing in
ui;s 'problem1other than its bigness and the
warmth of the contending oppositions that
have i fen raised in the struggle, to distin-
guish it from other problems which the courts
of equity have successfully solved; and the
experiences of recent mouths, it appears to
us, nave satisfied the majority of the com-
inunityiii.it the problem is not too large nor
the opposition too strong to be successfully

! dealt with by the regular judicial power to
i uuiciiail 'jtner controversies are subjected.

Nevertheless, where arbitration is vol-

| uutary and the parties bind themselves

to abide the award, and do so stand to it,
and the result is peace and harmony,

human judgment will not condemn it.

j Itfrequently has happened that by con-
cession, whioh is about all there is of
arbitration, conflict has been avoided and

!great injury averted. Where it is hon-
; eßtly and honorably entered into and
jstood by, itis therefore a peace remedy.

But this does not shake the position of

Dr. Abbott that the courts of equity

should be aud willbe equal to the just

settlement ofall labor controversies on

the principles of eternal justice.

town and hanged by a mob of indignant
citizens, for the crime ofrape, goes todis- i
prove the claim that the people of the
South discriminate in their vengeance so i
as to give the whiteman immunity from |

mob law and insure violence to the negro
offender. Doubtless color has had a
good deal to do inprejudioing the whites
in the South against negroes charged

with crime, and doubtless negroes have
been lynched in the South who were
guiltless of wrongdoing, aud hanged by
mobs on the mere assertion of white ac-

cusers without corroborating testimony.
But itis also true as the lynching of the
16th in Kentucky proves, along with
many other instances that might be cited,
that the sentiment in the South against

such fouland infamous crimes as rape is
aa keen and the demand lor punishment
as imperative in the case of the white as

the black. It is possible that the white
offender may secure the protection of
friends more readily, or have better facili-
ties tor escaping, but we apprehend that
v here an assault to rape is committed in
the South the public sentiment about it is
the same whether the offender be white
or black.

People are apt to deceive themselves
in thinking in the line of their prepos-
sessions and prejudices. For example,
our neighbors up at Dutch Fiat pine for
the return of hydraulic mining. They

cannot impound debris, according to the
law, and make the industry pay. But if
all restraint were removed, itis extreme-
ly doubtful if the working ofthose old
diggings would pay the expenses of the
monitors and the handful of miners (two-

thirds of whom would probably be China-
men) for hydraulics, while concededly

the most destructive form of mining, is
the cheapest of all and contributes
the least to the welfare of the community.

There is no doubt that Dutch Fiat is
better off as a drift-mining camp tbau it
oould ever be if hydraulics were re-
sumed.

Professor Holmes declares that fifty

years hence two-thirds of the work now

imposed upon men and women willbe
taken off their hands— itia to be done by

electricity. That is comfortable, or not,

as we choose to view it. If he means
that we are to have nothing to do in-
stead, itwill be bad; if it is to give us

But we recall that the books and the
fathers tell us that fifty years ago the
same prophecy as to taking labor off of
hands was made as to steam. What has
been the truth?
