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ENFORCING BICYCLE ORDINANCES.

Several Riders Fined for Not Carry-
ing Lights.

The Wheelmen Make a Ludlcrous
Night Demonstration — Several

More Arrests Made.

Lester Young, T, W. McAuliffe, W. L.
Rennie, G. B. Kimbalil and Fred Germ-
senhausen pleaded guilty in the Police
Court yesterday to riding bicycles at
night without lights or bells.

F. G. Smith had also been charged with
the same offense, but as the arresiing
officer stated that he was at the time
walking on the sidewalk with his bicycle
the charge against him was dismissed, on
motion of the City Attorney.

I. S. Upson
bicyclists, most of whom, he said, did
not know of the ordinance, or if they
did, thought, because it had never been
enforced since its passage in December,
1893, that it would not be enforced. He

thought that if some copies of the ordi-

nance could be displayed in public
laces, that riders would know what the
Fuw was and would obey it.

Justice Davis said that he thought
probably this wholesale arrest would
bave the effect of calling attention to the
ordinance and that bicycle riders would
probably take care to obey it hereafter.
He fined the cyclers §5 each, which they
paid and departed, vowing that they
would hereafter carry headlights and fog-
borns, or borrow the curfew bell toring
&t crossiugs.

As a sample of how good a chance
there is for people to know what the ordi-
nances are, when City Attorney Brown

wanted to draw the oomplaims be |
wished to examine the ordinance, he
sasked Chief of Police Drew for it. The

Cuief replied that he bad never been fur-
nished with a copy. ‘There was none to
be found in the oftice of the Police Juage,
and finally a telepbone message Lo the
Clerk of the Board of Trustees elicited
the fact that there was only one copy to
be had, and that was a newspaper clip-
ping which had been pasted into his
book, and ne would not ailow thatto
go out of his possession until he had re-
ceived a prowmise that 1t should be re-
turned.

Iiven the police force, who are expected
to know and enforce the ordinance, had
not a clear idea of its provisions until
they read the Mayor’s leiter of yesterday
directing the Chief to enforce it.

The object of the young men was evi-
dently to burlesque the ordinance requir-
ing riders of bicycles to display lights or
eitner ring bells or blow horus at street
crossings to warn persons of their ap-
proach.

Captain of Police Greene and Oilicers
Ash, Rutherford and Hardy arrested H.
¥. Nichols, James Mckay, J. D. Lord
and J. Green for violating the ordinance.
Itis charged that they tailed to display
lights, ring bells or blow horns while
riding on tue sireets,

The deinonstration last night wasa very
amusing one, to be sure, but it was in
exceedingly bad taste. I'be ordinance is
a proper one, and no law-abiding citizen
should seek Lo evade it. Any person who
can atford to pay from $50 to $100 for a
bicycle can certainly afford to buy a
small lantern to be attached thereto, also
u littie gong, aud no one should be al-
lowed to travel on a blcycle through the

_streets at night without these necessary

safeguards against accidents,

There is a great deal of talk in some
citips about bicyclists being so numerous
that they can control political partiesand
the local lawmaking bodies, but that is
not the case in Sacramento, The wheel is
becoming very popular, to be sure, and
people are riding who a year ago did not
believe they couid ever be induced to
mount a "‘bike,”” but the wheelmen are
not so numerous here that they can afford
10 oller obstruction to or try to bring ridi-
cule upon wise and just local laws,

While those engaged in last night's
lantern-and-horn parade evidently
thought they were doing something very
ifunny, they were in fact pursuing a
course that may result in the passage of
local restrictions that would prove very
embarrassing.

The right tning for all wheelmen to do
is to obey the law, and not only obey it
but show that they respect it. Any other
course will only serve to lose them the
support and sympathy of the better class
of citizeus.

AS TO THE ORDINANCE.,

There seemse to be a wide diversity of
opinion about town as to the real pro-
visions of the ordinance under which ar-
rests are being made. Some contend
that a rider must carry a light and also
sound either a bell or a horn on approach-
ing street crossings.

This is what the ordinance did provide
prior to December 15, 1893, when it was
amended so as to provide that a bicycle
rider must either have a light at night, or
ring a bell, or blow a horn on approach-
ing street crossings, Unless it was since
amended—which does not appear to be
the case—it is optional with riders which
device they shall use.

The arguments made before the Trus-
tees when the matter was up for consider-
ation show clearly whLy the ordinance
was amendad as stated. It was owing to
numerous objections urged against the
wuse of ligits.

Like them, it has the
mysterious vibrant quality as far away
from vibrato as the tones of Adelina
Patti’s voice at its best, and vet with a
throb and a thrill which occasionaily

iPRUFESSOR MILLER'S LAST LECTORE,

' Praxiteles and Scopas, the Greek
Sculptors.

The Men Who Founded the Seccnd
School of Art in the Country

of Homer.

Professor Walter Miller of the Stan-
ford University lectured last night at the
| Pythian Castle under the auspices of the

{ Kingsley Art Club on the subject *‘Prax-
| iteles and Scopas,”” The lecture was the
| last of a course which has been delivered
by Professor Miller during the winter
| on Greek art, and was deeply interesting
| and thoroughly appreciated by his audi-
ence.

Praxiteles, he
sculptor of Macedon.
Great allowed only one sculptor—Praxi-
teles—to depict him in marble, and only
one painter—Apelles—to paint his por-
trait. Apelles painted him with a thun-
derboldt in his hand, the light from that
being the ouly light thrown on his face.
The secret of Apelies’ success in por-
trait painting was his ability to take in
all the character of the individual. It
made him, perhaps, the greatest portrait
painter of all times. He was daitlerent
from Polycrites—not so realistic. His
conceptions of the human form were
slighter in build, smaller in the head and
more pleasing to the eye. Polycrites’
style was objective—Apelles’ subjective.

While Pericles was at his hight of

country, lasting thirty years. Events
brought about the decay of the country,
but till the end of the fourth century it
was ratber a period of development in
Athens, and tho second school of Attic
| art arose. Praxiteles was the son of a
| sculptor, and was greater than his father.
He had also a sonand grandson who were
celebrated sculptors, the latter being
named after him. Such art families were
not uncommon. There are forty-seven
known works by Praxiteles whose names
have come down to us—gods, groups and
individuals. He was a mnany-sided artls

in his subjects. His Nydian Aphrodite
is superior to all others known, its chief
charmn being its lack ofself-consciousness.

The lecturer showed a number of his
figures, including lros, Phyrne, Satyrs,
{Silenus and others, e pictured his
Satyrs as idle wanderers in the woods,
only their beards and ears showing the
animal, the goats’ legs and feet being
wanting., He also showed the Nydian
Dimeter, the Apoilo Soroptonis (the
lizard slayer), Hermes and the Apollo
Delvidere. One of the contemporaries of
Praxiteles, he said, remarked that Praxi-
| teles, better than anyone else, knew how
to bring out the feelings of the subject in
stone. No two people express their feel-
ings in the same way. Praxiteles kept
close to individual nature. Polycrites
sculptured after one model.

Passing on to Scopas, a contemporary
of Praxiteles, the lecturer spoke of his
best known works, and his individuality
and excellencies of style in art. The
whole lecture was illusirated by stereop-
ticam views, which were excellent.
