there, under strange circumstances, of a
lady from California, named Mrs. Louise
Hornung. Itsays:

A lady whose actions were very mys-
terious came in on the Butte train Tues-
day of last week, and took the wagon for
the springs, bbc had every appearance
of a lady of reiiuement aud education,

aud of course was shown every courtesy

while there. On Thursday she said she
wanted to go to Greg»ou Sprinsra, conse-
quently Major Beckwithhad her brought
to town in a buggy aud taken to the
depot; while there her actions were so
mysterious that Agent Hundley had Dr.
Leighton called, and he pronounced her
too sick to travel, and ordered her sent to
the poor larni.

That was Thursday atteruoon. On
Friday afternoon she died, and was
buried quietly on Saturday. She had the
best of care while there— Mrs. Dunks do-
ingeverything in her power to console
and comfort the distressed womau. She
was evidently suffering from a severe
attack ofnervousness, but no one seemed
to know exactly what ailed her. After
her burial her trunk was opened at the
Treasurer's oiiicb in the Courthouse, and
the revelation was startling. John
Sheehy, Chairman ofthe Board of County
Commissioners, took a view of every-
thiuu contained therein, tagged the diiier-
eut articles, locked and sealed the trunk,
then turned the key over to Judge
Showers.

She was evidently a lady of rank, as
her casket of jewelry was in keeping
with a lady of wealth and refinement.
There were several large clustered dia-
mond rings, necklaces, bracelets, pins, a
lovely goid watch and obain, etc., all of
which are inlaid with diamonds. A
large stack of bonds with coupons draw
interest in the Compagnie Matiouale l>es
Ciauaux Agricales, which has a capital
stock of $6,000,006, at Toulon, France.
Oceans of line lace underwear, six or
eight pairs of shoes, some of which she
had never worn, beside everything else
necessary for a lady who is traveling for
health, which is evident from the fact
that she had been in tin- hospital at Mis-
souia lorseveral days, ifnot longer. Why
she was traveling alone no oue knows.
Her marriage certiticaio states that she
was married at Marysviile, Cal., ten years
ago, and that she is 31 ye*rs old.

The lady was small of stature, dark hair
and eyes, very petite, rather reserved, but
had tho appearance of being well edu-
cated aud well raised. Froui her gen-
eral appearance one would have taken
her for an actress.

.No one could lind out her name until
after her death and her trunk was opened,
which revealed several letters, but they
are nearly alliuFrench. Following is oue
from the United States Consul at Toulon,
France :

As the cultivation of olives promises to
become one of the most important indus-
tries in .-an Diego County, the mistakes
which havo been made elsewhere in Cali-
oruia of iuellicient or improDer curing
should be avoided here from the start, so
that the time and actual loss required to
overcome this unfortunate reiuuation
now attached to California olives may
not be the experience of those who are
engaged in growing olives in this county.
Eastern markets are gradually opeuing
for the olives of this section, and there is
no good reason why a much greater de-
mand should not bo created if the crop
is properly handled, and so prepared for
conuumors that they willnut turn from it
as has been the case in the past. The
taste for olives ia au acquired one, and
Ionce gained grows rather than dimin-
ishes, and it is not an easy undertaking
to create a desire for v. totally ditierent
flavor in practically the same variety of
fruit. It is also true that the taste for
California olives is easily acquired, and
that when people once learn to likeripe
olives, they care but littlelor green ones,
still as the green picked fruit has been in
the market so long, that should be all the
more reason lor catering to this original
taste by the olive growers inSan Diego
County, and by dividing their crops into
part ripe and part green, both classes of
consumers could be supplied.
