Port Costa warehouse cannot be longer ques-

tioned. The end of the season is approaching, \u25a0

and with the new crop near at hand the hold- j
ers of the old stock will he obliged to dispose ;

of their Ciralu by the end of tne mouth at the
•furthest. It was reported yesterday that 82,-
--000 tons had changed hands, but this was de-
nied later, with the explanation that if such

a 'juanuty was sold, its buyers would be in a
position to squeeze the holders of tbe remain-
der. This is doubtless so, for the reported
buyers have already under charter about all
the tonnage iv port and considerable of that
due in the near future. Meanwhde the mar-
ket is very inactive and prices remain com-
paratively low.

In the local produce market yesterday val-
Ut.-r were not materially different from the
rullug figures of the preceding day. fresh
Fruits are coming to hand quite freely, and
prices on most varieties are low and reason-
able. Strawberries are abundant aud selling j
liberally at low rates. Tiiesupply of Cherries
yesterday was iar;;e aud prices were lower.
«,ori-er.erries are iv excessive supply and the
demand remains rather light, notwithstand-
ing low prices, fttere were a few apricots in
Urn mark* t yesterday, but sales were slow.
Vegetables are plentiful and cneap. Dried
Fruit appears to be almost DOgl< cted, so light
is the inquiry. Prices are lower, but tbere is
DO increased activity. Butter is arriving in
greater quantities than the demand requires,
und the same may be said of Cheese. Eggs
•ro only fairly steady. Poultry remains un-
changed.
