
SOCIETY OF CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOR.

Its Eighth Annual Convention Com-
mences To-day.

Over Fifteen Hundred Delegates Ex-

pected to be Present—lts Founder

"Will Be Here.

)
A large number of delegates to the

eighth annual Convention of the Young
People's Society of Christian Endeavor
have arrived iv the city, and more are
ooming ou each train that arrives. Tbe En-
tertainment Committee has provided ac-
commodations forbetween 1,500 and I.GOO
visitors, and the indications are that fully
that number will attend the convention.
Fifteen huudred badges with the date of
the convention and a cut of the State
Capitol on them have been provided.

At'2p. M. to-day a apecial train, finely
decorated for the occasion, will arrive
from Oakland, briu_-inj_ about Gl>o dele-
gates from Oakland, San Francisco and
adjacent places. The Alameda delegation
willbe distinguished by the blue caps
they will wear.

Tha services to-day will commence at 3
p. M. with a oonsecration service. Dr. E.
E. Kelly of San Francisco, the State
President, presiding, and will be. held at
the State Exposition building at Filteentu
aud M streets. The ceutral space under
the dome has been turned into a canvas
pavilion, excluding the four largo wrings.
ln it 0.000 seats have been provided, all
the aiternoon and evening sessions being
open, and the public being invited.

The roof of the pavilion is of canvas,
and red, white and blue streamers iv

profusion run from the center to tbo sides
of the pavilion. A largo platlorm for tho
speakers and another for the music nave
been provided. At tho back of tlie stage,

in gilt letters, beautiiully shaded, are:
"C. E.; Caiilornia lor Christ." On the
sides are the banners of the different
county societies.

A choir of one hundred voices will
furnish music to-day aud at the succeed-
ing sessions, and on Saturday morning
an orchestra of fiity pieces will arrive.
Grand sacred concerts will be given on
-Saturday and Sunday eveuings, proceed-
ing the sessions, aud it is expected to
make this the most eujoyabie and suc-
cessful session ever held ou the coast.
Every possible arrangemeut bus beeu
made for the accommodation aud comfort
ofthe visitors. The Alameda delegation,
three huudred strong, will be ijuartered

at the Western Hotel, aud Golden Gate
Union ol Sau Francisco, two huudred in
number, will be quartered at the State
House. Sau Jose will soud up a delega-
tion of about one huudred, which hopes
to secure the next convention there, bac-
ramento having beaten Sau Jose for it
last year.

This evening the session willcommence
with a praise service at 7:15 o'clock. Au
address of welcome willbe delivered at
7:45 Dy Governor Budd, and ri. Wein-
stock will welcome tbo delegates on be-
half of the city. Dr. Keiley and Edwin
Baxter of Los Angeles will respond.
Then will follow a general handshaking
and introduction, books being provided
for the registration of the delegates, iv
order that acquaintance aud sociability
may be promoted.

Adiod_ the delegates who have already
arrived are twelve seamen and non-com-
missioned oilicers from tbe United States
ship Thetis, who were taking in tbe
sights of the city yesterday afternoon
and excited considerable attention.

Rev. Francis E. Clark, D. D., founder
of the Christian Endeavor movement
and President of the United Society of
Christian Endeavor, willarrive ou Satur-
day morning from the State of Washing-
tou, where he has baen in attendance on
the State convention, and will take an
active part in this one.

The lifeof a man who has'been tbe
chief human agency iv founding aud
promulgating a movement that bas
spread more rapidly and more widely
than auy other cause in the history of
the world, cannot be without interest to
tbe general public. Tbe activities of Dr.
Clark have been so thoroughly one witb
tbe Christian Endeavor cause that to
write a sketch of his lile is to write a
history of the movemeut.
It was in his earnest thought tbat

Christian Endeavor had its origin, aud
his wise direction has been largely re-
sponsible, so far as man is at all re-
sponsible, for the wonderful growth of
tbe organization. Dr. Clark himself is as
remarkable a man as Christian Endeavor
is a movement.

Only oue man ln a million could found
such a society, and, having louuded it,
continue to direct it, judiciously avoiding
the manifold snares and pitfalls that sur-
round it on every side. Itis because Dr.
Clark himself is such au absolutely un-
selfish, humble character, that Christian
Eudeavor has not succumbed to the ditli-
oulties that havo beset it. At no time has
he used the organization a-* a means to
further his own ends at no time has be
sought to put himself forward, and ever
has be labored with a view solely to ex-
tending the general cause of "Christ and
the Church" through this body of young
people.

Those who know Dr. Clark best are tbe
ones wbo admire biin most heartily aud
love bun most thoroughly. His genlle
spirit and modest demeanor are only
equaled Dy his sterling Cbriatiau charac-
ter. This haa ever been the chief charac-
teristic of tbe man. Itis tbe record tbat
tbe frieuds of bis early life and youug
manhood unanimously bear of bim.

