Big Jump in the Price of Wheat in the
New York Market.

A Gain or Four Cents In July Options

During the Day—Advances at

Chicago and San Franoiseo.

New York, May 22d.
Wheat showed further excitement to-day,

With a rise* of 3 cents a bushel before 1 o'clock.
The farmer element was the prime mover to

advance, as it has all along. Professional
operators got tangled up in tlie first upward
movement, and after covering a lot of wheat

at a cent or so lo.** they retired. They had

made the mistake of thinking yesterdays

altemoon market forecasted a big drop in

prices and had sold a lot of wheat which the

bulls made them hustle to buy back this

morning.
By 1 o-clock July had advanced from *<•-''

to 79>ic, and the local crowd ot scalpers was

afraid to touch the market. The railroad peo-
ple have been denying that the crops have

been seriously injured by frost.
In the afternoon all the excitement was re-

newed, particularly near the close, when a lot

of buying orders came all in a bunch. Ihe

July option shot up to 80 cents, and thr great

crowd of watchers threw up their bats and

shouted in glee. Not so the brokers in the
p;t. they were shouting themselves hearse
in an endeavor to fill their orders before the
gong struck, aud in the struggle bats were
•mashed anu coats torn.

Ihe day's business was not such a-steadily

•active oue as vc ster.lay s. It came in spots as
country orders piled in, aud then would sur-
vive until a _eW lot came in. The transac-
tions loot up 31,000,000 bushels, making a
total Of 103,000,000 bushels tor three days.
Tlie transactions were about 1,000,000
bushels ie-s than yesterday, out the vet gain
for the day waa \u25a0'• j$l<\ a rise not equaled in
any one day for years past.
