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WRECK CF THE COLIMA

Seventeen Survivors of the Disas-
ter Arrive in San Francisco.

THE SHIP WENT DOWN DURING A
TERRIFIC HURRICANE.

Third Officer Iansen Makes a State-
ment Regarding the Movements of
the Colima After Leaving Mazatlan
—Thrilling Experience Related by
One of the Rescued Passengers of

the Ili-Fated Steamship.

Sanx Fraxcisco, June 6.-—Sevent.een
survivors of the ill-fated steamer Colima
arrived in port to-day on the San Juan,
When shoe docked hundreds of friends
and relatives of those who went down on
the Colima assembled, awaiting the land-
ing of the passengers. Groups of w.omen
wilh tear-stained faces and knots of anx-
jous men implored everyone on boarq for
tidings of the lost, all hoping against
hope that there might have been some
mnistake in the dispatches and some namse

omitted among the saved. How keen was |

their disappointinent, even in the face of
1he inevitabie assurance that there 'was
no hope, was evidenced in their bitter
lamentations.

pleasure contrasted sharply with the_gnel
of the bereaved. These were the friends
of the survivors, who were embraced
and congratulated at their miracuious
rescue.

I'he nineteen men saved from a watery
grave, when they all had given up nope
of rescue, were a sorrowiul looking varty
when they arrived at the dock. Some
had their arms in slings, and the heads of
others were swathed in bandages. 'l‘pey
limped as they walked, and their bruises
were plainly in evidence. All looked
thin and weak, and showed only too
plainly the effects of the terrible straiu
during the fearful hours when they
waited succor.

1Le stories of the survivors all con-
firmed the telegraphic accountis of the
disaster. 'T'hey agree that the cause of the
joundering was the top-heavy condition
of the Colima, due to her bulky deck-
load. From the beginning of the voyage
south they say the steamer acted badly,
and would not answer her helm.

The storm whichsunk her was encoun-
tered about 9 o’clock Monday night, May
©7th, and blew turiously during the next
iourteen bours. 'The vessel lost stecrage-
way, and swung shoreward in the teeth
o! a furious southeasterly gale, when she
iav heiplessly battered by the mighty
1idal waves. The steamer iay belplessly
on Ler side for about tifteen minutes, and
then tipped over and sank.

I'he women and children were drowned
in their staterooms, where they were
contined during the gale. Those passen-
gers who had been on deck were thrown
jnlo the sea, Many were killed and bor-
ribly mutilated by the lumber on the Co-
jima’s deck being blown by the wind on
the heads of the struggling men in the
WaLer.

The raft on which Cushing, Sutherland,
Ricbardson and two others were atloat
drifted about for twenty-four hours.
‘‘hey gave up all hope umtil the San
Juan hove in sight. They attracted her
attention by hoisting a red piece of cloth
and waving their clothes.

OUn the raft with the passengers were
two sailors. Oneseized a small cask of
claret, of which they drank until they be-
came drunk and quarrelsome. T'osave
the lives of the rest un the raft, the men
say they were obliged to push one sailor,
yuad with drink, 1nto the sea, where he
drowned. :

The passengers say there was no time to
launch the boats or put on lite-preservers
when they realized the serious vlight of
the Colima, and besides the fury of the
storm made it impossible to launch or
nan the boats successfully. Those who
mecured life-preservers got them in the
water, and those in the boat picked up by
the San Juan clambered into her as she
fioated toward them struggling in the sea.

As soon as the San Juan was fast to the
whart the third oflicer, the storekeeper
and Seaman Aviles, the three men of the
crew of the Colima rescyed, were called
to the oflice of the Pacitic Mail Steamship
Company to make their statements about
the wreck. The relation of exch one was
taken in shorthand, signed and sworn to.
®HIRD OFFICER HANSEN'S STATEMENT.

Mr. Schwerin asked Third Officer Han-
men of the Colima to make a statementre-
garding everything he knew ol l_ho move-
inents of the Colima, commencing at the
1iwme he leit Mazatlan until he was taken
on board the San Juan,in conneciion with
ihe loss of the Colima, and to tell every-
thing he knew, sparing no one.

