
THE LAW OF GROWTH.

Rapidity of growth is a condition which

attends young communities only. It is
due entirely to the fact that the emigrant

oasts his lot in a sparsely settled region,

possessed of sufficient resources to attract
eventually a large population, and reaches
the newly discovered country at a period
when values are undeveloped. The en-

hancement of values by incoming popu-
lation inures to the benefit of the new

settler; and this is the one loadstone
whioh has attracted population in all
time. Men do not leave their homes
for new scones through mere caprice or

fancy. They must have a reasonable
guarantee that they are leaving worse for
better conditions. When gold was dis-
covered in California 400,000 people at-
tempted to reach this State in one year.
ZSo simnig ration literature was used.
There was no Ualf-MillionClub, no State
Board of Trade or other instrumentality
of attracting; population. Tne existence
of actual prosperity, or the hope of it,
operate* of itself, without the aid of the
accessories herein referred to. California
is too old to witness an Oklahoma boom.
When that country was about to be
opened enough people assembled on its
borders to take every available quarter
section of land in the Territory, and this
because they could obtain the land at
Government price, and subsequent en-

hancement would thereby inure to them.
Itis perfectly pitiful to watch the mo-

tions of such organizations as the Half-
MillionClub. The Midwinter Fair was

one of the vain devices ofincreasing pop-
ulation. It did absolutely nothing for
the State of California. It was like the
Battle ofthe Flowers at Santa Barbara.
A few rich and fashionable people deco-
rated vehicles with the blooms of their
gardens; but sewing roses to the spokes

of a wheel does not become an organic

force in the augmentation ofcommunity

life. Itaffords a pleasant recreation for a

time. A man does not get rich giving
dinners to his'friends, or entertaining

royally or hospitably. His wealth doea
Dot proceed from costly equipages used
by his family.nor from sumptuous furni-

ture in his house. These things are
merely the expression of wealth, not the
\u25a0ource of its oreation. Fiestas at Los

Angeles, Santa Rosa, Santa Barbara and

Santa Cruz are expressions of exuberance
highly gratifying, because they indicate
a degree of prosperity. They manifest
the existence ofsome social activity. They

have some slight value in the training of
the community in the direction of unity

ofaction; but they afford no permanent

employments; they do not establish in
the community capacity for adding value

to raw material by the skill of the
hands or the inventions of the mind.

Again we say, California is too old to
expect anything but that slow develop-
ment which attends organic life. The

school census of San Francisco shows the

pretence of 70,000 children. Itis to be

the posterity of these 70,000 children who
are to be the occupants of the State of
California, and the posterity of five or

six hundred thousand other children
throughout the State.

Immigration willcome to us, but it will
come slowly. There are not the primitive,
undeveloped conditions which give the in-
coming immigrant the advantage of low
values out of which to acquire value with
reasonable certainty that the increment
will make him rich. That condition has
absolutely passed away in California,
and the sooner it is recognized by our

people, the Boonor they will adopt effect-
ive means. Of all deception, the most
fatal is self-deception. What we should
seek to know in these matters is the truth,

and the underlying truth is that Califor-

nia is no longer young. We are not a

manufacturing people. Manufacturers'

Associations may do something to en-
courage each other; but the actual manu-

facturing of any country is done by indi-

viduals, or the association of individuals

I into corporate relation. The natural ten-
doncy of manufactures is to coucentra-

| tion. Examples ofthis are found through-
out the world. Manchester and Birming-
ham in England, and Lynn and Phila-
delphia in the United States, may be
cited. There is a prevalent atmosphere
in communities which seems to sway and
control the community life. He who
would study art will go where an art at-
mosphere lends its aid in the acquirement
of art perception, and the development of
the art faculty. He who would study music
must not seek instruction in the wilder-
ness. He must go to the communities
bearing the very flower of civilization,
where art life embellishes as the bloom
the plant. Something analogous to this
is true of the manufacturing tendencies
of a people, and it is for this reason that
manufactures are found concentrated in
localities.

California's resources have been ex-
tolled. They are, indeed, marvelous.
Their development will depend wholly
and entirely upon a people adapted to

[such development. Whoever creates a
market for the product of a community,
a State or a nation, is promoting the in-
crease of population. Thia is the begin-
lng of all growth. Production follows
demand. Production comes into being

by the same law which gave to the earth
its life-bearing stage. No form oforganic

life can be brought into existence on a
bull of lire. The conditions favorable to
organic jife had to precede the appearance
of that life. So production comes into
being in obedience to demand. Who-
ever, therefore, proposes to do something

for California must begin by extending
the markets for her products. Whoever
proposes to encourage here manufactur-
ing activity must first find a market for
the products which we may manufacture
in competition with like manufactures
elsewhere in the world. Mere subsidized
manufacturing will not succeed. The
highest and beat subsidy any industry

can have is inherent advantage in the
competitive race, and it is the only one
which can be depended upon to endure.

The growth of California within the
past few years has not been satisfactory;
but the gate-money industry, as repre-
sented by the Midwinter Fair, and the
gaily-bedecked pageants of battles of
llowers, fiestas, water carnivals —no mat-

ter how entertaining or how diverting—

bring into being no force which can be
depended upon as one of the organic ele-

ments of community life or community

growth.

RETIRES FROM THE CONTEST.

The El Dorado Republican thinks it
unprofitable to debate the hydraulic min-
ing question with the Record-Union",
because it cannot believe that we are sin-

cere. Ifthat belief is really fixed in the
mind of our contemporary, ifii believes
that ulterior motives prompt the Kecokd-

Uhiok, and that it is actuated by other
than the truth, it is wise to withdraw
from the debate.

