THE ANTI-NUISANCE ASSOCIATION,

It is Not Discouraged—Some Ex-
periences Related.

A Mass Meeting to Be Held Saturday
Night—Gathering Financial Ald
—More Assistance Needed.

The Anti-Nuisance Association met
Jest night, President Conklin in t.he
chair, Secretary Hummel read the min-
utes. Thirty-four members were pres-
ent. The following names were added to
the roll of membership: Feilx Tracy,
Rev. Mr, Herrick, T. Puherman, M. A.
Wilbhelm, Mrs. E. J. Cade, J. H. Temple,
Thomas Woods, R. W. Woods, James
Johnson, H. W. Wood, T. De Costa,
Jos, Herman, W. West, Fred Levich,
John William, Watt Munch, Richard
Williams, making the total membership
approaching 200.

The President asked Mr. Woeodson fo
report for him what had been done by
the Trustees. The report was that the
asssciation memorial had been referred t.o
the Mayor; that he reported that he is
satisfied'the ordinances are now strictity
enforced relating to the nuisance. But
the barrier remains as before, and l})l’?
question then is, ‘*Where are we at?
to use the common phrase.

Mr, Conklin said since the Mayor says
the ordinances are enforced, the associa-
tion could not complain of him.

Dr. Banks said that the Mayor’s state-
ment must be eccepted, but if the en-
forcement has effecied nothing, what
then ?

Rev. Mr. Stevenson said it seemed then
the municipal law was not efficient.
Could the State law be appealed to?

The Chairman said the City Counsel
bad reported the ordinance sufficient if
carried out. Counsel Devlin had sug-
gested an adaitional one, to forbid men
tramping in that quarter about the
bouses. The association had not started
out to make a crusade, but to conserve
decency and save the south end section
from being barred off completely from
the city. It had no war to make upon the
denizens of the quarter as such, but it
had asked that the south end be no more
punished by existence of the quarter
scross the ward.

Thomas Hague thought this was not a
ward guestion.

The Chair—Certainly not.

Mr. Hague—Then let meetings be held
in other parts of the city also, and not
put the whole burden on the Secoqd
Ward. He moved to hold meetings in
several other sections. He did not be-
lieve the evil could be done away with.
1t never had been, but it ought to be con-
trolled, and not be permitted to shut off
an entire residence section.

Mr. Herrick seconded the motion, and
said the thing to do is to continue to agi-
tate—to keep at it.

Mr, Conklin said it was right to appeal
to all parts of the city. Perhaps the other
sections might decide the southenders
asked too much. 'There were, however,
more from out than in the Second Ward
then present. The city owned the Art
Gallery. Itis of great value to it; it be-
longs to all the people; it is a great attrac-
tion, and the chief, but the approach to it
is offensive to strangers as well as home
people. About it are hundreds of homes.
They too are entitled to have a decent
way to their homes without going around
the nuisance.

The motion of Mr. Hague prevailed
with but one dissenting vote.

Mr. Stevenson feared amall meetings
would be taken as evidence of weakness,
yet the great mass of the people are with
the association., He had announced the
meeting from the pulpit, but only two of
his cengregation came, yet he knew they
were in sympathy with the movement.
Such a movement, if it lapses back to 1n-
action, will leave conditions worse than it
found them. *‘“Where are the people of
the Second Ward to-night?”’

Mr. Woodson said possibly they had
so long suflered they had become accus-
tomed to putiing up with it. He wished
it understood that he was not present as
a crusader. He pitied rather than con-
demned. He represented the directory
of the Art Gallery, and was there as such.,
That property must be saved from the
environment that threatens it. He be-
lieved she city authorities would grant

the relief asked if persistently ap-
pealed to. :
Mr, Conklin said the association was

not formed to name a place to which to
remove the nuisance. Its scheme was to
persuade, to use moral suasion, and agi-
tate until relief is had.

