A two-story Chinese cabin on the fruit
ranch of J. S. Foster on Andrus Jslaud
was burned on Saturday night and two
of the inmates were burned to death in it.

The fire was lirst seen on the roof, but
the origin oi it is unknown. Ail the in-
mates of tue cabin except one got out,
but the Chinaman who discovered the i
fire went back into the building to try to iput out the fue aud was overcome by the
smoke. The remains of both wore found
lying within a foot of each other, one ly-
ing on his face and the other on his back,
the limbs and heads being burned oil!
Deputy Coroner Craig went down to ex-
amine into the atlair yesterday. They
willbe buried at Walnut urove.

Board of Health, in his report for May,
summarises as follows:

Reports from ti.3 cities, towns, villages
and sanitary districts, aggregating a pop-
ulation of 746,it2-3, show a mortality of
NS4—a death rate of 1.16 per 1.000 for
May, or 14.16 per 1,01)0 per annum.

There were lbJ deaths from consump-
tion, 52 from pneumonia, 28 from bron-
chitis, (> from congestion of the lungs, o'
from diarrhea, 9 from cholera infantum,
56 from other diseases of the stomach and
bowels, 6 from diphtheria, 3 from croup,
1 from measles, 4 from whooping-
cough, 13 from typhoid fever,

1 from malarial levers, 11 from cere-
bro-spiuul fever, -Jj from cancer, 3
from erysipeias, ?<i from diseases of the
heart, 3 from alcoholism, and :jH> from all
other causes, 7 ol which were la grippe.

A MOOTED QUESTION TREATED OF.

Does Science Contradict the Bible
or Not?

ReVt S. M. Martin Gives Reasons to

Show That It Does Not

Do So.

Rev. S. M. Martin preached at the
tabernacle at Fifteenth and If streets last
night on ".Science and the Bible" to a

good-sized audience.
Ho took for his text, "Beware lest any

mini spoil you through philosophy and
vain deceit alter the rudiments of the
world and not after Christ." He wanted
his hearers not to be led away by any
"foolosopby" like thoosophy and other
theories.

He divided mankind into three clasaos.
Some people, lie said, always agree with
whoever they are with for the time being,
but when they meet at the same time two
persons of opposite views they decline
to take sides. They have no convictions,
and only ono man is meaner than they—
man who never agrees with you and will
take the opposite side from pure con-
trariness. The third class have heads
aud brains, and think and form their
own opinions and express ihem.

We are told that scientific men are con-
tradicting the Bible, but it is not so. It
is the religious people who, when science
makes » discovery that apparently does
not accord with their Bible, make the
charge. The Bible is not a scientific
book. Itis only a guide to life and im-
mortality, and is only incidentally scien-
tific. When it was written it was in-
tended to suit the understanding of the
people of the times. Itwas not written
for 2.000 years alter the creation and not
finished till less than 2,000 years ago.
Every statement in it any way scientific
was made to suit the comprehension of
people 4,000 years ago, aad ifithad been
made according to the present state of
science would not have been accepted by
them.

Science does not stand still, and to-day
school children laugh at the accepted sci-
entific statement offorty years ago. It is
constantly changing and is a poor thing
to tie to.

Scientists do not say that science con-
tradicts the Bible. Prolessor Bernard,
Professor Dana, Professor Young, al-
though some of them are agnostics, do
not say so. Prolessor Le Coute says that
"without the immortal spirit the Cosmos
has no meaning." Professor Burchell of
Germany says that the theories which
have been made the basis of infidel
science are false and based on wrong
premises. Louis Agassiz, the greatest of
all scientists, pronounced the Darwineau
theory unscientific, untenable and false.
Kichard Owen denied the truth of Dar-
winism. Dr. Wright, in his "Man and
the Glacial Period," said that man had
been on the earth not more than 8,000
years, and that scientists held differently
only because it was necessary for the sup-
port of their theories. Science harbors
superstition as well as religion does—the
latter near its beginning, the former near
its end.

To-night KeV. S. M. Martin willreview
Rev. M.Stevenson's sermon oflast uight
on "The Other Side of the Baptism Ques-
tion." Tuesday night Rev. Oehler's ser-
mon on "Subjects of Baptism" will be
reviewed by Mr. Martin, who will show
where the "recent misrepresentation of
God's will"has been done.'

HINTS TO YOLO.

A Lawless Element Now slaughtering;
Ilor Younir Ducks.

Yolo County should have a Game War-
den, at least for half the year. Its tule
swamps and overflowed meadows are the
breeding places of thousands of mallard,
teal and sprig, which are ruthlessly
slaughtered every season, chielly by a
lot of aliens who have no respect either
for the laws or the rights of citizeus.

Tho Ki:coiu>-Union has information
that down about Willow Point, Home two
miles west of the river and about oppo-
site Freeport, tho first broods of young
mallards aro being slaughtered by the
wholesale, us is the custom every sum-
mer from June uutil October. While the
ducks are very young they are killed
with poles by men in boats, and as they
become able to lly they are snot without
hindrance.

No Constable nor Deputy Sheriff ever
molests the law-breakers, and the result
is the destruction of thousands of young
ducks every season. These vandals are
at their work already, and the Super-
visors of Yolo should, at'; their next ses-
sion, appoint a Game Warden to suppress
this lawlessness and arrest the scamps
who are engaged in it.

Alltines that'nay be collected will go
into the County Treasury, and these will
doubtless more than offset the saltry ofa
Warden for a few mouths.

"SHY RED."
The Supposed Murderer to Be Eiam-

F. H. L. Weber, who were butchered on
the 29th of December last.

Sheriff Johnson has done everything
possible to procure evidence that might
warrant the holding of the prisoner for
trial, but it is doubtful if that can be
done. Some of the police declared at the
outset that they had abundant proof of
Sandt'a complicity in tho crime, and it
may bo that they are holding it ba.k until
the proper time to use it.

There was a great deal said about a
bloody coat found on the Weber premises
that Sandt was said to have worn just
prior to the murder, and other evidence
was promised if Sandt could only be laid
hold of. Siuce his arrest, however, little
has been heard of the coat or of tho other
alleged clews.

Unless somebody contemplates a sur-
prise, it is quiie likely "Shy Red" will
have to be released.
