
MISSIONARY EFFORT IN CHINA.

We have respect for the physical and

moral courage of the sincere Christian

missionary who goes out to preach the
gospel oi the cross among strange peoples,
\u25a0who scoff at and revile, maltreat aud mob

him. We were not surprised to hear that

in interior China recently missionaries
had been assaulted, beaten and some

killed and their houses burned, for the
Chinese are most tenacious of their relig-

ion, and that they should pass restraint
and mob missionaries was not astonish-
ing. The same thing has happened many

times before.
It Is gratifying to learn by latest ad-

vices that no American missionaries suf-

fered personal violence in any great

measure, though some of them were in-
jured and their property was destroyed.
As they are in the country under treaty

rieht, our Government will doubtless see
to it that they are compensated for their
losses.',

But all this suggests the inquiry

whether the missionary eilortin China is
worth the candle? We are led to believe
that no such good results have followed

the work of missionaries in China as to

justify the < ost, the labor aud the risk.
The prejudices of the Chinese are so

strong, their attachment to the religion of
their traditions so tenacious, that it is

to be doubted ifany gain has been made
among them that repays.

Henry Norman in his work, "People
and Politics of the Far East," declares
that missionary effort in China is pra-
ductive of harm rather than of good; that
such good as may have been accom-

plished ie more thau counterbalanced by
evil. Mr. Norman quotas from mission-
ary Dr. Williamson, who labored for
years holding up the cross in China, that
nothing of account was accomplished,
and Dr. Ashmore of the American Bap-

tist Mission is cited as an authority agree-

ing with him. Hesays: "Now they the
Chinese are beginning to hate us." Mr.
Norman says:

Ifthe subscribers to Chinese missions could
only >cc tor tbemeelvea the minute results of
good aud the considerable results of harm
tnat their money produces tnt-y would lind
in the vast opportunities for reiormatory

work at home a more attractive flelrl for their i
charity— at any rate, in considering the fu- j
ture of China the missionary influence can- 'not be counted upon lor any good.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean says that there !
are other missionaries who agree with
Ashmore and Williamson, and adds that
the deficits in the foreign missionary
funds in recent years to to show that the
Christiana of this country are "more and
more inclined to extend their aid to J
throwing light into the dark corners of !
our own country, and extending a loving
hand to those who are in distress to make
them feel that Christianity means to-day

what it did when Christ taught the re-

ligion of love."

THE SUPREME COURT REPLIES.

In another column to-day we present |

the fullletter of Chief Justice Beatty of!

the Supreme Court of California ad-

dressed to the court below that impan-

eled the late Grand Jury in San Fran-

cisco. In this letter the Chief Justice,

\u25a0peaking for his tribunal, scores the

Grand Jury for criticism of the Supreme

Court and for intimations against the

court, that arraign its fairness and judi-

cial integrity. He shows that not only

are the charge* and intimations of the

Grand Inquest false as to the fact and un-

true as to conclusion, but that they were
made with the record before the jury i

which shows the statements of that body

to be a lie.
it is a most unusual proceeding for an

appellate oourt to reply to slanderous

accusations. It is so rare, indeed, that

this case stands almost alone in the

judicial annals of this State, if indeed it is

not the only instance of record. But of

late it has become so common for news-
papers and others and pessimists and

calamity growlers aod enemies of the

republic to assume all men to be corrupt,

and the courts to be the creatures of un-

worthy influences and the agencies of

corruption, that the protest and scathing

reply of the Chief Justice is not only de-

manded, but had it been omitted the pub-
lio would have been justified in assum-
ing the charges of the jury to be well

founded.
We invite the attention of our readers

to this letter, since it serves to expose the

hollowness of a set of charges that may

be said tobe typical of all. The letter is

a sharp, indignant and yet dignified

document, and must serve to inspire
\u25a0till higher regard for the oourt of final

retort.

WASTED WATER POWER.

