
A SCATHING REPLY.

The Supreme Court of California, by
Its Chief Justice,

Exposes the falsity of Charges .Mncle

Against it by the L.ate San Fran-

cisco Grand Jury.

The following letter by Chief Justice j
Beauy of the Supreme Court of Califor-
nia, addressed to the court that itnpau- |
eled the San Francisco Grand Jury, ex- ]
plains itself, It ia a caustic and well-
delivered refutation of scandalous charges ;
of corruption made by the Grand Jury:

Hun. .1. C. B. Hebbard, Judge of the
Superior Court of the City and County of
San Francisco—Sir: There havo recently
been published in several daily papers of i
San Francisco portions o{ a report said to |
have been liled in your department of I
the Superior Court by the late Grand j
Jury in which the Supreme Court of mo '
State is charged, not openly and directly, i

but by implication, with gross corrup- i
tion.

As the Grand Jury is an official body, ;
composed of men ofpresumed character j
and probity, acting under tho sanction of j
a solemn oath and with power to exam-
ine witnesses, as well as to obtain under j
other means authentic evidence of tho j
matters which they choose to investigate, \u25a0

and as their report will remain a perma- !
nent record in the archives of this county,
1 deem it not improper to notice some of
their extraordinary uiisstatemeuts con-
cerning the court of which 1 am a mem-
ber.

The portion of the report to which Ire- j
fer is as follows:

"Another branch of the election
frauds in which this body took consid-
erable interest were tho cases of hotel
stuffing, in which Stein border, a deputy
Registrar, took a prominent part. lie
was indicted, with his accomplice, Co-
hen, and their cases wore assigned to
Judgo Wallace's department. There
political pull or outside inlluence did not
seem to work; tho indictments were held
to be good and the persons charged were |
found guilty. Several attempts wore
made to obtain a confession from Stein-
borger, and two or three times, through
the efforts of his triends, he was on the
point of tolling how and at whose insti-
gation the frauds were perpetrated. But
at tho last moment, on a promise ofrelief j
to come from the Supreme Court, and j
that he might bo admitted to bail and the
cases would be allowed to drag until they
had been forgotten, ho refused to make a
confession.

"Singular to relate, about two weeks
ago certificates of probable cause were
granted both men by the Supreme Court,
stud application for bail was made to
Judge Wallace. A representative of the ''\u25a0

District Attorney's ollice appeared will-i
ing to allow Cohen, the accomplice of
Steinberger, to bo admitted to bail in
the sum of §10,000, and the application
was taken under consideration by Judge
Wallace. Tho matter was brought to the j
attention of the Grand Jury, and this j
body requested Mr, Barnes to resist tho |
application to admit to bail.

••The knowledgo of Steinberger as to
what the Supreme Court's action would
be might be only a coincidence, but it is
one which appears to be rather singular. •
Itis a fact which has come to the notice of
tnis jury that a prisoner who bau been
convicted of a crime in 1838 was released
on a v, lit of probable cause issued by tho
Supremo Court, and he is still under
bonds. His case has neither been dis-
missed nor retriod. With this case in

mind, it can be readily understood how j
tho cases of Steinberger and Cohen, once
they were admitted to bail, might be al-
lowed to run on for years."

Apparently me authors of this report
were not quite bold enough to make the
open and direct charge that the members
of the Supreme Court, for the purpose of
shielding from exposure the instigators
of the frauds alleged to have boon com-
mitted at the late election, caused an as-
surance to be conveyed to a convicted
criminal that if ho •would refrain from
making a confession they would uao their
oiiiciai authority to screen him from pun-
ishment; but euch is the charge which
they have not scrupled to intimate.
It is, of course, impossible lor any one

to know what evidence has been sub-
mitted to the secret sessions of a Grand
Jury, but Iventure to affirm my confi-
dent belief that no witness ever teslitied
to any lact which would lend tho slightest
support to the charge thus mude, and 1
have this belief not only upon the ground
that tho charge, being absolutely false,
could have lound support in perjured
testimony, but also and chiefly upon tiio
ground that the only fact alleged in the
report by way of corroboration of the
charge referred to is directly corrobo-
rative by the public and authentic records
upon which it professes to bo based.

it is said that Steiubergor—moaning
Sternborg—though he was two or three
times on the point of telling how and at
whose instigation tho frauds were perpe-
trated, "at the last moment on a promiso
of relief to come lrom tho Supremo
Court, and that he would be admitted to
bail and tue cases allowed to drag on until
they had been forgotten, refused to make
the confession.

