Lana ou ail points, and the application
fur Mr. Dana's removal to Washington
uuder an indictment of tho Grand Jury
of the District of Columbia ou M*aroh Ttli
last is deni|d, and the detendant dis-
charged.

On March Sth Mr. Dana was held by
Commissioner Shields in this city upon
the indictment mentioned. William M. ,
Lsffan, manager of the Hun. was included
in the indictment, but was at the time j
absent from tho country. Application j
was mado for the removal of Mr. Dana to j
Washington to be tried, the allegation ;
being that Noyes had been libeled in
Washington.

Tho indictment contained threo counts.
In tbo lirst tiiat tbe Sun Printing and Pub-
lishing Association was a Xew York cor-
poration, engaged in tho publishing of
the <n..i; that Mr. Dana was the respon-
sible editor oi the paper; that Mr. Lallan
was the manager thereol; that in their
respective duties tlio one had composed
and procured lor publication oditorial
articles in the paper, and the other had
publish* . and sold tbe issues < i tho paper
in vario'i places, among i tn the city of
Wasbiuglon, containing 11 slfl olousmat-
ter complained of, entitled ' i. j Work of
Rascals."

The other two counts a; . of tho same
purport substantially, except that thoy j
make uo reference to tho publication of
tho paper in Now York, nor to any acts
of the defendants in Now York, but aver
that tne deiendauts did, "at the District of
Columbia, write and publish, and cause :
to procure to ue written," otc.

The question of Mr. Dana's removal to i
Washington was elaborately argued bo- j
lore the District Court, with the result of j

the douial of the application. In his dc- |
cision, whicii is very long, Judge Brown
says: "iho indictment charges that the
Blleged libel was published both in New

THE CRISIS IN ENGLAND.

Belief That Lord Salisbury De-
clined to Form a Ministry.

THE DISSOLUTION OF PARLIAMENT
RECOMMENDED.

Fifty Persons Killed or Wounded by

the Explosion of a Carload of Dyna-

mite ln Argentine—Over a Huudred

Houses Destroyed and Many Lives

Lost lv a Fire In Itnssla.

London, June 24.—The Central News

Agency issues a bulletin stating that it is
didicult to obtain oilicial information as
to what took place between the Queen
and Lord Salisbury at Windsor this
aftornoon, but thore is reason to believe
that Lord Salisbury declined to form a
Ministry, and recommended the immedi-
ate dissolution of Parliament.

The representative of the United Press
in London learns that Lord Salisbury
wiil accept the Premiership only on con-
dition that the Liberal League agrees not
to oppose his Government's granting the
necessary estimates before tho dissolution
ot Parliament, and also that no member
of tho Cabinet which he forms shall bo
opposed for re-election upon taking
ollico.

Lord Rosebery, upon consultation
with his colleagues, found that several of
them wero unwilling to make those con-
cessions, but negotiations aro in progress
wbich it is believed will tend to au agree-
ment on the part of the Liberals.

IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONa
London, June 24. —Tho Houso of Com-

mons was crowded with members and j
visitors at tho opening of to-day's sitting. JUpon the appearance**?! lion. li. Camp-
b< 11-Bannermann, Secretary of Mate for

; sired to tender to the gentlemen witn| whom he had had tho honor of acting his
grateful thanks for thoir constant and
unfailing support. Uo also desired to

THE WAR IN CUBA.

The Rebel Leader Borrero Killed In
Battle at Alta Garcia.

BLACK LADYBIRDS.

Sure Death to tbe itlack Scale Pe«t lv
Sonthern Orchards.

San IKan cisco, Juue 24.—Alexander

Craw, the Quarantine officer ofthe State
Board of Horticulture, has just returned
Irom the southern part of the State, where
lie nas been lor the past five weeks dis-
tributing black ladybirds. They were
imported from Australia two years ago
by Elwood Cooper, whoso orchard was
nearly ruined by the black scale. The
two dozen ladybirds Increased at a mar-
velous rate and soon cleared Mr. Cooper's
trees of tho post. A colony of them was
sent to E. W. Harold, whose orchards are

I near Saticoy, Ventura County. It was
' irom Mr. Harold's that Mr. Craw has just
; distributed nearly Sou colonies of insects,

i averaging fifty lo a colony, to as many
! orchardists iv the State.

Tho reports received show that the
jladybirds arrived in good couditiou, and
!at ouce attacked the biack scale posts.

Each colony was instructed as to the care
! of the birds.

.Mr. Craw stated that tho pest had ob-
j tamed a good hold in the orange orchards
: of Los Angeles, San Bernardino, Orange

A CHINAMAN MURDERED.

Fatal Results of a Quurrel Over tbo
Possession ol a hog.

San Francisco, June 24.—Geo Foo, a

cigarmaker. was murdered in Chinatown
shortly after 2 o'clock this morning. Ah
Hum, who had quarreled with Cog over
the possession of a dog, did tho shooting.
"'no tragedy occurred on Baker alley.
Policeman Collins was in Ross alley at
the time, and Policeman Riordan on
Washington street. Both heard tho crack
of the pistol and hurried to the scene.
They found < ice Foo lying in a doorway,
writhing in agony, 110 had beon shot in
the abdomen, iho officers chased arouud
to find who did the shooting, and soou
rooted out a disreputable-looking coolie
who was crouching in a room in a lodg-
ing-house at the corner of the alloys
named, lie was hustled out to where the
dying Chinaman lay, and was promptly
identified as the murderer.

Another Chinaman who loomed up
about this time in company with several
hundred others, and seemed to take an
abnormal interest in tho affair, was taken
into custody on suspicion, as the injured
man toid Policeman Riordan that two
men had set upou him at the same time,
but that Hum did the shooting.

A thorough search was mado for tho
weapon that was used, but it could not bo
found.

When the patrol wagon camo up Ceo
Foo was taken to tho Hospital, but he
died beiore reaching there. Ah Hum and
his associate were jailed, but were not
charged, pending the discovery of more
evidence against them.
