
A MOUNTAIN CONFESSION.

The Mountain Democrat, Pl&cerville,
indulges itself in a lons lecture, directed
to the conviction of the people of the val-
ley that they have not been injured to
tuy appreciable extent by hydraulic
mining:. Itis a case, says the Democrat,
of damnum absquc injuria—that Is, in-
jurywithout damage.

The argument of our contemporary is
that there Mere floods in the valley be-
fore hydraulic mining had done injury

to the valley streams; that twenty years
ago engineers reported that the moving

debris, "the combined result of farming

and mining," had clogged the Sacra-
mento River, and that the resulting dam-
age was confined to towns and tule lands
close to the river below high-water mark,

and that auch damage as was done was

not justification for confiscation of mill-
ions ofdollars' worth of valuable mining

property.
The conclusion of the Democrat is that,

beint; forewarned, the valley is in the
swim "without the fault of the hill
tribes"; that, as the people along the
rivers must have foreseen the Inevitable
results of disturbing the soil by natural

erosion, farming and mining, to the navi-
gation of the rivers, they should have
taken precautionary measures and have
got up out ofthe mud; that the injury is
far leas than alleged; that, indeed, the
sediment carried in the Sacramento is
less than in several great navigable

streams subject only to the effects of

farming and erosion; that, "so far as the
cow counties are concerned, they have no

kick," and "should be) enjoined from
bellowing and pawing the ground."

This attempted witty reply to the com-
plaint of the valley exposes its own
weakness. Itis hollow and untrue. But
Ifit were conceded that the river towns,
cities and lowland people had warning, it

outs no figure in the case. The questions

are: Have the lowland dwellers and river
towns the right to be where they are?
Were they, the towns, lawfully located
where they are? Have the lowland peo-

ple the right to occupy the lands to which
they have title? Is the Government ofthe

country bound to protect them in those
righto?

To these questions there oan be bat one
reply, and that in the atlirmative. It
makes no sort of difference, even if It is
true, that there is some wash into the
rivers from farming lauds lying upon the
flanks of the hills. For, as we have re-
peatedly shown, the injury that A does to

B cannot justify or palliate C in his act of

injury to B.
Suppose it to be true, as the Democrat

alleges, that Dr. Logan twenty years ago

found the sediment inour river to be in
proportion to water as 1 is to 1,000, what
possible defense does that constitute for
the hydraulic miner washing thousands
of acres of hill sediment, debris and de-
tritus into the streams now? The com-
monest observation discloses the enor-
mous quantity of mountainland|that has
been by the artificial process of mining
moved into the rivers and their tribu-
taries. It shows to the most superficial

examiner that the beds ofmany tributary

streams have been raised wilhin a com-

paratively short period from twenty to

seventy feet, and that the fillingis wholly

from hydraulic mines, the matter being

traceable directly to these injury-doing
agencies.

The argument of the Democrat defeats
itself. Itamounts to a confession that the
hydraulic miners will not thank the

paper for making. It is, in fact, a de-

fiance, and summed up is this: "Intime

you fellows in the valleys would have

been buried in mud anyhow, and you

should not, therefore, complain if we do

the job a century or two in advance of

the processes of nature." Are the hy-

draulic miners ready to ocoupy that posi-

tion in this controversy?

Whether justly or not, the oomp lain

is made by strangers that Sacramento

does not extend the helping hand and

give encouragement to new element* and
progressive spirits that come into our
midst. Whatever element of truth or
falsity is in the charge, it remains that it

is made, that capital seeking investment,

art, and skill, and modern trained men
making effort to locate with us, re-

eair• tithtr the oold shoulder or are mad*

to feel that they are not welcome. That
sentiment must be removed. The open
charge that provincialism and narrow-
mindedness prevail with us must be dis-
sipated. Any and all effort to "cinch"
offering capital, to speculate upon ten-

dered enterprise, to discourage the incom-
ing of men of advanced ideas and ac-

knowledged skill, must be frowned
down, and such manifestation of public
spirit and broad-mindedness be made as
willconvince the world that Sacramento
does not stand in its own light. The Silu-
rian element must be put into the back-
ground, and those who looli>constantly
over their shoulders be pushed aside.
This is a critical period for Sacramento.
With the return of prosperity to the
country, the search of capital for invest-
ment and the push of spirited and
enereetio men of the East to come into
California and make their homes with us
muse be encouraged and stimulated. The
cities and towns that are to remain per-
manent centers of prosperity and in-
dustrial and commercial activity in Cali-
fornia will be those that improve the
opportunities to become such now and in
the near future. Specific instances have
been given us of alleged loss to this city

