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FORGING CHAINS ABOUT KOBOLEV.

The Russian Convict and the Weber
Murders.

Strong Evidence Against Him at the
Preliminary Examination Now
in Progress.

Long before the hour set for the exam-
ination of Ivan Kobolev for the murder
of Mr. and Mrs. F. H. L. Weber a llx:ge
crowd thronged the courtroom of Justice
of the Peace Henry yesterdsy moruing.
Considerable time was spent in an effort
to find a place large enough to accommo-
date the witnesses and spectators. Itwas
fmpossibie to obtain one of the Superior
Court rooms, and finally the examina-
tion was begun in Justice Henry’s court-
room.

The defendant was without counsel, and
appeared to be entirely at sea as to what
was going on. A young Iman was sworn
as interpreter, and the examination be-
gan after Justice Henry announced that
unless perfect order and quiet was main-
tained he would clear the courtroom.

Captain Lees of the San Francisco Po-
lide Department sat beside District Attor-
ney Ryan and assisted him through-
oul the examination.

Luther T. Weber, son of the murdered
couple, was the first witneas for the pros-
ecution. Hoe testified to having found the
remains of his murdered 1ather and
mother in the rear of the upper portion of
the building. The manner in which they
were lying, and what the witness did
after baving made the awful discovery,
has been published heretofore in detail in
the ReEcorp-U~x1oN. He identified the
clothes found in a barrel in the rear of the
building, but they did not belong to his
father.

The clothes and an ax and “jimmy,”’
the latter two instruments being covered
with blood, were offered in evidence.
The ax was one of the weapons used in
killing Mr. and Mrs, Weber. The wit-
ness aigo identied a hatchet which was
found in the yard back of the store. It
was marked “S. P, Co.,” and did not be-
long on the premises. The butcher-
knife, covered with blood, and with
which the murderer or murderers
stabbed the Webers, was identified as be-
longing to the household. A pair of
trousers belonging to Mr. Weber were
taken by the murderers, and the witness
ideutified them., He had seen them in
Captain Lees’ office in San Francisco.
The suspenders found on the defendant
were identitied by the witness as a pair
similar to those which his father had
worn, and which were embroidered by
witness’ sister.

Kobolev was then asked through an
interpreter if he wished to ask Weber
any questions. He replied that he did
not.

W. T. Hamilton testified to having
found a lot of clothes in a barrel in the
rear of the store, The clothes did not be-
long to Mr. Weber, and it is presumed
they were discarded by the murderer
after he had completed his bloody work.
A pair of trousers found in the barrel
were spotted with blood. All the clothes
found were exhibited to the witness and
he fally identitied them.

Kovolev had no questions to ask Ham-
ilton.

THE SAN JOSE AFFAIR,

George k. Pickering, a police officer of
San Jose, was the next witness. He
knew Martin Stcherbakov, who was
killed in San Jose while aitempting to
rob a merchant there named William
Dowdigan, He saw Stcherbakov and
one of the other Russians detained as a
witness in San Jose on the 27ih of last
March and they had a lot of tools, con-
sisting of chisels, hammers and other
articles, which they disposed of in a
pawnshop. On Stcherbakov’s body was
tfound a note on which was written the
address of a place on Folsom street in
San Francisco,

R. A. Anderson, another San Jose po-
lice officer, testified that Stcherbakov was
buried in the same coat and vest he had
on when killed. When the remains were
exhumed they were attired in tie same
garments. Witness identified them in
court as being the same ones in which
Stcherbakov was buried,

The coat and vest have been matched
with a pair of trousers which belonged
to Mr. Weber, and were found to be of
the same quality and make.

A recess was then taken until 1:30 p.
M., when the examination was resumned
in the couriroom of Department One of
the Superior Court.

KOBOLEV’S FIRST ARREST IN SAN FRAN-
CISCO.

Thomas H. Bowlen testified that in De-
cember, 1804, and January, 1895, he was
keeper of the City Prison in the old City
Hall in San Francisco. He exhibited a
record of arresis from 8 o’clock on the
night of Jannary lst and to the same
hour oun the night of the 2d. On the
record was entered the arrest of John
Dubroff, a native of Russia; occupation,
shoemnaker; cause of arrest, being drunk.
The arrest was made by Officer John Me-
Gee at 12:20 o’clock on the afternoon of
January lst. George Petelon, an Ameri-
can, was arrested by the same officer ten
minutes before the arrest of Dubrofl.

