On the site of the present small
retreat for siok persons, called the ‘““Ridge
Home,” on Twenty-second street, be-
tween Q and R, the Sisters of Mercy are
making arrangements to erect & hand-
some new building, which is to form the
nucleus of a grand hospital to be com-
pleted later on.

The new hospital is being planned by
gentlemen of the medical profession, and
in accordance with the most modern
sanitary principles. One of the objects
in view is to have the patients classified
with regard to the nature of their dis-
eases, and in order to secure this segrega-
tion it is proposed to erect moderate-
sized buildings, connected with one an-
other by inclosed galieries. ‘These gal-
leries will be used as conservatories for
choice plants, and will also serve as
promenadas for invalids who are able to
walk or ve moved about.

The new hospital will be known by
the title of ‘‘Mater Misgricordie.” It
will be attended by the most skilltul and
prominent of the medical faculty of our
city. There will be a full staff of sur-
goons, physiciaus and specialists, a resi-
dent physician to carry out in detail all
the directions of the visiting doctors, and
to aittend to the ordinary wants of the
sick, as well as to provide for all cases of
accident or emergency.

‘I'he resident physician will also receive
the patients coming to the hospital, and
make the necessary arrangements re-
garding payments, assignment to wards,
ele.

I'here will be an efficient corps of
nurses for day and night duty, aud in
this respect the Sisters of Mercy have no
equals anywhere. They are kind, patient,
unremitting in their attention to the
wants and needs of the suffering under
their care, and their hospitals are known
the world over as the best. Nobody ever
hears complaints about the treatment re-
ceived by patients under the care of these
self-sacrificing women, as their mnission
is to do only good in the world, to relieve
distress where it is possible and to co1n-
fort the sick and afilicted.

When this hospital shall be completed
a desirable home will be found for that
class of patients who for various reasons
do not wish to go to public hospitals.
