njM-reciation oftlio duties and responsi-
bilities we have inherited as their suc-
cessors and legatee*. It was their lot to
endure the rigors and hardships of n dis-
oouraging war in ord^r that the Govern-
ment might by power be established.
"We cannot without wicked recreancy
disregard tne lessons taught by their sui-
lerings, nor can we without dis-
grace neglect the duty of preserving
and maintaining in their intergity and j
strength the Iree institutions born oi'
their heroism. Their work was done
through privation and in the midst ot

doubt and glootn. Our duty can well be
perlorme-i ii"we are simply honest, intel-
ligent and patriotic. They found their
danger on tho battle:ielda and in the un-
certain issues of an arinod contest. Our
danger is found in the recklessness of
Heiliaimess and in insiduous appeals to
popular prejudice aud thoughtlessness.
Nothing bui tuo .-.ame patriotic steadfast-
ness and adherence to the principles
which led to their success willnow shield
our Government from disaster and pre-
serve our national glory ami prosperity.
Iearnestly hope that the celebration con-
templated by your organization will
Htimulate thono who are within its influ-
ence to valiant deeds when impending
danger arouses them.

The following letter from Secretary of
the 2s'avy Herbert was also read:

1 beg to thank you for
the invitation to address the Tammany
fc-ocietv at its coming celebration of the
HJth "anniversary of American in-

dependence, and to express at tne same
tana my regrets that i cannot accept.

The Democratic party has been sorely
tried durnig the pant two years. Itcame
into power at the beginning o: a financial
crisis, which was the logical outcomeuf
thfi Republican administration. For a
tune there was a disposition to hold us
responsible lor existing conditions, not-

withstanding the fact tnat for thirty-two
years the Democracy has never boon lor

a singio hour able to legislate at Wash-
ington.

"Itis peculiarly unfortunate that when
we did get into power we were not
united, but, in spito of fractional differ-
ences among ourselves, we have upheld
thehouorot the country at home and
abroad. We have, by the repeal of the
Sherman law, and by stopping the out-
liow ofgold, maintained the credit o! tho
Government, which we found in great
peril, and we have reformed the tariil
laws.

"Prosperity is returning, and the voters
are begiuniug to think that sober second
thought which so invariably leads the
American people to correct conclusions.
Ifwe would put the Democracy inpower
again at the coining election we have only
to forget our factional quarrels, come to-
gether for sound money, as our forefath-
ers did in the daj"» of Jaeksou, stand to-
gether against the robberies of nigh tarnl,
as we ourselves did in 185J2, and continue
to adhere to those vital principles that
have made the Democracy a living lorce,
whether in or out oi power, siuce the
days ol Jeilerson.

"With the sincere hopejlhat your groat
organization, which has rendered so
many memorable services to the Demo-
cratic party in tho past, and ail other
Democratic bodies in ihe Empire State of
tho Uuiou, seeing aud appreciating the
necessities of tho huur, and recognizing
the opportunities beloro ua, will in the
ii6ar future set an example of confra-
ternity that will iußpire and give courage
and couiidence to brother Democrats
throughout the land.

ENDED WITH A MURDER.

Extraordinary Scenes Witnessed
at East Boston

DURING- A PARADE IN CELEBRA-

TION OP THii FOURTR

A Riot Occurs Which Was Not Quelled

Until Ono Man Was Killod aud Five

Other Persons Injured—The Trouble

Started by an Inebriated Woninu

Shouting Inanlts at tho Occupants

of a Carriage iv the Afternoon

Parade.

Boston, July 4.—The most extraordi-
nary scenes were enacted in East Bo3ton
to-day. It began with the exchange of
insults between the paraders and the
thousands of sightseers who lined the
sidewalks, and it ended with a murder
and tho injury of two other persons, after
the paradors had gono over the route and
disbandod portions of it wero ou their
way home.

All the trouble was in conuoclion with ;
tho afternoon parade, which had come to

be called "the little rod schuoihouse
parade." This parade was booked to j
start at 1:30 o'clock, and the head of the I
column started from Whito street pretty
nearly at thai time. It presented a novel
apponrauce. it was completely encircled
by policemen, who lianked tho column I
for a hundred yards. There were fully j
30U policemen, undor tho command of
Captain Pierce and Captain Irish.

