RAISIN INDUSTRY.

Fresno County Growers Form a
Plan for Marketing the Crop.

LOW PRICES DUE TO COMPETITION
AMONG BROKERS.

Another Outbroke Similar to the

- IJlootly Riots of Three Years Ago

Anticipated in the Coour d'Aleno

Mine Region— aud Ammuni-

tion Sout to the Scone to Equip a

Militia Com puny to Pug Down

Lawlessness.

Fresno, July 9.—At a mans meeting of
Kiugsburgh raisin-growers a now plan for
marketing tho crop was proposed. It is
generally bolioved hero that the reason
lor low prices for raisins is the competi-
tion among brokers, who glut the East-
ern market. Tho raisin-growers will
make a determined ellort this year to

gain control of tho marketing, in the hope
that the business, which is the largest in
the county, but which is now carried on
at a loss, may bo made to realize a protit
to the growers.

Those who have proposed the now
plan are well-known growers. Itis sug-
gested in the address to the raisin men
that only ono firm of brokers be allowed
to handle tho raisins shipped to any one
city, and that such a firm be required to
handle tho consignment from any pack-
ing company. The association of raisin-
growers is to be notified at short intervals
of the state of the market illeach city,
and advised by their agents when to sell.

No goods except those sent by the asuo-
ciatiou are to be handled by tho agents,
nor must members of the association
ship to otlior than the agonta of the
combine. iiai-iins are to bo packed
under the special—brand of the grower,
and are to be strictly graded, but tho
price ofone grade is not to bo equalized
with another, and tho returns for raisins
from different districts aro to bo kept
separate. One representative irom each
district is to have a place on the Board of
.Directors.

Tho Kiugsburgh growers ask all raisin
men to hold meetings) and unite with
them in completing the organization.

GOVERNMENT V?. STANFORD.

Judare MoKlsick in the Appeal Will
Stand ou tlio Original Bill.

San Francisco, July {).— Judgo Me-
Kisick, special attorney for the Govern-
ment in the Stanford case, when shown a
Washington dispatch to-day to tho effect
that. Attorney-General Harmon had wired
him to use his own discretion about ap-
pealing tho case, said: "1 have made up
my mind just what 1 shall do. Ipropose
to stand on the original bill, and not
amend it.

AWFUL WORK Of A MOB.

i Father and Son Shot Down by
Masked Men in Kentucky.

AN ARMED POSSE IN PURSUIT OF

THE MURDERERS.

A. Man Killed and Over a Hundred

Ilorsas Cremated In a J-lvory Stable

Firo at Detroit—Larsre Portion of

the Town of Sallna, Kansas, Under

"Water—Families Takou From Their

Homes la Boats.

Cincinnati, July —A special to bet
Tribune from Princeton, Ky., says: A
posse composed of indignant I.ewislon
citizens, armed with revolvers and riiles.
has started in pursuit of the murderers of
Joseph Howton and his sou llawlitt1!

i The mob which killed father and son was
i made up of at least fifteen men, and
J should the posse catch up with.them thoro
willbe a desperate battlo.

The mob, all the members of which
were masked, went to the ilowton resi-

jdence at Lewiston, eight miles from here,
| shortly before midnight last night. The
I men hold a short consultation, and just as
the clock struck 12 one of the mob
knocked on tho door and asked to see
Hewlitt Ilbwton, Ho came to tho door,
and after talking a minute or two ho was
seized by two others. They pulled him

\ outside and asked him to go with thorn to

the barn, lie refused, and onu of the
miscreants shot him through the body.
Thou they drazeed him to the gate, and
siiot him several times.

One man had stood guard at tho door,
I and after they had finished ilowliti the
gang went back to the house. The white-
haired father begged that they spare his
lifeand the lives of his family, but his
entreaties wore unheeded, and they or-
dered him back up into a corner, so they
could shoot without danger to his* wile

i and daughters. The leader deliberately
counted lour, and then five of the men
tired at the old man. one b;ill struck him
in the wrist, another in the abdomen, and
another in the groin.

