JEVELS AND MUMMIES

riceless Ancient Treasures Found
in Egypt's Pyramids.

Bodles of a Princess and Queen—Rare
Gems, Ornaments of Exquisite De-
sign, Gathered in the Royal House

ot Death.

A new Napoleon—but this time an
archicological one—has entered Egypt
and conguered it. Where the famous
First Consul made history while destroy-
ing, the present Frenchman is simply
patching history together by the discov-
ery of fresh links concerning the era of
five thousand yearsjiago, links forged
from mummies and treasures taken from
far beneath the sands of the desert and
out of solid masonry. I1n the eyes of the
world this recent discoverer of antiquity
may be more highly regarded than Napo-
leon himself, for, while the little limperor
in Egypt was only able to tell his soldiers
at the base of the pyramids that forty
centuries were looking down upon them,

- the arch:eologist has gone further in" that
he has burrowed far below the surface of
the desert to find out new things about
those forty centuries.

The expiorer’s name is De Morgan, and
his discoveries have been little sort of re-
markable. ‘The treasure he has un-
earthed is the most important IXgyptian
find that has been made for the past fifty
years. looted up in dollars and cents,
in pounds, shillings and in peunce, or in
francs, the exact value of the jewelry
be bas taken out of
tombs has not been estimated, but even
put upon a purely monetary l)asis,'lhe
value of these findings is immense. Con-
siderea from the light of the Egyptolo-
gist and explorer, the value is a hundred-
told, a thousandfold, more than the act-
ual market price that the gold and gewms
would bring.

For De Morgan has unearthed, after a
sleop of fifty centuries, a king, a queen
consort and a royal princess, and be has
found a rich mine, as it were, of treasure
that the surewd Pharaohs thougut they
bad hidden from the eyes of men until
the days of the last trump. So perfectly
was the entrauce to these tombs con-
cealed that all knowledge of their exist-
ence escaped the eyes, not ol the scien-
tists and explorers alone, but also those
of the crafiy, quick witted desert thieves
and vandals who piilaged and stole
through thousand of years.

SUBTERRANEAN GALLERIES,

Summing it brietly up, De Morgan’s
discovery has been this: He found, just
a year ago, 1n May, 1504, the tombs and
imperial treasures of Amenemhat IIL.,
of the twelfth dynasty of kgypt, together
with the tombs of several of the prin-
cesses royal of that day, and those of two
other Egyptian Kings, Ousertesen IIL.
and Ousertesen 111., in the galleries of
one of the lesser pyramids that lie to the
southwest of the modern city of Cairo,
two hours’ journey, Here 1s the sile of
the antique necropolis, or **City of the
Dead’” of Memphis, that famous ancient
town. De Morgan reasoned that, follow-
ing out the traditions and customs of the
imperial houses of kgypt, the mighty
Amenembat would not liealone in death,
His surmise was that the pyramid must
be surrounded by a girdle of royal tombs
and an outer belt made up of the sepul-
chers of those of noble but lesser blood.

The outcome proved his conclusions to
be entirely correct. All through the
summer, the fall and the winter he kept
endeavoring to discover some mode of

entrance into these subterranean galler- |

ies, but the impenetrable problem eluded
him until the middis of February. Sound-
ing after sounding was made and hole
after hole sunk into the deseri sand. The
bulk of these excavations were made to
the depth of twelve meters or abous thir-
ty-nine feet. At last a huge and massive
rock was found which showed that thou-
sands of years before it had been rolled
down a gently inclined plane or path
irom the surface of the ground and had
sealed with its vast weight the tomb be-
low. With intinite lator, sided by an
army of modern kgyptian gatlirs and the
most approved tools and implements of
modern science, this rock was moved
away, and there was disclosed the gsal-
lery of Amenembat 111.”s royal Louse of
death,

Not yet was the explorer’s difficulty

over, ‘I'his gallery, it is true, showed no
signs of having been entered since its |
formal closing ftifty centuries before, |

when the Princess Ita was gathered to
her fathers, whereas the other subterra-
pean rooms that had been unearthed by
the score proved conclusively by their
absence of every gewgaw that the desert
thieves in eras o! the far past had ritled
them. Yet here there was only a mass of
golid masonry, and the bars and pickaxes
of the gafiirs had to be used for many
hours before they broke through and
reached the two sarcophaghi.
A PRINCESS AND A QUEEN,

