THE SAN QUENTIN JUTE MILLS.

It costs §4 80 a hundred to produce jute
bags at San Quentin, By this we mean
that the State pays out in cash $4 80 for
every hundred bags produced. This is
the very minimum cost. It sometimes
costs more. The price of bags in the
open market to-day is $4 30.

Recently a Prison Director was inter-
viewed in San Francisco. In all the his-
tory of this jute-mill enterprise it has been
heralded as a very wise and very bene-
ficent undertaking. So the interviewed
Prison Director declared that when the
board charged $5 per hundred for the
bags it acted wisely; and when it reduced
to $4 20 it also had a very deep, very far-
reaching and very ocoult purpose. The
simple fact is that it costs the State $1 80
per hundred for bags in cash. This does
pot include either the labor of the pris-
oners nor the cost of their keeping. At
present, then, the State of California is
manufacturing bags at a loss of fifty cents
per hundred.

There has been all the time a pretense
kept up that the manufacture of jute bags
at San Quentin had something to do with
controlling the price. This is simply un-
true. The demand for jute bags in Cali-
fornia produces the price. The wheat
orop having falien short about 60 per
cent., the hold-over of bags affects the
market., There has never been a time
when the manufacture of jute bags at
San Quentin intluenced the price in this
State. When the jute mill was founded,
one of the arguments used in its favor
was that the manufacture of jute fibre
into fabrics would encourage the growing
of jute in the State of California. Let
some friend of this injudicious enterprise
now point out the place in California
where jute is grown. The commission
appointed by Governor Perkins, and in-
structed to report on the conditions of
the penal systems of California, recom-
mended strongly against the establish-
ment of this jute mill enterprise. The
reasons assigned then remain good to-
day. In the first place, the prisons of
California were at that time and still con-
tinue to be schools of crime, The crimi-
nal toandencies of a community are ener-
gized by injecting into the community
life a large number of discharged con-
victs who have been made worse by hav-
ing served a penal sentence. A majority
of the train-robberies and atrocious mur-
ders in the State of California are com-
mitted by ex-conviets.

Thoughtful men have -declared thatin

he lower orders of intelligence the ab-
sence of self-helpfulness is one of the
prolific sources of crime. But the man-
agement of the prisons of California has
not been under the control of thoughtful
men. Prisonersare not prepared by their
education and training in penitentiaries
to be self-helpful and seli-respecting.
The idiocy of trades unions forbids the
manufacture of articles whioch would con-
fer upon these people artisan skill, so
that when they left the prisons they
might pursue an industrious and orderly
life. But the members of the trades
unions pay the taxes consequent upon
the support of the prisons. This is no in-
advertent statement. Labor pays all the
taxes. When you rise above the realm
of physical labor there are methods of
charging against the profit of enterprise
the taxes paid to the support of govern-
ment; but labor has no such resource.
Railroads may charge the taxes tothe rates
of transportation; lawyers may charge the
estimate of their taxes in the fees of their
clients. The merchant estimates his
taxes a8 & part of his yearly expenses,
and places a profit on his goods to cover
them. Bus land and labor are helples;
before the tax-gatherer, and these pay
the taxes. The system energizes the
oriminal tendencies in California society;
sdds yearly to the cost of taking oare of
the oriminal population; and the jute
mill was the philosophical device to cure
this state of things. The convict who
learns to make jute bags finds no em-
ployment outside of the penitentiary.
He is not fitted for any useful occupation.
Heslmply does service for a penal term
in a machine-like way, and after the
brutalizing effect of monotonous servi-
tude possessing but two elements, re-
straint and labor, issent forth a preda-
tory animal with all the criminal apti-
tudes of his nature energized and rein-
forced.

In times past the existence of the jute
mill has been a convenient device for
producing an appearance of profit in
prison management. Under one ad-
ministration the cost of power and labor
only was considered, and the jute mills
were credited with the value of the out-
put, omitting to debit the account with
the jute purchased. But in later times
there has been no disguise of the fact that
jute bags were being produced at less
than they could be sold for. But even if
there was a large pecuniary profit arising
out of their sale, the manufacture of jute
bags as an adjunct of a proper penal
system isa gross and indefensible ab-
surdity.

THE assault upon ex-Premier Stam-
boulo T of Bulgaria, which will probably
resuls in his death, was expected. In-
deed,it would seem that the entire country
looked forward to his assassination, and
no one in power cared to prevent it. The
ex-Minister himself falt that he was
doomed and stanted with every turn of
his door knob, expecting death in some
form. The assault finally came in the
publie street, and when one of the ex-
Minister’s servants attempted to pursue
the assassin the police of Sofia inter-
rupted the effort and émote the servant.
Stambouloff had been a harsh executor.
He has also been the maker and undoer
of kings and princes. The great thing to
his credit was his desire to secure the in-
dependence of Bulgaria. He has fallen

now before the assassin as lsss than a

year ago he fell before the displeasure of
the Government which he had so shortly
before dominated and ruled with an ir on
hand, The murderous attack upon this
noted man who, whatever may be said
against him, was a patriot, is to be
charged direetly upon the Government
and it cannot escaps the stigma, disavow
the act as the officials may. Against the
administration of Prince Ferdinand will
be written the charge of murder, and
history will not blot it out. Stam-
bouloff had for the one purpose of his
life the freeing of Bulgaria from Russian
influence. It was the dominating ambi-
tion of his career. That he has failed is
largely chargeable to the part the Repub-
lic of France has played in connection
with Russia in the interest of Ierdi-
nand, who married a granddaughter of
Louis Philippe. But for the Russian-
Franco alliance Stambouloff might have
maintained his position. The fault of
this remarkable man has been his
method, nov his purpose. He had a di-
reotness in attaining ends that was noth-
ing short of cruelty, while it lacked the
elements of discretion and far-seeing.
Behind him a little over a year ago he
had the most powerful party in the east,
but to-day, under the secret intluence of
Russia, it is dissipated and not a singie
officer of the Governwment dares to even
send a servant to inquire after the condi-
tion of the wounded man, who lies at
death’s door. Itis notatall improbable
that his death may lead to a new turn: in
Bulgarian politics, and so revive the Na-
tional party as to involve the whole coun-
try in the most serious disturbances.

e
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Tug hydraulic mining organs which
have so persistently urged and insisted
that the damage to the navigable straams
is due to agricultural and natural wash
more than to debris deposits from hy-
draulic mines, will not take comfortin the
report of the Government authorities just
made. These engineers say thatthe shut-
ting down of hydraulic mines has had a
rewmarkably beneticial etiect upon the
rivers, clearing their waters and aug-
menting their navigability. This report
cowes, be it noted, net from anti-debris
men nor valley people, but from Govero-
ment engineers, who, as a rule, are colder
than icicles in their governmenial re-
ports and are as immovable in their con-
clusions as the ribs of the Andes.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

“J, D.” is informed that the RECORD-UNION
is of the opinion that the Sixth and L-street
sidewalk would not be an acceptable exhibit
at the Atlanta exposition. Our correspondent
is entirely correct in saying that the side-
walk in question is the most notable exhibit
in the history of successful rebellion. Never-
theless they do not want it at Atlanta, They
had enough of rebellion down thers once upon
a time. We do think, however, that the
sidewalk would be'a most admirable exhibit
in the City Hall, Itought to be in plain view
of all our city officials at all times. The
