EIGET PERSONS KNOWN TO HAVE
LOST THEIR LIVES.

A Terrible Cloudburst Occurs Near

Casper, Wyoming, Crushing and

Sweeping Away all Bulldines In Its
Path—Many Campers Caugzht, and

Ixperience a Thrilling tace for

Life—Several Children Drowned.

St. Lours, Aug. 1.—A special from So-
corro, N. M., says that the flood yester-
.day was the greatest in the history of
New Mexico. Sixteen personsare knowi
to have lost their lives. A cloudburst
struck the mountain about five miles
above town, and in less than half an

hour after gigantic waves, bringing mud, |

rocks and debris, took their course
through the streets, destroyed bridges,
swept away houses and railroad tracks
and ruined crops. At least 100 families
are homeless. The city water works
were partly destroyued and a water famine
will follow.

The loss of life among the Mexican
residents is estimated at thirteen. The
father and five children of Ignacio Durin
were drowned. The wife attempted to
escape with the baby, but the torrent tore
it from her arms, dashed it against a wire
fence and she saw it perish. Two other
bodies were picked up, bruised beyond
recognition.

Searching parties are looking for vie-
tims in the timber along the river bank.
Much fruit and all the grain crop have
been destroyed. IFor the firsi timue in a
hundred years in Socorro County there
will be a failure of crops. 'he lossat
Socorro and imnediate vicinity far ex-
ceeds $100,000.

LIST OF DEAD EIGIT.

The list of dead is eight, six of whom are
the Duran family, and the other two are
children that were rescued faom the flood
and died yesterday. The damage to the
city is tirty buildings washed away aud
contents destroyed, about 100 buildings
more or less damaged, and a large por-

tion of the contents damaged and de-
siroyed. With these lossses musi be

added the total destruction of gardens
aud vineyards, and these losses fall upon
the poorest people.

The Magdaiena branch of the Santa Fo
is washed away for about five miles, and
tizoir loss will run into the thousands.
1 he water washed away the main track

<just below the depot yards, and covered
the track 1n the yards about four inches
deep. ‘The lower part of Manzanires
avenue is a total wreck, bridges and
sidewalks being washed away.

The water covered the whole wvalley
from the vicinity of the Windsor Hotel to
e depot, and for several miles above
and below the ecity.

The arroya that did the damages comes
into the city at the sgouthwest cormer of
the mountains on the road to Magdalena.
Just as 1t strikes the city it divides into
two channels, one going down Spring
street to the river bottom, and the other
1o the west, smplying to tne north of the
city, and swinging around to the east of
th ecity, mingling its waters with the one
coming down Spring street. The flood
came in itwo big waves, one filling the
arroya over bankfull, and the other pour-
ing out over every street in the city. Had
tihis storm come at night bundreds would
have perished.

FATAL CLOUDBURST IN WYOMING,

Casrar (Wyo.), Aug. 1l.—A terrible
cloudburst occurred south of this city on
Casper Mountain at the head of Garden
Creck last night. The creek is aboul
seven miies long from mouth to source
and is lined with campers. Near the head
of the creek 1s a summer resort ire-
guented by local pienic parties, and is
credited with beingoneofihemost beauti-
fulspots in Central Wyoming. The first
thing the flood reached was the pleasure
resort at the head of Garden Creek, At
this point ail the buildings were crushed
and swept away, and the original site of
the hotel at this point is buried beneat!
debris twenty or more feet deep. Irom
bera the water foliowed the course of the
creek and demolished everything in its
path. Judging from water marks a vol-
ume of water foriy feet high and thirty
rods wide miust have passed a narrow de-
file about two miles from the mounizin

Without warning this great flood of |
water in its rush down the side of the

mountain caught many campers up and
down the creek, either sieeping of just
about ready to retire. S. Newby and his
family had retired for the night, when all
at once they were surrounded by water,
and a race for lile was commenced.
Newby says that he heard his wife scream
for help, he grabbed for her, but _missed,
and in the next second he was being car-
ried on by a great rush of water. That
wras the last he saw of his wife ana baby.
Newby crabbed the limbs of a floating
tree, and after tloating about forty roas
was thrown on a bank. Mrs. Newby was
found this morning beneath a pile of de-
bris twenty feet high. The boy has not
been found.

Near the Newby camp was camped
Samuel Harrison, late of Alliance, Neb.

Harrison’s two children were caught in |

the {lood aud carried away by the mad
waters. The bodies of the children were
recovered this morning.

St. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1,—Six orga-
nized bands of robbers, armed with
Remington rifies, have for a long time
harassed the District of Iriwanin, Trans-
Caucausia, These bands recently united
under the command of a notorious leader,
Aadul Heyder Khan, and attacked and |
burned a number of isolated farinhouses. l
Finally, becoming bolder, the robbers |
attecked in broad daylight several vil-
lages, which they captured and burned.
All the men in the villages and all male
occupants of the farmbouses who were
unable to escape were put to death, while
the women and children were carried off
by the bandits.

