
RAILWAY ASSESSMENTS INCREASED.

This Year's Rates as Fixed by the
State hqualizers.

Central Pacific Increased $350,000

and the Nortli Pacilic Coast 550,-

--000—One Road Reduced.

The State Board of Equalization yes-
terday completed the assessment of tho
various railroads in the State. The fig-

ures are the same as those of last year,

except in the cases ofthe Southern Pacific
Railroad Company, which is increased
from 116,000,000 to $16,250,000; the North
Pacilio Coast Railroad Company, which
is increased from 9600,000 to aud
the Southern California Motor Koad Com-
pany, the assessment of which has been
reduced from 872,000 to 560,000.

The reasons given for making the in-
creases mentioned are that the Southern
Pacific has increased its mileage, and the
North Pacific Coast Railroad should have
been previously assessed at a higher

Tbe principal reason given for the re-
duction of the Motor Road Company's
assessment is that it pays out more for
operating expenses than it earns.

Admission Day From the

Buy City.

"There nevor was such , enthusiasm
anion.; the Native Sons of San Francisco
over the celebration of Admission Day us
there is to-day over tiie event to take
place in Sacramento on the 9th of next
mouth," said J. P. Dockery of the Bay
City last evening.

Mr. Dockery is Chairman of the Joint
Committee representing tho San Fran-
cisco parlors, and came here on Sunday
to confer with the membors of the local
committee. Ho will remain ail the
week, if the local Natives do not kill him
with Kindness. Accompanying Mr.
Dockery is C. A. Boldeman, editor of tho
Golden West, the organ of tho Native
Sous.

Thore are twenty-ono parlors in Sun

Fraucisco," said Mr. liockery, "and the
greatest number that has ever partici-
pated in one of our Admission Day coie-
braiion waa fourteen, aud then only par-
tially, so far as thoir membership is con-
cerned.

"But this yeur tlie entiro twenty-one
parlors aio going to turn out, and with
pretty full ranks, too. In USX) we had
our celobration in >au Francisco, aud
that waa th9best we ever had, but it was
as nothing compared to what this one
will be. Why, we're going to bring nut
less than (',,o'Jo people here irom San Fran-
cisco alone, and if wo don't puzzle your
local committee to find uceommodatious
for them I'll miss my guoss.

"We are now making arrangements in
our city for au immense demonstration
on the night of September 7th, wheu we
leave there to oome to Sacramento. It
will be tho biugest thing of the kind
ever witnessed thore. We shall leave

There was a sprinkle of rain reported
to have fallen at numerous places in the
lower San Joaquin Valley and in Santa
Barbara, Ventura and Los Angeles
counties, but the amount was so small
tha'. no damage was done.

The hot weather has had a tendency to
rapidly ripen tho iruit crop, making it
come into market quite rapidly and al-
most too fast for tho canneries. Tiie
lruit crop is a ligiit ono, with the excep-
tion of peaches, winch will be a pretty
fuir crop and of most excellent quality.

Tbe grain harvest is about completed,
and the output i* tiie poorest in years.

The grape crop promises to bo a good
one, as is also tiie raisiu crop, lloans are
improving under the warmer weather,
and hops aro doing fairly well, but there
will not be a full crop.

Tbo week's weather has been a very
favorable one lor all summer crops.
