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ILLINOIS MINE TROUBLES.

Italians Continue Outrages Upon
Negroes at Spring Vaiiey.

WOMEN AND CHILDREN VILLAIN-

OUSLY ABUSED.

Dastardly Treatment of Negroes in

Illinois Stato— Forced to Leavo

Their Occupations aud Homes—

(,lvcn But a Few Hours to Leave

'iholr Places of Abode.

Pb__»ceto» illl. , Aug. C—The Italian

minors ofSpring Valley made an attempt

to carry out their resolution of yesterday

to expel ail the colored people remaining
in the city, and the result was one ot the
most disgraceful outrages ever perpe-

trated iv Bureau County. Innocent
womon and children were driven from
their homes, abused, insulted, and their
trunks and belongings dragged about
and despoiled.

The affair outside of Spring Valley has
•rested a sensation, and the news spread
rapidly. L'ondeniuation of the proceed-
ings are coining from every quarter. The
"Location" presented a dismal scene
during the latter part of the day.
Wagons were hurrying about gathering
up household goods and carrying them
oil'on all the principal highways. Dur-
ing part of the time Martin Delmargo,
the Italian Mayor, accompanied by sev-
eral Italian members of the police, were
on the grounds watching the proceedings.
Mayor Delmargo said he was there to see
»hat the negroes got away peacefully, but
he did not accomplish what lie went for.

Governor Altgeld has interested him-
self in the matter, and it is hoped by the
lriends of law and order that the reign of
mob law in Spring Valley will Boon be
at an end. At 4 o'clock this afternoon
Sheriff Clark of Princeton received a
massage from him. In it the Governor
asked for information ou tho subject,
and wished to know what was being done
by the officers of the law. Sherill' Clark
replied, giving a brief history of tho
events that have transpired, being sub-
Btantially in .accordance with theso dis-
patches, lie also said the authorities in
Spring Valley were doing nothing, aud
ibat ho bad not even been called upon by
the Mayor for assistanco.

At 2 o'clock to-day ihe committee ap-
pointed at yesterday's mass meeting io
see that the negroes were out of town by
6 o'clock this afternoon commenced
operations. Going to the "Location,"
where ouly women, children aud in-
valids were left, they notified them to
have thoir traps ready and be out inside
of two hours. Many who were slow were
roughly handled, and their goods kicked
about and broken up.

The same circumstances prevailed iv
avary part ofthe city v.here the negroes
lived or bad taken refuge. As the Chi-
cago, Burlington and Quincy passenger
train ou tbe Streator and Walnut divi-
sion Dulled into ihe city a iot of neirro
refugees who had been waiting breath-
ie_a.y lor tho train for a lew minutes
boarded the cars like a lot of wild ani-

mals, in fear of their pursueta. Among
the number was :i colored woman about
50 years old, accompanied by three lillie
children, who was terrified almost into
insanity. She said the children had been
abused and herself chased to tbe depot by
a mob of Italians, who bad threatened to
take ber li!e.

S.uperviaor Pickett of Hall Township
gave all negroes an order on tbe County
Treasury ior the price ofa ticket to Cui-
cago, which was mane good at the depot.

The passenger train had goi out of
Spring Vaiiey but a few blocks when the
engineer saw a colored girl about 32
years old coming out of the woods and
running toward tiie train. The engineer
stoupod at once and took on the girl.
She said that a cripjiled relative had
started from bur home with her, but that
be had beeu shot in the shoulder, and as
ho could not move fast, bad been left be-
hind.

The indications are that the strike of
tbo miners will be continued lor some
tune. The miners who aro uuder the
control of the Italians held a secret meet-

ing to-day, at which it was decided to re-
main out until tiie coal company would
give assurances that they will not iv the
future give employment to negroes. The
company, however, will not be dictated
to, and has so notified the strikers.

