transactions. It is reported that several local
tirms sold seventy-five carloads of French
Prunes for Eastern account, to bo delivered
aiter'October Ist. Peaches are receiving some
attention, but prices have been rather low.
There is b,it little doing In Apricots, and
Some fair to good stock is being oilered at
shaded rates. The outlook for both trade
and prices is quite satisfactory.
