Auny mnet earnings, however small, de-
rived fromn the haudling of this additional
tonnage is that much of a contribution
toward the general and fixed expenses of
theroad, and so long a8 we can render
the survice without losing money on it no
one is injured by this company under-
taking the transportation; but on the con-
trary, the community is benefited, as the
rail transportation, at the same time that
it opens up new facilitiea, gives emplov-
ment to more men, and the money re-
ceived for the rail transportation is dis-
tributed again in the payment of wages
for train operation, station agencies, track
laborers, and, in short, among wage-
earners generally.

The foregoing considerations have ac-

cordmzly prompted this company to put |

in force these very low rates from San
Luis Obispo and vicinity in the general
interest, the alternative to doing so _being
abandonment of this particular trafTic.
As tho rate on grain from Santa Mar-
garita and points in Salinas Valley to San
Francisco, we beg to set forth that these
rates per amendment 4 to grain tarifl’ 2
already relerred to, viz., §3 per ton, are
reasonable, fair and justin themselves,
and yield to the carriers no more than a
fair return for the services rendered in
the transportation. The measive of the
value of the service from these points

cannot be judged by the com pensation
derived from the San Luis Obispo tariff,
If such judgment wore the :ud‘n of, it
may be meniioned that bef ‘ore the present
destructive compet tion ensued between
the ocean carriers themselves, the

water rate from San Luis Obispo and
vicinity was $5 25 per ton to San Fran-
¢isco, From San Luis Obispo the rates
to-day are merely the best that can be ob-
tained, witbhout any reference to what is
reagonable, fair and just for the rail car-
rier to earn. Not bsing able to obtain
more, we are justified, under the circum-
stances and conditions attending the
tratiic, in accepting the low rates, but be-
cause so acccepled the carriers lor that
reason should not be expecied to accept
less than reasonable, fair and just rates

| for transportation not attended by these

circumstances and conditions.
