' SESSION TN ENCLAND,

Supreme Court of the Independent
Order.

Repressntative and Distinguished
Gathering—Gratityiug Reports—

Membership Over 50.000.

The Supreme body of the Independsnt |

Order of Foresters, met in biennial ses-
sion in the world’s metropolis, on Thurs-
day, August lst. Over 150 officers and
representatives were present. All the
Frovinces of the Dominion, and some
twenty of the States of the Union, and
England, Wales, Scotland and Ireland
wers represented. All the Supreme
oflicers were present. Dr, Oronhyatekha,
8, C. R., presided.

The tenth meeting of the Supreme
Court was duly opened with prayer by
the Rev. W. J. McCaughan of Belfast,
Iréland, Supreme Chaplain. The Su-
preme Chief appointed Committees on
Credentials, Distribution, Finance, State
of the Order, Constitution and Laws, Ap-
pesls and Petitions, New Businessand
Mileage and per diem.

SUPREME CHIEF RANGER’S REPOT.

The S. C. R. read his report, from
which the following facts are taken:

The address began by a grateful ao-
knowledgement ot the kindness to the
order and its members of the Supreme
Ruler of the Universe, It said that
since Lhe last meeting, two years ago, the
membership had increased over 30,000,
being now £0,765. The surplus had in-
creased by $636,000, and now stands at
$1,351,890 72, The proportion per imem-
ber has been steadily increasing, and is
now $600 per member more than it was
five yoars ago, Ieierence was made to
the decision of the Supreme Execultive to
invest a portion of the surplus in the
¥oresters’ Temple, which will in future
be the headquarters of the order. The
corner-stone of what will be the most
imposing fraternal building in the world
was laid on May 30th by the Governor-
General of Canada, the Iiarl of Aberdeen.

Reference was also made to several
proposed amendments to the Constitu-
tion, among which were the striking ouat
of sections referring to the expsctation of
life benefit, and increasing the rates be-
tween forty-tive and fifty, and the hold-
ing of trennial sessions, aud the admis-
sion of women into the order. The Su-
preme Chief Ranger closed his report
witha graceful acknowledgement of the
hounor conferred upon him, and the kind-
ness shown him ever since he has been
their first executive officer.

SUPREME SECRETARY’S REPORT.

The report of the Supreme Secretary
was an elaborate document, and gave a
detailed statement of all receipis and dis-
bursements since the last meeting.
Among the interesting information ob-
tained was the fact that since the Chicago
mesting two years ago
High Courts had increased from ZI to 2§,
and the number of subordinate courts
from 1,430 to 2,100, and the membership
from 50,847 to 80,765. The deaths during
the past two years have been G81. The
amount paid to death and permacent dis-
ability claims in the past two years is
$600,317 §7.

The sick and funeral benefit depart-
meind shiowed marked prosperiiy, and in
it are enrolled abeut one-third of the
membership. During the past two years
$101,118 had been paid in sick and funeral
benefits, leaving the surplus to the credit
of this doepartment on the st of July
$62,139. When it is remembered that four
years ago this fund was in debt, the ade-
quacy of the rates and the efliclency of
the management are apparent, The Su-
preme Secretary closed his report with
an eloguent tribute io the ability of his
colleagues and a grateful acknowledg-
ment of the courtesy shown him by all
with whom he had to do.

SUPREME PHYSICIAN'S REPORT,

Dr. Millman, Supreme Physician, gave
an exhaustive and interesting sumimary
of the work in his department. 1t
showed that for the eighteen months end-
ing December 31, 15894, the number of ap-
plications passed was 31,570, for insur-
ance amounting to $39,169,000. For the
same.period there had been rejected 3,073
applications, representing insurance to
the amount of $3,883,500. The causes of
rejection are given, the principal ones be-
ing bistory of consumption, for which 613
were rejected, and heart cowmplications,
for which 416 were rejected. Intemper-
ance was the cause oi the rejection of 376,
The average age of the members is only
34.82, as compared with 35.3] for 1803,
The death rate has been remarkably low,
5.47 per 1,000.

In a supplementary statement giving
tho result of the examiunations for the
firet six months of 1805, it appears that
16,535 examination papers were reviewed,
of which 15,179 were accepted, making a
total for the two years of 51,941 applica-
tions received, of which 5,729 were re-
Jjected.

DISTRESSING ACCIDENT.

How Mrs. L. D. Adams of Lincoln

Lost Her Life.

A correspondent of the Recorp-UXroN,
writing from Liocoln, Placer (ounty,
gives the following particulars of the
shocking death of Mrs. L. D, Adams of
that place:

This whole community is in sorrow.
The remaios of a most eminent lady,
Mrs. Ida V. Adams, have been brought
here for interment. No one could be
more universallv loved and trusted than
she. It would be essier to iill any other
piace in the whole country than hers—
full of charity and mercy, a model Chris-
tian wife and mother, a safe counselor,
everybody’s friend. She was the wife of
L. D, Adams, a leading merchant of
Lincoln.

