CHIicaGo, Aug. 22.—Joe Patchen won
three straight heats from John R. Gentry
at Washington Park to-day, and won
them with the greatest ease. There was
a strong south breeze blowing down the
stretch, and starter McCarty delayed the
first heat of the big event until after the
heat of the 2:25 class. After scoring 8
couple of times, MecCarty gave the word
on even terms, the heavy wind and
track precluding the possibility of break-
ing a record. To the half thoy raced
neck and neck, when McHenry called
on Gentry, and he forged to the fore.
Curry sat still, and in the stretch made
his call. Patchen responded gamely, and
won essily in 2:05}, with Gentry & length
to the bad. The time by quarters in this,
the fastest heat, was: Quarter 0:32}, half
1:023, three-quarters 1:324, mile 2:051.

In the second heat Patchen led all the

way. McHenry went to the whip at the !

half, but Gentry could not respond.
Curry pulled Patchen up, JOgging home
in 2:073.

Aftei this heat Curry smnounced that
he was going for the record, and would
not wait for Gentry. The third heat was
easily Patchen’s, as Gentry had tired un-
der punishment in the previous heats on
coming into the stretch. Altogether the
race was a vast disappointment to the
12,000 persons present. At no time did
Gentry act as though hehad a chiance io
win a neal.

Bicycles are used by the Signal Service
men and on a coil of the wheel the wire
is run and paid out as the machine pro-
gresses, Thus, when the balloon has
started up, the ollicer on the wheel races
for the tent ot the General and the tele-
phone wire is carried aleng and let out
till the tent is reached. 'I'his wire makes
direct cominunication between the ofli-
l'cors on the tieid and the man in the air,
who from his station has a complete view
ot the enemy and can thus give important
information to his superiors,

The General commanding can thus
give his orders from absolute knowledge

of theenemy’s strength and the disposi- |

tion of his men, This will be of 1n-
calculable value to the mode of fighting
of the future. This balloon, of course, is
designed not to tight, but to be & watch-
dog and keep a sharp eye on the enemy.

In the event of a shot from the foa, the
balioon would be so high up as to make
its eflect uncertain. But even if it were
struck, there is attached to the top a para-
chute which would enable the ofiicers to
descend safely into their own camp. This
parachute is part of the silken web of the
balloon—woven 1nto the top so that it is
always spread and ready for action.
Should a shot pierce the bag, the silk
would collapse, but the upper frame,
which is already a parachute, would sim-
ply let the car slowly down to the earth,

The French Government is said to have
a fine balloon built for use in war. [t is

 kept in a large garden, and no one is al- |
 lowed to see it, nor has any drawing been

made or photograph taken. It is said
that this balloon will nct only float, but
that it can be guided and steered as read-
ity as a ship. 1t is expected that it will
be on exhibition in the coming World’s
Fair at Paris,

i shaped envelope, within which is the gas

gml il'Hl!lllil bag, which is to be pumped

full of air. An electric motor drives in

the rear a screw propelier. It is said that

the airship will be able to make a speed

of at least twenty-five miles an hour.
