There are many thrillingstories told

NEW PUBLICATIONS.
"Dollars or What?" is a volume with a

sub-title, "A Little Common Sense Ap-
plied to silver as Money." Itis by W. B.
Mitchell of Chattanooga, Tenu., and ia
issued by the American News Company,
New York. Mr. Mitchell is a facile writer,
strong and Graceful withal. He has as-
suredly made a deep study of the finan-
cial question, and writes from the depth
ofconviction, behind wuieh lies years of
experience as a banker. There are no
dull lines in his book, which is an argu-
ment against silver free coinage. While
Mr. Mitchell hits hard, it cannot be said
by any reader of his volume that he hits
unfairly. He states the pleas and posi-
tions of his opponents fairly and without
any concealments or avoidance, and ho
answers them with vigor and force. It
is an important contribution to the finan-
cial debate of the day. lie recognizes
that the silver people are not talking for
mere sentiment, but that their position
has a substantial basis: that, there ia a

; grave issue with which they hare joined,
and that it must be treated with all se-
riousness, and the fog and misconcep-
tion that clouds it must be removed by
reason pure and simple. He believes
that clearly informed, the people will not
drop further down the silver slide, but that
they can be relied ou to reach "right con-

| elusions. He believes in an expansive
bank note currency, if we are to have
safu financiering and escape calamity.

: He dwells especially upon the false no-
tion that the Government extends spec-
ial "favors" to the moneyed classes, if
bankers are given a profit in their circu-
lation. It is not hard, he holds, to show

i that this is a mistaken notion. He regrets
j that the Last, while opposing free coinage,

i offers no comprehensive substitute, and
i what this should b8 this practical little
| work makes very clear. While he does
i not advocate it, Mr. Mitchell asks this
question: "If the silver advocates want
to coin all the silver in the world, why do

j they not propose to put 100 cents worth of
silver into the silver dollar? It would
then stand alone; and until silver do-

j clined they could, without disturbance,
! give the metal tho 'wide use' to which
\u25a0 tbey claim it ia entitled." An important

i section of the book is given up to the
| dissipation of the idea that the demone-
i tization of silver in 1873 has beon the
jcause of the toady decline in values since
I that date, and that its restoration by free
i coinage would restore values and ad-
j vance silver to the prioesof former years.

Interesting .Dlsoovory Made by Rus-

sian Explorers.

The Russians have made a singular dis-
covery in Central Asia. In Turkestan,

! on the right bank of the Amou Dana, is a
; chain ol rooky hills near the Bokharan
; town of Karki, ami a number of large
: caves which, upon examination, were
found to lead to an underground city,

| built apparently long before the Chris-
tian era. According to ertigiea, inscrip-

i tions and designs upon the gold and sil-
j ver money unearthed from among the

i ruins, the' existence of the town
dates back to some two centuries be-
fore the birth of Christ. The under-
ground Bokharan city is about two
verats long, and in composed of an

The edifices contain all kinds of domestic
utensils, pots, urns, vases and so forth.