Key. Francis E. Clark is of New F.ug-
land parentage, although born in Ayl-
mer, Quebec. The date of bis birth was
September 12, ISSI, so tbat be is still in
tbe prime of his manhood. liis lather
was a civil engineer, ln 1853, while en-
gaged in ministeriug to emigrants suffer-
ing from cholera, he contracted tlie dread
disease, and speedily succumbed to it.
When Dr. Clark was 7 years old, his
mother also passed away. -Siie was un
earnest Christian worker and a pioneer
in religious efforts. It was from her that
Dr. Clark largely inherited bis Christian
character and literary ability.

Upon the death of his mother tbe
7-year-old boy was adopted by an uncle.
Rev. E. W. Clark of Auburndale, Mass.
Here, aud in Claremont, JN. 11., Dr.
Clark spent his boyhood. He prepared
for college at Meridian, _-f. 11.. aud in

1869 graduated from the Kimball Union
Academy. From there he went to Dart-
mouth, graduating in 1b73. Three years
were spent iv Audover Seminary, and
the youug clergyman shortly afterward
took charge of his first church at Port-
Land, Mo., the famous WilUston Church,
in which Christian Endeavor was born.

Dr. Clark had been pastor hero for four
years before be conceived tbe idea of the
Christian Endeavor Society. Jbe young
people bad been largely eared for by a
mission band, "The Mizpah Circle," con-
ducted by Mrs. Clark, who has ever been
a helpmeet lor Dr. Clark in all his Chris-

i tion Endeavor labors. A successful re-

vivalbad brought into the church an un-
usual number of young people, and the
problem that had so otten faced pastors —namely, that of properly training these
young converts —confronted Dr. Clark.

The result was the Christian Endeavor
idea. The plau was formally presented
to the young people at the home of Dr.
Clark on February _, 1881. It was sub-
stantially as it is known to-day the world
around. The constitution aud pledge
were signed by a number of the young
people, and the lirst uieeting was hold a
few days alter, with a leader wuo was but
seven years old. The history of the
movement since that time is knowu
everywhere.

Dr. Clark had written several works,
and had been favorably kuowu for his
skill with the pen long before he gave*
Christian Endeavor to the world, so that
it was but natural that he should at once
resort to the press as a means of telling
tbe public how one church cared for its
young people. In response to very gen-
eral interest, many articles were written
for the religious press, and a book was
shortly afterward published.

Itwas not until iS<7 that i)r. Clark gave
up his pastorate ofPhilip's Church, South
Boston, to winch he had some time be-
fore beeu called, to engage exclusively in
tho work ol the Christian Endeavor move-
ment. Since then he has devoted him-
self, heart and brain, to the extensiou of
this providential society among the young
people. No one, however, has been more
thoroughly amazed than Dr. Clark him-
self at the marvelous growth of the
Christian Endeavor Society. He antici-
pated nothing of what exists to-day, and
of course appropriates to himself no
credit for it. The fact that the movement
has extended to every country on the
globe, with possibly six exceptious,
clearly shows some other power thau
that of mere man behiiKi the cause.

Uy his addresses and writing*, no less
than by his counectiou with the society,
i)r. Clark has become known the world
around. Beside having traveled in every
State and Territory of this country, he
hsas mado several trips abroad. He made
one complete journey around the world,
leaving Boston .\ugust 4, 1892, and arriv-
ing home about June 25, l!S!'3. The events
ot this year have been attractively chron-
icled in the book. "Our Journey Around
the World."

Dr. Clark now lives in Auburndale,
Ma.ss., his boyhood home, vrhere he is as
much honored as iv any other part of tha
world, the old proverb to tho ooutrary
notwithstanding.

FRUIT-SHIPPERS SUED.

Thomas O'Brien Wants 54.!('2 TO
From the Thaoker Brother*.

Thomas O'Brien, by hit attorneys,

Holi & Dunn, has commenced suit
against Thaoker Bros, for the recovery of
$4,302 70 alleged to be due on a contract
entered into by the plaintiff and defend-
ants to sell 8,578 boxes of pears, and
which the plaiutilf claims was uot done
by Thaoker Brothers.

O'Brien alleges that he was offered Co
cents per box for his pears by a re-
sponsible purchaser, and that the defend-
ants were desirous ot securing the soiling
and marketing of the pears on commis-
sion. He also alleges that he did not de-
sire to Bell tho fruit on commission and
was about to accept the oiler of 03 ceuts
per box wheu the defendants, in con-
sideration of securing the selling and
marketing of tho pears, agreed to guaran-
tee plaintiff, if he would sell the crop
through them, at loast 66 ceuts per box
net.

A contract was eutered into for that
purpose, and Thacker Hros. were giveu
the fruit. The total value uf the pears,
tbe plaintiff alleges, was $5,575 80.

They also aver that the defendants did
not sell and market the pears so that he
would receive 66 ceuts per box lor them,
and that he has not received from them
any part ot the 65 cents per box guaran-
teed, except ouly the sum of $1,-7*3 10,
thereby leaving a balauce due of$-1,302 70.