Hausen said: “When we left Mazatlan
we had fair weather and a heavy south-
east swell, which lasted until 6 . 3. Wo
got heavy east to southeast winds and
sea. 'The southeast swell increased. We
had heavy rain and swells the whole
night. At6 a. ., May 27th, the wind in-
creased to a heavy gale. The ship was
hove-to, and continued to roll heavily.

She bore up nicely until 10:15 a. M., when |

she lost thres starboard lifeboats, and
things remained quiet until 10:45 A. 1,
when she listed heavily over tostarboard.
She remained in that position about two
iminutes, when she capsized and saul; in
about three to five minutes, stern iirst,
Betore she listed the Captain ordered me
2o cut the deckload adrift and heave it
over the side, and before I gotready to
heave it all she capsized.”

“Did you have any deckload except
what was put on board in San Fran-
cisco?”

““We had a small express wagon on the
upper deck that we took on board at Maz-
atlan.”

In reply to questions, Hansen stated
that the Colima’s steering gear was in
good order; that the ship was properly
loaded; thatshe did not carry too much
<deckload; that the officers were faithful,
and the crew well disciplined; that the
ship was properly stowed to go to sea
when she left San Francisco, and that if
he were ordered 1o sea under similar con-
ditions he would not hesitate a moment.

Hansen said he thought everything was
done on board the Colima that couid be
done to protect life and property, and
that nothing could have been done to
prevent the disaster. According to Han-
sen the deckioad of lumber had nothing
to do with the disaster. The wind was
blowing a hurricane, and that, with the
heavy swell, was the cause, Hansen did
not consider the Colima was in danger
until the last couple of minutes, when she
gave the final list. The ship rolled with
the swell, which filled her main deck on
the starboard side with water, and she
did not have time to recover herself be-
fore the second swell came, pinning her
down and shoving her overbard. The
third swell then came and shoved her
.down. Theseswells eame in quick suc-
cession. and the officers could do nothing

effect thut he had mot spent sutlicient
time in cruising for survivors, R. P.
Schwerin, General Manager of the Pacific
| Mail Steamship Company, made par-
ticular inquiry into the etforts of Cap-
tain Pitts to rescue people from the rafts
and the wreckage. Captain Pitts in-
forined the General Manager thal he was
150 miles south of the place where the
Colimia foundered when the fearful hurri-
caue siruck the San Juan., He reached
the place of the disaster about eighteen
bours after the Colima had bean sunk.
Seeing the wreckage, he began the search
for survivors, and cruised f{or seven
! hours, going as far as twenty-five miles
to leeward of the place where the wreck
| occurred, until he had passed all the
wreckage.

Mr. Schwerin says he is satisfied from
Captain Pitts’ statement that he did all
that he could to rescue the survivors,
and was diligent in the search.

Captain Pitts described the storm as
the most severs he has ever experienced
in his twenty-two years at sea.

A PASSENGER’S THRILLING EXPERIENCE,

A. J. Sutherland of Seattle, who was
one of the beroes of the Colima disaster,
tells & very thrilling and graphic story of
his experiences during the hurricane that
swept the steamer from the seas.
Throughout the bhours of anxiety and
dread he preserved his mental faculties,
and observed all that passed around him
| with un extraordinary calmness.
“Jiverything was quiet when we were in
Manzanillo harbor,” said he, **but imme-
diately we went out to sea it began to
blow and become rouagh., Two hours out
the wind began to increase steadily in
fury, and kept on getting worse, untid
| the steamer collapsed. During the might
the sea was growing more and more ter-
rible, but yet it caused no great excite-
ment aboard except among scmie nervous
passengers. It was only an hour or two
before we went down that any real sigus
of alarm could be seen among the passen-
gers and craw.

**Professor Whiting was ihe worst
worked up man in the cabin, and we
young follows kept ‘joshing’ him about
his fears. Why, really, five minutes be-
fore the wreck I did not realize the dan-
ger. Something like two minutes betore
tbe ship listed the Captain told me it was
all up. *We are going down,’ said he.
‘A cyelone is coming upon us.” Both Le
and the ofiicers were expecting a terrible
storm, and made all preparations for it,
The glass fell down ai once—so fast it
frightened them—and they took the plugs
out of the steering apparatus so as to be
ready to steer from the stern, lashed
down everything securely and took in
awnings.