We entertain the belief, however, that
the retiracy of the Republican is because
ofinability to answer the Record-Union

or substantiate its own statements as to
the causes of river degeneration. Our
contemporary iv closing its columns

against, the subject practically strikes its
flag, since the truth never retreats under

fire.
In its final article the Republican re-

iterates that the line silt willcome to the

rivers, no matter what steps are taken to

impound it, and we agree with it. But

it holds that this fine silt ia in large part

contributed from agricultural lands. It

ignores the fact evident to the senses
that this agricultural silt is not found in
our streams in any appreciable amount,
and even were it fouud in large degree
the fact could in no wiso excuse or palli-

ato the work of the hydraulic miner in
contributing his sand, gravel, silt and
slickens.

The Republican charges that the people

of the valley and the Record-Uniox
would drive the people out of industry

in the mountains, in order that small

tracts of swamp laud may be reclaimed.

The RBOOHD-tJITKMK has held to nothing

to justify such a charge. It has never

confounded river protection with swamp

land reclamation. It has these many
years held that the Government can have

aud take no concern in the reclamation
of low lands. Its efforts are to be directed
solely to the protection and reclamation
of the channels of those free highways,
the heritage of all the people, the navi-
gable rivers ofthe State.

The Republican returns to its scheme
of inline the State low lands with the
drift from the mines. But it should
kuow that the State has no low lands to

nil of any moment; that it has not en-
| tered upon any such scheme, nor has it
proposed it. That when it does do so it
will be ample time to discuss such a plan
of action. But we are by no means bound
in the present emergency by the possi-
bility of what the State may possibly do
in the far distant future. We do know,
however, that neither State nor Federal
Government has given to the hydraulic

miner license to uae the navigable rivers
as sluices through which to convey
slickens to low lands, nor has either
authority commissioned the hydraulic

miner to fill the swamp lands or under-
take their reclamation.

The Republican Bays that it has urged
State and national co-operation to secure
the tillingof the low lands with mining
debris, but its statement is confession
that such schemes have not met with
favor to this date in State or Nation. We
regret the inability ofour contemporary

to debate the question without impugn-

ing motive. If the Recokd-U> tion is
grossly or at ail in error, the truth will

down it; the Republican should not con-
fess incapacity to marshal it. But we
submit in all kindness that it has done
that very thing; that in ail this de-

bate it has relied wholly and only upon
dogmatic assertion and the advancement

of theory, while the Record-Uxion has

for every lact alleged given proof and

pointed to the physical evidences of the

evil of which it complains and the patent

and injurious results daily flowing from

it.

OUR FRIEND, THE HORSE.

There is » growl all along the line about
our friend, the horse, and his displace-

ment by the electric car and the bicycle.

So far as the car is concerned, all humane
people must be glad of the change. The
life of the old-time car-horae was one of
misery and woe, and no sensible person

ever rode behind one of them without
feeling pity for the poor beast.

As to the bicycle, that is a craze that
will decline, though not go out. It has
come to stay, but not in the present ex-
aggeration. Women are riding the bicycle
a great deal now who will quit it pretty
soon and go back to the horse. This, for
reasons both physiological and senti-
mental. So the retirement of the horse
on account of the electric car is perma-
nent, and on account of the bicycle only

partial, and in the latter case our friend,
the horse, willrecover his position con-
siderably.

In the winter season the bicycle willbe
housed in great part, and then the horse
must coma into play. But the driving
out ofthe horse from use cheapens him,
and those can now afford to buy the ani-
mal who two years ago dare not even

contemplate such an idea even in fancy.

Therefore there willpresently be a some-
what stimulated demand for the horse,
and in consequence that demand will be
for good horses, and never forscrubs, be-
cause the scrub is worth nothing and the
good horse is cheap.

In speed contests there is no decline of
the popularity of the horse, and among
breeders he is held in as high esteem as

ever. No, the horse is not to jjo out of
our economy. Indeed, we believe that
the time will come when he will be quite
as much in use as he once was, because
horsebuck exercise is coming more into
favor, driving ia becoming cheaper,
vehicle cost is declining, and there is
more and more of demand for the use of
the horse as a means ofreaching rail lines
and for inter-rural and suburban uses.
The horse is temporarily retired, but he
has not gone out or down in public esti-
mation. He is, as he has been, man's
best friend among the brute creation.

The followers of "Coin and His Finan-
cial School" who take down in gulps as

solid truth all that he says are deceived
when they aocept his statement that the
silver dollar was the monetary unit in
this country from 1792 to 1873. The truth
is. as the records show, that the silver
dollar was the monetary unit before 1792,
but never afterward. The Congress of
the American Confederation made the
unit in 1785, naming the peso of Spain a

dollar, because it had been in circulation
with us for a hundred years and more.

In the Actof 1792 Congress adopted silver
and gold as money. But this was not
establishing the unit, because unit is one,
whereas Congress adopted two things.

Ifthe silver dollar was the unit, as the
silver advocates contend, what, in the
name of reason, aaku one shrewd critic,
was tho gold dollar? "Coin" cannot
claim a thing to be a unit of a number
and a unit of value at one and the same

time and not mislead. But that is pre-
cisely what he does.

Harvard undergraduates are now for-
bidden to engage in intercollegiate foot-

bail contests, whereat the students are

grumbling much. But Harvard's gov-

ernors are right in this matter. The
game had degenerated into dangerous

physical contests and was absorbing

altogether too much of student time.
Other colleges will probably follow suit,
and football be coulined to the home
grounds. That is enough, surely. This
traveling about the country in the inter-
collegiate business of smashing the noses

and breaking the limbs and ribs ofyouths
sent to college to study has gone far

enough.

Ifa legitimate
industry may thus become a nuisance and be
abated, and if it should prove to be of great
injuryto the owners ol property and to resi-
dents of the neighborhood, how much more
is it justifiable and a duty to declare it to be a