Dr. Banks feared the people of Sacra-
mento had not a realizing sense of the
demoralizing effect of the evil and how
it reflects on the city in the eyes of others.
They are not awake to the awful charac-
ter of the situation. He was not present
as & churchman but as & new citizen, who
bad lived in many other sections and
bad come hers to cast in his lot with Sac-
ramento. He knew far better than those
long resident what is thought and said of
Sacramento outside her bounds because
of these things. The objection is raised
all over the northwest coast when Sacra-
mento is mentioned, that her morals are

bad, and people say, ‘““Don’t go there.”” |

It is all wrong that this should be; this is
a city of homes, and they do not deserve

to be scandalized. Buat something is |

wrong when the interests of two blocks
on one street can hold the lock and key
to progress and public spirit and prevent

the effectiveness of a dignified appeal such |

as this associaiion had made to the au-
thorities. Such a city as Sacramento
should have lofty aims and clear pur-
poses, and move toward ideals, even if
never attained.

Mrs, Hummel said she had lived since
1858 on Third street, and she and her
neighbors had not become insensible.
They were not indifferent to the evil nor
bad they become accustomed to it.

W, H. Wood said he lived in the ward
and owned property in the community.
He kept a hotel, but he could not permit
women to be guests. He is too close to
“the quarter.” He felt that it 18 not the
Art Gallery or the Second Ward, but the
interests of the men, women and children
of the whole city that are involved. He
was one who believed the whole evil
could be abolished. He wanted condi-
tins changed, and would labor to secure a
change and aid the etfort all he could.
The evil is not confined to L street; he
declared some other piaces to be as bad.
He did not want to believe that the asso-
ciation bad advised removal of the nui-
#ance to I'ront street.

He was assured by several and the
Chair that it had done nothing of the
kind, but that the association, in its me-
morial, distincily disavowed even con-
sidering such a thing,

Mrs, Keet said everywhere she went all
self-respecting people were in hearty ac-
cord with the sssociation. Because the
meetings are not large does not prove in-
difference. She believed the Mayor and
Trustees would come to the rescue. The
Mayor had told her with emphasis that he
was with her in this matter. Mrs. Guen-
ther said that for her statements at the
laat meetiug she had been threatened,
and angry men living in shame bad
shaken their fists at her as she stood on
the threshold of her home. She had been
told it would not be safe for her to come
to these meetings. One fellow stood in
front of her house and beat a post in his
anger and rage at her. Was it not a
shame in a Christian city in broad day,
or any other time, that a woman of de-
cency should be threatened with violence

for telling the truth and standing forward,

for cleanliness? She proceeded to relate
an instance where she rescued a little girl
from & fellow seeking to drag her into an
alley of the ‘'‘quarter.”” She took the
child to its home and advised her parents
never to send her along Third street.
She said she could tell of eother things
with more tragic outcoines than that, that
had fallen under her observation in that
section, but she could not do so in a pub-
lic meeting.

Mrs. Keet was asked if since the order
to enforce the ordinance she had not wit-
nessed ou eous scenes on Listreet. She
replied: *'Yes. Saturday last about 3
P. M. I was oalled from my office opposite

by shouts and screams, and there wasa
man shouting from a brothel door,
‘Police! Police!” and dragging a half-
nude, screaming woman out to the walk-
way, while the inmates of other places
ran out and blew police whistles and
shouted, and kept it up for fifteen min-
utes, it seemed, but no officer put in an
appearance, though plenty of men and
women ran here and there, That was in
broad daylight, too.”

It was resolved that the association
hold a mass meeting next Saturday night
at an uptown hall on K or Seventh street,
and invite the people from al! over the
city to attend. A committee consisting
of Messrs. Banks, Herrick and Woods
wgslxllamed to select speakers and secure
a hall,

Mrs. Keet, Mrs. Crouch and Mrs. Fen-
ton were named a Committee on Fi-
nance to receive contributions that are
ready for themn, and solicit others to meet
the expenses of the association, and for
uptown meetings and the prosecution of
the purposes of the association.

The Executive Committee was in-
structed to address a memorial to the
Trustees asking the board to adopt a mo-
tion similar to that made by Trustee To-
zer Monday week—looking to inquiry
into the need for further municipal legis-
lation to secure abatement of the nuis-
ance. The associztion then adjourned.

STOLE HORSE AND BUGGY.

WOMEN AND THE BALLOT.

Why Some of Them Think They Should
Have It.