The Oroville Register says that from |
6,000 to 10.000 horse-power runs to waste

in the Feather Hirer that could be easily

utilized ana ought to be. Road Com- !

inissioner Maude, who has just returned ;
from a sixty-eight-mile tramp down the !
Merced River, on which tour he took i

altitudes and estimated grades frequently

in looking over a road route, declares i
that thousands of horse-power runs to i

waste in that stream tiiat could bo utilized
right down to the lloor of the ban Joaquin
Valley and would furnish cheap motive
power for a vast area of country.

Itis true that In many other California
sections wasted power, which is wasted
wealth, wait* to be harnessed for the uses
of man, and that, too, rieht at the door of
the threat valleys. Sacramento is the first
to utilize the water power at her door;

how long willit be before other localities
will improvo upon thoira?

A lirst requisite is, of course, popula-
tion, which oreates a demand for power

uses. But it is true the natural power
advantages of tho .State may be made a

means of attracting desirable population.
It will not alone do it, but it id a great
factor in the problem of peopling tho
State, one that has been too long over-

looked. With exemplification of the
practicability of transmitting motive
power by wire, and applying it by com-
pressed air, the possibility of making
California water power a potential means
for enlarged industries and for economy

in those now prosecuted cornea very close
to probability.

The Nevada City Transcript says:

We have already intimated that the intelli-
gent class o! people In ti.<: valley who can sco
beyond tiieir own narrow sell' arc in favor of
ib;1 reMiscitution ol li>wraulie mining. Jhis
fact was elicited during a short residence In
Sacramento during the recent session of the
Legislature. Financial and commercial rea-
sons impel them toadoi>t this course.

If that means anything, it means that
the people of tho valley favor resumption

of hydraulicking because they will suller
loss if they oppose it. it is without rea-

son and is little leas than libeloua. The
people of the valley are not so purblind

that they can see only the possible dollar
before them, and lose sight of the actual
two dollars farther on. Moreover the peo-
ple ofthe valley have never made manifest
any willingness to have hydraulic min-
ing resumed without adequate and perfect

restraint. Ithas been all the time simply
a question of non-injury to rivers and
valley lands. These are permanencies

while mining is ephemeral, and no one
better understands that than the people of
the valley. Ifslickons did not comedown
upon the valley and to the destruction

ofthe rivers, there would be no hydraulic

mining question at all, though the pro-
cess of mining with monitor went on in
every canyon and against every mountain
Hank. It is because the dams that are

erected torestrain do not restrain the detri-

tus.that there is a hydraulic-king question.
Itis because the dams to this date erected
and proposed to bo constructed do not re-

stain the damaging material, and when
deserted, as they each must be in a very

few years, they will decay and let down
the stored mass of debris and detritus
upon the valley lands, that tho present
protest is made. The people of the val-
ley do see beyond their noses. They do
seethe time just ahead, too, when these

brush and cobble dams, these non-perma-

nent structures, even such as may appa-
rently now restrain the debris, will mean
nothing but impending destruction to the
valley. Resuscitation of hydraulic min-
ing under a dam system that does not
dam as originally intended by the advo-

cates of restraint, is not and never will
be acquiesced in by the people of the
valloy.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Sacramento must now prove that ithas the

moral courage equal to the deserving of Its
promised advance and prosperity. There is
really no gain la commercial advancement
unless there is equally an advance upon the
lines of reform that tend to place California
communities on the level to which our
brethren at the East are accustomed in their
towns and cities. Ifwe expect them to bring
their families and dwell with us and here in-
vest their savings, wo must accord to their
demands regarding social conditions, which,

here are much at variance with the standards

ofEastern towns and cities ot the same size
and importance. We are accustomed to
things that to us seem trivial, but which to
the Eastern visitor are absolute offenses and

nd to repel him.
The Electrical Carnival Committee is going

to call lor a goodly sum of money. But it
ought to be given with a rush. Itis the very
best kind of an investment for the town. .No
man can serve his home better than by prov-
ing his faith in itand by investing in It. The
thing the carnival is to emphasize wilt do
more to call attention to Sacramento and
bring to us p.ople, money and industry than

! any other possibly can. Let us. therefore,
\u25a0 prove to the world how liberal we can be to
ourselves.