"Singular to relate," the report con-
tinues, "about two weeks ago certificates
of probable cause were granted to both
men —meaning Stern berg and his alleged
accomplice Cohen —by the Supremo
Court, and application lor bail was made
to Judge Wallace," etc.

Further down itis added. "The knowl-
edge of Stern berger as to what the Su-
preme Court's action would be might bo
only a coincidence, but it is one which
appears to be rather singular."

It would not bo at ail a remarkable or
singular circumstance if it were true that
certificates of probable cause had issued
from this court in both cases. The right
to such a certificate in a proper case is
secured to the defendant in a criminal
action by the samo statute which regu-
lates his right ofappeal, and it ia granted,
as a matter of course, whenever the rec-
ord of a case shows any assignment of
error which to the mind of the Justice
acting on the petition is apparently frivo-
lous and devoid of merit, the only
ellect of the allowance of the certificate
being. to keep the defendant in the County ;

Jail pending the decision of his appeal;
or. in other words, to prevent him from j
going to the State Prison until it is linally
determined that he has. been lawfully
convicted. Itdoes not admit him to bail
or discharge him from custody, and ii the j
sentence is affirmed merely prolongs his
imprisonment and increases his punish-
ment.

But it happens that in the case ofStern-
berg, not only has no certificate of prob-
able cause b6on issued by the Supreme |
Court, but no application for such coriili-
cato has boon made to the court or to any
member of it, and this for the very reason
that when the application was made in |
the first instance to Judtjo Wallace ol the
Superior Court, before whom Stern berg
was triad, ho at once granted the applica-
tion himself.

In the case ofCohen, tho alleged accom- \u25a0

plice, an application for a certificate of
probable cause was mado to Justice Ga-
routto ofthe Suiireme Court, but it could
not be decided by reason of the fact that
no bill of exceptions had been settled by j
the Superior Judge, and the only order
made was for a temporary stay of pro-
ceedings, according 10 tho settled prac- I
tice of the court, to give lime for the pro- i
duction oi the record.

This temporary stay has been extended i
by twosubsequent orders, made by the
same Justice, upon a showing that the '
settlement oi the bill of exceptions was j
still pending, and that the delay was not
caused by the petitioner. There the mat-
ter rests for the present, awaiting the
action ofthe Superior Court. .

It thus appears that the singular and I
remarkable circumstances paraded and
insisted upon by the Grand Jury as proof
ofits scandalous charge against the mom-,I
bers of the Supreme Court has no exist-
ence in fact. Itfarther, appears that the*
order which, if mado by a member oftbo
Supreme Couit, would, In- the minds of"I
the Grand Jurors, have furnished eon- j
elusive proof of *a corrupt interference
with justice, was in fact .malic*, and
doubtless properly made, by tho Su- j

perior Judge in whose court, according
to the elegant language of the report,
"political pull and outside iniluence do
not seem to work."

It ia also to bj observed that these facts,
\u25a0 I ;. &-i 1 have slated them, are clearly
established, by tho public records of this
court, and of the county of .^au Fran-
cisco, wuieh wore not only open and ac»
cesaible to members of the Grand Jury,
but were, ana are, the sole aud exclu-
sively competent evidence o:' the matters
in question. That the5 r should have
ignored this potent and clear proof of the
iacts, iv order to publish the reckless, if
not malicious misstatementa contained
in their report, is a coincidence which I
think wouid be characterized as "singu-
lar."

As to the statement that a person con- j
vicied in 18S8 was released on a writ ol

probable cause issued by tho Supremo
Court, and is still under bonds, etc.,
which seems to have been thrown in as a
makeweight, I can only say that 1 have
no knowledge of any such case, but as-
suming the statement of tho Grand Jury
to be correct, as Jar as it goes, it simply
amounts to one of those half-truths which
aro equally deceptive with downright
Uiisstatetnents.

Itseonis to havo been designed to pro- j
dace tiie impression that the Supremo j
Court hat! continued, and was responsible
forthe delay, and couldand would cause a I
similar delay in iho case ofStern berg. •

But if it is true that a certificate or prob-
able cause was issued in 1868, it must also j
be true that tho upue&l was decided years i
ago, and ifthe defendant is still at large, j
it follows that tho judgment must havo
been reversed and the cause remanded I
for a new trial; and if it has noi been
brought to trial in the Superior Court tho
fault, iffault there bo, lies at the door of j
the District Attorney oftiie county where
tiio cauhe is pending—a fact which it
would seem a Grand Jury ought to know.