of desirable elements and of capital
because of local greed and local coldness.
We do not believe that there are many

such, but so many as a half-dozen do the

city incalculable harm. With the forma-

tion of the Chamber of Commerce we
will have a means of controlling these

matters wholly. We need such a repre-

sentative body now—it has long been
needed—that can stand forward to wel-

come all ottering enterprise, and to pass

upon any and all propositions toforward
community interest.

Spain' proposes to throw an army of

175,000 men into Cuba and to draw a cor-
don about the devoted island of ships of

war that for the entire circuit willbe
within sight ofeach other. Ifthis is done

no possible hope can remain to the in-

surgents. When it comes to 9 test of

numbers Spain can overcome the Cubans.

The latter have few supplies, no arms or

projectile factories, and but small means
of subsistence. If Spain carries out her

new plan Cuba will be so prostrated that

she willnot reoover her normal tone in

tbs next five years, and our trade with
the island willbe so sadly injured that
our export and import trade with Cuba

will be seriously crippled.

It certainly begins to look likewar
between Russia and Japan. The former

is massing men and ships on the shores
ofthe Japan Sea. The latter is actively

engaged in reorganizing her armies and

strengthening her navies. War between
these powers should not be desired by

Americans. It would temporarily ben-
efit our exports, but only temporarily.
We would lose far more than we would

gain if a long conflict should be main-
tained.

Wk are unwilling to believe the story

that General Campos is fighting the Cu-
bans by the inhuman method of poison-

ing food. Spain is a civilized nation, and
in the wars it promotes follows the civil-
ized methods. Should it attempt to adopt
barbarous means the nations ofthe world

would interfere.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The citizens of Los Angeles who were born

Frencli have refused to take part in the
Fourth of July celebration because they are
not permitted to carry the flag of France in
the procession. Very well, let them stay out
ot the line then. The old Hag is enough for
the day and the sentiment thereof. Ifthese
men who are so hot about the tri-color took
the oath of allegiance in good faith they

should celebrate as American citizens not as
Frenchmen. We have no faith in the Ameri-
canism that parts its fervor with a foreign

ilag.

The old-time system of a weekly free mar-
ket or produce exchange and bazar has found
looting in Oakland. There is a free market
on two days in the week at which products of
aU kinds are bought, sold and exchanged
without license or tax. A street or square is

set aside for the purpose, and hundreds of
producers assemble on market day and sell
to tiie people and dealers, or exchange prod-

ucts with each other. It is not a novelty, as
such free markets have been maintained in
inuuy parts of the world for a^es. But it is
new in California, and we are told that in
Oakland the scheme is a pronounced success.
It. mightbe here just as well. Suppose Front
street, between any two streets where there
are no busine>s houses, or L street, from
front to Fourth, were to be dedicated to such
purposes; with such a producing country as
we have about us what v scene market days
would be in Sacramento.

There are two ways to do, and but one Is
lhe right way in promoting the development
ol » community. Determine what should be
dove and theu do it. l'ostponement, putting
nil", waiting, fixinga far future date tor net ion
t !iat is conceded to be beneficial, and that
may as well be taken to-day as to-morrow,
have lost opportunities for towns that they
nave regretted ever alterward. "There is a
tide in the atlairs," etc.—it applies as well to
communities as to individuals.

Vhestiuidnnl was originallyestablished April
23, 1870, but ouly survived a period of lour
years. A. S. Smith, editor and publisher at
that time, occupies the same position with
reference to the new paper, fie is 74 years or
age and ia said to be the oldest journalist in
point of service on tiie coaat. His career com-
menced as a lad of 11 on the Syracuse Herald,
New York. He came to California in 1552
and was a writer.

Our evening contemporary, the Bee, has
entered upon its seventy-eighth volume. It
lias no superior among the evening papers of
the coast, is fall of life, vigor and enterprise,

and does its full share in the building up of
Sacramento and the Sacramento Valley.

It is one of the best
arid neatest of the interior weeklies, and is al-
ways filled with interesting news of its local-
ity.