Officer John McGee of San Francisco,
who arrested Dubroff, testified that he
was in the police station shortly before
12 o’clock, January 1st, when a man
came to the station and reported that a
man was being robbed in a saloon on
Sacramento street. Witness went to the
saloon and there found the defendant and
three or four other persons. Witness
was told that Kobolev had some money
on him and was being robbed. Witness
took them all to the station. One of the
men arrested was searched and two $5
goid pieces were found in his shoe. An-
other had some money also. Kobolev
accused the man who had the gold pieces
with bhaving robbed him. He was George
Petelon, who was arrested by Oflicer
McGee. The case was dismissed in court,
Kobolev say.ng that Petelon was a friend
of his, and that he did not rob him,

NRY. WEBER’S WATCH.

Police Officer J. M. Brodt of San Fran-
cisco testified that he found Mrs. Weber’s
watch in a closet in the City Prison. The
watch was covered with chloride of lime
and sawdust.

Oflicer O, H. Knight testitied to having
been informed by Otficer Brodt of the lat-
ter's discovery of the watch. Witness had
read cf the murder in a newspaper and
rememsbered having seen the initials
which were engraved on the watch in'the
paper.

KOBOLEV HAD MONEY,

Leonard Helland, a soldier in the
United States army, testified that on Jan-
uary 1st he was in the Old Plaza Saloon
on Kearny street. Kobolev and Petelon
came in together, Kobolev invited every-
body to drink and threw some money on
the counter, Petelon vicked up some of

the money and told Kobolev he would
keep it for him. Kobolev wanted witness
to take $5 or $6.

They then went into another saloon,
where they were all In the sa«
loon before they were arrested Kobolev
insisted on Petelon reading an article in
a San Francisco newspaper. Witness did
not know what the article was.

CLINCHING TESTIMONY.

Albert Davis, a shoemaker, for whom
Kobolev had worked, testified that the
defendant was in his employ since last
February, Defendant was absent about
8 week in March. Kobolev quit in the
latter part of November, 1894, lie went
away with the man who was killed in
San Jose. Defendant went away with-
out saying anything about it to witness.

The witnees then identified’ the trou-
sers found in the barrel in the rear of
Weber’s store as similar to those Kobo-
lev wore when he left San Francisco.
When the defendant meturned he told the
witness that he had been in Sacramento,
Stockton and San Jose picking cherries.
In the latter partof January defendant
roomed with a friend, a carpenter.
KOBOLEV PICKED FRUIT IN DECEMBER.

Andrew Glover, official interpreter of
the courts of San Francisco, testified that
after Kobolev’s arrest he was taken to
Captain Lees’ office, where he was asked
where he was in the latter part of Decem-
ber. Kobolev replied that he had been
picking grapes. He said he was in the
country around Sacramento, but denied
having been in this city.

PETELON’S STORY.

George Petelon, who was arrested with
Kobolev in January, testified that the
defendant came to his house with two or
three other Hussians on New Year’s Eve.
Witness was asleep in bed, and after he
dressed himself he went out with Kobo-
lev. The defendant was wearing a gold
chain with broad links. Witness at-
tempted to take hold of it to see if there
was anything on the end of it. Kobolev
put his hand on it as if to prevent wit-
ness from handling it. The chain had a
sort of a gold coin on one end.

Kobolev went out and returned in
aboul fifteen minutes. When he returned
Lhe chain was not to be seen. After they
left witness’ house they went toa saloon,
where defendant asked him to read the
news from Sacramento. Witness asked
what kind of news he wanted read to
him, Kobolev replied that he wanted to
hear the news from this city. Witness
identified the trousers worn by Kobolev
at the time he wus arrested as-being the
same the latter wore on New Year’s Day.

These trousers were taken from
Weber’s house after he was murdered.
They are of the same style and texture
a8 Mr. Weber’s coat and vest,

Witness also identified a chain shown
him as being ths same worn by Kobolcv
when he called at witness’ house. When
Kobolev was accused of having told a
friend of his that he kilied VWeber he
denied having done so.

The defendant was asked if he Lad any
questic.is to ask of the witness, He re-
plied he wore no chain when he called at
witness’ house, and denied having worn
the trousers which were identified as be-
ing the ones iie wore when arrested.