'Ihere wore about 1,500 men in the pa- j
ratio. It was headed by tho "little rod
school house," which has beou tiie sub-
ject of much talk aud comment, it was
a fac simile-of the regular New England
schoolhouse, seen ivall of its .States. At
the very end of tho procession came a )
barouche drawn by four gray horses,
which was without police protection, in I
the carriage wero to. o. C. Emerson, 11. j
itoberlH, Mrs. Emmerson and Mrs. J. i .
Campbell. The carriage was profusely
decorated with American liags, and Mrs.
Campbell wore an orange dress.

When the rear of the procession was j
on Saratoga street, between Brooks and j
Putnam, tho crowd closed in. A drunkeu 'women, decked in tawdry finery, ;
marched up to the roar of tho carriage, j
shouting loud insults. Tho ladies shrank I
in fright, uoo of the men pushed tho ;
drunkon woman back. Somo men iv tho i
crowd foil upon tho man with loud shouts. 1
A brick sailed through the air, lalling in >
tho carriage. The occupants shouted for j
help. Albert E. Andrews of Everett, a
private in the Roxbury Ilorso Guards,
was standing near by. lie was in full
uniform, his saber at his side. Andrews j
had been in tbe escort of the Mayor all
the morning. The bright yellow plume
of his hoi met attracted the attention of
tun struggling ladies in the carriage.

'•Help us, soldier." ono ofthem cried.
Andrews rushed into tho thick of the I

fight, drawitig his saber as ho ran. He
waved ilio heavy blaae above his head. \u25a0

The crowd fell black | a second,' then I
rushed upon tho orange plumo with a j
tremendous roar. Four m&n stood by
Androws, one of them brandishing two
aelf-cociiing revolvers.

in seven minutes the street was the
scene of a terrible battle. Gradually An-
drews was driven up Saratoga street.
Twice he lell. Twice the man with tho
rovolvers fired. Lt is very probable the
revolvers were charged only with blank
cartridges. Andrews, retreated, slashing j
and feinting with his saber, but cutting I
only once, when a young man named j
Sowart of Brooks street nad his nose j
slashed oil".

Hardly had the crowd started tue fight \
when a messenger was seat for tiie po- |
lice. At this time there was not a police-
man within a quarter ofa miio. Captain i
Irish detailed three mounted policemen j
to the rescue. They camo dowu Boston j
slroet on tiie gallop.

At this time Andrews and his support- i
ers wero nearly done for. Ollicer Bates i
andtheothurs did great nghtiug. Bates i
was struck by a brick immediately on
arriving at tho scene. Anumber of his I
teeth wero knocked out and his uniform
was spattored with blood. With groat
dilliculty Andrews was protected till he
reached 449 Saratoga street, whore ho
dashed under Bates' horse, aud escaped
ovor a fenco into hia father's house.

The mounted officers hold the crowd at
bay ton minutes more, then a platoon of j
fourteen ofiicers rlashed to tho rescue, !
cluobine right and loft. Many heads j
wero broken befoer the crowd wont scur-
rying down Saratoga street. Michaol j

PRISON BREAK ATNEWYORK.

Three Burglars Escape From the
Ludlow-Street Jail.

OVERPOWER THE KEEPER AND

SECURE THE KEYS.

A Well-to-Do Citizen of Polo, Mo.,

Cuts tho Throats of Ills Wife and

Baby and Tlien Commits Suicide —
Evidence That tho Man and "VVIfo

Premeditated the Act, Aureelnc to

Die Together.

New York, July 4.—Three desperate
Postoffice burglars, Joseph Killoian,
Charles Allen and Harry Russell, pris-
oners of tho United States Government,
held up Keepers Edward A. Sehneor
and Charles Schoen at the muzzle of
three shining revolvers in Lndlow-streot
Jail, seized the keys that opened the
three doors between them and liberty,
and made good thuir escape.

All this occurred m broad daylight,
just at 8 o'clock this morning. The streets
were crowded and a orowd of 1,000 chase;!

the escaping prisoners down Ludlow
afreet to Broome, where the men sepa-
rated and v/ere soon lost in the miwt

crowded section of the streats of New
York.