They then left, taking with thorn a boy
who worked on tho Ilowton farm. They

i carried him to a vacant building and tied
i him up, telling him they would kill him
if ho attempted to escape before daylight.

A man was sent half an hour after the
shooting lor one of the neighbors, who
lived a mile away. Ho was stopped by a
man on horseback and made to go back

I home. The old man was not dead, and
1 another hand was sent for a doctor by an-
other road. This was also guarded, and
the man was turned back. it was given
out that no ouo must leave the llovvton
place again before daylight, under pain of
death. As a result, it was eight hours
before any of tho neighbors know of the
mob's awful work.

There is no theory as to the cause of the
mob's action. The Howlons were quiet
and inoffensive and stood well in the

I community. They wore noted as
good neighbors, and did not have a
known enemy. John Howton, the eldest
son, was a blacksmith, lie was a mem-
ber of a very bad gang, which was broken
up last winter, whon he was sent to the
penitentiary, but his father and brother
had nothing to do with his misdeeds, and
even refused to shield him when thoy
could have done so.

TRAGEDY IN SAN DIEGO COUNTY.

A MEXICAN SHOT - AND KILLED
BY A. CONSTABLE.

Trouble Growing Out of a Dispute

Over the Rebuilding of a Bruize

Torn Dowu iiy the Deceased.

San Diego, July 9. —Thomas Cruise, a
Mexican, was shot aud killed at (i o'clock
to-night by Constable George Roberts, of
Mission Township, The shooting .oc-
curred at Eucalyptus Canyou, ou tho
•Spring Valloy road, where Roberts had
been sent to see to the rebuilding of a
bridge torn down by Cruise. The trouble
arose over the Mexican trying to prevent
the county from establishing a road
through the canyon on land claimed to
be owned by Cruise's ouiployurs, the
Manning family.

Crui39 some weeks ago Inclosed the
road with "a wire fence, and defied
passersby with a Winchester. Roberts
removed the fouce, and early this month
Cruise toro down the bridge, rendering
the road impassable. Roberts arrested
him ior malicious mischief, and he was
under §SUO bonds to appear for' trial.
Then Roberts was ordered to rebuild tho
bridge, and went to-day with Herbert
Eaton and two teamsters to take timbor
to the spot. Koberts and Eaton arrived
lirat, and while Eaten was attending to
ihe team the shooting occurred.

Roberts, who came in immediately and
gave himself up, told the story as fol-
lows: "Cruise came up on horseback
and asked me what I intended to do, and
1 told him put in the bridge. lie said,
'You can't do that.' 1 told him 1 would,
and he replied that the bridge would
never bo rebuilt. i told him the timber
would bo there in ft few minutes. lie bo-
came very excited, and jumped oil' his
horse and came for mo. i drew my gun
and told him to stand back. But ho
came on, and 1 hit him over the head
with the butt end of my pistol. Then he
came lor me again, and I shot him.
Eaton came up then aud I told him what
had occurred, and that 1 would come in
to town and give myself up."

Eaton said ho was not present at tho
shooting, but heard high words regard-
ing the culvert aud a pistol bhot. Run-
ning to tho scone he found the Mexican
breathing his last and Koborta standing
with a smoking gun in his hand. Rob- j
crts did not try to get away, and in lact
suggested givinghitnaeif up.

Cruise was shot just above aud behind ;

the loft ear, and lived only a few mo-
ments. Two teamsters wore ioit with tho
body and Roberta and Eaion came to tho I
city, where the former gave nimsolf up. |
Ho said he was sorry for tho act, but did I
know whether Cruise was armed or not, !

and acted only in self-defense,
Cruise, though a young man, was a

tough character, having boen in soveral
Kcrapes*. while Roberts is a peaceable ,
citizen.

RAILWAYHORROR INCANADA.

Frightful Accident on the Grand
• Trunk Line at Craig's Road.