Therein, mnmmified, loaded with jew-
els, the great stone cotlins filled with
scent boxes and all manuner of dainty
things—things that were precious to royal
feminine hearts in the old days when the

lotos tlower reigned supreme and these<(ula

women were flesh and blood—lay the
bodies of Princess Ita and Khnoumit, the
Queen Consort of Amenemhat I11.
Directly in front of the pyramid, at a
distance from it of only a few rods,
stands what 18 now kuown in archio-
logical records as the house of Dashoar.
It is a tiny building coustructed of bricks
which were molded in the twelfth dynas-
iy of ligypt, 5,000 years ago, and its light-
colored mass makes it stand out pictu-
resguely agaiust the dark, weather-beaten
old pyramid. Here De Morgan has lived

searches, Itoverlooks the wvalley of the
Nile and is not far distant from it; back,
_ beyond the pyramid, stretches hundreds

of miies to the westward the arid, sandy |

desert, over which sweep the simoon, the
terrible khamsiu.

But to the east is the gently undulating
valley with its green and fruittul past-
ures, its ficlds of growigg maize, its tall
stalks of sugar cane aud its forests of
dates. The house of Dashour is the
bdéundary line in more senses than one of
the living Egypt and the dead.
has given the scientific title to these mar-
velously successful explorations, and
they will hencetorth be knowu as the dis-
coveries of Dashour,

How exciting and impressive was the
scene at the moment of the discovery of

the sarcophagus of the Princess Ita, atthe | ;

instant when the last bit of masonry was
pried away, can be best imagined when

it isjtold that even the stolid. stupid, ig- |
norant modern Egyptian laborers raised !

their voices in & shout of “*hurrah!” The

speclaclie was indeed a picturesque one. ;

In order to facilitate the working, a wide
and long cutting had been made in th
sands of the desert in the shape of a huge
pit.

At its bottom, a depth of over twenty
feei, were gathered a varied assembly,
in the background sheiks and wanderers
of the desert in Arab robes and turbans,
together with them the lahorers, gatlirs
by the score, ciad in their simple single
garment, known as galabieh, either white
or blue, roped at the stomach, and with
caps of gray felt on their heads. They
carried great two-handled baskets, used
to convey the dirt and sand to the suriace
of the ground.

De Morgan stood in the sarcophagus
directly over the long-buried mummy,
holding a magnificent coronet in his
hands. Near by wasthe famous Parisian
artist Phillippoteaux, the cyclorama
man, with his sketch pad on his knee
and his pencil already sbharpened. Com-

pleting the group, adding to its strange- |

ness in a piquant way, wers two lj‘reuch
women with a trace of Paris in their dust
and sand-stained costumes. ;
The inseription oun the case in which
the mummy lay left no room for doubt
that it was the royal Princess Ita. She
was covered with ornaments, and her
golden death mask shone out brightly in
the shadow of ths sarcophagus. There
were glintings from the collars, the
bracelets and the network of pearls that

she wore, and the jewels that decked her
were carnelian, lapis-lazuli and Egyptian
emeralds set in enamel. A jewel dag-
ger with a blade of bronze lay upon her
breast, and its hanale of gold flashed
brightly in the sunlight. Amid the mass
of swathings, ointments and the dust that
once had been her tlesh lay scores of
leaves of beaten gold so thin and so fra-
gile that they moved with the slightest
breath of the warm breeze that occasion-
ally tound its way into the pit.
ODD AND RICH TREASURES.

Under much the same circumstances
was the sarcophagus ot the (Queen broken
into some bours later, There also was
a weualth of ornaments, and even more
valuable find of relics, antique and preci-
ous.  In the tsarcophagi themnselves,
alter the mummises were carefully lifted
out, or rather the dust that remained, for
at the first touch of the air all that was
once huonian crumbled into nothingness,
were fvund sceutl boxes, oinument jars,
superbly decorated and of rich material,
and bits of robes and funeral trappings
that must have been magunificent in their
day and generation. p

1t was an easy tuing to gather together
the ralics of metal--the gold, the precious
stongs, the coronets, the necklaces, the
bandeaux that were tound in these tombs,
but the work of M, de Morgan was yet
more far-reaciiing, He scraped together
every bit of dust that could be found in
these sarcophagi, and set his men to work
sifting it and gathering together every
| particie and every bit that could possibly
| shed the slightest side light on this
dyvnasty, Thesiflings revealed number-
less tiny particles ot ornaments that had
fallen apairt, and these De Morgan is
using all bis skiil as an archicologist to
put togetber and to restore as far as 1s
!nisb’i‘blt‘.

No puzzle map was ever harder than
this task, but much has already been ac-
complished and part of the litfe history of
this Queen and Princess is being woven
together plece by piece as these bits are
fitted in.