The polica were unable to stop these
outrages, and a force of 200 Cossacks was !
sent to punish the robbers. On the night |
of July 2oth the Cossacks encountered the

MONTANA INDIAN TROUBLES.
Incidents Which Led Up to the Pres=
ent Lifllicaities,

Jackson Hore (Wyo.), July 31 (by
courier to Market lLake, Idaho, August
1).—Constable Manning came in to-day
from the mountains. His story is the
first accurate one of the arrest and kill-
ing of the Indians and the cause of the
trouble. ile says:

On June 7th, information having been
received that Indians were killing gamo
in violation of the siatutes of the State of
Wyoming, which read that ‘It shall be
unlawful to pursue, hunt or Kkill any |
deer, elk, moose, mountain sheep, mount= |
ain goat or antelupe, at any tiine excopt |
duriug the months of Seplember, Uctober |
and November each year, during which |
months the mates only of the animals |
may be kilied or hunted under the condi- |
tions and restrictions imvosed by this !
seciion, and further providing non-resis |
dents ol the State must procure a license
vetore being permitted to hunt, a war-
rant was issued for the arrest of the Sho-
shone and Bannack Indiaps unidentitied
28 to names. Constavle Willlam Man-
ning, with twelve deputies, went into the
mountains to serve the warrants, He
tound one Indian named George on the
divide, close to the headwaters of Gros
Ventre. He was brought into court,
tried and found guilty of violating the
statutes referred to, and was fined 315.
In bis possession thirty raw green hLides
were found. 'The tine was paid by John
Carnes, a ‘squaw man,’ living in Jackson
Hole, aud tbe hides contiscated.”

*On June 14th,” said Mr. Manning, *'a
second inforination was issued and a war-
rant of similar character, and covering |
substantially the same facts as tne firsg, |
was issued. Constable Manning, with
two deputies, proceeded to I'ail River|
Basin, Wyo., to make arrests. At the!
bead of Cache Creek and Granite Ureek |
trails, on the top of the divide, the ofli-|
cers heard shooting and located Indians |
hunting, ove being engaged in skiuning |
an elk. There were seven in the party,
and on toe oiicers’ approach the Indians |
got togeither and leveled their guns at
ine men.

warrant was read to them, they all talk-
ing Enpglish,

*"On the conclusion of its reading they
declared that they would huut as much |
as they pleased.

Next day the same Iindians, to-
gother with about twenty-five others,
were seen in camp at Fall River Dasin,
there being eleven lodges. 1 went
through the camp, and estimated that the
band bhad about #5u iresh hides, The
Indians laughed at me, and some made
similar threats to thosse utiered the day
before.

*“Whilemy men were there another In-
dian cgmne, and gave the information that
the oflicers were the same who had ar-
Iested George. The band sent over Lo
another neignboring camp to get Indians
who were acquainted with tne ‘George’
incident to come and identify the otiicers.
We then left,

“Later we met an Indian family with
about fifteen hides, and less than forty
pounds of meat. Expeeting to be fol-
lowed by the others we did not attempt
to arrest this family, but told the buck of
the law, and advised him to return to the
agency, which he agreed to do,

**The next day our party of Constables
found unmistakable signs that the orig-
inal band of Indians bad lain in wait for
us, for what purpose, of course, can only
be imagined.

**I'he nextinformaticn for illegal hunt-
ing was filed July Zd, and a warrant wes
issued. Constable Manning, with thirty-
six deputies, weni to (iros Ventre IKiver
to serve it. We found five lodges of 1n-
dians at the mouth of Rock Creek, 'T'ho
camp was surprised at9o’clock in the
morning and the Indians were arrested.
On the approach of the oflicers, however,
the squaws attempted to conceal several
iresh hides, while the bucks scized their
guns. Fortyor fifty fresu elk hides were
taken with the Indians, They were
brought into court and six
guilty and were tined 35, the gross tine
being about i,490. ‘I'wo being blind
ware discharged.
ing in the prisonoers we found we were
tfoilowed by a rescuing party, but we
eluded it. However, the 1ndians escaped
in the night, the sentinel falling asleep.

“A day or so after this trial John
Carnes and a prospector named Schell,
coming in, said there were between 200
aud 500 Indians in the Iall River Lasin,
and they had declared their intention of
making trouble for the people of Jaci-
son Hole. Mr, Carnes predicted
trouble, and four or five days laler
he moved his family entircly out
of Jackson liole and into the State
[dako. He said he bad fur-
ther grounds tor believing the Bannacks

| would give trouble, from the fact that he

had received a letter irom an Indian at
the IFort Hall reservation, saying thutthe
DBannacks were going (o cause trouble in
this vicinity tnis suwmtoer,

*An 1ntormation was tiled July 10tn,
and a warrant issued charging unidenti=-
tied Indians with illegally killing game.
Constable Manning, with tweaty depu-
ties, preceeded to Fall River Basin, and
there surprised a camp znd arrested ten
Indians. ©ne ludian got away, leaving
nine bucks in our hands,
about fifteen miles, being headed
Jackson Hoie.

BEATEN AND ROBBED.

EDWARD FALKNER ASSAULTED

WIHILE ASLEEP,

Recelved Injuries Which Will Proba-

ably Result in Death and What

Little Money He Ilad Stolen.

Sax Fraxcisco, Aug. 1.—The police
have another mystery case to work on.
It has not assumed the magnitude ofa
murder yet, but Edward Falkner isdy-
ing at the Receiving Hospital from a
fractured skull, and the polico are scour-
ing the town to find his assailants,

It bhappened at the
Fourth and Kentucky streets, The firsi
the police knew of the crime
telephone call to the Southern Station.
Policemen Driscoll, Maguire and Ross
responded. They found Falkuer, a de-
cent appearing man of about 34 years of
age, in a balf unconscious condition.
Somebody had dealt biin several terrilic
blows on the back of the hcad with a
instrument., Blood had poured
trom the wounds.

On the Yth of January lasi, while
quietly seated in his store be was arresied
without explanation or information of
any charge against him, confined in jail
on cominon prisen fare until the 27th of
February following, a period of seven
weelks, and then discharged without any
trial, charges, explanation or opportunity
of defense, nor has he since his release
been informed of the cause of his arrest.

He declares that he has never by word
or deed forfeited his allegiance to his
right to protection by his Government;
that he has neither doue nor spoken any-
thing directly or indirectly against the