Aside from the rioting in driving the
no„n>os from tho town this afternoon and
the -topping of men from working in the
shafts ol the coal company this morning,
everything has been quiet on tbe surface
in the town to-day. Several secret meet-
ings of tbe non-English-speaking miners
have been held, but beyond deciding to
continue the strike, little is known of
their doings. An excuse tbe Italians
made for driving out the negrces is tbat
tney have proven to be such thieves that
they could no longer tolerate them.

Chicago, Aug. 6. —Some of the colored
residents ofChicago have been wrought
to a dangerous condition by the report of
the outrages committed against their
brethren at Spring Valley. Some of tbe
more radical have openly threatened to
marcn against the foreigners there with
au Armed force. Acall to aruis was is-
sued lute last night and circulated in tho
colored community o! theSi.uthside. It
ntated that at 8 o'clock th a morning
there would be a meeting and urged all
able-bodied men to attend. The circular
\u25a0was signed by several prominent colored
people and read as follows:

"Tbe time has come for us to raise our
arms iv defense of our race. Thoy are
kiiliug our people all over the country.
Everyday we read ot the lynching, mur-
dering and outraging of our people. We
must remember that tbie is our conutry,
and unless we fight for our rights the
foreigners will run us out, as tbe Govern-
ment has not protected and will not pro-
tect ua as we protected it in time of need.

"We asK ali able-bodied colored men
to respond, as they must have our aid at
Spring Valley before b r. >i. Tuesday, ur
they will slaughter the women and chil-
dren that are leit. We have got to do
this, and we may as well die now as dio
a year from now."

The following telegram was sent to
Governor Altgetd:

In response to tbe call about two hun-
dred colored men assembled on Mate
street. Bey. Gecrge v.. Dickey, pastor
of the negro chapel, addressed the meet-
ing, counseling moderation. He asked
his hearers noi to be hasty, but to be pa-
tient and act witbin tho law.

Wm. Johnson spoke, urging violent
redress upon tiie murderous Italian
miners, iiis demands for bloody ven-
geance were cheered by his infuriated
bearers.

They then prepared a telegram which
was sent to Governor Aitgeld, saying
that boo negroes would leave for Spring
Vaiiey at 3:30 to help their brethren if he
did not send them au assurance tbat be
would protect the colored people now in
daDger there. They asked for an imnie-

jdiate answer. Committees are drumming !
lup men and arms in the negro product >
to make the trip to Spring Valley, if 1
necessary.

The impatience of the waiting volun- j
teers was uucontrollable, and to pacify
them Captain Hawkins looked np Kepre- '
sentativc Boekner, and prevailed upon j
him to go to Springfield and urge tho

More speeches were then indulged in,

! and Rev. Mr. Johnson, in a ll xy burst
i of words, advised the assembled colored
people to arm themselves and prepare for
action.

DEFENDER AGAIN IN FRONT.

Cruise of tbe New York Yacht Club,
Ends in a Bluze of Glory,

THE DRBXBL CUP EASILY "WON BY
THE NEW YOPwK YACHT.

But Little Doubt That the Winner I
Will bo Selected to Meet JLord j
Dunraven's ValUyrle, She Having j

Ueieated tbe Visilant la a Very

Easy Manner.

Newport (It. I.), Aug. &—The De-
fender won the Drexel cup to-day. The
cruise of the New York Yacht Club |
ended in a bla„e of glory to-night, and i

the America's Cup Committee has set
August _Oth and __d for the trial races off
Sandy Hook. The yacht which will un-
doubtedly be chosen to meet Lord Dun-
raven's challenger showed her powers by
defeating the Vigilant six minutes and
thirty seconds over a twoniy-oue-mile
triangular courso in a lighl wind. There
were seven milos of windward work ou
the first leg, and the Defender gaiuod live
minutes eighieeu seconds. The second
leg was a reach, and the new sloop did
tho seven miles in one minute and seven
seconds less time thau the Vigilant, on
the last leg the Vigilant used a spinnaker

part of the way, while the Deieuder did
! not, and the 1893 boat also got an advant-
i age in tho wind shifting. As a resuit,
; sho gained thirty seconds on the De-
| fonder.