The accident was bheart-rending in the
extreme. Mr. Adams, his wife and two
daughters were going in their surrey,
drawn Dy a iarge, gentle, reliable family
horse, up the grade five miles beyond
Auburn, on the way to Michigan Bluff,
to visit Mrs, Adams’ mother. Mr Aaams
and Myrtle walked just ahead, resting at
oasy stages, Miss Mabel, the elder daugh-
ter, driving, and Mrs. Adams ococupying
the back seat.

Just as they started. after s rest at a
point one aud a half miles beyond the
river, a dog jumped from the brush, and

was not seriously hurt. Miss Adams had

The Bradstreet Mercantila Agsancy re-
ports 83 failures in the Pacific Coast States
and Territories for the month of July,
1805, with assets $143,326 and liabilities
$326,388, as compared with 86 for the
previous month, with assets $226,087
and liabilities $435,560, and 96 for the
corresponding month of 1894, with as-
sets $281 451 and liabilities $469,861. The
failures for the past month are divided
among the States and Territories as fol-
lows:

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BICYCLE ACCIDENTS.

Collisions Could Be Avoided If Judg-
ment Were Used.

Almost every night someonse is injured
on the business streets by the too rapid
riding of cyclists, Often it is the riders
themselves who are the sufferers, but oc-
casionally it is pedestrians,

Not only should night riders ring their
bells at orossings, but they should cease
the habit of speedivg through the streets,
eapecially on Jand K. On outside streets
there is little or no danger from this
source, except to the riders themselves,
and if they want to ride at a speed that is
unsafe they must take the chances.

One thing should be borne in mind—be-
ginners should not think of doing their
practice work on J and K streets, either in
the daytime or after night. There are
plenty of streets more suitable for begin-
ners than the two main thoroughiares,
and ordinary judgment should convince
anyone of this fact, :

Iven experienced cyclists are liable to
have collisions ou crowded streets if they
indulge in fast riding, but as a rule they
Know too well the danger and reserve
their ‘‘scorching” exercise for outside
strects and suburban highways.

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RAID ON AN OPIUN-COOKING CAKP.

Successfully Made by Revenue Officer
C. T. La Grave.

How the Thrifty Chinese Moonshiners
Ply Their Trade Among the

Wiliow 7Thickets.

.

C. T. La Grave, a deputy inthe In-
ternal Revenue Office, made a ten-strike
yesterday in the way of capturing illicit
opium, He alsogot the Chinaman who
was cooking it—caught him right in the
act, too.

On Saturday a couple of youths who
were hunting in the brush on the north
side of the American River came sud-
denly upon & camp of Chinese in the
willows, One of the Chinamen ap-
peared to be very much alarmed and
grabbing a gun warned the lads to keep
away. lie fired several shots into the air
to intimidate them.

The boys informed Deputy La Grave
of the incident, and the information veri-
fiod his suspicion that somewhere out in
the brush opium was being cooked by

Chinaman, though he had been unable to
locate thein,

Yesterdazy Mr, La Grave organized a
party of five, inciuding his informant,

and they got a boat and erossed ihe river.
Stealing noiselessly through the brush,
they come so suddenly on the China-
men’s hut that the latter did not ses them
until they ontered the door. There were
eix Chinamen in the place, which was
well stocked with guns and pistols, but
the invaders gave them Bno opportunity
to meake a demoanstration.

One Mongol was in the act of dishing
the opium from acopper kettle suspended
over a fire and tilling cans with the stutf,
Ho had twenty cans already filled and
enough *“dope” for two or three more.
In response to la Grave's inquiry as to
what e was doing, the Chinaman un-
biushingly replied that Le was *‘cook’n
jelly,” and ho went right on about his
work.

T'he ofiicer then explained his mission,
showed his badge of authority and placed
the **cook’ under arrest. The party then
inspected ths premises and found evi-
dence of long-continued opium-ccoking.
About 100 empty cans were found and de-
stroyed and a quantity of crude opiuin.

Mr, La Grave says he has long sus-
vected that something of the Kind was
going on in that locality, aud had
searched the brush frequently, but never
happened to strike this cammp. The Chi-
namen, he says, do not keep large quan-
tities of the stuff in camp through fear of
detection, but cook a few dozen cans ata
time and then smaggle it into the city at
night.

No doubt there are many more ot these
opium-cooking camps in the brush along
the rivers, for there are Chinese gardsens
everywhere and Chinese woodchoppers
at work, so that it is quite easy for the
guilty ones to escape detection.