**Just at the time of the collapse it got
very dark, but the real darkness caine on
when we wereon the wreckage floating
about. 7That was the most awful hurri-
cane I ever saw,and I’ve been through
Kansas cyclones. 1 never saw anything
like it beiore., Some things tore loose
from the stern, and they were lashed fast
by sailors at imminent risk of their lives.
#''The whbhole thing went to pieces at
oncs—say {rom three to five minutes
from the time the steamer listed until she
sunk., Asshe rolled, all the while listing
deeper, the lower tier of staterooms were
filled by water by every successive sea
that swept over us. ‘i’he women and
children were in the rooms holding on to
sowmething to save themselves from being
battered to death by the pitching and roll-
ing. 1t was utterly impossible to keep
your feet, even while holding fast with
your hands to the railing or whatever you
could grasp.

“After we took the last fatal list the
cabins started and I climbed up to the
top of the hurricane deck. I realized
then we were gone. Both rows of cabins
and everything above the hull crumbled
away like a bit of solt brick instantane-
ously. I was then outside amidships,
hanging onto a rail behind the stays, or
ropes that stay tbe masts, and scrambled
into a life-boat. From that point 1 saw
the deck-houses and twe rows of state-
rooms go overboard. A masi fell upon
the boat and shoved it into the water.
Then I was off the ship. The cabins
were coming toward me, churning and
crunching into splinters and crushing the
people who were washed away with
them. Above the roar of the gale I could
hear the sereams aud yells. 1The wreck-
age and men and women were mixed up
ina trightiul mass as the timbers were
crushing out lives before my eyes. No
one could have escaped from that awful
mass of broken timbers that kept on
churning and smashing in the waves,
$3°'Only the bare hull was lelt with masts
sticking up, for everything above the
iron was swept away. During tbe listing
even the hull was filling up with water,
but she kept afloat, ihough very far
down. Suddenly there was an explosion.
The masts raised bagk of the water, and
the hull lifted up, and then she tilted and
went down in an instant, stern first. I
don’t think there can be any question
but that the bouilers exploded. 1 learned
that there were explosives stored far aft,
but the explosion was amidships. It
tore the hull to pieces, and the Colima
sank like a flash,

*There were & number of women and
Chinese down in the steerage who would
not be let up on deck, and they never got
out ailive. kEveryone of them went down
in the explosion with the bull. ‘The first
one I saw near me was Mrs, Irving, and
then a stout lady who cawme up near ihe
liteboat which I was lucky encugh to be
thrown against, 1 pulled Mrs, Irving
into the boat, and afier her the other
lady. They had been taken from their
stateroom a little while previously by
officers, as the partitions had been
smashed by the waves, leaving an open-
ing mto the diningroom. It was only
by that mere accident that they were not
ground to death in the wreckage of
cabins, Twice these ladies were ithrown
out of the boai, and twice I gotthem
back. Then Professor Whiting came
alongside, and I pulled him into the boat:
He acted as if he was out of his head.

“We tipped over repeatedly, Mr. Whit-
ingand Iturnnig the Lboatover ouce in at-
tempting to drag the stout woman in;
but we got in again, and whou we came
right, Mr. Peters was hangiug onto the
stern. I wentto save Peters, when again
the boat turned over in the awinl sea. It
was then I lost sight of Whiting., The
large lady was struck by wreckage and
disappeared. I never saw either of them
again, Mrs. Irviog held on to the boat
for halfan hour later with marvelous te-
nacity. It kept warning over, but every
time I came up I found her hanging on to
some portion of the boat, and helped her
all 1 could. Once I got astride the keel
and he!d her up by leaning over to one
side and holding ber firmly by the hand.
But this could not be sustained long, and
as the boat tipped I went over, Asl
came up I tried to tip the boat on its keel,
and then I Jost Mrs, Irving. Shesank
from sheer exhaustion after a noble battle
for life. Peters sank 100, but I never
gaw him again, though he was saved.