A desire for the ballot, which distin-
guishes what is probably quite a small
winority of our feminine population, is
motived by one or other of three consid-
erations, writes the Rev. Charles H.
Parkhurst, . D., in the Ladies’ Home
Journal, The ballot is claimed by some
because of the mistaken notion that suf-
irage is a right inherent in personality,
Other women are sufiragists, not because
they care anything for the ballot in itself
considered, but because possessed of
those masculine propossessions that make
them restiess at seeing men do anything
that they are not themselves allowed to
do. Many of this class probably are not
80 anxious to vote as they are anxious to
know that they can vote if they want to.
it would be interesting to know how
many of such women would be converted
from their views if it should seriously be
proposed to pass a bill requiring women
to vote. Human nature is a peculiar
thing, and it certainly will not be ungal-
laut to say that all peculiarity is not
monopolized by the male sex. Probably
the peculiar stripe of suffragists I
am eommenting on just now would find
the virulence of their distemper
measurably relieved by having the
coveted privilege accorded to them for
a time. It would work something
as in the case of a jealous child
who is cured of its jealousy by being al-
lowed to hold in its own hand a little
while the execlusive plaything of the mate
it is jealous of. There are, however,iin the
third place a considerable number of
women that are considering with a great
deal of honesty and womanly serious-
ness the question whether the bailot, if put
inte woman’s hands, would not be a
means of correcting certain evil coundi=
tions in society that could be less easily
reached in any other way.

It is very easy Lo have a pronounced
opinion upon the effect which such an ex-
tension of the ballot would producs, al-
though the data do not seam as yet to be
sufficiently at command to give to such
pronounced opinions any particular
value. Our uneasy sisters would be mak-
ing a substantial contribution to the cause
they have so closely at heart if they, for
instance, would canvass two of the wards
in this city, say the Tenth and the Twen-
ty-second, and by the means putthem-
selves in condition to inform the public
distinctively and authoritatively just
what effect would be produced atour
next election by having the privilege of
sutfrage accorded to the women of those
two most important districts,

CHILD TYPE IN WOMAN.

Study of Her Interiority and Her Su-
periority.

Let us pause a second time to see what
theory, if any, our results establish.
Here, again, from her mental differences,
the doctrine of woman’s iunferiority re-
ceives no support—inferior, no doubt, in
philosophy, science and invention, and
in her conception of abstract truth and
justice, but superior In intuition, in
charity, in temperance, in fidelity, in
balance. But here again, as in her
physical peculiarities, woman approaches
the child type. This is seen in the pre-
ponderance of the emotional life over the
discriminative, and of the impulsive
over the voluntary. So also the quick
perception and the retentive memory re-
mind us of the child more than ao the
stern logical processes of the nan.
Woman’s mental associations, selecting
the concrete, the individual, the whole
rather than the part, relations in space
rather than in time, are also those of the
child. Woman’s receptivity, her faith
and trust, her native freedom from skep-
ticism, her fear and timidity, her feeling
of depeudence, her religious instincts,
are all child traits,

Childcen, like women, have slower
reaction-time and lesser motor ability,
are more easily hypnotized, have more
number forms and color associations,
have less power of inhibition, express
their emotions more in their faces, and
more readily give way to tears and
emiles. Modern child study has shown
that children are more cruel than adults
and have little power to discriminate be-
tween truth and falsehood. They also
are sympathetic and changeable, and act
with reference to present rather than re-
mote ends. Woman in respect to her
altruismn, pity and charity has less re-
semblance to the child, but these traits
are so intimately connected with her
duties of motherhood as to have little
bearing upon the theory of her naturally
infantile constitution.—From *“I'he Psy-
chology of Woman,” by Professor G. T.
W. Patrick, in Popular Science Monthly.

Horse St.eaksvln Germany.

The price of beef in the German mar-
kets has been from fifteen to twenty-five
cents a pound, while that of horsemeat
has been about seven, with a rising ten-
dency of late, attesting its popu arity.

Just at pres-
ent, however, the prospects brighten be-
fore the horse; and it ought to be proud

of its commercial status, as well as iis
congquest of an old prejudice adverse to
its adible qualities. In the territory of
Brunswick, according to United States
Consul Tingle, this is complete, exceed-
ing the partial victory which the cat has
scored in that historic principality, show-
ing the catholicity of appetite and free-
dom from prejudice of its inhabitants, as
well as the ease with which a dietary
revolution may be wrought when econo-
miic and other conditions occur.