In conclusion 1 wish only to add that if
this court shall ever become as reckless
of the right of litigants An tho authors of
this report have bliown themselves to be

| in their eager desire to smirch the repu-
tation of the Judges, it will no longer bo
necessary for a Grand Jury to pervert or
suppress facts in order to lay a founda-
tion for their censure.

POWERFUL ENGINES.
Trial Trip or Two Immense Railroad

Locomotives.
Two more now mammoth freight en-

gines of the Southern Pacific Company,
03. L',olo and 2,011, recently brought out

from tho East, were given their trial trip
yesterday.

In the morning they started from Rock-
Lin lor Truckee with twenty-eight cars
(S.lO tons) attached to thorn, which in j
greatly in excess of tho tonnage which i
any two engines have ever haulud. Or-
dinarily two engines will haul 500 tons.

Superintendent Wright boarded the
train at Kooklin; ana was a close ob-
Bervor of the work of tho two engines.

Tho bouth»xn Pacific Company is go-
intr back to its original proposition of
railroading—that the bigger the locomo-
tive the bigger the load it can draw.
Acting in accordance with this first prin-
ciple, that was laid down in its early
railroad oxistence, it has ordered ten of
the largest locomotivos ever built in this
country and the largest that ever ran in
this State.

"Atrain of820 tons is about 20 por cent,
larger than we over send over tho
mountain divisions," said General Su-
perintendent Killmore yesterday in ban
Francisco, "and the teat is .very satis-
factory. Itwill give us greater freedom
on the mountain divisions and make op-
orating moro economical. We can save
in fuel and do more work. By being 'able to take larger trains over the I
mountains wo will have fewer trains, |
and it will bo very convenient for meet-
ing places." Hcssj

ACTION OF SACRAMENTO GROWERS.

Resolutions Passed at Orangevale
Last Night.

They Resolve to Withhold All Sup-

port From the Rival Auction

Room In New York.

[By telephone special to the Recobtj-TJhioh.]

The fruit-growers of tho Oraneevalo
Colony held a numerously attended meet-
ing last night at that place, which was

presided over by D. F. Wilson, lor the
purpose of considering the question of
marketing their fruits in tho IJast and
discussing the question of more than one
auction salesroom ivone city.

The following resolutions wore unani-
mously adopted:

Whereas, One of the chief evils of the
past, iv the Eastern market of California
fruits, has been the existence o» two or
moro auction salesrooms iv many cities;
and whereas, the iact that there are two

or more salesrooms in each city has led to
California fruit being brought into com-
petition with itself, to the serious loss of
the growers, and also led to combinations
on the part of Eastern buyers, enabling
them to bid in our iruit at their own prices,
and whereas, in order to remedy this gross
evjl a resolution was passed at the annual
meeting of tho fruit-growers, hold in
Sacramento in November last, under tiio
auspices of tho State Horticultural So-
ciety, calling on all growers and shippers
to form a fruit-Growers' and Shippers'
Association, for tho purposo of establish-
ing a Bureau of Inioriuation to prevent
trusts, and for the further purpose of es-
tablishing consolidated auction-rooms in
each Eastern city, such fruit auction-
rooms to be free and open to all buyers;
aim whereas, such Fruit-Growers' and
Shippers' Association Has beeu formed,
and is earnestly striving to carry out the
wishes of the growers; and whereas, we
loam that a rival auction salesroom has
been established in Now York City
against tho earnest protest of tiio Califor-
nia growers, thereby defeating the best
good of the growers and threatening to
perpetuate the grave evils of the past; bo
it therefore

Resolved, That we, the fruit-growers of
Orangevale Colony in convention assem-
bled, do hereby denounce the action of
the snippers and receivers who "have
started and are supporting tins rival
auction-room in tho city of New York;
and

Resolved, That we hereby pledge our-
selves to withhold all support from any

; shippers or receivers of California fruits
unless they agree to sell such fruits—if
sold at auction—in the union salesrooms
approved by the Fruit-Growers' and i
Shippers' Association; and be it further

Resolved, That we call upon fruit-
growers elsewhere to stand by the pledge
taken at tho November convention and
to refuse to support, either directly or in-
directly, any auction-rooms iv any city
othor than tho union auction-rooms ap-
proved by the said Fruit-Growers' and
Shippers' Association.