Helland and Officer Mctiee were re-
called. Thoy said that when Kobolev
was arrested he wore dark clothes, the
color of the garmenis ofiered in evidence.

THE RUSSIANS IN LOOMIS.

Arnold Levin, an acquaintance of all
the Russians implicated in the murder,
testified that he met Stcherbakov and
Kovolev in a saloon on Third street, in
San Francisco. They said they were
Russian refugees. Levin, Stcherbakov
and Kovolev came to this eity about two
years ago, and aiter remaining for a few
days went to Loomis, Placer County.
There Stcherbakov said he knew how to
obiain some money, and referred to a
certain small house there where he would
get it. He said be was going to steal it,

Witness said he did not approve of
Stcherbakov geiting the money in that
manner, and left Loomis and went to
I'olsom. When at Loomis, Stcherbakov,
who was Kkilled in San Jose, wore the
coat which has been identified as the one
fouud in the barrel back of Weber’s store.
The dead man wore a suit which is of the
saiie material and color as the coat.

When witness returned to this ecity
from I‘oisom he met the defendant, who
asked him to go and see Stcherbakov,who
was in freight car. Previous to that wit-
ness and the dead Russian exchanged
garments at the latter’s request, but when
they met in this city wiiness requested
Stcherbakov to return him his coat,
which he did.

KOBOLEV’S PAL,

On the 4th or 5th of last January a man
came to where witness was working in a
carpenter-shop ia San I‘rancisco and in-
quired for Joe Nitikin (who is also ac-
cnused of being implicated in the murder,
put who has left the country). The vis-
itor was the man who was killed in San
Jose, The latter and the defendant were
rooming togesher,

Afterward, in a saloon, witness saw a.

gold chain on Stcherbakov, and he asked
Kobolev if he had obtained any money in
Loomis. Kobolev replied that Stcherba-
kov had choked a woman there for the
purpose of robbing her.

A FALLING OUT.

Subsequently Stcherbakov learned that
Kobolev had been telling witness what
the former had been doing, and a row eu-
sued between Stcherbakov and Kobolev.

The latter told witness that Steherba-
kov had evinced a desire to kill the wit-
ness (Levin) because he knew too much.
When the witness aud detendant met
again the latter appeared to be very fret-
ful and nervous. Witness asked bLim’
what was the matter, and Kobolev asked
witness if he had not read in the papers
the account of the murder of Mr. and
Mrs, Weber.

KOBOLEV HEARS THE NEWS,

On the night of January 6th witness
and defendant went to Stcherbakov’s
apartments, on Sutter street. That was
where the laiter and Kobolev had the
quarrel over what Kobolev had told con-
cerning their actions in Loomis. The
next day defendant asked the witness (o
read the morning papers for him. He
did so, and one of the articles he read was
about the Weber murder.

KOBOLEV GETS NERVOUS.

About three weeks ago defendant acted
as though he was suspicious of witness.
He asked the latter if he belonged to a
detective bureau, and witness replied
that be did not. Defendant said witness
wmight learn something about the Weber
murder, but he would not say much.

Kobolev .said he did not think the
Webers were hacked to death, but that
they were shot. Witness thought that
Kobolev knew something about the mur-
der, as he appeared be frightened a¢
what he had heard was in the papers.

LEVIN’S SUSPICION AROUSED,

T.evin further testified that about Janu-
ary 1ltth be spoke to Photographer
Stevens about the matier, and the latter
said he would give his head to find the
guilty pariies. Witness aiterward went
to West Berkeley with defendant and
Nitikin, but was afraid they would meet
Stcherbakov there.

He then went to San Franciseo, where
he told Stevens that he thought the de-
fendant and the dead man were guing
around the country robbing and murder-
ing people. Kobolev had .a pair of eye-
gl which he wanted witness to seil
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for him.

At this juncture an adjournment was
taken until 10 o'clock this morning,
when Levin will proceed with his testi-
wmony.

Wants the Saloon Sold.

Julia Kehoe, mother of the late David
Davis, has filed her consent to the grant-
ing ot the petition of James Davis to seil
the saioon business of the deceased. The

petitioner represents that the property is
maintained at a loss to the estate; that

| liceuses are aboust to become due, and in

order to maintain the business it would
be necessary to replenish the stock. In
order to avoid expenses the saloon has
been closed,