The; story of the escape of these men
was told by Schoen and Schneer and a
prisoner present at tho time.
"I bad just entered the jail," said

Schnoer, "to relieve Schoen. The pris-
oners took their exorcise in the inner
court of the jail between the houra of 8
and 9 every morning. They are sent
brick to their cells when the olhor pris-
oners take exorcise betweeu 9 and 10
o'clock. Just as I entered the door the
threo prisoners pulled out their revolvers
and covered Schoen and myself. They
are big men and very lierce looking.
'Hold up your hands,' thoy shouted at
us, 'or we will blow your Dutch heads
onV At the same tune they yanked tho
but jh of keya to the three outer doors
out of my huud3. I waa frightened bauly
as I iookod iuto the barrels of the threo
revolvers, but 1 shouted as loudly as I
couid.

"Allen started for tho outor door lead-
ing Iroui tLu hail, while his comrades
stiil faced iv with their revolvers. A
crowd, however, began to gainer in Lnd-
low street as thoy haard the unusual noise
in the jail, and .ilien could not open the
door quiyk enough, lie then, with an
oata, smashed the big plate glass, and
rushed through and opened the i:iicb.
This let him into the oiliue, with threa
heavily barred iron doors between him
:iud liberty. We kept on shouting all the
time as tha three desperadoes rattled tho
big keys in tho heavy doors. As they
opened tho doors they locked tnatu bo-
hind them, leaving us poweriot-s to follow
ivpursuit. Tho outer of tiio doors they
left open, and left the bunch of keys iv
the lock, as thoy had no time to do any-
thing; else,

"The crowd had reachod great propor-
tions by thi3 time. A number of police-
men came running up, and the prisoners
had to make lively trucks up Ludlow
street, tho crowd and the x>olico right ou
thoir heela. AtBroome street, ono block
north of the Ludlow-street dour from
which they escaped, tha men separated,
ono keeping on, Allen going east ou
Broome street and Killoran taking tha
westerly direction. At Broome and Clin-
tuu streets a young man, Louis B. Outran,
was last catching up with Allen, when
the fugitivo turned upon his pursuer.
'Now, sneak, or 1 will put an air holj
through you heart,' ho said. Ostran thon
gave up tho chase, and Alien was soon
lost iv tho crowd."

MUKD2B AND SUICIDE.

Terrible Crime Committed by a Citi-
zen ofPolo, Missouri.

Meadvillk (Mo.), July 4.— S. A.
Fields, until recently editor of the Post
at Polo, cut the throats of hia wife and
l>aby with a razor this morning and then
ended his own life iv the same manner.
Tho bodies woro found in a garden about
20U yards from the house of his fathor-Ln-
law, about live miles northwest of hero.
Fields and his family were visiting there
at the time.

A note was found in Mrs. Field's
pockot, saying that thair effects were to
bo left to her mother. Fietda and his
wife evidently had agreed to die to-
gether, for she wont into the house after
they went oat and put on an old dress
and went back, and thj deed was dono.

Priuee Bismarck.

The
King has reserved the right to nominate
the Foreign and War Ministers in the
new cabinet.

Attomnc to Murder a Train Crew.
Chicago, July 4.—ln an attempt to

murder the crew of a Santa Fe picoio
traiu to-day, by eight men, a couple of
tho employes woro wounded and two of
the thugs bruisod and badly beaten. Ovafl
twenty shots were lirod, and the passen-
gers were terrorized. The train wua
bound for Coluinuia Park.

England's Oldest Colony.

Newfoundland was discovered in 14!'7
by John aud Sebastian Cabot (or CftboL-
to), Italians settled and trading in Bris-
tol—foreigners prepared to do yeoman
service ior their adopted country. The
Cabots went out iv the ship Matthew a?
their own charges, and on St. John's
Day (June 24th) lirst sighted the shore, to
which they gave tho name of Prims
Tierra Vista—"first seen laud." Henry
VII.gave the bold mariners bis "letter*
patent," with authorized them to set v?
the royal standard, and sscured the stingy
King a share in their profits without in-
volving him in any share of their ex-
penditure. Selfishness and greed pre-
vented the speedy pormaneut settlement
of the island, and have always stood in
the ways of its development from a basis
of souud prosperity.—Chambers' Jour-
nal.