A SPECIAL EXCURSION CRASHES
INTO ANOTHER TRAIN.

The Engine of the Second Plunges at a

Hick Hate of Speed Into a Pullman

Sleeper on the Hear End of the

Forward Train, Wrecking Every

l.erth and Partially Telescoping the

Coach Immediately In Front—Thir-

teen People Killed Outright and

Thirty Others Injured.

Craigs Road (Quebec), July 9.— ln the
early hours this morning there was au
accident on tho Grand Trunk Road at the
station hero that has seldom been ox-
celled in horror by any similar event in
Canada. A special excursion passenger

i train rushing alone in the darkness
crashed into another train of the same

I kind preceding it, and killed thirteen
people and injured thirty others.

The trains that collided were special
excursion trains rilled with pilgrims eu
route from Sherbrooke, Richmond, to
Levis, where they were to cross ovor to
Quebec and proceed to the shrine ot St.
Anno do Beaupre, and wera. following
0110 another with an interval of twenty
minutes. The forward train was making
good timo, having left Richmond at 10
o'clock the night before, On the rear of
this train was a Pullman in which were
tbo priests and others In charge of tho
party, and it was In this car that most of
the loss of life occurred.

The first train reached this station, four-
teen miles west of Levis, about .'; o'clock.
and stopped at the tank to take water.
The usual precautions were taken against
the following train. Only tha trainmen
were out and attending to their duties.
The Pullman in tho rear was in silence,
and the Bleepers were unaware of the
terrible fate that was rushing upon thorn.

Suddenly there was a great crash. The
second train coming at fullspeed dashed
into the rear of the Pullman of the tint
section. .So great was its impetus that tha
engine was embedded in tho palace car.
mid the latter plunged forward aud par-
tially telescoped tha first-class car imuio-
diatoly in front. Every berth in tho
Pullman was wrecked, and some of tha
occupants were killed, never knowing
what happened to thorn. They died
sleeping. others awoko to their horrible
surroundings and position, maimed,
bleeding and bruised, conscious of little
else but the agony that racked them.

it was an awful scene. Tho cries of
the wounded and the moans of the dying
and the outpouring of passengers irom
cars that were not badly damaged and
the hurrying forms of the uninjured
trainmeiiiwiih their llickering lan
combined to make a sight seldom ex-
ceeded in tragic horror.

The work of rescue was begun as soon
as possible. When the blinding clouds
of steam had subsided, the trainmen,
priests and others got to work, and th»
injured were taken out of the Pullman
and lirst-class car and removed to tem-
porary quarters, where the women of the
party attended as bsat they could to tho
wants of the maimed pilgrims. They
tore oil" their underclothing and made
baudageB for gaping wounds, aud tried in
the absence of enough modical aid to go
round to stop tho flow of blood and
properly cleanse tiio wounds. Word was
:;t once sent to Montreal, and orders from
there were sent to Levis to send out doc-
tors from • Quebec to attend to tho
wounded and a force of men 10 clear tha
track.

The special train reached here at an
oarly hour, and all tho wounded wore
placed on board and sent to Levis, whore
they could be cared for.
It is hard to say where tho blamo for

tho accident rests. It has been suggested
that Engineer McLood might have dozed
oil' to bleep, and thus, having missed see-
ing tho warning light, was unconscious
of his whereabouts. Indeed, this would
seem to be tha only theory that can bo
advanced, but a strict investigation will
bo held at once to determine whero tho
responsibility rusts.

THE CZAR'S LIIK IN DANGER.

Discovery of a Plot to Kill the Ruler
of Russia.

Paris, July 9.—The Journal's corre-
spondent at St. Petersburg announces
the discovery, near Moscow, of an ex-
tensive conspiracy against the lifeof the
Czar. The Chief of tho secret police, after
tracing the conspiracy lor mouths, suc-
ceeded iv arresting eight of the con-
spirators, six of whom wore recently
pardoned Nihilists. 'Ico Czar rewarded
the Chief with a present of IU.UOU roubles.