No mere neming of the objects of adorn-
ment and the jewels will give anything
but a taint idea of their beauty and great
value. It would seew as if atthat time
the most exquisite treasures of the then
known world were gathered together to
adorn the last resting piace of these reyal
womnen. Toeir ornaments in filagree
gold, bracelets, strings of pearls mounted
on gold, garlands of pearls set with green,
red, blue and bplack stones, are wmany.
Ot large and important pieces there are
the crowns, the scepters and the plume-
bolders that were used to adorn the hair.
Hardly less Leautitul, though they give
but faint hints of their past magnifi-
cence, are the bits of rich stuffs and fine
linen,

To the golden collars hang pendants of
exquisite workmanship and design, beau-
tiful even now, the reports are, though
they are incrusted with the dust and the
mold of thousands of years. Most won-
derful of all, and a treasure in itself, is a
crown formed of interlacing threads of
gold and enriched with precious stones,
gems by the score, each of which is worth
alimost a king’s ransom. KExquisite and
beautiful in the extreme is the design of
this crown, Its threads of gold are
worked into the shape of a great cirele of
mysotis, the delicately formed blossom of
each having in its center a jewel.

Six crosses, resembling greatly that de-
sign known as the Greek cross, occur at
regular iotervals, the center of each be-
ing a huge blazing gem, and the cross
itselt being four golden lotus flowers
joined at their stems and incrusted with
vari-colored jewels of wonderful lights
and sheen.—New York World.

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MODERN BIFLE BULLETS.
They Make Clean=-Cut Wounds That
Are Easiiy Healed.

The modern military small-bore rifle,
with its armored bullet with a msantle of
steel, copper or nickel, is the result of a
process of evolution into the details of
which we need not here enior. T'he reduc-
tion in caliber has gone on steadily, and
it is a question whether thelimit has been
reached. Italy and Roumania have
adopted a caliber of no more than .256
inch, the American navy is about to be
armed with a rifie of only .203-inch cali-
ber, and Kruka and Hebler have ob-
tained ballistic results with a bullet of
only .198-inch caliber which are unap-
proached by projectiles of larger size.
Practically now the armies of all civil-
ized nations are armed with weapons
whose caliber is under .315 inches or 8
min.,

In great measure our knowledge of the
surgical results of this marked reduction
of caliber is based on theory, or the re-
sults of experiments on the bodias of
men and animals. At all times the char-
acter of a bullet wound depends on the
weight, form, density and velocity of the
projectile, and on the hardness or resist-
ance of the part hit. The comparatively
large, soft bullets of the older and larger
bored rifles, moving at a relatively mod-
erate velocity, produced wounds with the
character of which most medical men are
familiar. But the new rifles of reduced
caliber, increased range, velocity and
penetration, with hard mantled bullets,
introduce new factors of importance trom
the surgical point of view.

The softer and large-bore bullets pro-
duce wounds characterized by a broad
zone of devitalized tissue about the point
of entrauce, with a wound canal lacerated
by the easily deformed ball, extensively
splintered bLones, greal explosive action,
an aperature of exit inuch lacerated and
gaping widely, and with relatively littie
hemorrhage. In the case of direct hits
the action of the new bullets may be
summed up by saying that they produce
clean-cut, slightiy lacerated wounds of

the soft parts, exert less explosive action,
and splinter and disvlace bones less, ex-
cept at short ranges, Their wounds ofier
the best possible conditions for rapid and
perfect healing, being small, aseptic as a
rule, and clean-cut, but prone to bleed
freely and at once.

At long ranges, toward the end of their
flight, these long, thin bullets tend te
somersault, and by striking sideways,
often produce extensive splintering and
comminution of bone. Indirect and
ricochet hits with these new and mantled
bullats are especially to be feared, as con-
tact with any hard substance is sure to
split the mantle, and the naked and de-
formed bullet core then acts like the hol-
low-point bullets of express rifles. This
is a factor which may cause protective
works to lose much of their value when
attacked by troops armed with these
small caliber rifles,

The increased explosive action given
to the new bullets by increased velocity
is more than counterbalanced by their
lesser liability to become deformed;
hence their explosive action is, on the
whole, less marked and less uniformly
shown than that of the older kind. It oc-
curs chiefly in the skull and in connec-
tion with the bones. In respect of this
action on bones, especially long bones, it
is probable that experiments made on |
horses, whose bones are much stronger
and more resistant than those of man,
have given us exaggerated ideas of the
effects of the sinall bullets on these tis-
sues, but even so, the extensive fissuring
and comminution are so severe that con-
siderable actual experience is needed be-
fore we can be justitied in regarding the
new arm of small caliber as In any way
minimizing the horrors of war.—DBritish ’
Medical Journal.