Itwas on the programme for the yachts
to go twice ovor the course, but a sea fog
camo up suddenly just as tho Defender
finished the first round, and the regatta

committee stopped the race at the twenty-
one-mile point. There were six $200
medals offered by Captain J. B. Droxel of
Philadelphia, which were raced for to-
day by as many classes of schooners aud
sloops.

The winners were: Second-class
schooners —Tho Emerald defeated the
Marguerite. Fourth-class schooners—
The Amorita defeated the Elsemarie.
Fiith-class schooners — The i„oyal do-
leated the A'eara. Third-class sloops—
The Mab defeated tho Hildegard.
Sixth-class sloops—The Cvira defeated
the -Norota and Gossou. Tbo last-named
did not finish owing to a broken
spreader.

The cruise to-day was from Breuton's
Beef lightship, aeven miles to and around
the whistling buoy off Point Judith,
seven miles southeast by south to and
around a white spar out to sea. and seven
miles to Breuton's Keef lightship, twen-
ty-one miles to be sailed twice over un-
less otherwise signaled.

At lu:4l) the llagship Sylvia with tbo
Regatta Committee on board arrived oil'j
the lightship and signaled tho course.
At 11 o'clock the preparatory gun ;
boomed. One minute beiore tbo gun
was iirod the two big sloops wero north
of the lightship jockeying for tho weather
birth. The Vigilant was nearest tho line,
heading for it first. Captain Barr aimed
to swing undor tho stern of the lightship
as close as he could run without hitting
it. Captain Hail shook out the baby jib
topsail on the Defender, and with her j
largest mainsail, largest club topsaii and
big jib and atayatail pulling for all they
were worth, tho new boat jumped
through the water, overlakiug the Vigi-
lant and lapping her ou the starboard
side. There was not room lor the De-
fender to squeeze in between the Vigilant
aud the sturdy old lightship, aud what
little room there was was occupied by
the steam yacht Gladys ol Kingston,
Ontario.

Captain Haff held his course, and
everybody stopped breathing, in order
not to miss thedisaster which seemed in-
evitable. Mr. iseliu, standing on tbo
deck of tbe Defonder, yelled at the owner
of tbe Gladys, who stood at the wheel:
"Get out of tho way. You've no possible
excuse for being there." The Captain of
ihe Gladys gave his shalt a turn back-
ward, and bis mainmast poked a bole in
tbe lifeboat swiugiug from tho davits of
the lightship. Tho stern of the Gladys
butted against the big hulk, aud with a
crash his mainmast snapped short oil',
and railing, flagstaff aud deck fixtures
alt were smasked, and the British ensign
went down with a run.

Meanwhile Captain Barr let the Vigi-
lant run off a couple of points to port,
giving tho Defender room to slide in be-
tween him and the lightship and cross tiie
line first, although he was clearly on-
titled to hold his course.

The tactics of Captain Hall" were prac-
tically as in Monday's raco offSandy
liouk, wheu Mr. Willard filed a protest.
No action has been taken on the protest.

After the advantage thus gained cross-
ing tho line, the Deieuder had the race all
ber own way. Five minutes alter cross-
ing tbo lino she tacked toward shore.
The Vigilant followed suit. Tho De-
fender made it a long board, and wheu
she went about off Narragansett Pier at
11:50 a. :>;., she was a good half mile to
windward of the Vigilant. Doth boats
then took short lucks on aud oil shore
down toward Point Judith.

At 12:30 the Defender was abreast of
Point Judith, leading the Vigilant by
one mile. Atl_:_7.Tl the Defender turned
the first mark. The Vigilant turned at
I_:4.>:_U.

Ihe wind was now freshening a trifle, |
and the boats had a reach of the second •

mark, with the wind just forward of tho
beam and booms to port. The Deieuder
gybed about the second mark at 1:16.14,
and the Vigilantat l_£S:_S.