*““When we were in the water the worst
trouble began, for it was only then that
the hurricane struck us with its full forcs.
The day was blackened and the rain fell
in solid masses. It was not a ecyclons,
but a circular whirlwind, that caught us
in its very center and would draw the
wreckage together in a circle for a great
distance. Yes, bodies of straggling men
and women, life rafts and battered boats
all went into the dreadful vortex. Then
a tremendous wave wonld rise from un-
derneath, like a mountain bursting forth,
and scavter the wreckage everywhere
around. It was in this vortex that those
who escaped from the ship were stunned
or killed outright from being literally
ground to death by driftwood.

“How did I escape? If Isawalogor
a mass of wreckage coming down upon
my head ten feet above, I jumnped from
my boat and dived. The only thing to
do was to dive, and then come up again
and swim for your raft. The water was
extremely buoyant, and I would come-up
anyhow, though atone time I thought I
was beiter dead. All night long Isat in

Because of the criticism of Captain |
Pitts, commmander of the San Juan, to the |

getcold I would crawl down into the
waler belween the seals. Iortunately
the water was very warm and comiort-
able. I was about twenty-three hours in
the water when picked up by the San
Juan. About an hour or two before sun-
down the ocean was as calm as an inland

lake, all strewn with bits oI the lost |

Colima.

““Atonetime I was close to the shore,
and could see the rocks distinctly, but at
daylight next morning I found myse!f
driiting far out to sea, with only a dim
outline of mountains where the coast
was. Isaw the San Juan at 8 or Y o’clock
in the morning, but was not picked up
until 11 o’clock. My boat was very low
in the water, almost uuder the surface,
and so it was long after I sighted the San
Juan that their lookouts found me. The
Captain of the San Juan made a cireuit of
thirty miles and stated north about nocn,
He might have picked up more if he had
kept cruising around all the afternoon. I
don’t think I was two miles away from
the rest of the rafts that he picked up.”

“Was anybody to blame for the wreck
of the Colima?”

*They have not got a ship that would
have lasted five minutes in that hurri-
cane. It was beyond human skill to
maneuver a ship through it successiuily.
The hurricane, or whatever class of storm
it was that caught the Colima,- could
crush the stoutest ship atloat as if it were
a tiny toy. l.ook at the terrible force of
the waves. They tore every stitch of
clothing oif of us before we were ten
minutes in the water. Men and women
alike were shorn of covering by the wind
and sea.

“When I saw Professor Whiting for the
last time all be had upon him was the
shoulders of his coat; the rest was torn
o atoms and blown away. Yoor fel-
low, be had lost his mind. “1he ter-
rible fate that fell upon his wife and
children—for he must have known
fuil well they were swept down to a
frighttul death in that churning wreck-
age—It Look his senses from hime I be-
lieve he could not realize his position
shortly before he went uuder the waves.

**1he Captain staid by bis post to the
last. Just beiore the explosion i saw him
clinging to the railing ot the bridge, and
as 1 was whirled away in the waler he
gave Lwo faint blows of the whistle, Dut
Lie never left the bridge. Hesank with
his ship.”

The United States Inspectors of Hulls
and Boilers will hold an investigation
into the cause of the siuking of the Co-
lima. DMessrs, Talbot and Phillops, the
Inspectors, have determined upon an of-
ficial inquiry into the charge that the
cargo was not properly stowed, it was
tor the purpose of this investigation that
the testimony of tha third oilicer, the
storekeeper and tho engineer’s store-
keeper was taken by the otiicers of the
Pacitic Mail Steamship Company.

T'he investigation will be purely tech-
pical in its character, and the wilnesses
can only be experts. Ior this reason the
only testimouny that will be of any prac-
tical value will be that of Third Oflicer
Hansen, Taoe testimony of the two res-
cued store-keepers, they being neither
engineers nor navigators, will have but
little more weight than the statements of
the passengers, ‘T'he three surviving
oflicers of the Colima have been sum-
moned to appear to-morrow and teil
their stories, 1n addition to tha atlidavits
that were made to ihe oliicials of the Pa-
citic Mail.

WAR OF THE REBELLION.,
Declsion lendered Bearing on the
Question of Date of Termination.