For the run home the Defender used a
balloon jib topsaii and got ber spinnaker
pole ready, but it was not used. Tho
Vigilant set lier spinnaker for tbe last
half of ibe run, and gained thirty seconds,
the spinnaker aud freshening wind at the
ond doing tbe work. Ihe Defender
turued Bremen's Lightship and started
the second round at _:lu:lo. Then came
the log. and a gun from the SHva. with i
two balls displayed, calling the Defonder j

oil", and she scudded iuto tne harbor once 'more a victor.
Tbe tiueen Mab led tbe small sloops

over the courso and the Emerald led the
schooners.

The regatta committee summoned the
Captains of all tho yachts in the fleet
aboard tbe flagship alter the race, and
announced that the special cup offered by
Secretary J. S. V. Oddie for the sloop
making tbe best runs had been awarded
to o^ueeu Mab, and tbat there was a tie
between Amorita and Constellation for the
cup offered by Fleet Captain Robinson
for the schooner making the best runs.
Tho special cup ofiered by ex-Commodore
Bergen for theyach:. irrespective ol class,
making tbe best runs, was awarded to the
Constellation.

At ty.bn p, m. the fleet was disbanded.
This evening there was a grand illumina-
tion of tho harbor in the city, a parade of
illuminated boats aud elaborate fireworks
displayed.

To-morrow will be the first of four
days or special races which Newport citi-
zens have arranged. There will bo races
for schooners iv the usual classes oil'
Breuton's Beef.

The Vigilant will not take part in
races for sloops '1 hursday and Saturday,
the reasons for which appear in the fol-
lowing:

"7b the Regatta Committee of the yew
Tort Yacht Qt*i—Beak Sins: 1 hereby
withdraw the Yigilant's entries for the
races on Thursday and Saturday. As
you are aware, Mr. Gould aud 1, as his

representative, fitted out and prepared
the Vigilant for racing for no purpose in
the world except to assist in developing '
tho fastest American yacht, and thus aid
m the defense of the America's cup. To |
this ond Mr. Gould has cheerfully gone ;
to great expense, aud I helve taken much .
pains and spent much time. I cannot,
however, consent to continue racing the j
Vigilant unless the contest- arc to be con-
ducted according to tho rules ofyachting. |

"Ihavo now twice giveu way to the
Defender at the start of the race, when'

I the Vigilantclearly had the right of way,
because I was unwilling to risk a col-
lision which wouid leave America with-
out a cup-defender, However willing Ij

j may have been to waive my rights in tiio
I past, 1 am not willingto go waiving them I
i indefinitely, and even if I wero, it is !
quite possible that a situation might be ;

: created in which a collision would bo in-
| evitable. As you know, I have already j
protested the Defender's action at the j

i start on July __d. In to-day's race tho i

I Defender again violated tbe rules, and !
forced the Vigilant out of a position to j
which she was entitled. In both cases
there would have been a collision if tho
Vigilant had not given way. In each I
case the responsibility of avoiding an ac-
cident was cast upon mo. it would not !
bo fair either to the yacht or her owner to
continue racing under these conditions.

RACE FOR HER MAJESTY'S Hl*.

CoWes, Aug. 6.—Five yachts wero ex-
pected to start to-day in the race for Her
Majesty's Cup over the old Queen's
course, starling from oil the Castle, round

lightship, thence around the Lymington
spit buoy and back to Cowes, fifty miles,
They wore the Hester, Czarina aud Me-
teor, belonging to Emperor William; the
Britannia and the farina. The race,
however, resulted in a lizzie, the weather
apparently frightening all the yachts en-
tered in the contest except the Britannia.
The failure of Emperor William's yacht
Meteor to start caused a good deal ofcom-
ment for a time. The Meteor Hew her
racing Hag, and had her mainsail up all
tho morning, and only lnworod the llag
when tbe weather became worse. The
high wind and heavy sea spoiled any
chance she had ofdefeating tho Britaunia.

WIND AND LAIN.

OUTRAGES IN ARMENIA.

SENTIMENTS EXPRESSED BY EX-
PREM-EB GLADS IONE.