WaAasHINGTON, June 6.—Another de-
cision has been rendered by Assistant
Secretary Reynolds bearing on the ques-
tion of the date ot the termination oi the
civil war and the pensionable rights of
soldiers enlisting in 1865 and 1866. The
conclusion reached by Mr. Reynolds is
that in all these cases Lbhe question to be
ascertained is whether the enlistment of
the soldiers was for service in the war of
the rebeilion or for the regular army. If
the former, he is pensionable, and if the
latter, he is not.

Mr. Reynolds cites the various orders
suspending enlistments for the war and
those ordering the commencement of en-
listinents for the reguiar army. He says:
“As to these voluuteer cunlistmients in
the regular army after the cessation of
armed hostilities, it cannot be truthfully
said that thelr enlistmment was for the
war of the rebellion.”

in reference to the decision of the Su-
preme Court assigning August 20, 1566, as
the end of the civii war, he says: *‘Lhe
reasous, bowever, which would admit of
this holding, where the right of the par-
ties in thie case involved might be affected
by the running of a statuts of limitations,
cannot be accepted to establish the date
of terwination of the war of the rebellion,
wherethe questions involved are whether
an enlistinent was in fact for the war of
the rebellion and the service performed
thereunder in furtherance of its sup-
pression.”

The Secretary, therefore, holds that the
enlistments in the loyal States after April
13, 1865—when recruiting in them ceased—
will not bedeemed enlistments in the war
of the rebellion, In the other Slates,
Territories and the District of Columbia
June 1, 1865, will be taken as the final
date, as enlistments then ceased in those
parts of the country, and July 1, 1565,
when the blockade o the Southern ports
was raised, will be taken as the final date
of war eniistments for the navy,

FRAUD UNEARTHED.

What a Grand Jury Investigation at
Milwaukee Brought Forch.

MILWAUKEE, June 6,—As a result of
the investigation by the Grand Jury, at
the instance of the Interstate Commerce
Commission, at least four of the most
prominent raiiway lines in this section,
together with several big Eastern lines,
will be served with papers of arrest, also
a prominent Wisconsin firm of waltsters.

Among the railroads implicated are the
Chicago, Milwaunkee and St, Paul and the
Eigin, Jolist and Eastern. The com-
plaint is conspiracy for the purpose of
fraud.

1t is charged that the roads implicated
have been able to reap a big advautage by
means of making false weigits and re-
turns, Cars containing say 40,000 pounds
of malt would be shipped as 25,000, and so
on.

PROFESSOR BERNARD MOSES,

e Had an Unpleasant Experience in
a Mexican Village.

Sax  Frawcisco, June 6.—Professor
Bernard Moses, who occupies the chair
of history and political economy in the
University of California, and who has
achieved distinction as a writer on po-
litical economy, recently had an un-
pleasant experience in a Moxican village.
He went south to collect data for a history
of the Central American States, He had
intended to accompany Professor Harold
Whiting on the ili-fated Colima, but at
the last moment decided to travel over-
land. After crossing the Mexican
frontier he was mistaken for a defauiting
bank cashier, arrested and confined in
jail one day gnd & night. Anappeal to
the resident express agent secured his
liberation, the express agent advising
the authorities that it was a case of inis-
taken identity., After leaving the jail
Mr. Moses wus locked in his room at his
hotel for another day. In his baggage
were letters to I’resident Diaz and oiher
prominent Mexicans.

MOXLEY WILL CONTEST.
Two Women Who Lay Claim to the
Large Estate.

Sax Fraxcrsco, June 6.—The suit of
Mrs. Elizabeth T. Moxley against Illiza-
beth W. H. Noe, sometimes known as
Moxley, came up for trial in the Superior
Court to-day. The action is between the
widow of John 8., Moxley, a real estate
speculator, whodied in 1892, and a woinan
who has represented herself as Mrs. Iiliz-
abeth Moxley since his death. The last
mentioned has control of the estate, and
the widow is trying to get possession of

it.

Moxley was married in Baltimore, in
1849, and was never divorced. Soon after
his marriage he camneto California, where
he aceumulated a fortune by real estate
speculation.