The Government at Constantinople, lie

Says, Is ItoHponsiblo lor tho

Crimes Committed,

CHESTER (England), Aug. 0. — The
Town Hall was packed to-day, in antici-
pation of tho hearing of the speech of
Gladstone upon the Armenian question.
Among those present were Messrs. D. 11.
Clifford and Eobert T. Paine of tho
American Peace Society.

The audience rose with vociferous
cheering when Mr. and Mrs. Gladstone
entered. The Duke of Westminster, as
chairman, read a letter from tho Marquis
of Salisbury, now Premier, notifying
the Duke that the sum of .£I,OOO sub-
scribed for the rolief of Armenians had
been forwarded to the British Embassa-
dor at Constantinople, Sir Philip Curry,
who had beon given fuil discretion as to
the manner in which tiie money is to be
distributed.

Alter tho usual preliminaries Gladstone
rose amid an outburst of enthusiasm.
He said the Armenian question was not
a party matter or a religious affair. '1 he
present situation in Armenia resulted
from the intolerably bad Government,
perhaps the worst ou the face of the
earth. [Applause.]

Gladstone read a resolution to the effect
that this meeting express the conviction
that her majesty's Government willhave
the cordial support of the entire natiou
without distinction of party iv any meas-
ure, and it may adopt au order to secure
lor the Armenians such forms of ad-
ministration in the province as may pro-
vide an effective guarantee for the safety
of life, honor, religion aud property, and
no reforms cau tie effected without tho
continuous control of the Europeau j
Powers .

Gladstone then said tiie resolution was
moderate, and expressed not only bis
own sentiments, but those of their trans-
Atlantic mothers, who felt even moro
strongly than did those present tbat Ihe '
dispassionate inquiry that was made
after the Sassouu massacre showed the \u25a0

Bowers that language did not suffice to
describe the outrages which made one's
biood run cold. [Applause.]

"The inquiry, he continued, "verified
all the sickening details, not only of |
European but of American testimony,
which was doubly eulitled to credence,
as America politically had no interest
in the Levant. This testimony, summed
up into words, was 'plunder, murder,
criminal assault, torture,' but," added
Gladstone, "plunder and murder were
comparatively mild beside the work of
the ravisher and torturer. This is not
work of dangerous classes," continued
Gladstone, "but of the Governmental
Constantinople and its agents. And there
is not one of their deeds for which tho
Government is not responsible."

Forest Fires in Washington.

Tacoma. (Wash.), Aug. 6.—Special dis-
patches to the Monting Union from vari-
ous parts of the State indicate tiiat an
area of 50,000 to 75,000 acres of timber land
is burning, Tho western part of the
State is enveloped in smoke, and the sun
appears as a dark red disk that can be
looked at with the naked eye. In the
Olympic Mountains many thousands of
acres of valuable timber is burning.

BLAND DOMINATE.

"Sliver Dick" Seems to Control the
Missouri Democracy.

WAS ELECTED CHAIRMAN OF THE

STATE CONVENTION.

Resolutions Adopted by the Commit-

tee Strongly iv Favor of Freo

Coluutre Of Silver—Finality oT tho

Debate Between Horr and Ilarv^y

on the Silver Question.

PebttjE Springs (Ma). Aug. o.—ln
the presence of 12,000 peoplo, 514 of whom
were delegates, the Democratic party of
the State of Missouri, in convention as-

sembled to-day, committed itselfto the
principle of the free coinage of silver at

the ratio of 10 to 1, and roorgani/.od the
State Central Committeo so as to place
the party machinery out of the control of

1 the gold men. "Silver Dick" Bland
dominated the gathering completely. He
was temporary and permaueut Chair-
man, aud in oponing the contest de-
liberately statoa that ho had come to se-

jcure control of tho party machinery.
Bland's idea ofreorganization is looked

| upon as bad politics, as it was a terrible
! slash at the old Stato Central Committee,
! the Mallit-i'raucia Administration ma-
chine. Tho relations between tho turned-
down committeo and the party colleagues
aro .so strained that in the coming cam-
paign, if conducted ou a freo silver basis,
thoy willpractically be without party al-
liance. Bland's light was won after a

j bitter caucus with Senator Oockrell,
Governor Stouo and other prominent
loaders, who counseled a compromise.

1 The dolegates were with him, and his
programme was enthusiastically carried
out.

The convention was noticeable for the
lack ol speech-making, considering the

j weighty nature of the business trans-
{ acted. There wore no lights on tho Hour.
I Tho most interesting pari of the proceed-
| ing. was the light ovor the piattorm iv
i the meeting ofthe Committeo ou resolu-
; lions. Several members were iv favor of
a resolution requesting the resignation of
Chairman Matin aud other gold bugs.
Others argued in favor of a resolution
providing for tho election of tho Chair-
man ofthe oommittee by the State Con-
vention. A lew were desirous of adopt-

! ins resolutions censuring the committee
, for its alleged antipathy toward the con-
| ventiou, and some wanted resolution!!
! indorsing Bland for President and Stone

I for United States Senator to succeed Sen-
ator Vest, iho convention's conserva-
tive element finally succeeded in de-
feating each of these resolutions.

Itwas about 12:30 when Vieo-Cbairsnan
John 11. Carroll, in ibe absence of Chair-
man Mami, called the convention toor-

! der. ile stated the purpose of the con-
ference, and introduced Don. li. P.
Biand, who was vociferously received.

Mr. bland said the convention was go-

I ing lo discuss the financial question, and
! he hoped its proceedings would bo void
Of personalities and that nothing but har-

j mony would characterize its delibera-
l tions. iie stated that it was tho dosire of
! the delegates that tho State Committeo
I should bo enlarged, and lie hoped that
! this enlargement would be mado in such
I a way as to leave uo bitter feeling or dis-
\ appointed hopes.

At the conclusion of Mr. Bland's re-
I marks tho delegates named their repre-
I (tentative on each committee.

Alter the committees had beon selected
tho convention took a recess until 2:30 _*,

__
Ibe convention re-assembled at 2 p. m.,

and alter the Committee on Credentials
hud recommended that all credentials be
filed with too Chairman the Committee
ou Permanent Organization reported. It
was recommended that the present State
committee be enlarged by addition ofono
committeeman from each Congressional
District and by tho electiou by the con-
vention of four committeemen at large,
making the lotal committee thirty-lour
instead of rifteon, as at present con-
structed. Tho proposition was carried —
420 to !d.

There was another recess to allow the
Committee on Resolutions time io report,
and the convention came to order at 4
r. M. Alter a wait of thirty minutes,
which was beguiled with speeches and
music, the committee reported. The pre-
amble and resolutions aro as lollows:

"The first coinage bill passed by Con-
gross under the legislation made tiie sil-
ver dollar t.he unit of value and admitted
gold to free coinage at a ratio measured
\jy the silver dollar uuit. From the be-
ginning of the Government, following
the policy formulated by Thomas Jeffer-
son and firmly established by Jackson,
the Democratic party has boon tho party
ol bimetallism, favoring the iroo coinage
of both silver and gold al tho national
minis, and opposing the farming out to
banking corporations the Government's
sovereign power of issuing tho money of
the people.

"The act of 1873 was surreptitiously
passed, without tno approval or consid-
eration of tho American people. The
Democratic party has consistently urged
that the grievous wrong be righted. Ex-
perience has shown that while under tho
_m_ie gold standard there may bo an oc-
casional revival of business activity,
accompanied by enhanced prices of a lim-
ited number oi commodities, such revival
is due to artilieial and temporary causes,
and caunot permanently alleviate tho suf-
ferings due to falling prices, brought
about by the appreciation of gold and „v

inadequate supply ofprimary or redemp-
tion money. Duty to the people requires
that the party ot the people continue the
battle for bimetallism until its forces are
crowned with success. Therefore, bo it

%tßesolved, That we, the Democratic
party of Missouri, in convention as-
-emoled, demand the free and unlim-
ited coinage of ailver and gold into pri-
mary or redemption money at the ratio
of io to 1, without waiting for the ac-
tion or approval of any nation; and sec-
ond,

"Resolved, That we are irrevocably op-
posed to the substitution for metallic
money of a panic-breeding, corporation-
credit currency based on a single metal,
the supply of which is so limited thut it
can be cornered at any time by a few
banking institutions; and third,

"Resolved* Tnat we are opposed to tho
policy and practice of surrendering to
the holders of bonds the option reserved
by the law to the Government of redeem-
ing such obligations in either silver coin

or gold coin; iourth.
"Resolved, That we are opposed to tho

issuing of interest-bearing bonds of the
United States iv time ol peace, and es-
pecially are we opposed to placing the
Treasury of the Government under tho
control of any syndicate of bankers, and
the issuance of bonds to be sold by them ]
at an enormous profit, for the purpose of
supplying tbe Federal Treasury witb
gold to maintain the policy ot gold mono-
metallism."

An additional resolution was adopted
instructing the State Committee to call
a convention not later than April ISth, to

jelect delegates to the National Conven-
tion.

The resolution was adopted amid en-
thusiastic applause and without a dis-
senting voice.

Tne delegates from the different Con-
gressional Districts named their candi-
dates for additional members ofthe State

jCommitteo, aud they were unanimously
I elected.

Tho convention sont telegrams of greet-
ing to the conventions at lowa, Missis-
sippi and Texas, and adjourned until
the evening session, when, alter listening
to various speeches and passing the usual
votes ofthanks, the convention adjourned
sine die.
BURROWS SPEAKS AGAINST UNLIMITED

SILVER COINAGE.
Petoskv (Mich.), Aug. 6.—United States

Senator Julias C. Burrows spoke against
tbe free and unlimited coinage of silver
to-day at Bay View to an audience of
S,(Ki(J persons.

Senator Burrows began by reviewing
tbo monetary system of" the L nited States,
and said whatever of just criticism our
present financial may provoke it is a
matter of prido and congratulations that
in all this vast volume of currency

' there is no one dollar inferior to any
othor dollar in its purchasing and debt-
paying power, but all maintained at a
parity and all as good as the best money
of any nation on tbe face of tho globe.
Ho denied that silver is demonetized. Ho
then described what was meant by freo
and unlimited coinage of silver. Gold
would be expelled from circulation to-
gether with every bit of paper redeema-
ble in gold, and a panic tho liko of which
has not been seen in the generation

| would result.
"Coins of unequal value cannot be

made to circulate side by side but the
cheaper will invariably drive the dearer
into retirement," tbe speaker said. "Tne
one thingthat makes tbe silverdollar on a
par with tho gold to-day is because tho
Government treats them tbo same as gold,
and the beliof tnat tho Government can at
all times maintain tho equality with gold.
Uuder free coiuago there would be no
such restraint.

"Believe the Government of the re-
sponsibility of maintaining tbo silver
dollar thus issued at a parity witb gold,"
the speaker said, "and every dollar
coined would at once sink to its commer-
cial value aud be wortn no more than tho
market value of the bullion it contained."

In conclusion he said: "1 would not
havo it inferred that i am opposed to the
use of silver in our monetary system. I
am a thorough bimeiallisl, believing in
the use of both metals, maintaining at
all times the equality of all our dollars
whether paper or coin. Our present sys-
tem is bimetallism in practice aud not in
theory."

Chicago, Aug. 6.— In accordance with

the agreement entered into by the sliver
and gold debaters, Messrs. fiorr and
Harvey, governing thoir recent contest iv

i this city, each was to propare a reoapitu-
| iation of the points made in thoir re-
spective arguments, nut exceeding 2,M0
words each, and to complete tbo same
within a week from the close of the con-
test. Ibis has been done, and in sub-
stance the summary ol Roswell G. Horr
is as follows:

Mr. Harvey admits that the book is
pure fiction, lie repudiates its motto
by declaring that il does not mean what
it says. His statement that primary
money only is the measure of value he
baa not even attempted to sustain, though
his opinion has lieon called for repeatedly.
Mr. iiarvey next bases his case upon the
assumption that the law of is7;> was a
crime, and stated that it bad its origin in
fraud and its birth through bribery and
corruption. He indicated no evidence in
support of this, and he stauds convicted
of making every one of these charges
without any proof tbat would be received
in any ordinary court of justice. IfCon-

j gress was bribed' to pass a bad bill, then
[ the bill must have first passed in bad
i shape. .Now if that bo true, then there
would be no need of a Clerk to do tiie
dirty work. Ifit was done by the Enroll-
ing Clerk then it follows that Congress
passed the bill as it ought lo have been,
aud consequently they would not have
done what he says they were bribed to do.
Il Congress passed the bill all rignt. aud
tha Enrolling Clerk enrolled it correctly,
then the bribery could apply only to the
members of tbo Conference Committee.

All these villauies are then abandoned
when ho claims mat the whole thing wai
accomplished by meaus of a '"substitute
bill."

Mr. Harvey's statement that free coin-
ago creates unlimited domand is net
taken stock in, because there cau be au
unlimited demand lor no human produc-

tions. Mr. iiarvey fails entirely to prove
j that the use of one metal is an experi-
j ment. Ho utterly failed to show a fail in
! the price of a single article, which is not
fullyaccounted by cheaper cost of pro-

; duction. improved transportation or in-
creased supply.

Mr. Harvey says: "Itsettled the pro-
position tbat gold and silver aro the
money of tbo nation. Mr. Horr did not
controvert this. Tho silver dollar was
the unit of value in our coinage system
fixed by tbe Act of 17! „ Mr. Horr ad-
mits this. Silver and gold were the meas-

| ures of value of all other proporty until
i 1873, and the debtor had a right to pay iv
either metal. The Act of 1&73 was sur-
reptitiously passed. For all time of
which we have any knowledge, gold aud
silver were treated equally as money
until 1816, when England closed her mints
to silver, and in 1873-4, when tbo United

I States, Germany, Franco and tbo Latin
! Union followed suit. Tho prices of all
! properly are now measured in gold alone
and are substantially one-half what thoy
would be under the bimetallic system. I
have made good all the propositions set
forth in my opening statement. Mr. Horr
found no errors in my book except the
statement that ihe silver coined prior to
1873 was $105,000,000, instead of $143,000,-

--000. Mr. liorr snows that be does not
yet know what bimetallism is."

Mr. Horr, in his rejoinder, said bis op-
ponent took two days to discuss a crime
which never existed", and bad no timo to
defend many errors in his book repeat-
edly pointed out ami which he promised
to explain later. He now tells what
wonders he would have done had be not
been tiriven from his essays, which
he calls bis "regular order." lv
bis summary be goes out of his
way to villlfy ihe Supreme Court,
the only honorable body in the United
States which be had not siaudered in hi 3
part of the debate. Nowhere has my op-
ponent shown the advisaoiiity of this na-
tion froely coining silver at lti to 1, nor
can bo do it. His summary, like bis de-
bate, attempts to disparage honest indus-
try. The whole S3"_teni cleariy aims at
the destruction of law, individual devel-
opment and social order, if need be,
through revolution. I have shown tbat
Mr. Harvey is devoting his life to de-
ceiving tbe people.

GOLD WITHDRAWALS.
No Uneasiness Cuused by tho .{educ-

tion in the Snrplns.
Washington, Aug. 6.—Treasury offi-

cials look for a withdrawal of about
$2,500,000 ofgold this week, unofficial ad-
vices boluc lo tho effect that tne large cof-
fee iuiporting houses will make such a
demand. Tbe situation, however, occa-
sions no uneasiness in Washington un-
officialcircles nor in Wall stroei, as it is
well understood that this withdrawal is
in tho course of legitimate business, aud
not conducted by speculators. Just what
the syndicate will do is a question upou
which the treasury officials say they are j
notHdvised. ifusees fit to fill up the
hole it will do so without consulting
them. Tbo gold reserve to-day stood at
$104,549,059, but it is expected that by
Saturday mis will be reduced to £iu_,-
OOJ.OOO.
